A correspondent of the Star living
near Fox Island has undertaken to sap-
ply us from time to time with the fishery
news of that place, as well as the opera-
tions to be conducted on the South side
of our river commencing at Escuminac.

Fox Istaxp Staxps—No 1. Messrs.
John & Henry willislih of Bay du Vin,
will this season make their first venture.
They will fish on the stand occupied by
their lats father Wm. Williston, Esq. If
a favorable year, they will get about
3,000 salmon. They will use about 500
fathoms of net and employ 4 mea. T.
W. Crocker, Esq., gets their fish.
® No. 3—Messrs T. & T. Williston of
the same place also own valuable stands
on the same Island. If the fishery be
good they will have about 4,000 salmon.
These they will ice, freeze and ship.
They will utilize 1,000 fathoms of net,
and employ 5 men.

Nou. 3.—Messrs Robert Noble & Son
of Lower Bay du Vin have two salmon
stands in the same neighbourkood, and
will probably secure about 2,000 salmon.
They will fish with 900 fathoms of net
and employ 3 men. 1. W. Crocker,
Esq., gets their fish.

No. 4—Mr Jas. C. Loggie, of Chat-
bam, owns one salmon stand on the same
Island; and with fair fishing will get
about 900 fish. He will have 350
fathoms of met and will employ 2 men.
MessrsAnderson and Co. of BurntCharch
will get his fish.

No. 5—Donald McDonald, Esq.,
(Donald Baron) of Lower Bay du Vin,
owns three stands on the same Island ;
and with ordinary lack, will bave aboat
1,700 fish. He will use 860 fathoms of
net aypd employ 3 men. Messrs Ander-
eon ECO., get his fish,

No. 6—S8quire John Williston cf Up-~
per Bay du Via will have five stands on
the Island,and will bave outl,000 fathows
of net. He will, with crdinary fishing
Lave about 3,500 salmon. These stands
occupy second best places on the Island,
8quire Jobn will employ 5 men : and
T. W. Crocker, Esq., will gets his
fish.

No. T—Messrs A, & J. Loggie, of
Black Bropk,own acd will fish 6 salmon
stands on the Island; and calculate on

itioally a Fenian invasion would blast the
prospeets of their eonntrymen. who have
made Canada their home, I am satisfied that
their wrath would be turned aside and their
eyes would be opened to the wrong they
would infliot on the very pebpla they profess
to love s0 well. We have not injured the
Fenians: why thensheuld ths Fenians im-
jurggns? We have here what we consider
onc "of the best forms ot government in the
world. “Why sheuld our happiness be dis-
turbed, our social relations destroyed and
our eommercial hopes ruined by an assault
upon the institution we are bound to pro-
teet? .

Take it all in all the!Irish people here are
as well off as they are in any part of the
world, Whatever wrongs they have suffered
in the old country, these wrongs eannot Jbe
righted by assailing a land that has given
shelter and protection to half a million of
an expatriated people. Apart from all other
issues; a Fenian invasion would be a wrong
inflisted on the Irish people here, and they
would be the prineipal suflerers if it was
attempted. Every blew aimed at Canada
would by struek over the head of an Irish
resident of the Dominion.

As a mattor of ehoice many of us préfer
the system of government under which we
live to any other.

man’s share toward elevating the condition
of his people in his,. own day, is a poor érea.

of which department Sir John A Mae~
donald is the head.  The report of the
Indian department though belonging to
the Interior appearsin a separate sub-
report.  The subjects dealt with in the
report are

Government of the North-West Terri~
tories.

Government of the district of Kee-
watin, &

Dominion Lands.

Geological Survey.

North- West Mounted Police.

School Lands of Manitoba and the
NorthaWest Territory.

Of the increase of population in the
North-Wess the First Minister says:—

“‘The population of Maunitoba and - the
North-West Territories grows apace, as
does the area of the public domain taken
up by bomestead settlers and by that
desirable class ot purchasers who reside
upon snd cultivate their lands.  The
Pembina Mountain, Turtle Mountain,
Souris, Little Saskatchewan, Bird Tail
Creek, aud Prince Albert ssctions con-
tione to attract the most of the immi-
g.ation, and so large was the ioflux in
the early portion of last season that il
was found necessary te open new land
offives in three of the districts nawmed,
that is to say, Turtle Mouutain, Bird
Tail, and Souris."

With respect to electoral districts iu
the N. W. 1. the Minister says that at
the suggestion of the Governor of the
Territory three electoral districts, to-wit
one in Prince Albert settlement aud two
in that section adjoining Manitoba on
the West were created. The object -is
the election of three-persous to repre-
sent the territories in the Nortn=West
Couacil.

The sum of $4,000 was sew apart for
schools last year. Fue minimam average
attendance in aay of the schools, was 15

popils.

