Magnificent Parliament
Buildings Destroyed

One M. P. and Six Other Persons Bunted to Death—Only 
Library Saved—Different Opinions as to Origin of Fire.

A Commission of Enquiry to be Appointed.

ANNUAL SESSION 
ANGLICAN SYNOD

Much Discussion Over Liquor Traffic and Bishop 
Richardson's Recommendation for Prohibi­

tion Adopted by a Large Majority.

Fire, which broke 'but in the read­
ing room of the House of Commons 
at ten minutes to nine Thursday night 
spread with appalling rapidity and 
resulted two hours afterwards in the 
destruction of the greater part of 
the magnificent Gothic building.

Irregular coiloams of smouldering 
debris, are all that remain today of 
that imposing pile which for half a 
century, has been the home of Sen­
ate and Commons. The fire, almost 
unexampled1 in Its fury, laid waste 
the great central structure.

The commons building 
was a network of sweeping porridors 
running in every direction. The in­
tensity of the fire itself created a 
terrible draught and this was accen­
tuated by the draught from the cor­
ridors. There were no fire doors, no 
fire proofing; wooden doors and lock­
ers were everywhere—not a thing in 
fact to arrest the relentless fury of 
the devouring elements.

What cause» it may never be 
known. There nro rumors of incen­
diarism and suspicions of the malici­
ous hand of an alien enemy. The fire 
may well have been from such a 

aae. The Met, however, that the 
buildings at all hours are closely 
guarded and no strangers acquitted, 
with the additional fact that police­
men were at both doors of the room, 
lend some color to the belief that 
the Initial blaze was due either to 
sponjXmeons combustion among; the 
thousands of newspapers on file or 
that it started from a smouldering 
cigar or cigarette from some reader.

Few were in the room at the time. 
One who is known to have been there 
Mrs. Vervllle, wife of the Maisson- 
euve M. P., says She heard a puff and 
saw flames sweep across one of the 
newspaper racks. In an instant the 
whole room was ablaze. A police­
man at the outer door seized a fire 
extinguisher, hut if it worked at all, 
it was as a drep of water In a fiery 
furnace. The stands and racks were 
in flames in the space of a few mo­
ments; the mass of burning paper 
sending forth volumes of opaque 
smoke, so dense -as to obscure the 
lights and deadly In alpfliyxlatlng 
effect.

Colonel Sherwood of the Dominion 
police, said th.it ther; was absolute­
ly no ground for rumors that the fire 
waa of incendiary origin. “It started” 
he said, “right under the nose of a 
policeman." The fire spread with 
amazing rapidity, but this may be 
explained by the contents of the 
room, paper, light tables, etc. The 
report of a warning from Providence 
two weeks ago was officially dented.

Fire Chief Graham, of Ottawa, 
holds strongly that the fire was in­
cendiary. “It was set, and well set,’' 
he said on Friday. “I distinctly 
heard five explosions, the like of 
which I never heard at a fire before.
The explosions were not even the 
ordinary explosions of gun powder.
They were like the explosions from 
shell. There was not the regular 
“bang” or “crash" that comes frofn a 
gunpowder explosion, but a sort of 
long, singing “zi-l-t-I-i-n-g.” A ma­
jor of the engineers with me said 
These certainly are shells.” One 

of the policemen told me that the 
fire ran along the floors just like a 
prairie fire. Why. when our men 
from No. 8 station (back of the city 
hall) got to Elgin street they saw the 
smoke and flames shooting forty or 
fifty feet above the buildings.”

From Pte. W. A. Ryan, of Nordin.
My Dear Mother and Father;— 

Just a few lines to let you 
know George and I are all well. 
George li on guard tonight. The 
Queen was looking at the troops to 
day. We presented arms with died 
bayonets, wlflh our capd on the 
points of our bayonets. 1 The band 
was playing all around us. The sol­
diers were lined from our huts to 
the station along the road.

Well, how are all of the children? 
I got a box of tobacco from Aunt 
MlUy. Tohaqco Is awful, hard to 
get over here.

When the 65th goes into action 1 
tell you there will be something do­
ing.

1 thank Aunt Mltly ever so much 
for the tobacco.

How are father and Jimmy getting 
along? I wish you all a Happy 
New Year. I write every week so 
that you will get a letter every time 
the transport ship goes across.

When I go to the front you will not 
get so many letters We are only 
allowed to write once a week, and 
only a few lines then.

WeH ^mother, I hfave passed tfce 
ranges. I made lots of bulls-eyes.

All of my hut crew are down town. 
There are 40 men in a hut. We have 
fine huts; there are oil stoves in 
them. Jules Malley is writing along 
side of me. We just came from the 
Salvation Army. They are making 
all the cold feets go to the front.

