Captain snd Pilot Testify at
Miramichi Collision Probe

Different versions of the state ot
the tide on the morning of the lat-
est accident to the Morrissy bridge
were given at inquiry held yesterday
by the Miramichi Pilot Commis-
sion in Chatham,.

Capt. Samuel Bailey master of
the Steamer Woolingham which was
in collision with the bridge contend
ed that  the tide was at such
strong ebb when his vessel was go-
ing through the draw that she would
not respond to her helm. Had
the pilot known, as he should have

been any accident, the captain sald.

On the other hand, George Savoy
who was the pilot in charge of the
steamer at the time of the accr
dent, said that the tide was favor
able. The steamer took a sudden
northerly veer as she approached
the draw and before she could be
straightened out the draw was struck

DRUGGISTS, OLD AND NEW

Jast Changea Have Taken Place In
the Business of the Apothecary,
Through the Years,

Thousands of Americans who love
the study of old London were inter-
ssted in the news story that the “Wor-
shipful Company of Apcthecaries,”
which for 8360 years has had its shop,
had let the property pass into new
hands. It was stated that “almost
next door to Water lane was the Biack-
friar's theater, where Shakespeare and
Burbage played.® The assumption of
a head writer that “‘Shakespeare may
have patronized the place” was inac-
curate, Shakespeare died in 1618. The
land on which the ghop was bullt was
not acquired till 1¢33. The building
then erected was destroyed in the great
fire and rebullt \ 1786. But it is pos-
sible that Shakespeare did have the
services of the Apothecaries some-
where, for they were Incorporated by
James I, m 1608, ten years before his
death, observes the Brooklyn Eagle.

Clashes between the Apothecaries
and the Cullege of Physicians, Incor-
porated in 1518, and the Barber Sur
geons, incurporated in 1640, led to the
final decision of the house of lords In
favor of the Apothecaries in the case
of Rose vs. the Oollege of Physiclans.
It was held that “the duty of the
apothecary conelsts not merely of com-
pounding and dispensing, but also in
directing and ordering the remedies
employed n the treatment of diseases.”
Later laws have somewhat modified
this principle. But the apothecary's
shop, commonly known as a “chem-
ist's” shop In London, is today very
different from what was known in the
time of James I. It sells & lot of things
that are not drugs.

And here In America, where In most
of our states a druggist whe advises
a given remedy 1s technically gzuilty of
“practicing medicine without a license,”
the demorallzation of the trade has
gone much farther. Two-thirds of the
profits from the average retail stand
come from candles, cigars, soaps, cos-
metics, soda water, camera supplies, a
bundred and one lttle luxuries. Drug
s drugs pay a fine profit when they
are sold, but the sales are small. Of
course patent medicines still have a
considerable following. It would be
hard to find from Maine to California
a single drug store that deals exclu-
sively In drugs. Also there Is some
reason for the optimistic reflection that
the bathtub and saritary living have
made fewer drugs essentlal to human
comfort.

Probably one of the most
unique is that of a wife of a friend
of mine who has been an earnest help-
mate of her husband for a number of
years.

ANTIQUITIES IN WHITE HOUSE

Attractions Well Worth Inspection Are
Known to Comparatively Few
Visitors in Washington.

Least advertised of the attractions
of the White House is a collection of
antiquities relating to the historic man-
sion, which is on view in a basement
room adjoining the oval room directly

beneath the blue room.

This oval room, by the way, was
used for receiving guests in the old
days, when the main door of entrance
to the White House was in the middle
of the south side and not on the north
front, as at present. It is slightly
above the ground level, and the eold-
time entrance still remains, opening di-
rectly upon the spacious lawn. For
merly a road led past it, which in wet
weather was so muddy=that arriving
guests had trouble to keep their feet
dry.

Thus it was in Dolly Madison’s day,
and one of the most interesting curios
in the little museum is her book of
cooking recipes, blank puges of which
are Inscribed with culinary ideas in
her own handwriting. There is also
a blue-and-gold china bowl, two feet
high, upheld by three graceful female
figures, which, imported frpm France,
was In use during her reign.

Abiguil Adams, the first mistress of
the White House, is represented by a
silhouette of herself, cut out of black
paper by some unknown hand. Two
saltcellars of hers are also in the col-
lection, as well as a huge silver-mount-
ed goblet of full-quart capacity which
her husband used when he was Presl-
dent.

There are pieces of china represents
ing every set used at the White House
from the earliest days until now—the
latest, white and gold, being the Wil-
son set for the state dining room. A
remurkable piece from the Harrison
set is a turkey platter bearing a beau-
tiful painting of a gobbler. Other
pleces of 1hat set are adorned with
various pictures of animals, while the
vegetable dishes uare ornamented with
paintings of different vegetables. It
was designed for a descriptive tadie
service, so to speak.
