SHIPPING DILSASTERS.

Capt. M'Lean, ot the barque Poolscar,
Liverpool, wrecked at Holm, Orkney, on
Monday, has just made his deposition at
ihe Custom House, Kirkwall. He states
that the vessel left Bremen on the 17th
inst’ and had a fine passage uatil Sun-
Jday, at ncon. That he was in lag-
i ude 57, and longitude 9. 42 E, and
steered N.N.W. till eight in the even-
ing, intending to go throngh the Pent-
land Firth; a dense fog cime on, and
thinking iaprudent to run through the
flircth he altered his course to N.N-E.’
intendinz to soil between the Orkney
and Shetland Isles. The current, how-
ever, being strong and the fog dense, he
was driven a-:hore on Rossness Point at
1.50 on Monday morning. Thirty
minutes after ihe vassel strucik the water
was'twixt the deck beams, and he orders
ed the crew to save their l.ves and as
much property as possible. Altogether
there were twenty ofacrew., 'Phe Pool-
scar was built in dAmerica in 1854, classed
A lin Ameiican record, and owned by
Messrs., Jamieson and Co. Liverpool.

Chere is no hope of gettinz the ship
off. Fourteen of tiie crew have heen
sent on to Liverpooi by the steamer St.
Maguns, from Kirkwall,

[t will be remembered that a short
time since the British and African Steam
Navigation compaay’s Royal minil steamer
Senegal struck 2 rock oft Gand’s Point,
Grand Canary, an.l was atterwards beachs
el in Menenare Bay.

TUE FRENCH REVOLUTION,
AN Es3\Y, By W.R,

Abount Jthe end 2of ‘the eighteenth
sentury tisie aoble an ehivalrous French
nation became involved in an abyss
of eonfusion and anarchy unprecedent-
el in the history of the world, Te
such a hight did this great state of
disorder extend thai this great counx
iy fell as it were, to pieces aad disap~
peared almost from the ranks of civi=
itzed nations. The eauses which led
Lo this frightful revolution as well as
its progress we shall now proceed to
relato.

The proximate cause of this revolu.
tion wis in a great messure the disord-
ed financial state of the country which
could be remidied neither by the
ministry nor by the personal sacrifices
and exertions of good King Luis XVI.
To this we may perhaps add che desire
entertained by many persons in France
of 1mitating the United States of Awm-
erica wbich country had thrown off
it allegianee to Kngland and establish
ed a Republic. Mauny French soldiers
had fought on the side of the Ameris
cans durivg the war and on their re-
turn to their ‘own country brought
with them American principles and
ideas which they jdiffused amcnst
the people. Tlence arose a desire oo
the part of muny porsons in Fiance
to imitate the conduct of the Awmerics
ans but they did not ‘take into considers
ation that the citreumstances of Frauce
and America differed widely frow each
other and that the systém of Govern-
ment that may suit one may prove a
souree of ruin o the other.

revolution was that spirit of iafidelity
and irreligion which for se long a time
had made such fearful progress in
rance. This fatal poison imported
chiefly from Eagland and Holland, re-
ceived its chief saupport from the infi~
del writings of such men as Voltaire,
Diderot and others. For a long time
the most fearful attacks were made by
these men on the altar acd the throne.
[o vain did a number of able and
virtuous men endeavor t0 stem the
torrent of infidelity that threatened to
deluge the entire country. The cons
tagion soon spread to the provinees and

France became 1nvolved in the mischief,

This anti-christian conspiracy was
further increased by the conduct of
the Jansenists, a body of sectariaus
equally hostile to Church and State.
I'ney had now existed in France for
upwards of a hundred years and had
wilicted mueh evil on society.

The revolution was in some measure
hastened by the expulsion of the So-
ciety of Jesus from France. This
body ol religious men were always to
bo found oo the side of law and order.
Hence it i3 not to be wceadered at
that the chiefs of the infidel party
should exert all their energies to re
move suci an obstacle as to the carry-
ing out of their wicked designs. For
of all the religious orders they feared
non¢ so much as the Jesuits whose tals
eut, activity and zeal they had o much
to dread. Heuve we find that such
men as D’Alembert, Voltaire and
others of the same stamp poared ou.
the bitter venow of their hatred against
this useful body of men. Iinally
viey succeeded 1n urging the weak
wouareh of Krance to sign an orde:
tor their expulsion which caused the
enemies of reiigion to exult and the
iriends of virtue to mourn.
