If the pota-
toes are not all treated the same day
it is advisable to make up fresh for-
malin for each day’s work.
Corrosive sublimate (mercurie
chloride) can be used also to treat
potatoes to prevent scab. Soak the

sublimate to 25 gellons of water. Cor~
rosive sublimate iz s deadly poison,
and potatoes treated with it are ren-
dered unfit for food for man or beast.

Formalin 18 a clear liquid disinfee-
tant. It is a 409 solution of formal-
dehyde gas and water. It can be pur-
chased from almost any druggist. It
is sold under the names of formalin
and formaldehyde. It is important
that the purchaser, whatever name
he buys. it under, secured a guaran-
teed solution of 409% formaldehyde.
The stock solution should always be
kept in a well-corked bottle, and
should not be allowed to freeze.

If possible plant the treated seed
potatoes on clean soil, that is soil
that has not produced a crop of
scabby potatoes. Practice a rotation
of crops. If scab is very bad it is
not advisable to plant potatoes on
the same land oftener than once in
five years. Heavy applications of
barnyard manure should not be made
to the potato'crop, but if necessary
given at some other point in the rota-
tion.. Plant potatoes after clover sod
if possibie.  Avoid alkali fertilizers
such as lime and wood ashes.—Prof.

Planting the Cultivated Crops.

To.engure good crops of carrots,
manglés, sugar beets, potatoes and
corn, -fhe land should be -well prepar-
ed and seed should be secured of the
highest quality, Under average con-
ditions the Irish Cobbler wvariety
(early potatoes) and the Green Moun-
tain (late potatoes) are recommend-
éd for: Ontario, To secure best re-
sults with the potato crop, it is al-
ways better to piant them not later
thep the 16th of May, This yedr plant
half your geed ten days earlier than
you have been accustomed to doing,
and plant the other half at the usual
time, The experiment will prove to
your patisfaction the value of early
planting, If the potato planter and
sprayer has not already been over-
hauled, a rainy day may be very pro-
fitably empleyed in this work,
