JHE PERFECT TEA

Joseph Walter Wiletaoh contri­
butes to the Easter Catholic World 
;,n interesting paper on Bobert 
Cavelier La Salle and hie connection 
with the Jeeu;te, hie article being 
elicited by the honors which have 
recently been paid by the country 
to the memory of Pere Marquette 
and by the republication of the 
“ Jesuit Belations." Mr. Wilstach 
admits that La Salle possesses little 
or no claim to honor if his exploits 
be viewed from a spiritual stand­
point ; but he asserts that as an ex­
plorer he ,ia entitled to a foremost 
rang, being, in his estimation, 
immeasurably superior to such 
worldly adventurers as were Pizarro 
and Cortez, and being, furthermore, 
possessed of marked abilities and a 
liberal eduoa'ion. “La Salle,’’ he 
says, “ was a man of immense at­
tainments, in the physical sciences 
especially, and was no mere college 
theorist. The principles he had 
learned in the classroom and labora- 
tery he was called upon to apply in 
practice on the vast theatre of na­
ture in an unknown continent. The 
enthusiasm which animated him in 
the pur, nit of his tremendously dar­
ing schemes elevated him truly to 
the heroic plane.” The diffionities 
which attended exploration in La 
Salle’s day are duly set forth and 
contrasted with the facilities which 
the modern explorer has at his com­
mand ; and the fact that La Salic 
triumphed over the rbstaoles that 
beset his path to such an extent as 
to attain as an explorer the success 
he did, is very properly advanced as 
one evidence of his capabilities. 
Still, Mr. Wilstach is not blind to 
the defects of his anbjeot. He rates 
at its true value La Salle’s over­
weening pride, which was coupled 
with an inordinate ambition ; and he 
trnjy says of his insufferable egotism 
and offensive cynicism—two quali­
ties which, by the way, caused the 
lamented Dr. Gilmary Shea to en­
tertain a certain osn tempt for La 
Balle—that these were the chief 
causes which brought about his 
melancholy failure, with the impres­
sive lessons it contains, for all who

IN- THE LOWBB TYROL.

A charming description of a pe­
destrian tour through the Lower Ty­
rol is furnished this magazine by 
Mrs, Mary B. Blake, who visited the 
place a short while ago, and plainly 
had her eyes open for all beauties 
which it discloses. Her paper 
needs to be read in full to be appre* 
oiated duly. In one paragraph we 
find the following evidence of the 
deep religions feelings of the inhabi­
tants of this part of the Tyrol, atd 
an indication ef the quaint manner 
in which those sentiments fiod ex­
pression. “ VYe copied,” writes Mrs 
Blake, “ a few inscriptions from the 
wayside houses : ‘ To the friendly 
care of the dear Lord Jesus this 
House is commended by His ser 
vent, Nicolas Yerzi ‘ With praise 
and gratitude to God, John Senno-
ner and Barbara, bis wife, first 
crossed this threshold on jjthe nine­
teenth of August, 1748 ; ’ * Thou 
little house in the Alpen land, God 
preserve thee in His hand Elen 
aber Mein—-a little thing, but mine 
own ; ” 1 inscriptions which the wri­
ter well says gives delightful in­
sights inti the religious character of 
the pious souls who placed them 
where they stand, blending a 
thought of higher motive with the 
dell routine of every day, worldly 
life. Mrs. Blake speaks with plea­
sure and appreciation, too, of the pa­
tient toil and individual responsibil­
ity of the artisans of the Tyrol— 
whose valley has not,yet been in­
vaded by labor-saving machinery 
and that selfishness which makes 
the wage question the one impor­
tant item—and she says that the re­
sult of their toil, while it may be de­
ficient in some artistic details, is of­
ten remarkable. There is, for in­
stance, she adds, “ a Virgin of Sor­
rows just within the entrance to the 
nave of the small Pfarrerkirohe at 
St. Ulrich that, for utter self-forget­
fulness in grief, matches anything 
we saw in the length and breadth of 
Austria,” and the whole decoration 
of this church, her party was told, 
was the work of the parishioners. 
The fidelity with which these Oatho- 
lio Tyrolese attended Mass, and the 
way in which they frequented their

AB A JESUIT NOVICE.

