College, where they will be trained
80 as to carry back to their island

In.fact, he
thought that the authorities would be
soon ready to offer scholarships, so
that the knowledge obtainable at the
Canadian institutions may be placed
at the disposition of the young men
and women who will soon be coming
up from the Ancient Colony.”

Two years ago a ‘crypt christen-
ing’ took -place in Great Britain's
Parliamentary palace, at which Arch-
deacon Wilberforce, chaplain of :the
House of Commons, officiated. This
christening  (by virtue of a privilege
granted originally by the Pope to'Ed-
ward IIL)- took place in the Parlia-
mentary . crypt chapel.

The infant baptized was the child of
Mr. Bradshaw, the resident engineer,
and was born within the precincts of
the royal -palace of Westminster. It
was this fact which brought the baby
within the privileges of the old papal
grant (still preserved. in the record
office) by whieh the Pope presented
a ‘collegé of priests for. his 'new
chapel of St. Stephen’s’ and also a
font, in..which. the children of the
royal family, as well as any other
children born within Westminster
palace, might be baptized. !

The last case of the kind was a
christening in' the family of Viscount
Selby when he was Speaker; indeed,
there have been only three cases
within ‘the last rcentuny. in which the
privilege has heen exercised by virtue
ot birth within the precincts of the
Parlamentary palace.—The Strand.

The French aviators and
constructors are intensely interested
to discover the exact causeyof the
Peruvie’s mishap,: which, they econ-
sider, is prcof positivé of a. weakness
of construction in aeroplanes, which
must be corrected according to the
accounts of experts printed here..To-
day a wire stay snapped permitting
the wings to collapse, as Chavez re-
strained his motor later having plan-
ed down a distance of half a mile.
His speed .as he approached the aero-
drome is estimated at fully 68 miles
an hour.

stays of the wings to a tremendous
strain and they believe that Chavez's
machine gave way when suddenly put
to the extra tension caused by the re-
starting c{ the motor.

Plant That Blooms
Once in 70 Years.

At the London Zoological Gardens,
says a correspondent, near the eagles
aviary, visitors may now see the rarc
sight of an aloe in bloom.

The specimen, which siands about
24 feet high, and is shooting upwards
rapidly, is a plant of symmetricei
growth, with huge fleshy leaves, fur-
nished with large spines, and dispos
ed naturally in the shape of immens:
rosettes. The leaves contain a strong
fibre, which is valuable for rope
making, and the expressad juice may
be used as a substitute for soap. It
may also be manufactured into a liq-
uor like cider.

It has been called the “century
plant,” from the belief that it flow-
ers only once in 100 years. It is a
fact that it takes many years to
come to maturity, in some cases ex
tending to seventy years. It flow-
ers but once, and then dies. The
Zoo. is fortunate in having a second
example of this very rare flowering
plant, for it is just four years ago
since a simmm occurence took place
there.

A specimen of the aloe bloomed in
Victoria Park ten’years ago, when it
was found necessary to remove .a
pane of glass from the roof of the
house in which it was growing, so
that the stem might have space to
grow upwards. The crown of blossoms
in 'this instance towered ‘above the
roof. At Kew Gardens, about twenty
four years ago, a similiar method
had to be adopted when the aloe
bloomed there. °
' The flowers when in full bloom will
be a sight worth going a long way
to see not only on account of the
magnificent golden blossoms, but also

| because of the rarity of blooming in

this country.
