POSTAL TELEGRAPHS.

Reduction of Fifty per cent to Great Britain.

On and after January 1st, 1912, the  Newfoundland Postal Telegraphs
will tramsmit, subject to the conditions of aceeptance, messages written in
plain language at a reduction of 50 per cent. from the charges for an ordi-
nary message.

The message must be written in French, or in the language of the
country of origin, or in the language of the country of destination. The
-sender must declare which of these languages is used. The sender must
write before the address and pay the ch? cn-one word for the letters
LOF; LCO, or LCD, according to his declaration. This is a stipulation of
the European Governments, and of the Postmaster General of Great Brit-
ain.

The m=3age must have an
al with the sender, but we will not be
the senders of unsigned messages:

The address may be a cable ad@vess; house .and street numbers may
be expressed in figures.

The ‘téxt must be written entirely in plain language without figures,
commercial marks, groups of letters, abhreviations or mutilations. Num-
bers except in the address must be written in words. Genuine words, spell-

according to established usage with not more than fifteen letters, will

d as single words. .
es written in the manner prescribed will be counted and charged
o the International Regulations.
e messages will not be subject to artificial delay in transmission or
delivery; their transmission will only be delayed until full rate messages
have been despatehed, and not more than twenty-four hours.

Under these provisions a cable message of four chargeable words may
be sent for a minimum charge of fifty cents, eight words for one dollar,
and twelve words for g dollar and a half.

Registered addresses admitted and recommended.

Until further notice only messages for Great Britain and Ireland can
be transmitted at the reduced rate, but it is hoped to announce extensions

His father was a small banker at
Cologne. At sixteen young Cassel
came to England to earn his own liv-
ing. He started in Liverpool, and
then he went to London, and perhaps
scores of people who read these
lines will recall the time when he
was a junior clerk, getting (fifteen
shillings a week. - When one of the
Londion financial houses got into dif-
ficulties, the: task of disentangling
the complications was entrusted to
the young man, and he did his work
with such marked ability that he at
once made a name for himself. Since
then his progress has been phenomen-
al.

Sir Ernest provided mest of the

funds for the new Radium Institute
in London. which was opened a short
time ago, and he gave the $1,000,000
with which the late King Edward
founded a sanatorium for the victims
of tuberculosis; whilst he gave an-
other $1,000,000 for the establishment
oi an Anglo-German institute.
How self-reliant Sir Ernest is is
proved by the fact that in none of his
cclossal financial enterprises has he
ever had a partner.

|Death of Mr.
- John B. Ayre

Mr, John Bulley Ayre, a well known
business man of the West End. nassed
away yesterday afterncon at the ad-
vanced age of 77 years. He was horn
at Hant's Harbor, September 3J0th.
1824, and came to St. John’s when
only 12 years of age, and went to
work at Lash’'s Bakery. In 1853 he
went to Canada, and next year sailed
for England where he enlisted on H.
M. 8. Crecy and went to the Baltic
with the blockading squadron and
fought through the Crimean War of
1854 and 1855, remaining there till
S¢bastapool was taken. Mr. Ayre re-
turned to England with his ship in
1867 and was given the Baltic medal.
He left England and came to Boston,
U.S.A., in 1858 and spent seven years
ar the baking business in the firm of
Parker & Co. He returned to New-
foundland in 1866 and started busi-
ness for himself. It was in the “hard
times,” and half the shops on Water
Street were closed up. In 1868 he
went bdck to Boston and remained
there till 1872 when the times in
Newfoundland improved. - Coming
back to St. John's Mr. Ayre opened a
bakery and confettionery business on
Gower Street, and soon his name
as a baker was a houschold word all
over the country. By industry and in-
tegrity and an even disposition to all
men, rich and poor, he soon became
very prosperous: and started a fine
store on Water Street which besides
carrying the products of his bakery
and confeetionery was a depot for
crockeryware, which soon became ons
of the most popular stores on Water
Street. The place went down to an
ash heap in the fire of '92, but the
enterprise of the deceased quickly
brilt up a better store. Mr. Ayre in-
vested in the seal fishery, putting his
meney out at great risk on the S. S.
Labrador and S. S. Leopard: He was
a very lucky man and every invest-
ment that touched became pros-
perous. Speculators liked to have
him in all their enterprises believing
that success would surely follow. He
was a shareholder in many of the local
industries to.a large amount, includ-
ing the Nfld. Brewery, Gas Co., Nail
Factory, two of the Whale Factories,
as well as several sealing steamers.
Deceased leaves one son, Mr. G. W. B.
Ayre, LL.B., and one daughter, Mrs. I
(. Baird, to whom the Telegram ex-
ends sympathy.

