PARIS, July 29.
The French Government and people
appear to be quietly preparing for
war.

The average citizen
reads of what is transpiring, in his
newspaper, the general instructions
concerning mobilizing, but he has
long had orders instructing him pre=-
cisely when and. where to report for
service.

Now if we are cold blooded enough‘
to translate the two favors into cold
cash, we find that the embroidery
could have been hired for six or sev-
en dollars, whereas board and a
nursemaid’s services for the child for
two weeks would certainly have cost
fifteen or eighteen dollars.

Should she not have the right to
choose how she should repay without
receiving the stigma of ingratitude?

And now that both sides of the case
have been presented I leave it to you,
the jury, to decide,—was the plaintiff
unjust or the defendant ungrateful?

Robespierre ‘was a French lawyer
with exemplary habits, a good repu-
tation and a long slanting forehead,
who lived in the provinces and got
into politics just before the French
revolution. i

Robespierre was noted as a debater
and writer in his native province and
was a devoted patriot, having only

the good of his country at heart. This
teaches us that men with narrow,

slanting brows, insufficiently equipped

on the inside should not be allowed
to monkey with patriotism or other
dangerous explosives.. For Robe-
spierre made his patriotism more.fatal
than tyranny had ever been.

Those were very troubled days in
France and after the King had been
safely filed away in prison and most
of the nobility had been chased over
the border, the common people began
to discuss the best way of ruling
themselves. There were a great many
varying opinions, supported by dif-
ferent parties and the common people
in their ignorance could only follow
the example of the educated and rul-
ing class which had just been eradi-
cated. One after another the various
contending parties butchered each
other and when hand work with the
executioner’s axe became too slow and
‘tedious the guillotine was invented.

Gradually the contending parties
went out of business until only Robe-
spierre and his associates were left.
In his younger days Robespierre had
resigned from the bench rather than
sentence a criminal to death, but now
his patriotism persuaded him that
the fewer politicians there were in
France the better for the state. He

The war funds raised at anti-Austr-
ian meetings here were counted to-
day and held in readiness to be used
for the transportation of Servians,
Croatians, Bohemians and other Slavs
who wish to go to Europe to fight for

Servia. Currency pledges said . to
total more than $10,000, were raised at

one meeting, for the benefit of the

Servian military hospital service.
Intenze feeling is shown against Aus-
tria. The double headed eagle emblem
was torn from the walls and trampled.
The Slavic colony here is estimated
al more than fifty thousand.

LONDON, ‘July 29.

The day’s events brought no relief.
The feeling to-night is distinctly more .
anxious than yesterday. 'The direct
negotiations between Russia.and Aus-
tria which gave other Governments a
hope of compromise, have failed and
ended in a Russian mobilization on
the Austrian frontiers of four army
corps in each of the 4 districts con-
sisting of 1,280,000 men., Russia’s re-
solve to stand by Servia appears to be
fixed. The Russian censor has ap-’
proved of despatches declaring -Rus-
sian sentiment is all for taking up
arms. A manifesto by the Russian
Emperor making his policy clear is
expected hourly. Diplomatic repre-
sentatives do not yet despair. They
all say there is still hope. The fact
that Germany, France, Britain and
Italy, the tWo last named most of all,
do nat want war, and do not think the
Austro-Servian quarrel important
enough to justify it.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 29.

In Russian eyes the die is cast.
Only a political miracle can avert it.
Russia does not swerve from der de-
termination to support Servia, and a
partial mobilization has alrcady been
ordered. There is every indication
that the whole vast military machin-
ery of Russia soon will be set in mo-
ticn. - The Imperial manifesto is
awaited to-night and should Emperor
Nichalos become General of his forces
an immense wave of enthusiasm will
sweep over Russia. Political parties
have sunk their differences and the
general attitude is not jingolstic but
one of resolve and confidence in the
justice of the country’s cause and
readiness to make all ea(*nﬁ(es The
proposal, attributed to Austria, to dis-
cuss terms .when Belgrade had been
occupied is regarded as impossible,,
and it pointed out before the openinz
of hostilities Russia proposed to Aus-
tria a direct exchange of views which
Austria rejected. St. Petersburg des-
patches pass the censor without revi-
sion, a fact which is considered high-
ly significent.

