LEAGUE CONSTITU.OF NATIONS 

TION.
PARIS, Feb. 14.

President Wilson was the central 
figure of the plenary Peace Confer­
ence to-day when in person he read 
the covenant establishing a League 
of Nations. There was added inter­
est in the session as it was the largest 
gathering of the delegates prior to 
the President’s departure as well as 
being the loccasion of presenting the 
document with which his name is 
identified. At 3 o’clock the President 
as chairman of the commission on 
the League of Nations, read and ex­
plained the following report:

Covenanting Preamble: In order to 
promote international co-operation 
and to secure international peace and ; 
security by the acceptance of obliga­
tions not to resort to war, by the pre­
scription of open, just and honorable 
relations between nations, by the firm 
establishment of the. understanding Of 
international law as the actual rulfi 
of conduct among governments, and

The task of the British Navy, dur­

ing the war, having been performed 
with that secrecy and absence of os­
tentation so characteristic of the 
"silent service,” has perhaps not 
been so fully appreciated as it might 
have been, had there been more men­
tion of its work in dispatches, and 
fuller details of its various eperations, 
in all the seas, made known. The 
world has yet to realize its debt to 
the boys in blue and the menace 
from which it escaped chiefly through 
their instrumentality. It is being 
generally admitted on all sides, now, 
that the main tasks which the Navy 
had to perform in the war, were com­
pleted with credit and honor to itself 
and profit to the whole world. These 

.tasks were, first to sweep the flag of 
'Germany from the sea, and second, 
to establish and maintain such a 
blockade of the German Empire sea 
ports as would prevent any supplies 
whatever from being landed directly 
out of ships. As the war went on, ad­
ditional tasks were piled on the Navy 
and two new problems had to be solv­
ed, these tieing the combatting of sub- 

• marines, and the convoy of all kinds 
of suppliés and munitions, with hun­
dreds of thousands of troops across 
the 3,000 miles of Atlantic Ocean 
eeparating America from Europe. But 
the problems were tackled and solved 
and the job of fighting the submarines 
of the enemy as well as that of safely 
conveying thousands of supply ships 
*®d transports from all parts of the 
World was well done; just as well 
}one in fact as was the clearing of 
Ÿie enemy ships of war and commerce 
from the seas, and the blockading of 
every German port of entry.

The convoy work done by the Navy 
was marvellous. More than twenty- 
one million of Allied troops were 
transported’by water, and of this 
huge number, but four thousand, 
three hundred and ninety-one were 
lost at sea, a mere fraction of the total 
carried. In addition to the men 
themselves, there - were carried by 
ships under conyoy eighty six mjHion 
tons of stores for the British Naval 
and Military forces and twenty-four 
million tons for the Allies, not in­
cluding two millions of animals made 
up of cows, horses, sheep, goats, 
dogs and mules, and the necessary 
food for their keep.

The convoy system was not gener­
ally adopted until March 1917, sub­
marine raiding on the part of the ene­
my having then become alarmingly 
active. In that year Britain bought 
nearly all the wheat crop of the Ar­
gentine Republic, a transaction which 
gave the Germans a cause of rejoic­
ing, because next to a passenger ship 
laden with women and children there 
was nothing afloat that gave the sub­
marine commanders more pleasure to 
"strafe” than a ship laden with wheat 
for England, which was to be starved 
into submission. But the rejoicings 
were premature, for thanks to the 
splendid service of the Navy out of 
three hundred and seven vessels con­
voyed from Argentine to United King­
dom ports, only one was lost.

Numerous other figures could be 
given to show that the Navy was al­
ways on the job, and though in many 
casces its convoy work was not al­
ways so remarkably successful 
as the above, yet the presence of war 
ships in the submarine zone meant 
that the safety to supply ships was 
ever eight times greater than what it 
was to vessels unconvoyed. Britain’s 
maintenance of maritime supremacy 
was the means of putting an army of 
United States troops in France and 
the keeping open of sea lines of com­
munication by which three of the Al­
lied nations, France, Italy and Bel­
gium, could fight without starving. 
The co-operation between the British 
Nttry and the British Merchant Mar­
ine and the tenacity and bull dog cour­
age of the men of both services were 
the prime factors in bringing victory 
to the Allied arms.

