OTTAWA HAD BIG STORM.

+  OTTAWA, June 1.

A terrific storm broke over Ottawa
this afternoon, when two bulldings
were hit by lightning and dutrmd
and the electric services were inter-
rupted.

Stationed in four
quarters of the gallery floor the wo-
men began. their volley of inquiries
when one of the Senators was speak-
ing against the Armenian mandate,
and made passing reference to the
ravishes of the Hun.

MEXICO CITY, June 2.

General Mariscal, former Governor
of Guerrero, who has been an oppon-
ent of the new Mexican ‘Government
in that state since the fall of Carran-
za regime, has been wounded and
captured by a rewolutionary detach-
ment, commanded by Juan Millan of
Arteaga, state of Micheacan, accord-
ing to a message to General Obregon
from General Lopez, at Launion,
Guerrero. General Pelaez, revolu-
tionary leader in the state of Temau-
lipas, has arrived here and conferred
last night with General Obregon. He
refused to "be interviewed. Reports
quote Pelaez as saying he had seven
thousand soldiers, who are perfectly
armed, equipped and drilled.

HUNGARY WILL SIGN.

BUDAPEST, June 2.
General Soos, the War Minister, at
the last mioment, declined the un-
popular mandate to sign the peace
treaty. In consequenge the Minister
of Social Welfare, Augustus Bernard,

| and the Minister Plenipotentiary, Al-

fred Drashe Lasar, ieft for Paris as
the only members of the cabinet will-
ing to sacrifice themselves in this du-
ty.

TURKEY CONSIDERING TREATY.

So far as the relationship be-
tween the St. John’s press and
the Anglo-Nfild. Development
Company, exists, we believe
that it has been characterised
by the greatest courtesy on the
part of the former, the man-
agers of which have never failed
in affording a sufficient supply
of news print to the daily and
weekly papers during periods

when they were hard put to it |

to fill orders for the English
market. This, of course, in the
way of business. But it must
be admitted that with exceeding
good grace the local officials
never took advantage of the
advance in the price of news
print to excessively increase
their rates to the local press,
when the matter was entirely
in their own hands and the
newspapers of St. John’s abso-
lutely dependent upon them for
stock. We make this explana-
tion as a bare matter of justice.

Pish Tush was grand and
gave the Wandering Ministrels the law
in rhyme, as it should b eapplied to
a “Jap” of the Nanky-Poo . calibre.
The Mikado is a great opera, without
encroaching on the title “Grand.” It
will be repeated to-night.

The Roman Empire Sold
by Public Auction

After the murder of Pertinax, the
Prestorian Guards, instituted by the
Emperor Augustus, who were begin-
ning to become powerful, proclaimed
that the Roman Empire was to be dis-
posed of by public auction to the
highest bidder, a proposal which dif-
fused universal grief and indignation
throuhout the city of Rome. It at
length reached the ears of Didius
Julianus, a wealthy senator, who, re-
gardless of the public calamities, was
indulging himself in luxury at the
table. His friends easily convinced
him that he deserved the throme,!and
conjured him to embrace so fortun-
ate an opportunity, so on March 28,
193, he hastened to the Praetorian
camp, where Sulpicianus, the Ilate
Emperor’s father-in-law and gover-
nor of the city, was still in treaty with
the guards, and began to bid against
him. Sulpicianus had already promis-
ed a donation of an amount equivalent
to £160 sterling to each soldier,
when Julian, eager for the prize, of-
fered £200, trereupon the gates of
the camp were instantly thrown op-
en. Julian was declared emperor, and
received an oath of allegiance from
the soldiers. The people were furious
and called on the legions of the fron-
tiers to assert the violated majesty of
the Roman Empire. Septimus Severus,
commanding the Pannonian army, on
hearing of the murder of Pertinax,
assembled his army and marched to-
wards Rome. Julian attempted to pre-
vent his own ruin, and fortified the
city. To the faithless Prmstorian
guards, who trembled at the name of
the Pannonian legions, Severus offer-

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 Breeds of Poultry

(By A Member of the Nnd. Poultry
2 Association.)

When & person in the Dominion of
Nowfoundlnnd wishes to purchase a
few fowl to produce meat and eggs
for his family use—or for ml.rket. he
often is puzzled by the thought—as
to which breed he shall keep? Visit-
ing the Annual Nfid. Show he has
quite 2 range to choose from. There
are g0 many types of fowl-—some at
maturity weighing 2% to 8 pounds
and others tipping the scales at 8
pounds. Enquiring from the Silver
Cup and other prize winners at the
shows—every exhibitor praises the
breed of fowl that he is exhibiting—
and as a rule every exhibitor has his
own particular breed which he pre-
fers for one reason or another.

