REV. DR. JONES LECTURES TO
LLEWELLYN CLUB.

The members of Llewellyn Club an
their friends who attended the weekly
meeting at the Canon Wood Hall last
evening had the pleasure of hearing
another brilliant address by Rev. Dr.

Historical Fool.”

New Source of Glue.

The Fish Regulations.
NOT LEGEL_;- BINDING. :

Editor Evening Telegram

Dear  Sir,—The News, on Wednes-
day last, published a letter from E.
Collishaw, and another signed “Super-
Six,” which he acknowledged to be

Fish Export Board,” and referred to

“Codfish Exportation Board,” the ap-
pointment of which was provided for
by legislation in 1920. The distinction
is important, as there is a body of
licensed exporters known as the “Fish

stand that he is not a member of tke
Codfish Exportation Board, nor, in his
own right, of the “Fish Exporters’ As-
sociation,” 'but that he occupies
place in the latter as the representa-
tive of the Union Trading Co., Ltd.,
not by election, but by appointment.

Coaker, is preceded by a statement of
alleged conditions in the''.markets
there, when the exporters asked the
“Codfish Exportation Board” to recom-
mend the suspension of the Export
Regulations. From these bad condi-
tions, Mr. Coaker has rescued us, Mr.
1 Collishaw says. But, Sir, if the regu-
lations had not existed, fish . would

and . been absorbed, instead of being
massed "in foreign ports, near Lent,’
unsaleable at regulation rates, so that
if a rescue has been made, and by Mr.
Coaker, he has only in part undone his
own bad work.

I challenge the accuracy of Mr. Col-

lishaw’s assertion that outside of the

Coaker is dealing “few buyers could
finance one carge of fish.” I fancy
i that is treading very dangerously near
| the law of libel. It is an unworthy in-
! sinuation of financial incapacity, and
one which I am informed is quite.un-
true.

In the absence of precise informa-
tion, it is impossible for me to give
the denial direct to many other asser--
tions made by Mr. Collishaw, but I
venture to doubt their correctness, or
even their probability, unexplained
and unqualified. For instance, Mr.
Collishaw ‘says that “prices (have
been) arranged for cargoes.' on the
spot at 50 and 60 shillings.” Does he
mean all cargoes on the spot, or some
of them, and how many, and why the
variation in price. Whose cargoes
were sold? Again, he 'says that “ar.
rangements are made for all cargoes
on the way over: they are expected to
fetch 65 shillings.” Does this mean
that no ‘“sale” has been made, and
tkat no price has been fixed? And yet
again, “all fish (in Newfoundland) is
also provided for, consumption of 25,-
000 qtls. per month guaranteed.” Does
“provided for” mean -that the price is
not fixed, and if so, how is it to be ar-
ranged, and is it true, as I have been]
informed, that there is no “guarantee”
whatever. Mr. Collishaw says that “the
arrangement (is) that our Trade Com-
missiomer shall sell all he possibly can
and whatever he falls short of 25,000
quintals (per month?) the bankers
take.,” This seems to mean.that no
“sale” has been made of the fish,
but is to be attempted by the Trade
Commissioner, as it arrives, and if un-
sold, is to be stored, up to 25,000 qtls.
per month, to be sold by the “bankers”
for the best obtainable prices, less ex-
penses. e

Mr. Collishaw charges that the press
has supressed news of “this gigantic
sale,” whereas the truth is, I fancy,
that the real suppression has been by
the Board of which he is a member. It
is high time that the public should
know the whole truth, and I invite
Mr. Collishaw to procure publication
of all the facts. The public, which has
to “pay the piper,”. is entitled to
know all. The “sale” may prove to
be a “cod!”

“The greatest objection raised by
the Exporters to the Regulations is,
that the price of fish to the fishermen
was fixed too high last fall”—says Mr.
Collishaw. Surely, it is' not necessary
to point out to him that a price “to the
fishermen” was not fixed by the Regu-
lations. The only time when anything
| like price fixing was attempted on be-
half of the Government, was on the oc-
casion. when Mr, Coaker arranged for
the buying of about 40,000 quintals of
Labrador in the harbor of St. John’s
late last fall at $8 per qtl. That was
not voluntary on Mr. Coaker’s part in
the real sense of the word. It was forc-
ed on him at the point of the bayonet,
as it were, by those fishermen who
held a public meeting in.the C.C.C.
Hall, and demanded the fulfilment of
promises they considered that Mr.

