The Blessings of 
a Rigorous Climate
When blizzards such as have 

raged throughout the past 
twenty-four hours swoop down, 
most of us are inclined to com­
plain of the hardships inflicted 
by a rigorous northern climate, 
end of the discomfort caused by 
biting winds and low tempera­
tures. For the moment we forget 
the glorious weather of last bum­
mer. We even forget that while 
our western neighbours have 
been shivering during the past 
few weeks with the mercury 
away below the zero mark, New­
foundland has been experiencing 
one of the finest December 
months for years.

In the Daily News this morn­
ing was a letter writen by Dr. 
Grenfell as he sat in the grilling 
heat on the deck of a Nile 
steamer. It is written in No­
vember, the time when winter is 
beginning to tighten its grip on 
the far North which is in his 
mind at the moment of writing. 
He says:—As I sit stewing on 
this deck of a Nile steamer, 
watching the green ribbon of 
cultivated fields, which naked 
men in the grilling sunshine on 
lioth banks have to labor like a 
new race «of slaves to keep cool 
and wet, one can easily see how 
much better fitted are Labrador 
and Newfoundland and endless 
areas in Canada for an Anglo- 
Saxon. Moreoyer, one thanks 
God for the influence on civiliza­
tion which our northern climate 
and season have been and will 
continue to be.

Dr. Grenfell’s final remark is 
hi itself a complete lesson in 
Geography. It brings out with 
vivid force the wonderful ad­
vantages that the northern races 
have derived solely because of 
the climate in which they live.
It has developed their energy 
and resource, the two .main 
factors which have made them 
masters of the world, and have 
enabled them to overcome and 
subjugate to their use the great­
est forces of Nature. To the 
South the enervating heat, the 
depressing effect of the im­
penetrable forests, the lack of 
effort required to provide cloth­
ing and food have all had the 
very opposite effect, and in con­
sequence the natives are still far 
below us in the scale of civiliza­
tion. Such is the vigor of the 
Northerner that he can even 
penetrate the Tropics arid wrest 
from it the wealth which lies 
waiting only to be developed.

A spectacular waterfront Are start­
ing shortly after midnight, destroyed 
the premises formerly occupied by the 
Gordon/Pew Company, now occupied 
by T. S. Devine, Prowse’s Building, 
and the residence of Mr. Robert Guest, 
on the Southside. The blaze lasted for 
over four hours, and the total damage, 
which is yet unknown, will amount 
to several thousand dollars.

The fire broke out In the height of 
a raging (jlizzard from the N.E., which 
developed earlier in the day and with 
every gust of wind the flames shot 
high in the air and threw a lurid 
light over the city.

The watchman at the Imperial Oil 
Company’s premises first saw the fire 
in the N.E. corner of Devine’s storet, 
and immediately acquainted Watch­
man Hickey at Job’s who, in turn, 
sent in an alarm from Box. 46. The 
fire bells rang at 12.30, but as the 
roads were heavily blocked with snow 
the firemen experienced great diflicul 
ty in getting to the scene. Owing to 
the delay the watchman thought that 
the Box was not working ptoperly 
and he rang In a second alarm, but 
by this time the Are horses ploughed 
their way through the drifts and man­
aged to get to the blaze. With only a 
single ineffective stream of water to 
check the blaze, the flames quickly 
demolished Devine’s store and extend­
ed to Prowse’s premises, immediately 
west. The .Guest family, numbering 
thirteen, were compelled to leave their 
house, which adjoined the latter 
premises, as in a few minutes the Are 
quickly spread find left the entire 
block in a mass of flame. During all 
this time the firemen were working 
heroically, but twice the hose broke, 
necessitating the turning off of the 
water until the damaged lengths had 
been repaired. The flames then gain­
ed rapid headway ,and it could be 
seen" at a glance that the whole place 
was doomed. Later the wharves fell 
before the devouring flames, and much 
anxiety was felt tor the safety of the 
Imperial Oil Company’s gasoline and 
oil tanks, situated only a few yards 
away. In the height of the fire the 
high wind sent flankers and sparks in 
all direction^, and many a family on 
the Southside spent anxious hours in 
the open watching their property.

1 The firemen, under Inspector Gen­
eral Hutchings and Supt. O’Neill, with 
the help of policemen and volunteers, 
fought desperately to subdue the 
flames or to prevent them spreading. 
While some worked the hose,others 
were engaged coping with the blaze 
on the wharves. When the fire had 
reached its' most dangerous point a 
posse of policce were sent to guard 
the Imperial Oil Company’s plant The 
police mounted the roof top in a rag­
ing blizzard and stuck to their posts 
for over an hour, putting out the fly­
ing embers as they lodged thereon. 
The job was a most difficult and dan­
gerous one, as no* man knew the mo­
ment when he might be swept off the 
roof, or blown into eternity by an ex­
plosion. FbAunately for all concern­
ed, the Imperial Oil plant was saved. 
Had it caught fire a far greater catas­
trophe would have resulted. It was 
not until four o’clock, or four hours 
after the alarm had been rung In, 
that the flames showed first signs of 
subsiding. Even then parts of the 
buildings were burning and it was not 
until 6.45 that it was finally extin­
guished.

How the Are originated in Devine’s 
premises is not known. No one has 
been working in the store for about a 
month. Mr. Devine had in stock, 200 
casks of cod oil and some fish, the 
exact amount of which is not known.

Mr. and Mrs. Robert Guest with 
their family, made a hasty retreat 
from the burning building only scant­
ily clothed ,and they suffered much 
hardship in the height of the storm, 
while on their qpay to the home of 
Mr. Geest’s brother, near Fort Am­
herst Lighthouse. Mr. Guest lost ev­
erything in the fire and had not a 
cent of Insurance. The loss to him 
is a heavy one, particularly at this 
season of the year.

The total loss of the building with 
its contents is not known at present 

Mr. T. S. Devine carried a total in­
surance of $20,000. $5,000 of which
was carried on the oil in stock. It 
was placed as follows:—Messrs. Hig­
gins, Hunt and Emerson, $7,600; 
Niagara Fire Assurance Co., A. F. 
Goodrldge, Agent, $7,500; and $5,000 
with T. H. Carter & Co.

The insurance on the Pfowse build­
ing amounted to $3,500, which was 
placed with Baine Johnstone & Co.

TO-DAY’S
QUEBEC LEGISLATURE OPENS.

WAGE CONFERENCE RESUMED.
SYDNEY, N.S., Jan. 7.

With both sides expressing their 
willingness to reach a settlement by 
negotiation without recourse to a 
Board of Conciliation, the adjourned 
wage conference of the officials of the 
British. Empire Steel Corporation and 
the Executive of District 26 United 
Mine Workers of America will meet 
again at Glace Bay to-morrow after­
noon. Interviewed by the press to­
night on the question of settlement 
by negotiation, Alexander Mackay, 
Secretary-Treasurer of District 26, 
said : “negotiations were never broken 
off and we are prepared to continue 
thep on the basis that the 1924 rates 
be revised upwards.” J. E. McLurg, 
Vice-President of Besco, in 'reply to a 
similar question said: "the company 
is willing to continue negotiations, 
but only on the basis of a ten per cent 
reduction.” The U.M.W. has not as yet 
named a representative to the con­
ciliation board, and according to Sec­
retary Mackay this matter will not be 
dealt with until after the meeting of 
the wage conference to-morrow, 
when the Executive of the Union ..will 
confer privately on the matter. E.
