It injures both the body 
and mind, and if long continued results 
either in death or premature old age. 
For this sin, and sin it is to overwork, 
there is not nearly the excuse on the 
part of farmers which there was twenty 
years^go. Now one has machines to take 
in a great degree the place of hand labor, 
and the farmer who will use lliem need 
not break down his health by working too 
hard. But it is not the farmer who is 
most liable to overwork. The farmer’s 
wife is generally the greatest sufferer. 
Every day in the year, Sundays not ex­
cepted, she has much to do. Often 
there is as much required of her as two 
women ought to perform. As the result of 
her overwork, health is lost, and she 
either dies long before her time or lives 
only to suffer the penalties of the law 
she has transgressed.
