LoxpoN, Nov. 9.—In bright, crisp
weather to-day the time honored lord
mayor’s show took place and the new
lord mayor of London, Mr. A. ¥, Phil-
lips, was formally installed in office, sue-
cceding Sir Waltst Wilkin: “Th
tablished custom showed little signs of
becoming obsolete and the popularity of
the new lord mayor caused some unusual
features in the street parade, which
were most interesting. The committee
having charge of the arrangements wise-
ly determined to eliminate certain absurd
features from the parade. Hitherto it
hes been customary to have a series of

triumphal cars, representing some alle-
gorical or historical subject upon which
numerous young women shivered in the
November wind. In place of these in
to-day’s procession, ears were occupied
by groups, showing ‘the  various condi-
tions of London’s indastries during the
past century.

The procession started from. Guildhall
at10:30 a.m. Along the route the usual
bunting and decorations were displayed,
those particularly noticeable being along
Cheapside and Newgate streets. A par-
ticularly pleasing feature of the parade
were the maids of honor whegy aceom-
panied the mayoress. Forthe firgt time
in the history of these parades theimai
were attended by gentlemen as'g¥oo
men. Another feature of the procession
was the military display. The few
Lord Mayor is* an authority on
street pageantry and also a "great ad-
vocate of military bandsand military

~spectacles. This feature was larz:i; de-
veloped. The Scuté Grevs furnished an
escort 25d several lines of regiments also
marched in the procession. The boys
.of the ships Arethuas, Chichester and
Warspite attracted much attention and
were supplemented by a division of the
Gordon Boys’ orphanage, which is com-
posed of lads hailing from London. The

Ranged ronnd the equare upon which
the Guildhall opens was a detachment
of the London Rifle Brigade forming the
guard of honor, while the cadets of this
corps lined the corridors leading to the
library. The arrival of the guestslasted
from 5 o’clock till 7. " Upon returning
the guests found seats in the corridors
and in the library itself for the purpose
of witnessirg the formal reception of the
Lord Mayor and the Lady Mayoress,
which commenced about 6 o’clock., The
arrivals of special interest were those of
the Lord Chancellor, Lord Hglsbury,
the Chancellor of the Exchequer, Right
Hon. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, and the
Prime Minister the Marquis of Salisbury.
The Lord Chancellorattired in full robes
was preceded by his sword-bearer and
purse-bearer and was followed by his
train-bearer. Following these digni-
taries came a group of judges. Other
prominent guests were the First Lord of
the Admiralty, Right Hon. George J.
Goshen, M.P.; the Prince and Princess
Edward of Saxe-Weimar; Lord George
Hamilton, M.P.; Lord Gross, Lord Ash-
bourne (Lord Chancellor.of Ireland), Sir
Richard Webster, Sir Robert Finlay,
Hon. George Curzon, Lord Onslow, the
United States ambassador, Hon. Thos.
F. Bayard, the Chinese minister, the
Japanese minister and the Danish min-
igter, all the prominent arrivals being
cheered in turn. The procession was
then formed for the large hall where the
dinner was served.

The Lord Mayor escorted the Mar-
chioness of Salisbury and Lord Salisbury,
the Lady Mayoress. On arriving in the
hall the band struck op a march and the
procession slowly wended its way around
the tables, which were furnished for over
900 guests. The Lord Mayor sat at the
south table, near the centre of the room,
with the two sheriffs, C. T. Ritchie and
R. H. Rogers, at his right and left. The
Marquis of Salisbury came next, and the
Marchioness sat on theright of the Lady
Mayoress. Opposite these sat the aider-
men of the city, and the other guests
were placed in order of prominence. Mr.
Bayard had a special seat of honor at
the main or south table while
all the other diplomats were seated at
side tables, Mr. Bayard was the third
&ereon to be presented tothe new Lord

ayor and Lady Mayoress this morning
and as he approached the dais and
slightly bowed there was an outburst of
cheers from the assembled guests, in re-
sponse to which greeting the U. S, am-
bassador bowed. T..e reception accorded
to Mr. Bayard was warmer than that
given to anybody with the exception of
the Marquis of Saiisbury .and Sir Her-
bert Kitchener, the RSirdar, or Com-
mander-in-chief of the Egyptian army,
who hasg just returned from the re-cap-
ture of Dongola, on thé Nile,. and some
of the most popular cabines ministers.
The reception was the most enthusiastic
ever held in the hall.

The dinner was of the usual kind, be-
ing preceded by the customary turtle
soup, without which no Lord Mayor’s

banquet would be complete, The cost of
the dinner was about £5,000. of which
the Lord Mayor pays one-half, the two
sheriffs dividing the remainder of the
cost between them. After dinner came
the speeches. During the banquet the
Marquie of Salisbury was absorbed in
thought and was ver nervous, and Mr.
Bayard got hopelessiy mixed up in the
formalties of the loving cup. He drank
twice instead of passing it to the Duchess
of Devonehire. Mr. Goschen and Lord

name of Mr. Bayard, mentioning him as
‘‘ the most fraternal envoy of the most
fraternal nation.”” Mr. Bayard responded
to thé toast of the ambassadors in the
following terms: ““I am honored in
being chosen to speak for the corps of
which I am an humble member. I con-
fess that until 5:30 o’clock this afternoon
I did not expect to be asked to re-
spond to a toast. However, I have
obtained an idea from a distinguished
diplomat (Lord Dufferin), who recently
said that the governments of the world
were a mass of palpitating nervous sen-
sations. A result, he gaid, of bringing
together these sensations was to destroy
isolation—splendid orf otherwise—and
to induce the nations to feel and act

©0ld &~ a5 ladies and gentlemen, with con-

sideration for each other’s feel-
ings and intereste. The people I rep-
resent have made a declaration in no
local or mechanical sense, which stands
as a verdict ahd declaration for national
honor, speaking to the human heart and
mina in favor of that honesty, which is
essential for the civilization of the
world. You cannot to-day shock civili-
zation even on its exterior boundaries
without affecting its heart. This en-
ables me to speak not for my myself or
my country but for the whole diplomatic
corps of the world. Is there one who
does not perceive it and who does not
realize the truth and force of the day in
which we live? > Mr. Bayard concluded
with the words ‘‘ God speed the city of
London.”
Mr. Bayard’s remarks were met with
& tumult of applause from the assembled
throng. Lorg Salisbury laughed at the
ambassador’s reference to ‘ splendid
isolation,”” a phrase credited to a Cana-
dian cabinet minister as describing Great
Britain’s situation in the family of
nations. After Mr. Bayard had con-
cluded the Lord Mayor proposed ‘ The
ministers,” upon which Lord Salisbury
rose amid loud cheers, which quickly
subsided into breathlesssilence and close
attentiontothe annualGuildhallspeechof
the Prime Minister, which is by common
acceptance looked to to embody the offi-
cial anaouncement of the government
policy to the nation, :
Lord Salisbury said: “I thank Mr.
Bayard for his presence here to-night
and for his joining in this historic meet-
ing. By the few words he has uttered
he has raised his own plane of observa-
tion so high above the level of party,
that though it is contrary toour practice
to make observations on the interna-
tional policies of other states, I may be
permitted without impertinence to con-
gratulate bim ‘uvon the splendid pro-
nouncement.  ‘which the peovle ‘'he
repregents . has made in. behalf of
Fiite - Printiples ““which - lie 8t the
basis of all  human . society.
It is rather like bathos to turn from that
matter to the not very important contro-
versy which his country and ours have
had during the recent months. I only
do so for the purpose of expressing my
belief that the controversy is at an end.
(Cheers;.
‘It is often surprising by what very
obvious arrangements problems of great
difficulty are solved, and yet on the con-
tinent which Columbus discovered, the
traditionsof Columbusand the egg should
be reversed. In the discussions we have
had with the United States on behalf of
their friends in Venezuela the question
has -not been whether or not there
shouid be arbitration, but whether the
arbitration should have unrestricted ap-
plication. We have always claimed, re-
gpecting those who, apart from the his-
toric rights, had the right which at-
taches to settled establishments, that
the settled districts should be excluded
from arbitration.
“Qur difficulty for many months has
been to find how to define the settled
districts, and the solution has come, I
think, from the country Mr. Bayard
represents in the suggestion that we
should treat colonial empires just as we
treat individuals; that the same lapse of
time which protects individuals in civic
life from having their title questioned
should also protect the English colony
from having its title questioned; and
where that lapse of time could not be
claimed, though there should be an ex-
amination of the title, vet all that equit
has demanded in consideration of suc
title should be granted. It is a very
simple solution, and I believe it is not
using unduly sanguine words when I
say that I beﬁeve it has brought the con-
troversy to anénd.
‘It is a matter of no small satisfaction
to the government at a time when anxi-
ous questions which are of more import-
ance than the political questions are
troubling America, and therefore troubl-
ing the rest of the world, that we should
remove from the board at all events any
semrblance of  political difference which
might hinder our common action in de-
fence of the common heritage of society
We have had an = anxious 'year in the
foreign office, but we have tioated into a
period of comparative calm. ' Unfortu-
nately one matter has not been passed.
That is the troubles in Turkey.”’

