The
result was the appeintment of an exe-
cutive .committee of eight members, with
power. to call general meetings of the
Western Ontario Niagara Power Union,
which is to be composed of munieipali-
ties interested in the power problem, and
likewise to collect information as to the
amount of power which could be dis-
posed of under a municipal ' co-opera-
tive plan.
