General Widdieton’s Report to Ottawa—

Batoche has fallen, As intimated in
yesterday's derpatches, our gallant volun,
teers—acldiers, veterans, we may now cal]
them—were élamoreus o attack with the
bayonet the rebels in their trenches and
rifle pits, At4 o'cloeck on Monday after-
noon Gen., Middleton, judging that the
asmmunition of the rebels was nearly
exhausted, and that they showed decided
signs of being badly discomfited by the
incessant hail of shrapnel and rifle bullets,
at last gave the long looked-for order.

Early on Monday morning the firing wa,
sesumed, our men gradually advancing
well to the front, the sharpshooters and B
snd ' companies of the 90th battalion
bolding an exocellent position along the
oxest of the hill directly seuth of the rebel
position and dropping in shot after shot
with great precision, Here both Sergt. T.
Mitchell of the Grenadiers and his brother,
Sergt, C. M, Mitohell of the 90th battalion,
did effective service, Each sharpshooter
picked his man, and after quietly watching
him till steady, ‘“drew a bead” on him.
The effect of each shot was anxiously
logked for by the boys, and according as it
was a miss or a hit the marksman was
laughed at or applauded by his companions,
Meanwhile the Winnipeg field battery
weas sending an oocasional shell wherever
one was wanted, At one time the gun,
would be trained ona group of Indians
or halfbreeds far beyond the rifle pits along
the river bank, and when the shells would
explode in their midst a general skedaddle
would take place, At another time thei,
black mazzles would be directed far away
over the river where rebel sharpshooters
atill held & tew houses. I¥n this direction
some excellent firing was made, severa
shells penetrating and badly wrecking the
buildings. In another part of the field—
or more correctly brushwood hills—A Bat
tery was feeling the enemy and sending
shells wherever the rebels showed them.
selves.. The scouts, led by Col. Boulton
and the brave Capt. French were recon
noitring the enemy’s position preparatory
to the grand final assault while all aleng
the front of the slope the sharp and
continuous roll of musketry, and the grad
ual advance of the eatire line under cover
all pointed to a speedy termination of the

*struggle which had already lasted nearly
three days. General . Middleton himselt
rode from point to point of the entire line
carefully watching through his glass the
lie of the rebel entrenchments and making

-notes for subsequent use,

Thus the fight lasted until the afternoon
when the general summoned the field offi-
cers commanding the various corps to an
informal council, He briefly laid out the
plan of attack,instructed each officer whag
what was to be that one’s special object
and cautioned them to impress on the men
the necessity of being firm and calm, yet
bold as true Britons. The officers joined
their respective commands and quietly in-
formed their men of the plan of actien, and
with difficulty suppressed the cheers thag
that would break forth at the to them
welcome news. The firing continued at
intervals ; but the majority of besh officers
and men were hitching up seabbards
freeing their wristbands, fastening swerd
knots, loading their revolvers, taking off
Coats, etc, All ‘were impatient. While
this was all going on a flag of truce arrived
from Riel to the effect that if our men did
not cease firing on their houses they would
kill the prisoners. General Middleton
instructed him to remove the women and
children to a particular house and he
would not fire on it. Riél again sent a
messenger thanking the general for his
kindness, and stating that he would collect
the women in one house and let him know,
but on the envelope wrote in pencil that
unless Middleton retired with his forces
and granted him an interview he would
still kill he prisoners. The message eame
too late, Gradually the lines had beep
advancing, and now the word “‘Charge !"
was heard all along the line, Forward the
men bounded with & yell that echoed and
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re-echoed down the broad valley. The
Royal Grenadiers and the two Midland
companies in their bright scarlet,springing
along as if every man were a trained racer,
The 90th Winnipeg men as nobly respond-
ed to the order, and their wild cheer was
0ot unheard amid the general din, Officers,
waving their swords and their cocked
revolvers, were everywhere leading and
cheering on the men. . Down the declivity

The ever-enlarging proportiens of the
modern university call for funds and appli-
ances commensurate with the variety and ex-
tent of the work to be done. It may be said
that young menat eol]:ge do notneed to cover
all this wide field of study, and are in fact not
able to do 8o, This fact rather increases than
lessens the difficulty. for it necessitates many
special courses of study, and therefore an in-
creased number of hers, together with a
greater variety of buildings, libraries, collec-
tions, and other appliances. We may hold
different views as to the wisdom of so much
specia'ization, and of making room for such
a range of elective and optional work, but the
necessity is forced upon us. .

‘The obvious facts of the case, and evn the
very word university, seem to rebuke us for
the appropriation of the name to anythin
else tﬂm ap where all sound means o
discipline can be employed, and all forms of
knowledge cuitivated, with the best facilities
of the age. Such a university we need for the

rovince of Onmtario, and ly it cannot
Ee said that we have such a university now,
There is not one of those now in existence, not
even the Provineial university, that is not
complaining sorely, and with
the want of adequate resources, and the case
is rendered the more embarrassing from the
fact that, at a distance of a few hours’ @avel,
the well-endowed universities of 'a foreign
country present every attraction to draw
away Canadian youth. Meantime the several
universities which we have are so related to
each other, and have inherited such a stub-
born old quarrel between opposing systems,
that, instead of working as allies, they are
rather playing a game of reciprocal obstruc-
tion and enfeeblement. The evil has reached
a point where it must be met, and the most
feasible mode of meeting it is by some plan of
consolidation, such as would secure for the
country a stronger and worthier university
than is possible nunder the present order of
things. without doing violence to tne great
principleson which Victoria college was found-
ed. we oan in building up a proper
national university, and can even help to sup-

ly some elements in which we have felt the

Jniversity of Toronto to be deficient, and can
moreover give .the Methodist people the full
ad vantages of this improved constitution,then
I maintain that no sectarian divisions, no un-
due regard for local interests, no sentimental
attachment to an older order of things for
which the occasion has m?ply passed away—
none of these things should induce us to blcex
the way to a great public good by opposing in
the legisiature the improvement of a national
institution which we profess to uphold, and
which, in a new country like ours, will at the
very best fall short of the true ideal. 3

