$500 of the money in the bank, but drew it 
out again in a day or two. Of this sum ho 
expended $116 in clothing, etc., for bis 
family, and after settling up his rent 
and some other accounts went on a 
spree of two days. Later ho reported that 
he had been robbed of $850 by some com­
panions. What remained speedily dissolved, 
and a few days ago be pawned by piecemeal 
his clothing and everyiug of value in the 
store and early Thursday morning pawned 
the feather bed on which he slept.

( e<l on a Charge of Larceny—The Orr 
Household Cleared of Everything But 
Mr, Orr'a Personal Effects—A Bad 
Story of Woman's Perfidy.

bT. Catharines. July 28 —Mrs. Orr, the 

wife of Anthony Orr, a Galt farmer, and 
Harvey Mulholland, the hired man, with whom 
she eloped, were both arrested in this Jcity 
to-day n appears they first went to Niagara 
halls,from there to Merritton end then came 
to st. Catharines, where they put up at the 
American Hotel.

This morning Chief Aheam of Galt arrived 
in the city in search of the runaway couple, 
anxious to get back the two children, and 
also arrested the principals on the charge of 
larceny. The quartet were soon located and 
arrested.

Mr Anthony Orr, the deserted husband, 
at whose instigation the arrest was made, is 
probably 45 years of age, and lives in the 
Koseville-road, two miles west of Galt, and 
with his wife and two young children lived 
in the greatest happiness until last fall. They 
were in prosperous circumstances. He tells 
the following story of the elopement: A 

v year ago last February Mr. Orr was taken 
-, , wit“ sciatica. He was very iil and lay 

helpless for months. In September, while 
«till on his back, he engaged Harvey Mul­
holland, a man about 30 year» old, who has 
always been of a rowing disposition. Mul­
holland is a rather good-looking fellow, and 
has been considered la worthless character. 
Matters on the farm progressed favorably 
until about the end of October, when, owing 
to a suspected intimacy with his wife, he dis­
charged Mullholland, warning him to keep 
away from the place. „

Last spring when discussing the hiring of 
a man for the farm work as Mr. Orr was 
still unwell, Mrs. Orr said she wouldn’t have 
any hired man excepting Harvey, and al­
though her husband strongly objected she 
took the matter in her own hands and went 
ami hired Mulholland again. Mr. Orr, who 
was able to be around although still lame, 
could do little or nothing. After Mulholland 
had been there some time the intimacy with 
his master’s wife became so flagrant that last 
Friday morning Mr. Orr told his wife that 
unless Mulholland kept away from the place 
he would shoot him.

Monday Mr. Orr went about his work in 
the harvest field and it would seem that the 
pair busied themselves in removing almost 
everything of value from the house to a 
swamp a short distance away. All the best 
dishes, books, silverware, pictures and cloth­
ing were taken, even to most of Mr. Orr’s 
personal clothing. They very kindly left 
him the suit he was wearing, his best suit 
and a few shirts. Mrs. Orr contrived to get 
her husband to bed without a light on Mon­
day night, saying, “Tony, you must be tired; 
you d better go tg bed and get a rest.” He 
did so, and it was not until Tuesday evening 
that he missed anything. The goods 
addressed^ to “Robert vFroer, Suspension 
Bridge. N.Y.,” and a young man named 
Alfred Skoyles assisted Mulholland in re­
moving the goods.

Chief Ahearn of Galt, with the above clue, 
tracked the runaway couple and arrested 
them.