With reference to the Roving U. S.
Indians the report says:—

A large proportion have surrendered

: themaelves to the authorities of their own

country; aad of the remnant—said not
to exceed one hundred lodges—who
still remain under the leadership of Sit-
ting Bull, and frequent more or less the
portion of our territory, in the vicinity of
Wood Mountain, there is reason to be-
lieve that all, or nearly all, will have
done likewise before the close of the
present season.”

The advantages of the grass lands for
grazing are great; and swarms of bona-
fide applications for leases of grazing
territories have come in to the office of
the Interior.  The following statement
is made, and it ought to be of no little
interest to lumbermen: — '

“Daring the year, for the N W sixty-
five applications for timber berths and
twenty-three for mineral localities were
received . i

A twenty-one years' lease and ten
yearly licenses, for timker berths, were
granted.”

We have called attention before to
this matter. We presame the grants of
timber berths have been wade on the
upper waters of Saskatchewan, where
there is a region of excellent nine. The
Government ought to make known the
extent of the forests there; evidently cer-
tain speculators have possessed them-
selves of the knowledge, applied for
berths, and the Government grant one
man, a lwenty one yrars leasc. This is
weong. We grant no ‘“21 years leases”
down ia the Provinces; nor ought the
Dominion Government to do so either.
The Crown Lands should be advertised
forsale, put up at auction, and let the
best bidder take the lands. The atten-
tion of the Toronto Mail was called to
this matter long ago but for' some occult
reason it refused to bave anything to say
in the matter. This underhand way of
sending out coureurs des bots to the Sas-
katchewau, ascertaining the ex‘ent ete.
of the pine forests, then the quiet appli-
cation, and the *‘21 years lease,”is alto-
gether a wrongful proceeding; an injus~
tice to the general public.

PROF. MACOUX'S REPORT.

The report of Professor Macoun is
excellent, and full of interest. It was
he who estimated the cultivable land in
the North West at 200,000,000 acres.
He first went up the Grand Valley to
Moose Mountain. . The Assiuiboine is &
very crooked river but the bends restrain
the fury of the river, and make it navig=
able. The soil along the valley is zood;
there is no wood save poplar, on the
little hills. Sowme settlers are scattered
aloug here.  Parts of i§is region are
unique.  Sand hills with scraggy wood
rise above the levels, marshes and somes
times lakes, surround them. The ponds
and lakes and brooks wers astir with
wild fowl.

MOOBE MCUNTAIN,

In this region Mr.Macoun found about
100 square miles of timber, mostly scrub
ash and poplar. Belo v,the country is a
dead level and streams flow in a bewil-
dered way, some north and others
south.

SOURIS PLAIN,

This is an immense treeless expanse.
Here and there as the professor first
went upon it,he found ponds of brackish
wa'er, and ridges containing much grav-
el. But as he travelled on the prospect
changed. The land became dead level,
without mound or bush, or lake.. They
dug pits in the clayey =oil to note its
nature For about 8 inclies down it was
mostly roots; then it became more lus-
cious. Fire passes over this region every
year, fed by the long grasses. The soil
was 80 soft, that a spade counld, with
little exertivn, be thrust into the head.
The air was fragrant with the scent of
delicious flowers, especially red roses.
Along the creeks nmni'ngb through the
plain poplar was met.

He then passed from Moose Jaw
Creek to old Old Wives Lakes. The
grasses here were excellent for pasture.
T'here were wild oats stiya spartea, which
horses thrive on, and like very much, till
the seeds begin to ripen.  Then there
was buffalo grass, known by its curling
leaves and liule panicies of flowers;
American sage brush, quick grass,bunch
grasses, etc., were alsu found.  They
found here a clear sparkling sheet of
water Bullrush Lake. Clay clifs 60 feet
high, rose above it. Three brooks ran
in, and one ran out.  The journey from
Old Wives Lakes to Cypress hills,showed
land covered with an excellent soil, at
times spread out into wide, and gently
undulating plaing covered with tall rich
grass; and bere and there high rolling
bills, with deep valleys. The waters
from thess hills ran intq Old Wives
Cresk. Cypress hills rose 400 feet from
the plain; along their base were Alka-
line woods, and poor soil. To thesouth
from the Hills stretched an interminable
plain. The party camped at the foos of
the hills, Says the Professor:—

*‘We pitched our camp on a little
meadow. Before us gurgled a small
brook, behind us were thick groves. ot
poplar and berry-bearing bushes, and
high above us on a bare clay bluff was
the burial place of am Assinniboine. As
night settled down on the scene we
erowded rouud oar camp fire, and review-
ed the route of the last four weeks since
we left Moose Mountain, and one and all
agreed that nene of the land seén was
poor pasture and much of it had w good
fertile soil well suited for agriculture.
Neaily all the water seen was good, but
the whole laud was literally witliout wood
of any kind.  With the exception of a
little in the valloy of Moose Jaw Creek,
uot an acre of wood had been geen for a

month on our line of travel,