The Germans are flying over us 
al! the time. We got word to dark­
er. all of our windows. Everything 
is dark here now. ^

They were 
very nice. I treated the other boys 
with the cigarettes and had the can­
dy myself. It all came in very good 
and we are very thankful for any 
little parcel that we get from Cana­
da. 1 suppose you have lots of snow 
and good yleighing In Canada now. I 
would like very well to have a sleigh 
drive myself now, but I don’t think 
I shall this winter. We all think 
there will be a big change in the 
war before next Xmas, but of course 
there will be a large sacrifice of 
men. but we have got to win at any 
cost and thtf sooner the better. We 
are all in the best of spirits, and I 
don’t think there is a man who is 
sorry he ever joined to do his bit. 
I know for one I am glad, for I have 
done my duty. Well, I must close 
for tonight, with best wishes to all 
the family, and hoping to hear from

I received your most kind and Dear Mother: 

ever welcome letter the other day, j Was awfully glad to hear from you 
and was awfully glad to hear from!all this morning, and as I am afraid 
you, and also to know you are well, jthat some of my letters have gone 
and have not forgotten us, even if astray, I am going to write home 
we are so far away. I like to know , oftener. 8
that you think of us some times, and The weather here has been wet

night, and got quite a few of our
lads, but we get our own back and 
then some. The otiwsr day three 
German aeroplanes came over accom­
panied by a battle plane, and tried 
to blow up our railhead, where our 
supplies come in, and from which we 
deliver them to the troops. They 
dropped bombs all around It, though 
none hit. but they nearly got a 
bunch of cavalry on a road nearby. 
They tried lowering a few to us, and 
had better luck, one dropped right 
among us. killing six and wounding 
eleven, and but for an armored car. 
would have got mere. I happened to 
bo out of my car at the time, also-the 
second and third drivers, so the car 
only suffered. T’-.ose aerial torped­
oes make a worse noise than a Jack 
Johnson and sort of hypnotise you un 
til they strike the ground, and if you 
are at eH near them, they are sure 
to. But don’t worry, they won’t get 
us again. Our airmen are more act­
ive now, and we have located all 
the cellars around, so if one gets too 
near, we have a foot race to |ee who 
gets there first. One tried to get 
over this morning, but soon turned, 
when he saw our airmen coming.

I get the newspapers regularly and 
sorry to hear that some of our toys 
from home have been killed. Things 
are loking more favorable now than 
a week or two ago, espeslally in the 
Balkans, and although we were too 
slow to save poor Serbia, we will 
stop their drive towards Egypt. The 
Canadians are doing fine work here, 
and although we don’t hear so Inuch 
about them lately, they are still on 
the job as much as ever. The Ger­
mans hate the Canadians worse than 
the English, for we kept them from 
getting to Calais, but we can stand a 
lot of that. I am the only Canadian 
in this company, and they call me 
“Yank" for Yankee. They like 
reading our papers. There is a lad 
here from New York whom I knew 
there. He was very anxious to get 
them while the baseball season was 
on.

Well, Mother it is time to go to 
bed. Hope you keep well this win­
ter, and when the war is over, I think 
about next October—I’ll take the 
shortest route for home.

Iu 
the 54th Battalion there are two 
boys, one 12 and the other 13, and 
they have two brothers at the front 
now, so they are doing their share 
alright, and fine little fellows they 
are, ajnd we have lots of men over 
40 years old, too. so It Is a pity that 
more of those able young fellws in 
Redbank don’t come and do their 
share. Jimmie McCclm, and Walter 
MuMln and Garvle Rae and I, have 
made a^lttle start from our part, 
(Whitney). I think' that was pretty 
good, for we haven’t many single men 
down there. I cannot say when we 
ahadl move from here or where we 
are going. We are neariy all done 
training now, and having a very good 
time, only it Is very wet and muddy 
roost of the time. I would like to go 
to France any time now and do my 
share, for I think we could help more 
there than we can here wading 
through the mud. You said you 
would like to hear of us as sergeants 
Well, I had a good chance to be ser­
geant, but Met it go, for a sergeant 
has to do lots of things I would not 
like to do. He has to punish lots of 
privates for very little things and I 
wouldn’t have anything to do with

We are well supplied with warm 
clothes and waterproofs, so -we won’t 
suffer much from the cold. A lot of 
our clothes and eatables come from 
Canada, so I think we are getting our 
share of the war profits, besides do­
ing our duty. We had an issue of 
sheep-skin coats, which came from 
Toronto. They are nice and warm 
and much better for sleeping In, than 
the regular army great-coats. The 
majority sleep in the lorries, but a 
few of us have been lucky enough to 
get houses to sleep in.

Your cakes and underwear arrived 
O. K. and In good shape. It is a 
treat to get a taste of the kind that 
"Mother used to make.” The French 
do not eat much cake, but charge 
plenty for what they do make, and in 
fact everything else. They say "Eng­
lish plenty money,’’ and of course 
we do get much more than the 
French soldiers, who get six cents a 
day. They used to get ten cents.

My friends in England have been 
very kind to me, I get smokes and 
eats regularly. Our company has 
started drawing for leave, and I may 
get mine soon if I am lucky. But 
since I can’t go home, I’m not -very 
particular when I get it, but will go 
to Newbury when I do.

There has -been heavy bombard­
ment along our eeetlon of the line 
during the last few days, and both 
sides are doing lots of mining, the