Mr. Wilstach dwells on the foot 
that La Salle, in his youth, whioh 
was spent in France, was a pupil of 
the Jesuits, and subsequently, in the 
same country, became a novice of 
tfieir society. This information is 
definitely given,in oategorioal shape, 
in a work written on the subject by 
Pere de Boohemontiex, who, after 
careful researches into La Salle's ca­
reer, states that the explorer was 
born at Bouen, November 22, 1643, 
entered a Jesuit novitiate Ootober 

, 1658, made his first vows October 
10,1660, and remained a member 
of the society until March 28, 1667, 
when he quitted its ranks and again 
entered {the world. As a novice 
La Salle was a difficult subject for 
hie spiritual director, who, according 
to Fr. do Boohemontiex, fonnd him 

proud, impressionable, strong-will­
ed, dominating, hot-headed.” H 
managed to get the youth subdued 
somewhat ; bat hie old disposition 
reasserted itself again in the college 
of la Fleohe, and when his request 
to be allowed to go to Portugal, to 
pursue his theological studies there, 
was refused, he asked to be released 
fiom his vows, and that request be­
ing granted, his oonnection with the 
Jesuits ceased. After detailing at 
some length La Salle's connection 
with the society, the main foots of 
whioh are suooinotly stated here— 
Fr. de Boohemontiex - says, his 
words being quoted in Mr. Wil- 
staoh’s article : “ We have descend­
ed to so many details upon this 
epoch wholly igno red by our histor­
ians in the life of Cavelier, aq epoch 
embracing a period of nine years 
from Lis entrance of the novitiate to 
his leaving the order, where he had 
taken perpetual vows," because “ it 
will better enable us to understand 
the character and temperament of 
the celebrated discoverer; it ex­
plains why, in the new world, he 
kept aloof from the Jesuits and was 
in close relations with the Snlpi- 
oians; then with the Beoollets , ii 
will explain his whole life in Can 
ada, bis enterpri- es and his misfor-

preseed her, and with all their reli­
gious fervor and faith, our travelers 
found these people healthy, vigor­
ous, joyful and content. Speaking 
of a group of girls whom they met 
preparing for a rustic merry-making, 
Mrs. Blake says : “ To see them leap

engaged the attention and enlisted 
the desires of the last days of his 
predecessor.

ations had fallen flat in Anglican 
circles, disturbing nobody, and ex­
citing only a mild surprise that Leo 
XIII. should have used such futile 
arguments. “The appearance qf 
the present elaborate attempt 
refutation,” says the learned Jesuit, 
referring to the answer of the Ang­
lican archbishops, “ has at least torn 
tho cover off that delusiqn. The 
two predates would not have felt 
constrained to a mode of utterance

OTHER FEATURES OF THE ANGLICAN 

REPLY,

In considering the real character 
of this Anglican reply, Fr. Smith

In proof of this assertion 
he cites from Morions, an authority 
respected by the Anglicans them­
selves, this passage, which is taken 
from his work “ De Sacris Ordinati- 
onibu#," volume III, page 10 : “We 
deem it neaeesary for the reader to 
know that the modern Boman pon­
tifical contains all that was in the 
earlitr pontifical#, but that the 
earlier pontificals do not contain all 
whioh is in the modern pontificals.