Bob-Sliding.

Editor Evenjng Telegram.

Dear Sir,—There is excellent sliding
now to be had on‘ the suburban hills,
and not seeing a contrarywise notice
from the Chief of Police, I would re-
spectfully ask Inspector General Sul-
livan whether bob-sliding is permitted,
for this winter, at least, on Robin-
son’s Hill.

I would suggest to the authorities
that they confine sliding to Robin-
son’s Hill and Mitchell’s Pinch. We
have Mr. McNamara’s assurance that
neither himself or his neighbours ob-
ject to the pastime; and I further un-
derstand that a large and powerful
arc lamp has been placed at the head
of the hill. This locality is but sel-
dom used for traffic, whereas Kenna's
is admittedly dangerous both to slid-
ers, pedestrians and dirvers. There-
fore, as a solution of the difficulty I
suggest that sliding be allowed on the
Pinch and Robinson’s only, and that
Kenna’s be forbidden.

Tang Shao Yi has been im-
peached by the Imperial generals,
who, determined to fight, have filed
an ultimatum over their signatures.

PEKIN, Jan. 3.

China’s destiny must be worked out
in blood, after all hopes of a National
Convention which would settle the
form of Government for the country
have vanished, and a continuation of .
the civil war is impending. This un-
happy outcome of the four wesks of
negotiations between the Government
and the Republicans is due to Premier
Yuan’s determination to-support the
monarchial principle. Th@?e\is no
reasgn for suggesting that his decis-
ion is due to other causes than honest
conviction. On visiting the palace
yesterday the Premier made a demand
that the mandarins and princes should
part wth some of their vast hoards of
gold to enable the Government to
carry on the war. He received con-
tributions to the war fund, with pro-
mises of further subsidies. The actual
sum obtained was small, but Yuan,
convinced of his ability to dip into
the Imperial hoards, is resolved to
carry on the war. He nottified the
foreign legations of this intention, de-
claring that the Imperial Army Is
well able to hold the country north.’
of the Yang-tse-Kiang. There is a
possibility of intervention, or some
eleventh hour development, averting
a bloody struggle, but nothing of that
kind has appeared thus far.

Special Eveming Telegram.
LONDON, Jan. 3.

The Morning Post has started an
agitation against the proposal of the
United States’ Government to grant a
preference to American shipping on
the Panama Canal. It declares that
such discrimination will be a viola-
tion of the Hay-Pauncefoote Treaty,
and says: “By no sophistry can the
American Government pretend it is
not bound by the terms of the treaty,
Evasion of the obligation to which it
entered would prove to the world that
its pledges are meaningless.” The
Post gives interviews with various
shipping authorities in different Brit-
ish ports, most of whom refuse to be-
lieve that the Washington Government
has any such intention. Sir Walter
Runerman thought that if the report
were true the British Government had
been caught napping, but doubted if
such discrimination, even if adopted,
would have the expected result of en-
coaraging traffic in such a manner as
to make the canal pay. Mr. Turner,
agent general of British Columbia,
agreed that discrimination would be
a violation of the treaty, and would
seriously injure British Columbia,
and also injure the canal itself, as it
would be many years hefore the Unit-
ed States could build up a mercantile
fleet.