More than 20,000 persons- standing
berehelded and silent in the street
to-night witnessed the funeral pro-
cession of three persons killed last
Sunday, when the King's Own Scot-
tish Borderers fired into the mob dur-
ing an attempt by the police and the
soldiers to seize arms which were be-
ing brought into Dublin for the use
of Nationalist volunteers. 'All shops
were closed for the occasion. The
procession which started from the
cathedral, was-a mile and a half long.

Women Poor
Drummers.

London, July 24.—Women appear to
be failures as “drummers” in this
country.

The latest census returns give the
number of female commercial trav-
elers as 665, while the males number-
ed 85,830. Small as is the proportion
of women, it is even smaller than was
previously the case, aecording to the
secretaries of two socicties connected
with commercial travelers; and the
reason given is that “on the road”
the women lack “tact and judgment.”

WILLIAM PENN died 1718, aged
74. The son of a British Admiral,
after Ieaving Oxford he became a
Quaker and wrote some powerful
pamphlets supporting his new faith,
suffering imprisonment twice because
of his opinions. In 1682 he went to
America and founded Pennsylvania
which under his enlightened rule be-
came a prosperous colony.
THOMAS GRAY died 1771, aged 55.
The well known poet whose “Elegy
written in a Country Churchyard” is

one of the most beautiful in the
language. He refused the laureate-
ship.

RELIEF OF LONDONDERRY 1€89.
In the campaign of James II. in Ire-
land more than 30,000 Protestants of
Ulster fled to this city for refuge and
the siege lasted 105 days, the inhab-
itants being reduced to the last stages
of starvation when relieved.
PRINCE BISMARCK died . 1898,
aged 83. Educated at the University
of Gottingen, he there distinguished
himself chiefly in physical exercises
and in fighting successfully twenty-
seven duels.

His anti-democratic spirit
had declared itself from the first and
he rode rough-shod over the opposi-
tion of the deputies and the press,
deminating his enemies with uncon-
stitutional severity.

It is strange to say that although
the Laval has a carrying ecapacity
of 123 tons, her interior from stem to
stern, including engine room, accom-
modation, etc.,, would do credit to the
most palatial Atlantic liners. She is
constructed of steel, armour plated
forehead with an ' ice-breaking bow.
Extending all round the ship is a
wooden and iron plated guard. The
ship is extensively supplied with fire
protectors such as hose, pump and
water, and can quench a fire effective-
ly, no matter how great and at the
shortest notice. The engine room is
situated amidships. The engine is of
the latest and most improved  make
and is a thousand horse power. ' Over
the engine room are three huge casks
containing fresh water for use on
board; nearby is a huge pump which
can be used in cases of emergency.
The pump operates automatically
from the engine room. It is very pow-
erful and can throw water and quench
fire two hundred yards distant. To
illustrate this, and so greéat is the
water pressure, Chief Officer Lilly of
the ship told us that lying at Harvey’s
pier the pump could control a fire at
the Lighthouse. The captain’s bridge
is situated forward and contains a
thirty thousand candle power electric
searchlight. The ship-is fitted through-
out with electricity.

Aft of the bridge is the saloon,
which contains a beautifully finished
oak extension table and chairs capable
of accommodating about 20 persons.
Adjoining the saloon is the galley or
cook house, which is also convenient-
ly attached to the icehouse. Below
the deck are the staterooms and of-
ficers’ quarters, all of which are elab-
orately decorated and furnished and
fitted with the most modern improve-
ments. A noteworthy feature is the
provision made for the stokers and
sailors. They have their quarters aft
and are splendidly arranged and sup-
plied with tables, hot and cold water
baths and clothes closets.

The Laval made 14 knots on her
trial spin. On the passage from Mid-
dlesborough the ship behaved splen-
didly, notwithstanding the rough wea-
ther encountered, amd proved herself
an excellent seaboat.. In other re-
spects she is perfection itself and no
doubt will suit the requirements of the

Canadian Government,
She took on board 12 tons of coal

this morning to last her to Sydney,
where she left for to-day to replenish

her supply and then proceed to her
destination and be delivered to her
new owners. The Laval can be uti-
lized as a towing boat, fire boat, ice-
breaker, patrol boat or even a ‘yacht,
She has a powerful towing winch near
the stern and can tow almost any-
thing afloat.

Unquestionably the Laval is the
most modern type eof vessel that has
ever visited this port and it would he
a capital idea if our St. John’s people
could consider the procuring of a
same style boat for -our harbour,
though it need not necessarily be as
costly.