Airman Interviewed.
Major Morgan Talks of His Propos­

ed Trans-Atlantic Flight.
"Newfoundland will be a very im­

portant place from now on," declared 
Major Morgan to a Telegram report­
er yesterday afternoon in an inter­
view. "Already considerable inter­
est has been centered on your coun­
try as a result of the much talked 
about Atlantic flight, and the accom­
plishment of this flight will undoubt­
edly bring greater publicity than it 
has hitherto received. In two or three 
years, I am convinced, a regular 
aerial mail service between the old 
and new worlds will be in existence. 
I am here to pick out a suitable spot 
from which to fly to England, a dis­
tance of about 1,920 miles. I will 
compete for the London ‘Daily Mail' 
$50,000 prize, and expect to get away 
about the end of April, possibly be- 
fore. The spot I will require will 
have to be level, and at least a hun­
dred yards in length. The distance 
above the sea does not matter at all. 
My machine will'be sent over from 
England when I have located a suit­
able field, and will arrive.here about 
the last of March. I will then have 
to wait for favorable weather before 
I leave. Another expert pilot will 
accompany me on the trip, which I 
expect to make in 18 hours. In dead 
calm weather my ràaehine would 
make a speed of 110 miles an hour, 
but would get across in about 15 or 
16 hours if a fair wind blew behind 
us. As the winds all blow from here 
to the other side it would be impossi­
ble now to cross from that side to 
here, and the beginning will have to 
be made from here. The stipulations 
of the ‘Daily Mail’ competition are 
that the competitors must fly from 
continent to continent without once 
landing between. Newfoundland is 
counted part of the continent. The 
trip must be made in 60 hours. Any 
nationality can compete, but as far 
as I am personally aware, only about 
7 or 8 Englishmen have signified 
their intention of entering. Fonck, 
the great French pilot, will also at­
tempt the flight. I understand that 
some American and Canadian fliers 
are talking of it, but know nothing of 
them. My other pilot has not arrived 
here yet, and it is possible that I 
will have to return to England again 
before the flight is made. I am not 
at liberty to tell anything of the type 
of machine I will fly. It will come 
across by steamer, and will be in

three parts, the body, wings and an­
other part. A representative of the 
Royal Air Club will have to cretify 
the machine before leaving here. The 
•plane will carry wireless, so that I 
will be able to keep in touch with 
England all the way across. The 
engine will consume 18 gallons of 
fuel an hour .Y'" These remarks and 
others, Majq£3$organ made in the in­
terview, and told many faets of the 
flight that cannot be published yet, as 
the venture is to be kept quiet if pos­
sible. The airman is well known in 
aerial circles as being a flier of great 
daring and resource, and that his trip 
will be successful there can be no 
doubt In 1804 he entered the Royal 
Navy, going on the training ship Brit­
annia, and in 1914 enlisted in the Na­
val Flying Squadron, remaining there 
up to the present time. During the 
war he has seen constant service, be­
ing wounded in action twice by ma­
chine gun fire from enemy planes. He 
has the Distinguished Service Cross, 
Mons Star, and Croix de Guerre to his 
credit, sufficient guarantee of his 
bravery and service in Belgium, 
France and England. When the air 
raids were being carried on over 
London he was in the (Night) De­
fence Squadron, and several times 
chased German Zeppelins. After that 
he was in command of the Seaplane 
Squadron at Westgate, an important 
seaplane station at the mouth of the 
River Thames. Several times the 
station was bombarded by German de­
stroyers, but he said he had the great 
satisfaction of bringing down four 
German airplanes, thus retaliating in 
good measure. Major Morgan is a son 
of Admiral C. H. Morgan, the famous 
Royal Navy man, who has had many 
very important commands during the 
war. A rather curious fact is that 
the greatest buccaneer of history, 
Sir Henry Morgan, was a greab-great- 
great grandfather of his, and for hun­
dreds of years back he can trace an 
ancestry of sailors, so that his abili­
ties in that respect are honestly come 
by. Major Morgan had the bad for­
tune to contract influenza on the 
voyage across in the Corsican, and 
has been invalided since arriving here. 
However, he hopes to be fully recover­
ed in a day or two and to attend to 
the many details of his flight across 
the Atlantic Ocean, a feat that will 
make him famous all the world over.