This article is written with an idea
to convey to the public a few of the
differences in the breeds of poultry in
Newfoundland—and as a guide to
any person about to start a small
flock of pure bred fowl.

Definitions.

The great difference in poultry may
be said to be the dividing line drawn
between the Mediterranean, Ameri-
can, and Asiatic breeds of fowl. The
Mediterranean class comprise the
L.eghorns, Minorca's, Anconas and
Black Spanish. These birds are all
specially bred for egg producing and
are non-sitters—that is, they as a
rule do not get broody, and hatch out

thlsm suich bmw"_’ the - Plymouth
Rocks—White and Barr'd, ‘Wyandottes
in all varieties, Rhode Ilhad Reds,
Orpingtons, and others. I havé men-
tioned only the mames of those fam-.
iliar to us in Newfoundland. The
hens of this class average at maturity
about seven pounds and the cocks
weigh about eight. These birds lay
a brown shelled egg and the young
pullets usually lay their first egg at
seven to eight months of age. These
breeds are setters—that is they will
get broody and hatch out their chick-
ens in the usual twenty-one days. The
next class is the Asiatic. These birds
are the largest and heaviest fowl
known. The breeds comprise the
Brahma, Langssans and Cochins
chiefly, and are bred principally for
table use. The eggs of these birds are
not nearly as fertile as the former
two classes. The birds are large, do
not exercise as a rule, and on account
of the short season in Newfoundland,
are entirely unsuited to our climatic
conditions. Therefore the Newfound-
lander should choose his birds from
the Mediterranean class if he wants
to produce eggs, and from the Ameri-
can class if he needs both meat and
eggs. As a rule the small active
classes lay ‘better—consume less feed
on account of their smaller bodies 1o
nurture—and are great hustlers over
the flelds. In the American classes,
like the Rhode Island Reds, the
Barr'd Rocks, Wyandottes and Or

classes. The White Leghorn is the
most popular breed of the class, and
is known the world over as one of
the greatest layers of large white
shelled eggs. Nearly all the large egg
farms of New York are populated
with White Leghorns. They are very
active birds, foraging a lot of their
own feed from the weed seeds, worms
and slugs, which abound cn the range
~—are very healthy, and their eggs
are always wonderfully fertile—the
birds are full of vigour, are beautiful-
ly feathered and nicely set up—so
that the owners can take lots of pride
when visitors come to view their
flocks. The weight of these hens at
maturity average about three pounds
and the cocks weigh four pounds. The
young pullets usually lay in five and
a half months from the time they are
hatched, and will lay all the winter
in cold houses, provided they are kept
clean, well watered, and fed.
Classification.

Next to the Mediterranean class
comes the American. This class con-

Distinctions.

The above classes often have dif-
ferent variety of combs. Some have
the single comb—upright on the head

'—whilst you can also buy the Rpse §

combs in the same breed. Many pre-
fer the latter as the comb does not
freeze in winter in the same manner
as the single comb does. When the
comb freezes laying usually stops un-
til the bird recovers. The purchaser
can choose the colour of the feathers
—as you can buy Plymouth Rocks
with the barr’d white and black fea-
thers, as well as the White Plymouth
Rock—both the same .breed.and alike
in every cother particular. The
Wyandottes are bred in White, Buff
and Columbian. The *‘Rhode Island
Red” breed are, as the name signifies
—Red feathered—but the same breed
can be bought with ‘white feathers,

"in the country. Their advertisement

. provide good stock for their breeding
yards nothing but the highest class
of birds and eggs are imported, for
which big prices are paid—its nothing
to pay American breeders a dollar an
egg as they have done, or ten dollars
a hen and twenty-five dollars for a
cock. This is the type of birds that
are used to produce hatching eggs by
the members of the Association to
distribute in Newfoundland. Dr.
Campbell, Minister of Agriculture,
takes an active part in the Associa-
tions work and the Government as-
sists in a small grant to help pay the
heavy expenses of the Annual fall
show, when the different breeds. are
shown, and explained to the public.
The public can therefore choose for
themselves with ease the breed they
fancy. It has been a pleasure to write
the above information on the types of
poultry for the bemnefit of those in-
terested, and it is hoped that much
good will result. The Association all
agree that every person keeping poul-
try ‘should only keep one breed. Re-
sults are better. Higher prices for
eggs and breeding stock can be had.