Coaker. had made. But Mr. Collishaw
i goes on to make the unprovable asser-
tion that if the law of (unregulated?)

fallen if Government money -had not
been used to buy. the surplus. But it is
perhaps also true, that without the
regulations, no, glut, and no fall in
price, would have occurred when it
was threatened last fall. And it is
quite true also, that while the qu
sellers to the Government were lucky,
the taxpayers at large must bear the
inevitable loss. Mr. Collishaw does not
contend, I hope, that we can become
prosperous as a people by buying our
own fish with our own money, and sell-
ing to foreigners at a lower net price.

In one place Mr. - Collishaw says,
that Mr. Coaker wired from Portugal

that “the bankers” feared that without
coritrol the price might fall to 40 shil-
lings, and in a third place he says
that “without regulations, exchange
alone would depress the price to the
lowest in our history.” As to all these
assertions, I wish to say (1) there is
no proof that either is true, (2) the
two former, as to prices, were made
by prejudiced parties, (3). the : two
aforesaid refer to prices in a bad con-
dition largely created by or under the
regulations, and (4) that the remark
about exchange is absurd. The rate of
exchange depreciated the value or pur-
chasing power of Portuguese money,
in Portugal, it is true, but the price in
Portugal, and therefore the net result
to us, was governed by the demand
and the supply of fish there. If our reg-
ulations did not decrease the,supply,
they did not increase the price. Such
a decrease they did not cause, but
merely gave the market to our com-
petitors, for a time, and under them
our fish glutted the market with an
over supply, as Mr. Collishaw himself
set forth in the early portion of his
letter.

Mr. Collishaw suggests a change as
to the regulating power that is worth
discussion. It is, that political control
shall be abolished, and handed. over
to a committee of exporters. Anything
is better than political control, except

aries as will place them above the
ordinary temptations which beset men
who have to earn their daily bread
by their work. The board must com-
mand such respect as is given to our
Supreme Court,” for instance, or the}

But
to be so, certainty as to wind and
weather, and all the other Acts of
God, and foreknowledge of all our
foreign competitors were doing, would
be necessary to success, and in addi-
tion, the controlling power . would
have to be as wise and honest as Mr.
Collishaw pretends to be.

It, is to be presumed that every ex-
porter at all times studies- market!
conditions anxiously, and with all his |
‘ability, knowledge and experience. He
does not wilfully cause a glut in the
markets. When it occurs, it is acci-
dental or unavoidable. Under the
regulations, .a glut has occurred in
Portugal, worse ‘than would -other-
wisé have happened. Is it, probable
tkat any Board composed of export-
ers would do better work than the
Codfish Exporters Board has done, or
than exporters uncontrolled except by
their own ability and self-interest
would do. Not the worst result of
official regulating is the destruction
of individual initiative in business
men. We may bid farewell -to per-
sonal enterprise if it is to be sup-
planted by official control. No am-
bitious beginner will have any chance
of success whatever in -a business.
dominated by partisan politicians and
jealous rivals. Official regulation is
opposed to those principles of free
and unshackeled trade = which have
made the British people the greatest
trading nation the world has ever
known. Official regulating. i§ com=~
munistic or socialistic in its very es-
sence, and, run wild, becomes bolshe-

would command implicit confidence,
without which it would be worse than
useless, I am. persuaded that official
regulating should be abandoned.

In the meantime, the recent pro-
posals as to.

legally binding at any time, in my
opinion, and those latest proclaimed,
are, I think, not only legally unen-
forceable, but a clear violation of the
Act under which they purport to be
made, wherefore only voluntary co-
operation is to be relied on, if the
latest scheme is to be tried out. If
some obey the regulations. thinking
them valid, and some disobey, be-
lieving them invalid, destruction will
surely come upon somebody.

"~ Own Funeral.