Continuing, Lord Salisbury said that
he believed that the people of Great
Britain were now virtually unanimous
against isolated action, than which no
worse course could be adopted to benefit
the Armenians. If it was merely wished
to pursue a course to punish or worry
the Turkish government, Great Britain
had abundant means of doing so, bat-if
they had a higher wish—to rescue
the Christian and Moslem people
from atrocious misgovernment—they
must seek to draw into co-operation
ag many nations in the world as possi-
ble. - If it wag desired to use force in
Turkey, the fleet would not suffice. Mil-
itary occupation alone would not suffice.
Military and naval occupation would
alone be effective, and the latter would
be a large pndertaking. He would not
pretend to say what Great Britain might
do if she employed all her forces, but if
they wished a military occupation re-
quiring a very large army, Great Britain
must begin by establishing a conscrip-
tion.

The talk of Great Britain’s exhibition
of incapacity was absurd. Great Britain
cannot use a great army if she does not

have it. Therefore, said the Prime
Minister, he hailed with.great satisfac-
tion the indication that the public indig-
nation had been aroused at the atrocious
horrors of which the Turkish govern-
ment were guilty. It might be done by
others. -Therefore, the only wise course
he saw, was an adherence to European
concert. If the European states were
willing to act, they had means of action
which Great Britain did not possess.
If they were unwilling to act, and if
they object to isolated action by Great

failure in the undertaking. but there is
the risk of bringing about the frightful
horrors of an European war. It was
nonsense to say that Great Britain was
humiliated if she could not persuade the
other five powers to adopt her particular
proposals.’”’

Iéord* Bnli:gurﬁ;exa‘urred entire]yébhle
said, frc e idea that they were able
10 bend the counsels and forces of gigan-
tic empirés to: whatever course Great
Britain thought desirable. He denied
that they were acting from selfish prin-
ciples in interfering actively in Turkey.
They were trustees ot the interests of
vast populations, Jand they would be
deeply culpable if those interests were
neglected. A general European war
might invyolve territorial changes vitally
affecting the nations 6f Europe.

‘ You cannot expect those nations,’”
Lord Salisbury proceeded, *‘ to regard
the problem in the same emotional and
philanthropic spirit as you do in your
eplendid isolation. You’ may consider
them dilatory, but you must confess
that they have good motives for pru-
dence. We have beea told by Mr.
Courtney and Mr. Morley (opposition
leaders), that we mighg influence the
powers to our way of thinking by aban-
doning Egypt and Cyprus. That is a
pretty and idyllic conception of interna-
tional policy, but I do not believe it,
and, I may say,’”’ he added, ‘“in connec-
tion with the Eastern problem that we
see no cause to abandon the policy we
have hitherto pursued or to relinquish a
single acre of the land we now occupy.”’
Having warmly eulogized the work of
Sir Herbert Kitchener, Sirdar of the
Egyptian- forces, and Lord Cromer, the
British agent at Cairo, in connection
with the Soudan expedition, Lord Salis-
bury said that he should not say more
than that the concert of Europe, geemed
to be mare real than ever. =& was very
pleased with the eloquent speech of M.
Hanotaux, the French minister of for-
eign affairs, outlining the requirement
which the powers “would insist upon
from the Sultau.. He believed,jhe said,
that France would do nothing to bafile
European action.

Lord Salisbury’s remarks contained
only a guarded ref:rence to, the dis-
closures “madé by  Prince Bismarek

. betiween: er and Russia|
which ekisted prior to 1890." The Pre-
mier aladed to Prince Bismarck as the
greatest statesman which the latter
part of the céntury has produced. He
demurred abs’blutely to the presumption
of the existence of a permanent
and necessarv antagonism betwee

Russia and Great . Britain. Of this
presumption Lord Salisbury said : * That)
18 a superstition' of antiquated diplo-
macy. I have good ground to believe
that Russia entertains the same view

these terrible events in the East.”

In a short peroration Lord Salisbury
repeated the sentiments expressed by
him in previous speeches. ‘‘Qur first
duty is towards the interests of our own
country; our second duty to all
humanity, to bying redress to thousands
without threatening millions with ruin.

STUDYING U. S. METHODS.

New York, Nov. 9.—Three members
of the new Canadian cabinet interested
in the outcome of the recent presidential
election, came te New York to study the
methods by which it is conducted and
learn the result at the earliest possible
moment. They are Hon. Mr. Fielding,
controller of finance; Hon. Mr. Paterson,
minister of customs; and Hon. Mr.
Blair, minister of railways. The trio
arrived at the Hotel Waldorf a few days
before the election and left for home last
night. They do not seem to share the
opinion expressed by a large section of
the Canadian press that President Mec-
Kinley will be unduly hostile to them
on the reciprocity, fisheries, bonding
regulations and other questions at issue
between the United States and Canada.
The finance minister, who acted as
spokesman for the party said: ““ No, I
do not see any reason why Canadians
should be ' alarmed at the election of
Major McKinley. I think the chances
of arriving at an amicable arrangement
regarding the number of ‘questions over
which Canada and the United Statesare
at variance will be quite as good, if not
better after hisinauguration than at any
time in the last four years.”
‘“ Then you do not believe the fact that
McKinley is a pronounced protectionist
will militate against Canadian chances
of obtaining a reciprocity treaty?”’
‘I do not see why it shouid, for the
Republican platform declares both for
protection and reciprocity.”’
“ Will the Canadian government be
pleased to open negotiations for a reci-
procity treaty? ”’
¢ Certainly, and we will, unlike our
predecessors in office, be earnest about
it. We will send representatives to
Washington at as early a date after Mr.
McKinley’s inauguration as is expedi-
ent, &8 it is certain negotiations will be
opened on the subject of reciprocity.
One of the first items to be discussed
will be quarantine regulatione. A feel-
ing exists that there is no further need
of the ninety days quarantine against
cattle. Hon. Mr. Fisher, minister of
agriculture, will go to Washington at an
early date to discuss the matter.”’

‘*“ What do you think of the way in
which an election is conducted here? ”’

day looking into your election system
while in "active operation, and was
greatly surprised at what I saw.

New Brunswick and Prince Edward Is-
land and adjacent,islands, with permis-
sion to land for the purpose of drying

almon, shad and river fisheries, hew-
bver, were reserved exclusively for Brit-
%sh subjects. Similar liberties with sim-
Har regulations were given to all British
subjects to fish on the east sea coasts of
}he United States north of the 36th par-
llel of north-latitude.