And now the federation of colleges affords
an oppommity for the churchesto join hands
in giving & more positive christian” character
to our higher education,and aprarently in the
only way in which it can be fully done. Why
should we let the opportunity pass? If we
had no provincial university and the denom-
inational colleges had university teaching as
& whole in their own hands, the case would
be greatly altered. But it is evident that a
large part, perhaps an increasingly la.
part of this academic work is done by the
provincial university, and the question is
whether the Metnodist church will do her
share in the work or prefer an isolated and less
influential position. I have tried to forecast
the disastrous results to the Methodist church
which somewf our friends prophesy from this
scheme, and when I have summed them all
up, and at the very worst, I can only find the

The United Order of Foresters im the

Hands of a Recelver.

Terre Havre, Ind., May l&-—Jndgo‘

Davis, npon application of Charles Bliss, of
New York, has appointed J. E. Somes, of
this city, receiver of the United Order of
Foresters. The liabilities are $40,000, of
which $37,000 is from death losses. The
assets are very sthall. The insolvency is
due to loss of membership, and not to any
shortage of the officers,

From the Néw York Times, May 12.

Mr. Bliss. who is chairman of the executive
committee of the Foresters, said even
that the order was first srgan in this city
by A. B, Caldwell under the name of the In-
dependent Order of Foresters on the mutual
insurance plan, The members were divided
into three classes, with policies of from to
$3000 Instead of having a reserve there
Wwas an assessment upon the death of a mem-
ber. The failure to establish a reserve fund
Mr. Bliss believed to Ye the cause of the vir-
tual dissolution of the order, . At first the
membership increased raj lg lodges were
established in various cities mgmt the
eountry, and soon 10,000 names were erarolled
on the books. Amon% these were many
respectable citizens, and the total assess-
ments then averaged only $150 to $2 per
mounth. As the order grew older, new mem-
bers did not come in so rapidly, while the
death rate increased. In 1881 the debt amount-
ed to $74,000, and was wing larger esery
month. It was then decided to reorganize
the association onm a better basis, and. the
name United Order of Fo rs was adopted,
The $74,000 due to the benmeficiaries o? de-

bers was d by the new
organization, and extra assessments were
levied upon the members to clear the deébt,
but many refused to pay, and entire lodges
dropped out. However, the debt was saccess-
fully wiped out, and forsome time it seemed as
though the order would again prosper, but
ple were afraid to join, and last A 8t there
was another debt of $25,000 due to ficiar-
ies. The death claims for January and Feb-
ruary of the present year alone amoun w0
3‘24,000, while the membenhig had dwindled
owh to’ $1800. In April the liabilities were
$40,000 and the assets only $2000, and many of
the members and the officers came to the con-
clusion that it would be best to wind up the
affairs of the order, ;

In the British house of commons on
Tuesday night the government weathered
the storm of the occasion with a majority
of 22--280 to 258. Mr, Gladstone had
embodied in his election bill the provision
that the expenses of registration of voters
should be paid out of local rates, and Sir
Massey Lopes, a tory member, had moved
an amendment putting the costs upon the
national exchequer., One account says
that the government: obtained a majority
by threatening that if defeated they would
resign, A number of libéerals who decided
fo abstain from voting were . com-
pelled to vote on the appeal of their
party whips. Another account is that
just before the division the whips saw that
the day was lost without the fifteen lib"
eral votes from Ireland. The Irish mem:
bers saw their power and drove a hard
bargain with the government. At the last
moment Mr, Gladstone consented fo give
the bribe demanded, and it was announced
that the govornment would pxy out of the
exchgquer £45,000 toward the expenses of
registration in England 2nd £15,000 toward
thoee in Ireland. This ooncession was
in direct opposition to Mr. Gladstone’s
oft-repeated dictum that local expenses
must be borne by local rates, and it is
eertain that it would not have been grant.
od if the sitnation had not been récognized
as really desperate, As it was the gov-
ernment obtained a majority of only 22 in
® total vote of 538, which the defection of
the fifteen Irish liberals would have
changed to an cpposition msjority of eight.
Moreover, the. govérnment, by giving the
£55 000 really granted the very grawamen
of the tory amendment, as it' makes not
the slightest difference, in principle,
whether the whole or a partof the regis-
tra ion costs are borne by the Imperial ex
ehequer, In other words, the government
voluntarily surrendered to aveid surrender
by compulsion, and defeated itself to avert
defeat. Tuis appears to’ be the tory view
of the event, as the cable gives it to us,

The threat of immediate resignation
broughtto the front those liberals who
were” hanging back, says one despatch.
Mr, Gladstone bought enough Irish votes
to save himself; says another, On the
principle that positive evidénce is better
than negative evidence, wé may safely
oconclude that the fifteen Irish votes spoken
of really did the business, and that to
secure'these votes Mr, Gladstone ‘‘went
back” on one of his own principles.