THE ROOT OF 

In one portion of hia able paper 
Fr. Smith points out that the Pope, 
in that section of his letter where he 
declares that the Anglican form pro­
vides neither for sacrifice, nor con­
secration and priesthood, went to the 
root of the matter and laid bare the 
radical defect whioh vitiates all or­
ders conferred in accordance with 
that form. Here are the Pope’s 
words : “ The authors ot the ordin­
al. . , . under a pretext of return­
ing to the primitive form, corrupted 
the liturgical order in many waye 
to suit the errors of the reformera. 
For,tl»t»-»-»«gon inthe wholes»din«l, - _ 
not only is there no dear mention 
of the sacrifice, of consecration or of 
the saeerdotium, and of the power 
of consecrating and offering sacrifice, 
but . .' . every trace of these 
things, whioh had been in such 
prayers of the Oatbolio rite as they 
did not entirely reject, was deliber­
ately removed and struck out.” The 
Jesuit writer states that there were 
t vo ways for the Auglioan arch­
bishops tQ attempt to answer this 
Papal assertion : one by admitting 
that the 0|der conferred was a sacri­
ficing priesthood and denying that 
the Anglican form precluded the 
conferring of snoh orders ; the other 
by declaring that Christ never insti­
tuted a sacrificing priesthood. The 
archbishops, however, he points out 
accepted neither alternative distinct­
ly, but contented themselves with 
ambiguous phrases whioh lean more, 
so Fr. Smith think», to the second 
of the alternatives. “They have 
declared,“ he says of them, " that 
their church believes at most in a 
sacrifice of bread and wine and a 
sacrifice of the persons and praise of 
the worsbippeis, but that in no 
sense believes In that true Eucharis­
tie Saerifioe of the Body and Blood 
of Qhriet made present on the altar» 
by the words of ooneeoration, in be­
lieving which neither Catholic nor 
Oriental sohlsmatios have ever hesi­
tated. They have declared this, 
and by declaring it have taken the 
ground from under any belief in the 
true priesthood, for what superna­
tural powers can be required to offer 
up a little bread or wine, or lead s 
hymn of praise or a prayer of eelf- 
oblation ?" And in conclusion he 
asserts that the Anglican archbish­
ops, instead of refuting the papal 
letter, have really, in their reply, 
indorsed and admitted ite main ar­
guments, an assertion which, by the 
way, has also been made by more 
than one Protestant writer.

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This is what the Montreal 
Journal of Commerce has to . say 
regarding the effect of the Field­
ing tariff on the binder twine in­
dustry : “ When the binder twine
factories in Canada are all closed, 
as the tariff will cause them to be, 
there will have been a large sacri­
fice of Canadian capital ; a num­
ber of men thrown out of work , 
and binder twine will probably be 
dearer than when it was made in 
Canada ; for home competition be­
ing withdrawn, the Americans 
will do as they like in this mar­
ket. When this comes to pass, as 
it will, the farmers will begin to 
realize that legislating for a class 
has its drawbacks. And when 
capital is once withdrawn, it will 
be difficult to find it ready to re­
enter the field—when experience 
has taught us wisdom.” It would 
appear that there are a number of 
people in Canada, who refuse to 
be convinced that they will have 
to pay dearly for foreign munu- 
factures, until the fact is made 
patent to them by the stoppage of 
Canadian industries and the re­
moval of Canadian competition. 
They are likely to have many 
such lessons under the present 
tariff.

In its remarks on the tariff, the 
Brockville Times, among other 
things says : “ The more the bus­
iness men of the Dominion study 
the new tariff the more they are 
realizing that it is the handiwork 
not of men of business, but of 
lawyers, politicians and trade 
theorists. Mr. Dobell is the only 
minister with a wide experience 
of actual business. He was in 
England while the tariff waa be 
ing fixed up. Of course there is 
also Mr. William Peterson, the 
Controller of Customs. He is a 
successful wealthy biscuit manu­
facturer and confectioner at Brant­
ford. He is no trade theorist He 
is a practical business man. The 
dutie* on biscuits and confection­
ery are unchanged in the new 
tariff, but the duty on Hour and 
sugar—the raw materials of bis­
cuits and confectionery—are
lowered. The new tariff thus 
gives Mr. Paterson more protec­
tion than the National Policy did 
He is one business man whom the 
new tariff undoubtedly pleases.” 
From this it will readily be seen 
that Mr. Paterson, when it came 
to a question of self preservation 
would not allow the protection of­
fered his own particular industry 
by the National Policy, to be tam­

This is what the Mail eud Em­
pire has to say regarding the bank 
note contract given out by the 
Dominion Government : The
bank note contract which the Gov­
ernment has given out to an 
American company can be ex­
plained in a few words. In the 
past the contract has always gone 
to Canadians. Tenders were called 
for and specifications were pre­
pared. Two Canadian establish­
ments and one American tendered 
One of the Canadian tenders was 
summarily rejected bedhuse it was 
not accompanied by a deposit of 
$50,000. This left a Canadian 
and an American company in the 
field. The Canadian tenderer fol­
lowed the specifications. The 
American did not, seeing that the 
tender proposed to do by far the 
greater part of the work in New 
York, and to import the whole 
business, dies, ink and paper, 
ready to print with. The New 
York firm departed from the 
specifications, and placed its figure 
low in order to get a footing in 
Canada. The Canadian firm of­
fered to do the work at the New 
York figura Mr. Fielding de­
clined to consider the Canadian 
offer, but permitted the New 
York firm to depart from the 
specifications, and gave it the con­
tract Whether the country will 
make anything by the new ar 
rangement is problematical, for it 
seems that we have to buy the 
dies made in New York. These 
are expensive. The Canadian 
Company had them already on 
hand.