The First Fight
Between Ironclads.

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i their valued counsel
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The first fight between ironclads 
took place on February 16, 1862, be­
tween the "Virginia" and the “Moni­
tor,” two U.S. battleships, in the 
fight between North and South. After 
two hours of hard fighting the iron­
clads had been unable to make any 

j impression on one another, and the 
commander of the “Virginia" there­
fore determined to ram his opponent, 
or to get alongside, .grapple with her, 
and board her. The “Virginia’s” steer­
ing-gear, however, was defective, and 
it was onjy after an hour’s harl work 
that she drew alongside. Then it 
was found that the “Virginia” could 
not get enough headway to deal a 
decisive blow, for her funnel bad 
been so riddled with shot that she 
could not get enough draught to keep 
her engines in motion. While at close 
quarters the “Monitor" fired two 
shots at the “Virginia,” and so great 
was the concussion caused by the 
discharge that the crew of the after 
guns were knocked over, bleeding 
profusely from the nose and ears.' 
The fight had now lasted four bears, 
and the “Monitor,” having consider­
ed it proved that each ironclad was 
invulnerable to the other, withdraw. 
This remarkable contest was de­
cisive in more ways than one. It 
wrested from the South their brief 
hopes of naval supremacy, while it 
gave a lesson to the Powers of the 
Old World by proving decisively 
that the days of the old wooden ships 
were numbered. Acting on the hint, 
they continued with renewed impetus j 
the construction of ironclad vessels, 
the practical history or which may j 
he said to date from the famous fight | 
between the "Virginia" and the 
"Monitor.”

Evangelists in 
Newfoundland
A Review of Their Work.

continue their journey to Nova Scotia. 
They arrived here by one of the Allan 
boats, probably the Caspian, from 
Liverpool, and they were entertained 
at the hospitable home of the late 
Hon. James J. Rogerson. They began 
their work in old Gower Street 
Church, and from first to last they 
were dead in earnest. Seven nights a 
week they preached, and also on Sun­
day mornings and in the afternoons. 
They each occupied different church­
es on the Sunday mornings and even­
ings. During the week-night preach­
ing they took turn about; but they 

1 always drew the crowd, and always 
! impressed the people. They began

I1 their services at half-past seven in 
the evening, and at nine o’clock they 
closed them, but conducted meetings 

’ in the basement from the latter hour 
till ten o’clock, for young men.

It was in their dealings with young 
men that their success lay, and as a 
result of their efforts a branch of the 
Y. M. C. A. was established, and for 
a period of ten years it did excellent 
work. Mr. Alex. Parsons, the pres­
ent Governor of H. M. Penitentiary, 
was the first Secretary, and the late 
Hon. J. J. Rogerson was the Presi­
dent. During the years In which the 
Y. M. C. A. was in operation a great 
deal of useful work was done, and 
several young men were both directly 
and Indirectly influenced to enter the 
ranks of the ministry.