Charles V. kmg of Spain and em-
peror of Germany in the sixteenth

The high altar, the catafalque, and
the entire church shone with wax
lights; the friars were all in their
proper places and the household of
the emperor attended in deep mourn-
ing., “The pious monarch himself was
there, attired in sable weeds,” accord-
ing .to the monkish historian, “and
bearing a taper, to see himself inter-
red and to celebrate'his own obse-
quies.” While the mass for the dead
was sung, he came forward and gave
his taper to the officiating. ‘priest as
a symbol of his desire to yield up his
soul. * Not only once, but for many
years until he finally died in 1558,
Charles 7. performed this sirange
ceremony annually.

The Premier Duke
of Great Britain.

The late Duke .of Norfolk, who died
on Sunday, February 11, 1917, in his
70th year, was premier duke and
i earl of Great Britain, and Hereditary
i Barl-Marshal and Chief Butler of
| England. The earldom .of .Arundel,
which supplies the courtesy title of
the eldest son of the Dukes of Nor-
folk, dates back to 1139. The How-
ards are one of the great Roman Ca-
tholic families of England, and the
duke was always ready to fulfil the
many obligations that were laid on
him as. the leading English Catholic
layman. One of his treasures was a
erucifix, which was given to him in
his childhood by Pope Pius IX. and
he held the Papal Order of the Gold-
en Spur. The keen interest that he
took in the original Volunteer move-
ment was extended to the Territorial
Force, with which he was closely as-
sociated both in Sussex and in the
! West Riding. He served with the
Yeomanry in the South African War.
In the Unionist -Government of 1895
he was Postmaster General. He had
been Mayor of Sheffield, where he
owned exceedingly valuable property
and also of Westminster; and was
Chancellor of the University of Shef-
field from its foundation. The office
of Earl Marshal involved a great deal
of hard work at . the Coronation of
King Edward and King George, the
duke being responsible for every de-
tail of the ceremonial. For many
months he worked early and late, and
was physically ‘an imposing figure in
the pageants. In ordinary life he was
reputed to be the most shabbily
dressed man of any standing in Lon-
don, and in his own grounds he had
once been mistaken for a servant.
On occasions, however, notably on his
visits to Rome,. he could assume a
very considerable state. The duke’s
heir by his first marriage was, un-

The Good in D’Annunzio

(From the London Chronicle.)

While reprobating D’Annunzio’s
many foolish and criminal acts, the
later features of which leave one
doubtful of his continued sanitly, we
would enter a protest against using
the occasion, as some do, to bespat-
ter him and his countrymen with
ridicule. It ought not to be forgot-
ten that in his own line he is one of
the two or three greatest men of
letters now living in Europe; that
in 1915 he did more perhaps than
any other individual to bring Italy
into the war on the side of the Al-
lies; and that during the war he
displayed signal courage and enter-
prise as an airman at an age when
very few other men have ventured
flying at all. The discredit of his
Fiume adventure must be shared to
no small extent with last year's Su-
preme Council, whose deplorable in-
albiility either to make up its - own
mind or to deal promptly with those
who tried to jump claims was a

fortunately a permanent invalid, and
died in 1902. He married a second
time in 1904, his bride being the Hon.
Gwendolen Constable Maxwell Baron-
ess Herries in her own right, and a
member of a northern Catholic fam-
ily. The son of this marriage, who
has succeeded to the leadership of the
English peerage, was eight years of
age at the time of his father’s death,
which caused a vacancy in the Order
of the Garter.

The Freedom of Brighton was con-
ferred upon Field-Marshal Earl Haig
at a special meeting of the Town
Council. Acknowledging the honor,
his . lordship again pleaded the cause
of the ex-service men. He told a story
of a battalion of the Royal Sussex
Regiment, near St. Quentin in Sep-
tember, 1918, which having gained its
objective was heavily counter-attack-
ed by a superior body of Germaas.
Something had to be done, and done
quickly. A single company moved out
with their Lewis guns in front of the
trenches they held, and then, under
cover of these Lewis guns, they charg-
ed four hundred Germans with the
bayonet and completely routed them.

If they are employers and think I am
pressing them too hardly, let them
think of these men.