The followjing articles were to be ad-
mitted into - each country respectively
free of duty: Grain, flour and bread-
stuffs of all kinds, fresh, smoked and
salted meats, cotton, wool, seeds and
vegetables, fruits, dried and undried;
hides, furs, skins, or tails, undressed;
butter, cheese, tallow, lard, horns, man-
ures, pitch, tar, turpentine, ashes, tim-
ber. and lumber of all kinds, round,
hewed, sawed and manufactured in whole
orin part; rice, broom corn, and bark,
gypsum, ground or unground, hewn or
wrought or unwrought burr or grind-
stones, manutactured tobacco, fish of all
kinds, products of fish and all other
creatures living in the water, poultry,
eggs, stone or marble in its crude or un-
wrought state, slate, ores or metals of
all kinds, coal, fire wood, plants, shrubs,
trees, pelts, wool, fish oil, dye stuffs,
flax, hemp and tow, unmanufactured
and rags. It gave to the inhabitants of
the United States the right to navigate
the river St. Lawrence and the canals of
Canada as freély as British subjects, sub-
ject to the same tolls,and gave to British
subjects a similar right to navigate Lake
Michigan so long as the privilege of
navigating the St. Lawrence should con-
tinue. No export duty was to be levied
on the timber cut on American territory
and floated down to be shipped from
New Brunswick.

REVIVAL OF BUSINESS.

Steel Company, limited, at its meeting
to-day resolved to proceed with the
building of two additional blast furnaces
and spend more than half a million dol-
lars in additions to its plant.

PACIFIC CABLE CONFERENCE.

Loxpoy, Nov. 9,—The Pacific cable
conference resumed its sessions at noon
to-day in the rooms of the Earl of Sel-
borne, parliamentary under secretary for
the colonies, at the colonial ofice. Earl
Selborne presided and Mr. W. P. Hep-

worth Mercer acted as secretarv. All
the delegates were present. After an
hour and a half of informal chats, dar-
ing which routine subjects and ordinary
business were discusted, it was decided
to begin with technical questions, and
this will probably require one or two
Canadian witnesses. The first regular
working session of the conference will
take place on Thursday next. Delegate
Jones was to-day introduced to his col-
leagues and was highly gratified with
the cordial reception met with. REarl
Selborne will shortly entertain the dele-
gates at dinner.

Secretary Mercer, talking over the sit-
uation with a representative of the Asso-
ciated Press, said: ¢ The conference will
now get to work in earnest. Two meet-
ingg have already been held, one in June
and .one in July last. At the June meet-
ing it was found difficult to arrunge for
immediate subsequent sittings owing to
the Australian delegates beingobliged to
go to Buda Pesth to ittend a conference.
At the July session, & change of govern-
ment having taken place in Canada, the
Canadian delegates felt some delicacy
about going ahead until the attitude of
the new ministry was ascertain-
ed. This necessitated an adjourn-
ment until autumn. These two
meetings were little more than formal,
but still some mstters have been gone
into and considerable ground cleared. It
is not, however, permitted of me to say
just what took pléce, as the goyernment

REFORMS IN TURKEY.

The Sultan Definitely Promises teo
Carry Out a Series of Im-
portant Measures.

Officials to Be Severely Dealt With—
Convents to Be Rebuilt—
Sufferers Aided.

Par1s, Nov. 7.—When the Sultan re-
ceived an account of the recent speech
delivered by M. Hanotaux, minister of
foreign affairs, in the chamber of de-
puties November 3, upon the Armenian
question, he sent his secretary to M.
Jules Cambon, .the French ambassador
to Turkey, to inquire concerning the
matter in his speech before the chamber
of deputies. When the representative
of the Sultan consulted with M. Cam-
bon, at Pera, he was informed by the
French ambassador that under instrue-
tions it was stated that it was imper-
ative that the Sultan adopt a
certain number of measures calculated te
reassure the public #nd give Europe
satisfaction. The Turkish envoy te
Paris, Munir Bey, has now informed M.
Hanotaux, the Frech minister of foreign
affairs, that the Sultan upon receipt of
M. Cambon’s message immediately de-
cided to adopt the following measures—
the liberation from the prisons of the
Ottoman empire of all persons against
whom no charges have been referred;
the issuance by the police of orders that
all peaceable Armenians will not be
prosecuted ; and the immediate convoca-
tion of the Armenian national assembly
for the purpose of electing a patriarch.

It is also announced that Massar Bey,
who was accused of being responsible
for the murder of Father Salvator. would
be tried by courtmartial. The Vali of
Diarbekir will be dismissed from office
and definite instructions will be sent to
all valis that they must suppress all fur-
ther acts of outrage and spoliation. Fur-
thermore, it is stated that the ministry
of education will estimate the cost of re-
building the Catholic convents in Asia.
Minor, partially destroyed during the
recent disturbances. Aid will be given
to the - residents of those districts
which are reported to have suffered
severely during the recent troubles. The
Sultan has also promised to immediately
issue a decree enforcing the reforms
granted in 1895, to six villages of Ar-
menia. In addition he has agreed te
extend these reforms to other provinces.

M. Hanotaux thanked the Turkish
envoy who explained the matter to him.
It is stated that the minister of foreign
affairs has issued instractions to Mr.
Cambon to carefully watch and see
whether these promises made by the
Sultan are carried into effect.

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LORD SALISBURY’S SPEECH.

The speech which Lord Salisbury
made at the Lord Mayor s banquet is re-
markable for its clearness and its frank-
ness. He does not make a mystery of
high matters of state or talk about them
as if they could be understood only by a
few highly gifted and greatly favored
persons, His explanation of the Ven-
ezuelan question in its present stage can
be understood and appreciated by all
men of ordinary intelligence. The rule
that gives a man a right to the land
he occupies, is to be applied to the terri-
tory settled by the British in Guiana.
I they have had quiet and peaceable
possession of it for fifty years their
title to it is not to be further
questioned. This is a common-sense
and an equitable way of settling the
dispute, and we are not surprised to
learn that it was readily acquiesced in
by the American Government. Theland
which has not been occupied for fifty
years, but which is claimed by Great
Britain, is to be. subject to arbitration,
and there is hardly a doubt but that the
decision of the Arbitrators, whoever
they may be, will be reasonable and
fair.

- The Premier’s explanations with re-
spect to the attitude assumed by Great
Britain regarding Turkey is easily
understood, and will, we believe, be con-
sidered satisfactory by all but a fanatical
few. Lord Salisbury was not cynical,
still less could there be discerned
any indication of ‘‘atheism ’ in what
he s8aid on that question. It
was easy to see that he was impressed
with the importance of the subject, and
that hesympathised with the persecuted
and outraged Armenians. But he saw
that his duty to the people of Great
Britain did not require him to rush
blindly to the rescue of the Armenians
at the risk of doing incalculable injury
to the nation whose destiny is, in a
sense, in his hands. He saw that the
work of deposging the Sultan could not
be done by the British fieet alone. The
fleet could take Comnstantinople and re-
duce it to ashes, but it would require
more troops than the British Govern-
ment has at its disp6sal to hold the ter-
ritory it had taken. Would the bom-
bardment of Constantinople free the Ar-

menians from the voke of the Sulian?

It would not. On the contrary it would

in all human probability make their

eondition a thousand times worse than
it is at present. The exasperated Turks
would, there can hardly bea doubt, fall
upon the defenceless Armenians as the
authors of their misfortune, and they
. would ot be satisfied until they had ex-
terminated theny; and it is not unlikely
that Christians of other denominations
living in the Sultan’s dominions would
share their fate. The Armenians are
scattered over the whole Turkish Empire
and it would be a physical impossibility
for the British to protect them.
1t is clear that Britain cannot act alone
in this matter. She must have the as-
sistance moral, and material, of the other

Great Powers of Europe, and the indica-

tions are that some way of delivering the

Armenians out of the hands of the Sul-

tan wiil be found without such a costly

sacrifice on the part of Great Britain and
the other Great Powers as a general

European war. Lord Salisbury it seems

to us had some such way in view when

hesaid: “Ihave good ground to be-
lieve that Russia entertains the same
view and purposes as ourselves concern-
ing the terrible events in the East.”
These words are very significant and
when it is remembered that Lord Salis-
bury had very lately an opportunity of
conferring with the Czar on this as well
a8 other subjects it can hardly be doubt-
ed that an understanding has been
arrived at with the most influential of
the Great Powers of Europe.