The Anglo-American arbitra­
tion treaty was finally killed in the 
United States Senate the other 
day. The opposition to this 
measure, although by a minority 
of the members of the Senate, has 
been bitter and unrelenting. They 
first so mutilated the bill as to 
render it about useless for the 
purposes originally intended. Not 
satisfied with that, they finally 
strangled it to death. It received 
43 of the 69 votes ca it, only 3 
short of the two-thirds necessary 
for ratification. Some senators 
who had been counted upon as 
the friends of the treaty were not 
in their seats when the vote WU8 
taken. Their absence, no doubt, 
may be fairly attributed to jingo 
inftuenee exercised upon them in 
one way or another by the op­
ponents of the measure. It is

reasonable to assume that the 
treaty had the support of -the 
great mass of the people. Its un­
conditional ratification had been 
urged upon the senate by resolut­
ions passed by influential bodies 

different parts of the union, 
and the press of the country was 
almost a unit in its favor. The 
strongest proof of its popularity 
is the fact that, after the long 
and bitter campaign against it, 
only 26 of the 88 members of the 
senate voted nay. It will be re­
membered that in his inaugural 
address, President McKinley 
strongly recommended its ratifi­
cation. This he scarcely would 
do, were he not convinced that 
the people were in its favor. 
From all the evidence furnished 
the public, there can be no doubt 
the people of the United States 
wanted the treaty ; but a small 
minority did not want it; not 
from any sense of duty to their 
country but out of hatred to Eng 
land. These were able to exert 
their influence to such good pur­
pose on their friends in the senate 
as to kill the treaty. Such con­
duct is certainly a lamentable 
commentary on the statesmanship 
of a great nation.

While a handful of members of 
the United States senate were 
pursuing the comtemptible tacts 
that resulted in defeating the 
arbitration treaty, the United 
States Government asked the 
Imperial Government to renew 
the arrangement for a close sea­
son in the Behring Sea this year, 
such as has been maintained the 
past few years. That is to say, 
while the Government of the 
United States considered itself 
bound to defeat every measure of 
an international character in 
which England participated on 
equal terms with the Republic, 
it had the effrontery to propose to 
Lord Salisbury that her Majesty’s 
Government should continue to 
assist the United States Govern­
ment in excluding Canadian 
sealers from Behring Sea. But
tile Premier of Groat Britain
evidently thought the nefarious 
tactics of the United States Senate 
had gone far enough, and that 
it was time to call a halt; con­
sequently he refused the request 
of Uncle Sam’s Government. 
Thereupon the New York Mail 
and Express gets very angry and 
rails after this fashion : This hon­
orable proposal has been rejected 
and set at naught by Lord Salis­
bury’s curt refusal to reopen a 
case which, he contends, was 
closed by the action of the Paris 
conference. “ This unreasoning at­
titude of the British Government 
places the United States in a posi­
tion of considerable embarrass­
ment. The overture for a confer­
ence to provide better protection 
for the seals was based to a con­
siderable extentupon theacknowl-
edgement of English investigators