For the full term the Evangelists 
did faithful service in the city, and 
then by arrangement they went to 
other places for the winter. There 
being no railway then, and the Cove 
service being somewhat upset, they 
had to go by carriage ; hence their 
first tour was around the bay to Car-

bonear. Beginning at that place they 
visited the principal centres of that 
locality, and then crossed over to the 
south side of Trinity Bay. By Easter 
they completed their tour and got back 
to the city, and opened up their second 
series of meetings in the Congrega­
tional Church, on Easter Monday 
evening at the regular time of half­
past seven. Though there were not 
any daily paper to announce the meet­
ing, the news soon spread, and the 
usual thronged congregation greeted 
the good men.

For two weeks they continued their 
work, and then they bade farewell to 
their friends, and went on to their 
greater work at Halifax and through 
the Lower Provinces. Not much was 
ever heard of either of those young 
men, but in thousands of lives their 
influence for good was felt. About 
fifteen years ago one of these gentle­
men visited St. John’s, in the per­
son of the Rev. Mr. Hutchinson, Bap­
tist Minister of Moncton, N.B. While 
here he preached at Alexander Street 
Church, and his discourse at that time 
was of the same high order as his 
former messages. On enquiry I 
learned from him that for several 
years he and his brother Evangelist 
had laboured together most success­
fully, and that they finally merged into 
the regular work of the ministry. As 
a choice he identified himself with the 
Baptist denomination, but Mr. Brom­
ley joined the ranks of the Presby­
terian Church, and at that time was 
Pastor of a church somewhere near 
Toronto.

The visit of Mr. Hutchinson after a 
period of twenty-seven years was a 
pleasant surprise to his friends who 
remembered him; but great had been 
the changes in the personnel of our 
city; for a new generation had grown 
up and much of the old order had 
passed away.

So much for the first two Evangel­
ists who came to our city. By the 
present generation they are not re­
membered; and those of us who met 
them are of a small circle. The men 
and the women who joined us in their 
meetings in the long ago have drop­
ped out of the race of life, and they 
have gained the prize, and have ceased 
their warfare. The pastors who led 
us on to higher life, and into the way 
of peace, are scattered, and in other 
lands have fliade a home, but amid it 
all still lives the great principles 
which they taught, and which we 
still believe, and which will stand as 
a rock against the storms of time and 
sense. These principles are the doc­
trines of the Golden Rule, as brought 
by the Son of God when He said: 
“Do unto all men as you would they 
should do unto you,” or in other 
words : “Love your neighbour as 
yourself,” which literally means: 
“The Fatherhood of God, and the 
Brotherhood of men.”

CAPE TOWN,
South Africa, Feb. 14.

(Via Reuter’s).—The decision of 
the Nationalist Party to send a de­
putation to Europe to interview Pre­
sident Wilson, with a view to getting 
South Africa declared a Republic by 
the Peace Conference, aroused an in­
teresting debate in the Assembly. Sir 
Thomas Smartt, leader of the Opposi­
tion, moved that the House condemn 
the agitation now being varried on 
for the dissolution of the Union, and 
the severance of the connection now 
existing between South Africa and 
Great Britain. He further expressed 
the opinion that such agitation, if per­
sisted in, would lead to civil war and 
bloodshed in South Africa.

NO EXCITEMENT.
’ ' PARIS, Feb. 14.

(By the A. P.)—Delegates to the 
Peace Conference, gathered 1 at the 
French Foreign Office this afternoon, 
feeling that a historic moment had ar­
rived. It was the third plenary ses­
sion of the Peace Conference, and 
there was the same setting of distin­
guished personnel and solemn dig­
nity that marked previous gatherings 
of the Allied delegations. President 
Wilson in presenting the covenant 
spoke in a calm, even tone, without 
gesture or emphasis, except twice, 
when he referred to armed forces in 
the background, and to exploitation of 
helpless peoples. Lord Robert Cecil 
of tGreat • Britain, and Premier Or­
lando of Itply, voiced their approval 
of the covenant, but Leon Bougeoise 
of France, while expressing his gen­
eral satisfaction, made revelations 
which indicated that his proposals 
for an international force would be 
heard agaih when the debate pro­
ceeds further.