A MARE’S NEST.

Newspaper correspondents are in these
days prone to draw very hasty con-
elusions. Hon. W. S. Fielding, during
the most exciting period of the Presi-
dential election, paid a visit to New
York. He could not, however, see Mr,
-McKinley or any one who could speak
suthoritatively as to the intentions of
the coming Administration. The elec-
tion monopolized the thought of poli-
ticians of every degree and of all parties.
They had neither the time nor the in-
elination to talk about reciprocity treaties
or agything that had not a direct and an
immediate connection with the election
that was then on the point of being held.
Yet the newsmonger talks of a reci-
procity treaty in connection with
Mr. Fielding’s visit. In his eager
desire to create a sensation he
would have “the public believe
that Mr. Fielding had done some-
thing towards securing a reciproc-
ity treaty with the United States, and
wastes a great deal of space in describing
the nature of the treaty which the
Finance Minister wishes to negotiate.

Of course nothing was done and noth-
ing could be done during that visit to
secure a treaty. Mr. Fielding could
have done just as much to accomplish
that end in Halifax or Ottawa as he
eould in New York. Besides, it is well
known that the Government of the
United States has time and again re-
fused to agree to such a reciprocity as
the Montreal newsmonger describes.
Reciprocity in natural products the

and they have more than once or twice

refused to consider any treaty of recip-

rocity which did not include manufac-

tured articles as well as natural products.

In fact the offer of the Liberals a few

years ago of unrestricted reciprocity,

which involved discrimination against

Great Britain, was very coldly received

by many of our American neighbors,

They said plainly that the only way in

which the people of Canada could ob-

tain unrestricted commercial intercourse

with the United States was by agreeing

to political union with the Great Repub-

lic. If the proposal to rencw the recip-

rocity treaty of 1854 “ awakened

the greatest interest among busi-
ness men in Montreal and through-
out Canada,” all that we have
to say is that the business men in Mon-
treal and throughout Canada must be
very ignorant or have very poor mem-
ories. The ignorance and the defective
memory are, we are sure, to be charged
to the sensational newsmonger and not
to the business men in Montreal and
other parts of the country.

An intelligent business man in Mon-
treal, or anywhere elgein Canada, knows
that the Americans laugh at the notion
of such a treaty as the Montreal corre-
spondent describes. And it is not at all
likely that the McKinley Administration
will be more liberal in commercial mat-
ters than the American governments
that the Liberals have been coquetting
with during the last twenty years or so.
The Hon. George Brown, who wasa
much abler man than Mr. Fielding, tried
in vain to negotiate a reciprocity treaty
that would be acceptable to both Can-
ada and the United States. In Mr.
Brown’s time the Americans would not
for a moment listen to a renewal of the
trdaty of 1854,

A TRAVELLER'S TALE.

Mr. John Hopkinson Smiuh, an Amer-
ican artist, who has lived in Turkey for
some time and who, as the New York
Herald says, has studied the domestic
relations of the Turks and bas eeen
them at their best and at their worst,
declares that the greater number of the
accounts of Turkish outrages that have
reached the West are unmitigated lies.
Most of them have, according to him,
been manufactured by the Armenians
themeelves, who have established a
bureau in Constantinoplefor the express
purpose of concocting dreadful accounts
of massacre and outrage. He says, fur-
ther, that the disorders which have ac-
tually occurred have been purposely
provoked by the Armenians themselves
to excite sympathy for them among the
Christian nations.

Mr. Hopkinson Smith gives the Ar-
menians & very bad character indeed.
‘ In my opiniop,” he. says; ‘‘every one
of the one hundred thopsand Armenians
in Constantinople is a conspirator either
openly or secretly.”” He also declares
that they are anarchists much given to
the amusement of bomb making and
bomb throwing. These are his words:

. There are 100,000 in Constantinople
alone, and every one of them is an
anarchist and a plotter at heart. We
(the Americans) are the only people who
open our deors to them. We do not
Know them. They should be either
kept out or sent back as fast as they
arrive, Few of them deserve our sym-
pathy. I do not speak dightly. I know
for a fact that they themselves are re-
sponsible for every so-called outrage
committed against them in Turkey. For
years they have plotted and schemed
and sent out false reports against the

ans, their nearest neighbors, know
them, and will have nothing to do with
them. They are not allowed to land in
that country.

This is a very strong bill of indict-
ment. Can the charges it contains be
sustained? One of the witnesses whom
Mr. Smith cites to prove their truth is
Dr. Cyrus Hamlin, a former -President
of Roberts College, who wrote a letter to
the Congregationalist in 1893, in which,
according to Mr. Smith, ¢ he outlined
the very things that are occurring to-
day,” blaming the Armenians as being
the real authors of the outrages that had
then been committed. Singular to say
this same Dr. Hamlin, only the other
day, contributed an article to the North
American Review, in which he takes a
very different view of the Armenian
question from that attributed to him by
Mr. Smith. In that article he says:

.The ‘‘Great Republic ”’ is justly held
in the derision of other nations, and
cowers before 2 Sultan who cannot pay
a fraction of his public debt, nor make
the smallest loan in the money markets
of Europe. No Turk has yet been pun-
ished for robbery, pillage, murder, rape,
rapine, torture unto death of women and
children, and the horrid work still goes
on.. Why should it mnot?  The
nations, our own nation eepecial-
ly, have for two years been giving
the Sultan a carte blanche to do as he
pleases; and his pleasure is the exter-
mination of all Armenians who will not
Islamize, the expulsion of the American
missionaries, the destruction of their
property and the showing as superior to
all treatier and to all claims of truth and
justice and humanity towards all men of
the Christian faith.

Dr. Hamlin, who bears this testimony,
knows whereof he affirms. He lived
thirty-five years in the Ottoman Empire,
was in more intimate relations with the
people and knew more about the Govern-
ment and ite treatment of Armenian and
other Christians than a mere wanderer
like Mr. Smith., It must strike
the impartial reader of Mr.
Hopkingson  Smith’s  narrative as
somewhat singular that he should have
discovered the true nature of the Arme-
nian trouble and found out that the
Turks are not to blame, when all the rest

Oscar of Sweden the Fifth or Final
Arbitrator in the Settle-
ment.

Advantage of Having the United
States Represented on the
Commission.

W asningToN, Nov. 10.—The King of
Sweden and Norway, Oscar 1I, has been
chosen by the treaty between the United
States and Great Britain as the fifth and
final arbitrator of the Venezuelan bour-
dary question. The other arbitrators,
four in number, are to be designated,
two by the Lord Chief Justice of Eng-
land and two by the Chief Justice of the
United States. This is the final ard
most important feature of the treaty for

comnvlete adjustment of the long-pend-
ing Venezuclan controversy. The trec’ s
was concluded in Washington last nizis
at the British embassy, Sir Julicy
Pauncefote representing Her Britannic
Majesty and Secretary Olney the United
States, ” " . '

_The term of ofcupandy necessary to
exempt British settlements in the dis-
puted territory from the arbitration is
tixed at sixty years, according to:tbe ad-
ditional correspondence on the subject
which has just been discovered. In other
words the British government has agreed
to the unrestricted arbitration of all the
territory in dispute with the period for
the acquisition of fitle by prescription
fixed by the agreement of the parties in
advance at sixty years.

The Times in an editorial commenting
on the fact that Venezuela is not to be
represented in the arbitration tribunal
says: ‘‘ This is a most far-reaching con-
cession and a signal diplomatic success
for the United States, and is interesting
to Americans much more than any mere
re-arrangement of Venezuelan territory.
1t secures to England the advantage of
dealing with a regponsible and friendly
government, and admits the principle
that the United States may not only in-
tervene in disputes with South Ameri-
can republics, but may entirely super-
sede the original disputants and assume
exclusive control of the negotiations,’’

*“ Great Britain cannot bind other
nations by this concession, but she sets
up a precedent which may in future be
quot-d with great effeci against herself,
and she has greatly strengthened the
hands of the United States government,
should the latter desire to intervene in
any future dispute between a South Am-
erican republicand any Europeaun power.
If the U. S. espouse the quarrels of
petty republics they are bound to com-
pel the republicg to fulfil their engage-
ments. Such a general protectorate, if
executed in the equitable manner which
the Washington cabinet may be expected
to adopt, may-go far to enforee the prin-
ciples of national honor and honesty in
quarters where now they are often very
imperfectly observed.’””