not by a desî^fl^^îtîSEë^r undo 
the findings of the Paris tribunal, 
but to execute them honestly and 
in perfect good faith. Great Bri­
tain has notoriously evaded the 
obligations placed upon her by 
the judgment of that body. The 
Paris arbitrators devised a system 
of international regulations which, 
if vigorously enforced by the con­
tracting parties, would have given 
ample protection to the seals. 
This government has performed 
its part of the work faithfully and 
effectively, but Great Britain has 
persistently neglected her’s.” The 
Mail and Express shoots wide of 
the mark when it states the Uni­
ted States Government has dis­
charged the obligations imposed 
upon it by the Paris Arbitrators. 
One of thé decisions of the Paris 
tribunal was that the Govern­
ment of the United States should 
pay the Canadian sealers for the 
confiscation of their vessels. The 
amount? damages was not de­
termined ; but was left to be ad­
justed by the two nations. Sub­
sequently thff British ambassador 
at Washington and the United 
States Secretary of State, after in­
vestigation, agreed that the Uni­
ted States should pay the lump 
sum of $425,000. But when the 
matter came up for ratification in 
the Senate, that body, as usual, 
rejected the recommendation of 
the President, and the whole mat- 
,ter was referred to a board of ar­
bitrators. There it still remains. 
This is the arbitration before 
which Premier Peters appeared as 
counsel last winter, for which set: 
vice be received such large fees. 
All this time tbe Canadian seal­
ers are waiting for their money. 
Not much wonder Lord Salisbury 
declined to accede to the request 
of such people.

presented his case yesterday in a
way which rather surprised the 
house.

Without the branches 
the system is incomplete and inef­
fective. The late Government of 
Canada after many representa­
tions decided to complete the ori­
ginal programme by constructing 
a number of branch lines connect­
ing the main line with several 
harbors. The scheme was brought 
down last year and accepted by 
Mr. Davies Mr. Martin hopes 
that since Mr. Davies has become 
a minister he will not abandon the 
programme which he supported 
when appealing to the electors. 
Mr. Martin says that since con­
federation Canada has spent $151,- 
000,000 on railways, of which 
Prince Edward Island’s share is 
$2,700,000. Yet since Prince Eld- 
ward Island has been a part of 
Canada not a mile of railway in 
that province has been construct­
ed with government assistance, 
except the Cape Traverse branch, 
which is of no advantage to pro­
vincial trade. Since confedera­
tion the railway mileage of Can 
ada has increased from 2,000 to 
16,000 miles. But the mileage in 
Prince Edward Island has not, 
with the above exception, in­
creased at all. When Prince Ed­
ward Island went into the union 
it had one mile of railway for 
every 480 people, which was more 
than any other province in Can­
ada. The dominion at large had 
then one mile for every 700 peo­
ple. Now the dominion has one 
mile for every 400 and Prince Ed­
ward Island only one mile for 
every 517. Ontario has one mile 
for 344, Quebec one for every 442, 
New Brunswick one for 264, Nova 
Scotia one for 501, Manitoba one 
for 103, British Columbia one for 
122, N. W. T. one for 32, so that 
Prince Eld ward Island is in a 
worse position than any gother 
province, whereas she came into 
union in the best position. By 
another calculation Mr. Martin 
shows that for every mile of rail­
way in the several provinces the 
governments and municipalities 
in each province have spent the 
following sums : Ontario, $2,725 ; 
Quebec, $4,656 ; New Brunswick, 
$3,555 ; Nova Scotia, $2,590 ; Man­
itoba, $900; British Columbia, 
$93 ; and N. W. T., nothing at 
all, while Edward Island has paid 
the enormous rate of $15,400 for 
every mile of railway in the pro­
vince.

The fire was in the large 
cold-storage warehouse of the Mer­
chants refrigerating Company, and it 
was the fumes of ammonia and the 
heaviest of smoke that struck down tbe 
firemen almost by tbe dozen. The 
dead fireman is John Reinhardt, tbe 
fire was a carious one and is estimated 
to have doue damage to the extent of 
at least half a million.

The Mallory line steamer Leona, 
which left New York on Saturday last 
bound for Galvdston, pnt back and ar­
rived in the same port on Sunday with 
sixteen corpses en board. The dead 
were thirteen steerage passengers and 
three of the crew on the steamer, which 
enccnmbed in a terrible struggle during 
a fire whioh occurred off the Delaware 
Capes at an early hour Sunday morn­
ing. The horror ot the story can hard- 
be told. Those who are deed t*re penn­
ed up below deck, and althongh frantic 
efforts were made by tbe officers ef tbe 
vessel to save them, tbe fire had such 
terrific headway before tbe danger waa 
discovered that all escape was cut off. 
The steamer carried amongst her cqrgo 
many bales of cotton. The fire started 
in some jute bagging in the forward 
hold, and when it was discovered the 
flames burst forth with such fury that 
it was impossible to reach the steerage. 
Even then the steerage passengers, ap- 
pareutly, were unmindful of the danger 
or else the smoke and flames had not 
reached them. The saloon passengers 
were first aroused, and in such a man­
ner as to occasion little alarm. When 
it became apparent that tbe fire had cut 
off the steerage passengers, the captain 
and hie men poured great quantities of 
water down the ventilator, and the 
meet frantic efforts were made for tbe 
escape of thoee penned up. In this 
way eight of the steerage passengere 
made their escape.