The Times concludes its article by
saying: * It would be an invidious and
ungracious task to atfempt to weigh the
advantages gained byeither. side:~ Beth
England and Ameriea :may congratulate
themselves and one another that out of
such a threatening dispute have grown
mutual good feeling and the seeds of a
permanent arbitration court.” :

The Chronicle comments upon the
agreement to arbitrate future disputes
as the best thing for the peace of the
world that has happened perhaps for a
century. The paper eays: *If popular
rejoicing were always directed to proper
ends, every town in Great Britain and
America would be decorated to-day in
honor of this victory of international
wisdom. This is the embodiment of the
message of Bethlehem.”’

The Standard, Conservative, says edi-
torially: ¢ The Venezuelan settlement

is most gratifying. It would be unproi-
itable to raise ungracious issues.”’

The Post, Conservative, says: “It
is satisfactory to know that the Venezu-
ela settlement is not a diplomatic defeat
for Lord Salisbury. It involves an ar-
rangement far reaching &nd of the most
significant description.”

The Daily Telegraph says: ‘It is a

great triumph for diplomacy and still |

greater for the sacred cause of peace.
Lord Salisbury and President Cleveland
are to be warmly congratulated.”

U. 8. Ambassador Bayard received a
representative of the Associated Press
to-day, and expressed warm appreciation
of the cordiality of his reception yester-
day evening at the Guildhall banquet,
and expressed the opinion that the
United States law of twenty years’ pos-
session will prevail in the case of the

TURKISH REFORIS

Official Announcement of What the
Sultan Has Promised—Trans-
vaal Matters.

Claim Against the South Africam
Company—Russian Grain
for Exportation.

Loxpox, Nov. 11.—An official sams-
mary of the reforms to be put in execu-
tion by the Turkish Government, in
accordance with their promise. has been
published in Constantinople, and it is
announced that the provincial authoris
ties have received instructions to exe-
cute them immediately. The reforms
promised by the Sultan, as heretofore
indicated, are: The liberation from the
prisons of the Ottoman Empire of all

_persons against whom no charges have

been proffered and the issuance to the
police of orders that there bean immedi«
ate convocation of the Armenian Na-
tional Assembly for the purpose of elect-
ing a patriarch.

The trial by court martial of Mazhar
Bey, accused of responsibility for the
murder of Father Salvador, the dismis-
sal of the Vali of Diarbekir (already
complied with), and the sending of
definite instructions to all Valis that
they must repress-all further acts of vio-
lence.

An estimate is to be made of the cost
of rebuilding the cathedral convent, par-
tially destroyed in Asia Minor; aid is to
be given to the residents of those dis-
tricts which have suffered during the
recent troubles and a decree is to be
issued enforcing the reforms granted in
1890 to the six vilayets of Armenia. The
extension of these reforms is to be made
to other provinces of the empire.

At the annual meeting to-day of the
Consolidated Gold Fields company, John
Hayes Hammond, the American engineer
who was in charge of the worksat the
time of the disturbances at Johannes-
burg, presented an exhaustive repori
on deep level mining. It “was
received with great favor and
Mr. Hammond being interviewed
said: The prospects for South Africa
were never brighter., The recent de-
pression in prices caused a scarcity of
money and everyone was obliged to sell
gzodd securities, but the outlook is good.
There has been a large gold output. The
report that President Kruger will cancel
the claims held by the company is un-
true. It was only a ‘“bear’” move-
ment.

A special dispatch from Johannesbur
says the government of the Transvaa
has decided to put in a claim
for £1,000,000 indemnity against the
British Chartered South African Com-
pany, as one of the results of the raid
Dr.Jameson made into the Transvaal.
The Globe this afternoon confirms on
‘‘undeniable authority ’’ the statement
made in a St. Petersburg dispatch to the
Times, quoting the Novosti as saying
that towards the closeof the war be-
tween China and Japan  the former: of-
fered to cede the msland -of Formosa to
Great Britain unconditionally with a
view to excluding the Japanese from ter-
ritory; but that Lord Rosebery, who
was then prime minister, promptly de-
clined the offer. ]
The Times’ St. Petersburg despatch
says that Prince Obolenska, who is advo-
cating the export of Russian cereals to
India to relieve the famine, says that
Russia is over supplied with cereals and
that it is estimated she could sell wheat
at Bombay for 6d. per pound under the
price California wheat is realizing there.
The statement circulated in the United
States that the Pope has decided to re-
move Archbishop Ireland from the dio-
cese of St. Paul is, according to a Rome
dispatch, untrue. But it is stated by
those qualified to know that Archbishop
Ireland has lost the greater part of the
former consideration in which he was
held at the Vatican, and the course he
pursued in the late elections in the
fUnited States has increased this dis-
avor,

The Daily News Constantinople cor-
respondent says: The Everek massacre
lasted from noon on Friday, October 30,
till Saturday night, when it was stopped
by troops from Kaisarich. The Arme-
nians say 300 persons were killed.

News from Manilla, Philigpine Is-
lands, is to the effect thet the Spaniards
have won a brilliant victory over the
rebels and caﬁtured strongly fortified
positions at Novelta, after desperate
fighting. The rebels had four hundred
killed and the Spaniards lost 33 killed,
according to the official revort.

The grand Catholic congress, compris-
ing an assemblage of 3,000 persons, was
opened at Lima, Peru, on Monday in
the presence of the papal delegate, Mgr.
Macchi.

Advices from Sucre, Bolivia, state that
the Bolivian congress has approved the
protocol of the treaty with Chili with
the proviso that the government before
accepting the seaport on the Pacific
which Chili offers to cede to .Bolivia, as
a consideration in the treaty, shall far-
nisgh informatien to congress on the sub-
ject.

JUBILEE HOSPITAL

Committee of the Month Report an
Increase in Receipts From
Pay Patients.

More Accommodation Needed and
Also an Increase 1n the
Nursing Staff.

The result of the first month’s trial of
the new system inaugurated at the Ju-
bilee hospital has, according to the re-
port oi the committee of the month pre-
sented at the directors’ meeting last
uight, proved satisfactory. The report
gaid:

*“ We, your visiting committee for the
month of October, beg to report that we
have watched closely the first month’s
trial of the new order of things under
our enlarged medical and sur-
gical staff, and have pleasure in noting
that the work at the hospital has

proceeded most harmoniously and eatis-
factorily. There has been a marked in-
crease in the number of pay patients,
which measured by dollars represents a
gain to the institution of about $200 per
month, while at the same time the num-
ber of days’ stay of free patients has
been 16 less than the average for the
year 1895. During the month the facili-
ties at the hospital were insufficient to
provide for the large number of pay
patients offering, the result being a pecu-
niary loss to us and possible injury to the
afflicted ones. To provide a partial
remedy we strongly recommend that
three upper rooms be constructed in the
roof space over the old operating room
for the accommodation of the male nurse
and aseistant. The two good rooms now
used by them will be available for pay
patients. The estimated cost of this
much talked of and long desired altera-
tion should not exceed $350 or $375.

‘“The incouvenience and unsatisfac-
tory results arising out of $10 ward pa-
tients being placed in close proximity to
non-paying ones have been repeatedly
forced upon our“notice and early steps
should be taken to make a changd. We
have no hesitation in expressing our firm
conviction that the small expense re-
quired to divide the large wards into two
by piaster cross partitions, would repay
itself with interest in a very few months,
besides affording necessary and satisfac-
tory accommodation for a large class of
deserving applicants.”