tbe bazaar in the cause of charity 
being an annual function, presided over 
by the leaders of Parisian society. 
There was a wild rash for the exits 
and the weaker persons were trampled 
on, after being knocked down in the 
stampede. Tbe inflammable nature of 
the building and its contents caused 
the flames to spread with great 
rapidity, and in a very short time the 
bsziar was a mass of flames. The 
bazaar was in full swing, when sadden, 
ly about four o’clock the cry of fire 
aroee in the quarter where the kine 
matograph was being exhibited. One 
of ihe survivors tells the correspondent 
of the Associated Press his exnerience 
as follows:—“The piece was crammed 
fell of people, and the heat was stifling. 
Being very uncomfortable my friends 
and I determined to leave, bnt, seme- 
how, we could not make much headway 
through tbe throng towards the door.
I lagged a little behind, when suddenly 
the shout of fire was raised. Iustantly 
all waa commotion. We tried to keep 
coo', but the rush from behind forced 
us forward end we were separted 
Then I tried to work my way back, but 
I was carried off my feet and carried 
backward and forward in the swaying 
crowd. All this happened in a few 
seconda. Immediately the full extent 
of the calamity dawned upon us all. 
Tbe flamea spread with startling rapi­
dity through tbe whole building, which 
rambled like • living furnace, but tbe 
uproar of the conflagration could not 
drown the groans and cries of the 
agonized crowd. Gradudly I found 
myself pushed back against the wall; 
and, finally, succeeded in scrambling 
tbrongb an opening made by some of 
those near by. Two seconds later I 
would have been a victim, for hardly 
had I straggled through the hole before 
I beard a dreadful crash as the blazing 
roof iell in. The whole thing was over 
in twelve minutes, and nothing re­
mained bnt the charred and blackened 
rains of the bazaar.” M. Dieudonne, 
the Secretary of Baron Mackan, the 
president of tbe bazaar, daring an 
interview, is quoted as saying:—" A 
lamp in the kinematograph started 
the fire. The kinematoxraph was fitted 
up in a separate building, by the side 
of the bazsar, and its entrance was 
covered with curtains, which were the 
first to catch fire, If tbe people had 
only kept their heads many, per­
haps all, might bave escaped across the 
vacant plot of ground behind the bnild- 
inge.” The dead and wounded include 
several sisters of charity and members 
of other religions orders as well as some 
priests. The bazaar was patronized by 
tbe first ladies in the land and many of 
them fell victims to tbe fell-destroyer. 
Tbe Papal nuncio was present a few 
minutes before tbe fire broke out to 
oronounce bis bleseing upon tbe bazaar. 
He escaped injury. A sister of the 
Empress of Austria is nnmberea among 
tbe victims of tbe catastrophe. Noth­
ing comparable in loea-of life has ever 
happened in Paris except the fire which 
destroyed the Opera Comiqne in 1887.

Company to-day cloeed one of the 
largest contracts it ever received. This 
was for 18,000 tons of steel, to be need 
in the construction of an immense new 
bridge, to replace the famous Victoria 
tubular brjdge at Montreal. Vice- 
President A. R. Peacock, of the Cam: 
egie Company, has been in Montreal 
for some time past endeavouring to se­
cure the contract for his Company and 
to-day succeeded in making final ar­
rangements, A brief telegram to this 
effect waa received from him this even­
ing. The Victoria Bridge wae one of 
the lsrgest in the world, being 7,000 
feet in length. It is supported by about 
20 piers. Whether the new bridge is to 
be of tabular consti action or not is not 
known here, but it is likely that the 
steel to be used in its construction will 
be structural steel. The old bridge 
cost more than $5,000,000. It contain­
ed 10,500 tons of iron, and 3,000,000 
cubic feet of masonry.