Several of the directors spoke in favor
of carrying out the committee’s sugges-
tion, and a resolution was passed refer-
ring the matter to Messrs. Hayward &
Dwyer for action, provided the expendi-
ture did not exceed the estimate men-
tioned.

The resident medical officer and the
matron both sent communications call-
ing attention to the necessity for
increasing the nursing staff by
the addition of two or more pu-
pil nurses, and in the discussion that
followed Mr. Hayward suggested that
until accommodation could: be provided
at the hospital temporary sleeping rooms
for the additional nurses might be rented
in neighboring houses.

The committee of the month had the
matter referred to them to act. ;

In his report for the month Dr. Rich-
ardson stated that the cost per patient
for October had been $1.19 per day as
against $1.20for the corresponding month
last year.

The Matron reported donations from

Mrs. Heisterman, clothing; Mrs. A. J.
Smith and Mrs. Pemberton, fruit, and
Mrs. H. Dallas Helmcken, magazines.
' These donations were received with
thanks, and the directors also expressed
their gratitude to Mr. A. W. Cooke and
residents of Burgoyne Bay who have
presented a shipment of apples and
potatoes to the hospital.

After passing the accounts for October,
amounting to $1,367, the meeting ad-
journed. ]
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INTENSELY INTERESTED.

BerLIN, Nov. 7.—For many years past
no American election has excited such
universal interest in Germany as the
one just over. During the week preced-
ing the day of election the papers of

every shadé of opinion published daily
articles discussing the issues and the
candidates, the universal tenor being
that, so far as German interests are con.
cerned, it was a choice between two evils,
the McKinley evil being the smaller one.
Several of the banks and financial people
received frequent telegrams on Wednes-
day, and as the news began to pour in
the same day things became lively on
the stock exchange and the Berlin
brokers did a good business ir Ameri-
can securities. Railroad shares climbed
up three or more points by noon. In
important German commercial circles,
however, the ieeling is not so buoyant
owing to fears of a protective tariff.

A book written by Evon Halle and
dedicated tothe Government, has been
published. It surveys the importance
of the American elections toward Ger-
many, and assumes that a fairly pro-
hibitive tariff will be passed by the
next congress, and, in view of the fact
that Germany in 1895 imported goods to
the value of 511,000,000 marks,
he proposes’ that early steps be
taken to counteract the injury to
German industry. He advocates the
denunciatidn of the most tavored nation
clause, and the passing of a  tariff para-
graph also to try, in the main, to co-
operate with the rest of Europe and take
sweeping retaliatory measures against
America. The government has taken
notice of the book and a score of copies
have been bought for use in the different
departments of the Foreign office,

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BOARD OF ALDERMEN.

Dismissal of Engineer Ordered Un-
less Satisfactory Explanations
Are Fortheoming.

Bridge Loan By-law Again Stands
Over—No Premium for
Stray Dogs.

There was a full attendance at the
regular Monday meeting of the board of
aldermen last evening. Mayor Beaven,
presiding, opened the proceedings by
making the following report :

‘““Ihave to direct attention to that
portion of a report dated 7 February,
1896, from the standing committee ap-
pointed to manage the Ross Bay ceme-
tery, in which it is recommended that
the secretary be instructed to ask the
sum of twenty dollars for each lot in the

unoccupied portion of the cemetery situ-
ate at the junction of the road forming
the boundaries of blocks A and B, C, F,
G and H. This recommendation of the
committee was adopted by the council
on the 10th February, 1896.

*“The sum payable for a license for the
exclusive use of a lot in the cemetery is
regulated and fixed by section 42 of the
Ross Bay cemetery by-law 1894, under
which the maximum fee is twelve dol-
lars and fifty cents.

‘ The only method, therefore, to car-
ry into effect the views in the abeve re-
port upon this subject is to deal with it
by by-law.”

A letter from Drake, Jackson &
Helmcken urging that something be
done at once in the matter of the desired
drainage of the McTavish property was
referred to the city solicitor to reply to,
after some of the aldermen had express-
ed the opinion that this drainage diffi-
culty is oneto be settled between the
private parties, and not for the council.

A letter of thanks from the Maternity
Home, for the council’s grant, was duly
filed, and one from the Penn Bridge Co.
of Pennsylvania asking for plans of the
proposed new bridge was referred to
committee.

The sanitary inspector reported hav-
ing caused the water closets flowing into
the St. Charles street drain to be discon-
nected, thereby abating the nuisance so
much complained of.

Reports from the finance committee
were read and adopted without discus-
sion.. One of these recommended appro-
priations of $90 for buying helmets for
the police, and of $60 for supplying them
with lanterns.

The pound committee reporied on the
suggestion of Mr. Winsby that 10 cents
should be allowed' for each unlicensed
dog captured other than by the pound
keeper and that a boy be engaged to
help in the work. They could not
recommend its acceptauce, because of
lack of funds; and as to making the pub-
lic market a temporary pound for dogs
they did not approve of the idea. The
report was adopted. ’

The streets committee referred to the
council a request from Mesers. Moore
and Whittinton for the pipe necessary
to drain their Pandora street property
into Johnson street—some 240.feet. It
was explained that the corporation have
not the -funds ‘to give this- proverty
drainage along Pandora street to Cook,
the necessary rock excavation being ex-
pensive, but the owners offer to lay the
drain at their own cost in the way pro-
posed if the council will contribute the
pipe. After rather unfavorable discus-
sion the matter was referred to the
sewerage committee.

Ald. Macmillan’s motion that the
suni obtained from the sale of hogs from
the Old Men’s Home be placed to the
credit of that institution, was then dis-
cussed ; after the Mayor had suggested
its withdrawal on the ground that the
procedure involved was irregular—the
proper course having been taken in
placing the amount to the credit of the
general revenue, while if the home com-
mittee want an extraappropriation they
can no doubt have it on application in
the regular way. The motion was event-
ually put and lost on an even division.

THE WARDS.

ALp. MARCHANT moved the reconsider-
ation of the resolution of lagt week pro-
viding that the by-law for the re-divi-
sion of the wards shall be submitted to
the ratepavers before being further pro-
ceeded with. He wished this re-consid-
eration, he said, because it is provided
that the by-law shall be submitted to
only a portion of the electorate instead
of the whole of those affected.

Most of the aldermen expressed them-
selves on the subject, to much the same
effect as on previousoccasions. The Mayor
in conclusion pointed out that this {)’_v-
law had been put through its successive
stages practically by his vote, which he
bad given to the measure because it
seemed to provide for a more equitable
division of assessed value and popula-
tion. When it was at length proposed
that the by-law should be submitted to
a vote before going into eflect, he had
thought favorably on the proposition
and voted for it, and having done so he
now saw no reason for a change.

The motion being put was lost on
division of 4 to 6, the ayes being Ald.
Macmillan, Marchant, Cameron and
Glover. s
THE CITY ENGINEER.

ALD. MARCHANT moved : Whereas, it
appears that the building of Point
Ellice bridge has been unduly retarded,
thereby causing great inconvenience to
‘the citizens; and whereas, the city
engineer has been given full power for
the prosecution of this important work,
and has been repeatedly urged to hire
sufficient men to work night and day,
and to purchase the necessary materials
where obtainable; resolved, that unless
suitable explanations for the vexatious
delay be forthcoming the city engineer
be.discharged forthwith.”’
. THE MAYOR read a report on the sub-
ject from the engineer, explaining in de-
tail the -causes of the several delays
which have taken glace, and for which
t he should not be
held responsible. /
ALD. MARCHANT argued at length that
the inaction of the engineer was solely

1ng opportunity for the several injunc-
tions, which "he - believed would not
otherwise have been applied for. , He
held that a longer time had been taken
for the finishing touches to the bridge
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and considered that this delay was occa-
sioned by the inability of the engineer
or want of attention on his part.

ALp. WiLson seconded the resolution,
greatly to his regret, but he believed it
to be hie duty as chairman of the streets
committee to assist in placing upon the
proper shoulders the responsibility for
the great delay. He blamed the engi-
neer for not giving this important work
more of his personal attention, particu-
larly after there had been such a strong
resolution passed authorizing him to
proceed with the utmost haste.

ALp. GLOVER thought that if the
streets committee rather than the en-
gineer had been in charge of the con-
straction of the lridge, the structure
would have been in use long ago; and
after all that had occurred he felt it his
duty to support this resolutjon.

ALD. PARTRIDGE did not think it fair
to blame the engineer for all the delays
that had occurred in connection with the
bridge, and he thought it would be well
before dismissing the engineer to hear
him in the committee room in further
explanation of his report read to-night.
On some other occasions he would have
favored dispensing with the engineer,
but he did not agree with the present
resolution.

ALp. HuMPHREY thought that if the
engineer had been as active as desirable
the bridge would have been put up be-
fore the first injunction was applied for,
and there would have been no difficulty
with the railway company or anyone
else. He suggested, however, that the
motion before the council be withdrawn
and the engineer be otherwise dealt with.

ArLp. WiLrLiams thought it a duty
though an unpleasant one to vote for the
removal of the engineer. The streets
committee and the rest of the council
had done everything possible to urge the
rapid construction of the pile bridge,
and he regretted exceedingly that the
work had been allowed to spread over
such a long time. .

AvLp. T1arKsS suggested that the matter
be laid over until the next meeting of
the council so that each alderman could
be supplied with a copy of the report
from the engineer read to-night by the
Mayor.

TuE Mavor explained that that report
was not putin by the engineer as his de-
fence; it was simply sent to him (the
Mayor) in answer to a request for in-
formation as to the delays.

ALp. HuMPHREY said for all he knew
the engineer might be able to clear him-
self in the matter of the bridge, but as
there are several other affairs with
which the council have not been satis-
fied he thought it might be better to
withdraw this resolution and bring in
another simply dismissing him.

ALp. CAMERON was much of the same
opinion, as he did not altogether believe
in dismissing so important an official
apparently because ot only one affair.

ALp. MACMILLAN supported the resolu-
tion.

ALp. MARcraNT in closing the discus-

from the engineer read by the Mayor to-
night to be his answer to this motion,
but if the fact is otherwise he had no
objection to having the matter stand
over for a week.

Acvp. Humparey asked, before the
vote, what the resolution would amount
to if carried.

$125,000. Ald. Tiarks explained that
this  will be without a draw.
Ald. Marchant - suggested leaving
the amount open until after the visit of
the Minister of Public Works, and that
the vigitor be taken up to the locality in
a naphtha launoh so that he may see
how unnecessary a draw would be. A
motion to insery $125;000 instead of $150,-
000 in the by-law was carried. The term
of the loan was made 25 years.

Wealth Finding Its Way to
the Banks.

NEew York, Nov. 10.—The banks are
contemplating the resumption of specie
payments suspended in February, 1892,
by the refusal to supply gold for export
and for the payment of government
dues. That action threw the burden of
supplying gold npon the treasury, and
eventually forced the issue of bonds by
the government, which aroused so much
compiaint. Since the election metal has
been coming into the banks in such
floods that they see the way clear to
what can be termed a resumption of
specie payments. By this action of the
banks, gold will be put into circulation,
and no reason whatever will exist for
rsarding it. They will also resume the
task of supplying gold for export, and
thus relieve the treasury of a great
strain.

$21,200 in bars, which leaves the true
amount of the reserve $121,526,364. The
net gain in gold to-day at New York
and San Francisco was $1,034,700. The
resources of the treasury are being se-
verely taxed to ineet the -demand for
paper notes of all denominations in ex-
change for gold. In many cases the gold
holders ask fur United States notes of
large denowinstions in exchange. The
latter are as valuable for reserve as is
the gold, but they express a willingness
to accept Shermaun notes, or if necessary
silver certificates, if the government is
unable to furnizh United States notes.
The demand i large denominations is
not imperative, the principal thing be-
ing to get paper money.

Reports from all parts of the country
tend to ehow that nearly all of the gold
withdrawn during the last seven weeks
was for the purwose of hoarding, and
now that the supposed danger is past
the gold is being offered at the several
sub-treasuries, is being deposited in
banks and so is finding its way into the
government coffers. The rush of gold
offers is so great that in New York at
least the assistant treasurer has been
compelled to refuse gold until such time

The reserve yesterday passed the
$120,000,000 point, and the officials have
no doubt that it will reach a much
higher figure before the close of the year.
The increase in business generally pre-
dicted, it is Dbelieved, will result in
greatly increased receipts‘from customs
and internal revenue, so that the pres-
ent treasury deticit is likely to be re-
duced to some extent before the inaugur-
ation of Mr. McKinley.

'offer being thus declined Capt. Roberts
proceeded on his way to Napnaimo for coal,
without losing any time to ascertain par-
-ticulars. ' The Willapa left on the night
of Monday, the 9th, and it was through
the arrival of one of her passengers here
yesterday that the news of the mishap
reachied this city. Altogether the Willapa
had on board over 200 passengers prin-
cipally miners from the Yukon and
Cook’s Inlet. 'Among them was a party
containing almost all the members of
the Boston Gold Syndicate Company,
who had in their possession it is said,
over$27,000 in gold dust as ‘a result of
their operations in the far North.

MORE OF TUE * LINLITHGOW’S”’

ARRIVE.

A special to New York from Panama,
Colombia, says: BSix officers and thir-
teen members of the crew of the steamer
Linlithgow, of Glasgow, Captain David
Petrie, arrived here on the steamer City
of Panama from San Jose de Guatemala.
The Linlithgow was abandoned at sea in
October. The ill-fated steamer left San
Francisco July 31 for Leith with
a cargo of 4,600 tons. of barley.
On  August 11 the shaft broke
while the vessel was 840 miles from land.
On August 13 & boat was sent out with
the chief officer and five men to seek as-
sistance. The boat mmade for Acapuleco,
but no assistance was sent. A recond
boat, containing the third officer and
four men, was ‘dispatched for aid
on. September 21.. They were ord-
ered to atlempt te- make Santa Cruz,
from which point at.that time the
ship was about 220 miles distant. Of
that party nothing has since been heard.
The Linlithgow’s crew, meanwhile, had
made ‘temporary repairs to the shaft,
and the ship proceeded. After running
twenty-five hours the shaft broke again.
The captain then decided to take to the
boats, which was done on October
12. On OQctober 15 the ship’s' crew
landed. on the coast of Guate-
mala, thirty m#les from San Jose. After
great suffering the men reached Guate-
mala City, where they were aided by the
British consul, Mr. Mallet. The captain
and crew will be gent to England on the
next Royal Mail Jine steamship. The
value of the Linlithgow and her cargo
was £80,000.

As might has been expected it was the
policy of the United States authorities
to divert this trade to their own markets ;
80 in October 1876 Mr. Choquette was
served with ‘a notification from the
customs officials in Alaska to remove
from $hat place ef business or pay the
United States duties on his stock, giving
him until the spring of 1877 to comply
with -the mnotice. In compliance Mr.
Choquette removed to Skakeaville, about
sixty miles further up the river than
‘‘ Bucks”” and the British revenue officer
removed to Glenora, a few miles turther
up. Dauring 1875 and 1876 the revenue
officer - eollected duties amounting to
nearly $10,000. Owing to the decrease of
trade and - other circumstances Mr, ]
Choquette removed to Wrangel and sub-
sequently te the Yukon country where
he has made his home. .

APPLES FOR. MARKRT.

A Praetical Orehardist Discusses the
Subject From a Local and
Practical Standpoint.

JFarmers of Cedar Hill Gain Valu-
able Experience From the Oper-
ation of Their Assoeiation.

The formation of the Cedar Hill Fruit
Growers’ Association, composed of prac-
tically all the representative orchardists
of the district, is already having a most
beneficial result, and each meeting that
is held is more largely attended and
more interesting than the last. That of
Tuesday evening was principally devoted
to a paper upon apples, by Mr. Camp-
bell, of Mount Tolmie, which was lis-
tened to with close attention and after-
wards provoked an animated diseuesion.

“This paper,” Mr. Campbell ex-
gl;ined in introducing his subject, *‘ has

n written with the intention of im-
parting to you my experienceas aun apple
grower in the valley of Cedar 4ill. Li X
understand your wishes; some of you
desire to have all the local information
obtainable upon the subject—iailures
and successes, especially the failures.
My experience here only dates back
some five years. My orchard was plant-
ed in ’88'and ’89 with some 800 trees,
350 of them being apples and of these
there being 22 varieties. The land had
been thoroughl!y under-drained before
planting, and plowed much in the same
manner as for a potato crop. Its charac-
ter is mostly (where the apples are
‘planted) a heavy loam, with a stiff
clayey sub-goil. The situation is ex-
ed to the southwest, lying as it does
in the ‘bed of the valley, with rising
ground to the east and west. It can with
truth be deseribed as draughty and sub-
ject to late frosts, so you can readily see
the 4eat has been a pretty severe one.
¥ The $+8es were sprayed every year
‘with - Berdedux mixture but the last,
/when wéiused lime, sulphur and salt
f « “Phis we found very effectual
f i%' degtroying the eggs of the green aphis.
! v aphis we never had in any quan-
tify since '92 when a very severe winter
followed stamping them completely out.
The trees were young, then with no
rough bark upon them, so that they had
no shelter.

o Thespringof ’93 saw the orchard suh-
goiled eighteen inches deep, both lengiu-
ays and across, getting to the points of
[ the roots and even dragging them out in
' some cages with 'the subsuil. Since then
it has been getting heavy coats of manure,
and has been used for growing green
rops and small fruoits on all the land
gvailable between the trees. I have
been told that at the time oi planting
higles were taken out three or four feet
in diameter and eighteen inches deep
hd about’'a quart ‘of crushed bones
ixed in with the soil about each tree.
We practised summer pruning and

aring wood and form fruit buds, when
'e_no_longer found it necessary.
"1 will now " take each variety sepa-
o1y and deseribe it as it grew:and

.5 Gravenstein—This variety grewrap-
idly the first few years. Its growth has
sn-upward tendency as compared with
other varieties in the orchard.

It requires
to be watched and attended to in the
pruning, as it has a tendency to run off
with a few leading shoots at the expense
of the rest. It has borne a good half crop
for the last two years, of fine large apples,
and has this year furnished its entire
surface with prominent frait buds ready
to burst away when growth begins. .
~ ** Ribston Pippin—This old variety is
one.of my favorites.. I have known it
ever since I could eat an apple. It grew
to be a good sized thrifty tree in a very
few years, and came into bearing in its
fourth year after planting, carrying a
good crop every year since, It does not
take on much color with us, but turns
somewhat yellow when kept a few
weeks. It requires good treatment to
bring it to perfection.

‘“ Ben Davis—There is nothing wrong
with the growth of this tree. It bears
early and is always’a very inviting frait,
but very disappointing. It sticks to a
congcientious apple peddler like a ten
per cent. mortgage to a fruit ranch when
times are flat.

¢ Alexander—This variety makes a
fine bulky tree in a very -iew seasons,
and bears without fail frow its third
year after planting. Care must be
taken when pruning that you do not cut
away the fruit Luds, as it carries a great
many on the points- of the weaker
shoots. It is nor very spurry as a young
tree, but requires little attention. {have
never seen apins of any kind upon it.
The fruit is large and Lighly colored, but
not good flavored. It is an early and
good cooking apple, and sells upon sight.
‘“ Delaware Red—For the first few
years of this vuriety’s growth, it grewa
perfect thicker, ten shoots for one you
wanted.

We got a poor
crop thig year for the first time, and the
half were culls; even the 6ther half for
that matter.

leading varieties in this locality. 'There
is still anofher that I have agood word to
say of—Grimes’ Golden. Wge have only
three trees'of this variety; one of them
bore something over 40 pounds of fruit
in this its fourth year; the other two had
only a few apples; they did not have
blossoms to speak of. Barry describes it
as being a tender, juicy, rich, spicy, sub-
acid late winter apple. However, that
goes for very little, as it has been proved
over and over again that varieties suit-
able for one part of the Dominion may,
not be suitable for -another part;and
further, localities and the nature of the
soil have more, or less to do with the
qualities of the fruit.

It is admitted by experienced grow-
ers that apples grown on clayey soils
keep better tHan those grown on light
soils. On the other hand, the ideal soil .
for an apple orchard is a dry, deep, sub-
stantial soil, between sandy and a clayey
loam, and possessing among its inorganic
parts a considerable portion of lime.
Under ' skilful - treatment apple trees
planted DROH land’ of that nature by a
man will be vigorous and productive to
the end of his natural life. East Spitz-
enberger bore a few fruit this year. I
think it is too small to be profitable un-
less it turns out to be a very free bearer,
and its other quaklities are extra good.
The aphis seems to be particularly fond
of it, following it more or less every
year. The Northern Spy hasnot shown
any signs of bearing yvet; so-far as keep-
ing it clean goes it gives:little trouble,
‘‘In dealing with ' theése varieties T
think we have material to select from,
varieties that would be. profitable, and
also give a suceession of fruit for at least
nine months in the year; and fruit that
will compare' favorably 'with anything
that I have seen grown upon this part of
the Island. There are others of them,
again, that I would not plant. They are
too small and too long coming into bear-
ing, and their bearing is doubtful in s
great many cases. Take, for instance,
the Alexander, Wealthy, Ribston Yip-
pin, Baldwin, King of Tompkins
County, Rhode Island Greening, Bell-
flower and Russets. All of them are
going to turn out profitable varieties to
grow and will give a succession of fruit.
Where only a few trees are intended to
be planted the:- Wealthy, Ribston Pip-
pin and Baldwin would be ample.

‘“ Another thins that has annoyed me
more or less in disposing of our apple
crop is this: We have too few trees of
any one variety. When trees are young
and not very large, although they bear a
good crop, you have' not raany boxes of
one particular variety. If you dispose
of it and it gives satisfaction, there will
be in many cases a repetition of the or-
der and you cannot siipply it. Again,
sometimes you meet with people who
pay as they go. They won’t take more
than one box at a time, but the chances
are they will take another of the same
kind in about a fortnight, and tkey are
disappointed when you have not got it.
Then it is you feel what an ass you have
been in laying out your oichard.  Or we
will suppose you go into.a wholesale
house to try and dispoee of fifty boxes of
apples—five of this kind, ten of another,
seven of another, and so on. You will
either be looked upon with pity, or, if
the gentleman’s liver is bad, shown the
door in double quick time,’’

Col. Ingersoil’s Speech in Carnegie

RAILWAY TO KOOTENAY.

The following are the resolutions
adopted at the meeting oi representa-
tives of the Boards of Trade of British
Columbia, who met at Vancouver on
Saturday, as already reported in the
CoLoNIsT : %

Moved by G. Leiser, seconded by W.
Godfrey, and * Resulved that the secre-
tary should forthwith communicate with
the provincial government, asking what
time would be convenient to meet the
joint committee to discuss the question
of railway communication from the coast
to Kootenay.”’

The mover spoke brifly in support of
his resolution pointing ~ out the ad-
vantages to be derived from such a line
and the necessity for making it an in-
dependent corporation.

‘ Resolved, that having carefully con
sidered the necessity of constructing a
line of railway from "the coast into the
district of Kootenay and thereby bring
the great mining trade of the southeast-
ern part of British Columbia to the
coast ‘cities by the shortest possible
routes; beit therefore resolved that the
Provincial and Dominion governments
be asked to grant a charter and assist
any properly organized scheme and in-
dependent line of railway from the coast
to the Columbia river; and that they
will do everything possible so that the
line may be constracted at the earliest
possible moment; and that a copy of
thie resolution be sent to the respective
governments.’’

Mr. Flumerfelt said that there was
enough market for the East here in all
comscience. In 1894 the province im-
ported $2,422,000 worth of goods from
the United States, on which $213,000 was
paid in duty.
