O17AWA, April 11, —Mr, McCarthy made
s long axpected spoech on the tariff to-
night. He had to wait several days to got
it in. |But he had the House just after din-
ner, o large attendance of members and
crowded galleries for an audience. He was
in good form and spoke with deliberation
and care, and maintained the interest of his
hearers for the two hours and n-ore that he
spoke. Toward the end he was in & hot
box, with his former friends ready to jump
on him, but he held his ground and made a
good fight as fighting goes. He re-
peated  his attack of = former year
on the Hon, Mr., Haggart, when the
latter interrupted him with a question.
He did not eay how he would vote, byt
from his specch he is bound to vote for Sir
Richard’s amendment, which is a direct at-
tack on the policy of protection and proposes
that its last vestige be wiped away. The
Opposition applauded him throughout.

To-day in the House a number of private
bilis were introduced, amongst them one to
jncorporate the Niagara Falls Electric
Railway Company.

Mr. McLennan introduced his bill re-
specting the liability of the Goverament
and public companies for labor, supplies and
material used in the construetion of public
works, He explained that the bill was in-
tended to protect labor.

Mr. McLeunan also introduced a bill re-
specting the sale of raitlway return fare
tickets.  He said the bill was intended to
muke rallway companies sell return tickets
for second as well as first-class passengers.

In reply to Mr. Maclean (East York), Hon.
Mr. Wood said it was intended to intro-
duce legislation for the inspection of meters
used for measuring electricity for lighting
purposes only.

Hon. Clarke Wallace, in reply to Mr,
Grieve, said it was intended to place cus-
toms officers who were thrown in contact
with the public in uniform,
Mr, Cockburn Defends

tarers,

Mr. Cockburn resumed the debate on the
budget, reviewing at considerable length
the position of England when she adopted
free trade, and pointing out that the con-
ditions in Canada were altogether different.
1f England had been in the position of Can-
ada not all the Grits in all creation, even if
they came in the shape of the angels of
heaven, would have persuaded her to com-
nuit the atrocious folly of sacrificing all her
interests to free trade. He then referred
to the success of the National Policy.
With wages 1ising, prices of manufactured
goods falling and shorter hours ot labor
what more. did the Opposition want? They
said land lad fallen in value 30 per cent. In
England it bad fallen 100 per cent. He
could show them land within 15 miles of
the city of London which was noy worth a
doilar an acre more tian land within. 105
miles of the city of Toronto. He proceeded
to say a word or two for the
manufacturers who were in danger of
being forgotten in the prevailing solicitude
for the farmers. The manufacturers em-
ployed 367,000 poople, paid $100,000,000 in
wages, had $353,000,000 invested, made
products $475,000,000 and profits $90,-
000,000. "The products of the manufactur-
ers were equal to the products of the farmer,
end he thought were entitled to equal con-
gideration, perhaps to more, because the
wealth was more readily prodnced, was il-
limitable,

Misrcpresentation of Dominion Finances,

Mr. Cockburn then corrected some of the
misrepresentations of the Opposition, He
read an extract from Sir Richard Cart-
wright’s Budget speech in 1877 saying that
savings bank deposits were the test evi-
dence of National Policy, The comparison
made by Mr, Davies of Canadian savings
bunk deposits with those of the State of
Maine was unfair, because there was
no analogy between the two, The
Canadian savings banks were Government
institutions invended to receive small sums
for the encourasgement of thrift, The
United States Saviogs Banks were con-
ducted like any nother bank except that
they had not the power to issue notes. The
Opposition misrepresentations as to the
Dominion finances were absurd in view of
the fact that our stock was the best colonial
stock on the markst, and for the last Do
minion loan $3 was offered for every §1
wanted.

Tariff Changes Rotard Enterprise,

Dealing with the tariff he said its one
fault, if fault it' could be called, was the
non-fixity of its character. So long as it
was known that one side of the House was
doing all it could to change the tariff, he
was afraid it would be very difficult to get
capitalists to come and help it in develop-
ing our resources, . It was unfortunate that
the change from specific to ad va
lorem duties should have to be
made at a» time when low prices
placed a  specially severe strain upon
manufacturers, He believed in a policy for
the whole Dominion and not for any par-
tieular province, but he would like to see
some counsideration for Ontario manufac-

the Manufac-

turers in the way of a reduction on bitumin- |

ous cosl, He did not think the tariff per-
fect ag 8 whole, but he approved of the
principle underlying it, and shonld there-
fore give his support. [Applausze.]

Dr. Christie said the National Policy was
meorally wrong nnd could pever be made
right by pruning and trimming. The only
remedy was free trade,

Vroteation Ouly a Part of the NP,

Mr. Northrup pointed out that protec-
tion was only part of the National Policy
and not the whole of it, as was generally
assumed by’ the Opposition. The dif-
erence- between the Conservatives and

| the Liberals was that the former were pro-

tectionists and knew it, the latter were
protectionists and did not know it. [Deri-
wive laughter from the Opposition benches. ]
It was a mistake to suppose that pro-
tection conld only be afforded by a customs
tariff. 'The British mandfacturer enjoyed
protection in the low rate of interest, low
costof machinery and renewal and clicap
raw material, | Having showed the success
of the policy of protection 1n various Faro-
pean nations he espected the Opposition to
rise above provincialism in discussing the
new tanff and seek the development of the
country irrespective of race or creed,

Mr., McCarthy on the Budget,

Mr. McCarthy rose amid dead silence to
continue the debate on the Budget. After
a short pause Mr, Davies started a wild
round of applause, which was joined in by
three or four other Liberals, amid laughter
aud ironical cheers from the Conservative
side of the House.

He.commenced by saying that in consider-
intg the tariff we had to examine the state
of the public debt. He reviewed the in-
crease since Confederation and spoke of the
increase as enormcus. . In Great Britain,
which had had great wars to pay for, the
interest on the national debt was only 31
per cent., while in Canada it was 41°per
cent, In the United States the interest
was only 7 per cent. There had been a de-
crease of 36 per cent, in the interest charges
since 1867, but still 41 per cent. of the
revenue was absorbed in interest, etc. He
thought that if the people of Canada had
supposed that the - Northwest would not
fill up with population there would have
been leéss willingness to incur the expense
of building the C.P.R.

A Protecsionist Tariff,

Coming to the tariff, he asked what the
tariff amendments meant, and said that
the key note of the ohanges was that
the  tariff was still a protective
one. He quoted from Mr, Foster's Budget
Speech in sapport of this. The Finance
hrininter had defined the different kinds of
tariff and the Government had deliberately
adoptad that of raising revenne and at the
same time giving incidental, protection, so
that it was a pretectionist tariff. He gave
the Government credit for having abolished
in many instances the feature of specific
duties, thougn they had not even in this
done all that they might have done,

No Diserimination Against Great Britain,

The tariff, generally spesking, might be
called an ad valorem tariff of from 30 to 85
per cent. While there was no specific dis-
crimination against Great Britain, yet the

millions of our trade with Eugland, and
this just at the time when we were clamor-
ing for the abolition of the restriction upon
our cattle, He found fault, too, that there
was no offer of reciprocity with the United
States in the new tariff bill,

Opposed to Protection,

The great question, however, was whether
the National Policy was to be perpetuated
or not,
revision of the tariff had not been lefv untii
after the next gencral elections. Dut now
they had it, and he took issue with theGov-
ernment on their tariff policy, He was pre-
pared to say that the policy of protection, the
National Policy, was not in the best in-

terests of the country, He argucd at length_

to show that protection increased prices,
and et ¢qual length to show that there was
a greater proportionate increase of wealth
under free trade in Great Britain than there
had been under protection in Cansda,
Fxports and Prices Under Protection,
He took up the question of exports and
claimed that the increase which had taken
place had not been in articles affected by
the National Policy. He held that a pr(;
tective tariff did not promote an increuse of
exports, and compared the exports of a
number of articles,such as cottons, woolens,
iron, ete., to show that the exports trom
free trade DBritain were much
than from the protected United States.
He denied that prices had decreased.
He stated that the prices of Canadian-
made goods were just as high as it was pcs-
sible for them to be, getting the whole
benefit of the tariff. He quoted from
opinions of manufacturera to show that f

prices were reduced they would only be in |

Oensus Indastrinl Keturns Exaggerated
He next turned his attention to the

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found them. He quoted from the returns
to show their innacuracy. The result of it
all was the real increase in the manufac-
turing classes had not been so great as
claimed. He figured it out that only
eight or nine per cent, of those having
occupstions were engaged in industries
affected by the National Policy,
and claimed the increase since 1881
had been only twenty-four per cent,,
while the increase in employes generally
had been 44 per cont. He argued at great
length to show that the great army of con-
sumers was taxed very heavily to support
the 8 or 10 per cent, of persons employed
who were dependent on the National Policy.
After an elaborate calculation he said that
the extra cost to the consumer by the
National Policy was sbout $50,000,000, He
did not want to be misunderstood to say
that the manufacturers put this vast sum
into their pocket, but that was the amoant
taken out of the consumers.
The Farmer “Roused” at Last,

He was glad tbat the farmers were at
last roused to their own interests, The
farmers were studying politieal economy,
and the result would be seen at the next
general election. He took up the cotton
industry and claimed that the consumer
paid two millions of taxes to keep a few
employes, whose wages did not amount to
as much as the duty collected, There was
no morality in the tariff. It wos the result
ot a policy of enlightened selfishneas,

Mr, Maclean (York): The people believe
in it and vote for it.

Mr, McCarthy: Yes; but, without desir-
ing to predict, I think iv safe to say they
will do so no longer.

He took up the question of steel rails
and said they sold for §8 a ton more than in
free trade lingland.

“Hon, Mr, Haggart: The United Btates
séll ateol rails in Belgium and England.

Mr. McCarthy: Who denies that? I see
the honorable gentleman, as usual, speaks
upon the prompting of his coach. In his
Mr. (Haggsrt's) speech on the Budget o fow
days ago he spoke at the prompting of his
coach wnd proved that he did so by quot-
ing Shakespeare, Sir Walter Scott and the
Bible. It was easy to sec that he received
bis inspiration from the doctor who sits be-
side him (Montague), It is to be hoped that
the next time the hon. gentleman inter-
rupts he will do so in a more intelligent
manner.

In conclusion, he said that Canada was
an agricultural country, He doubted
whether she could ever become a great
manufacturing country, and he believed
the best course Lo pursue would be to re-
trace our steps, abolish the National Policy
and give the farmers a chance. He thought
if Canadian manufacturers could not
tompete in the markets of the world it was
about time they should disappear. At any
rate it was rank injustice that the agricul-
tural classes in the country should any
longer pay an enormous tax in order to sup-
port an effete manufacturing industry.

Mr. McCarthy spoke for two hours and
a half and sat down amid Opposition
cheers,

Mr. Masson followed in reply and spoke
for an hour, answering some of Mr. Mec-
Carthy’s arguments and giving a general
support to the National Policy.

Early Morning Speeches,

Mr. Edwards rose at midnight and spoke

for nearly an hour in support of the amend-
ment.
Mr, Cargill followed in a good sound,
practical speech, in which he pointed ou
many of the advantages of the National
Policy “aud strongly supported the new
variff, which, he said, was most decidedly
in favor of the farmers.

Mr. Sutherlandmoved the adjournment of
4he debate, and the House adjournedat 1.30.

Navigation of Hudson’s Bay,

In the Senate to-day Hon. Mr. Ferguson
(Niagara) made his enquiry whether the
tiovernment had received any further in-
formation on the subject of the navigation
of Hudson’s Bay since the report of the late
Lieut, Gordon in 1887. In doing so he
made a carefully-prepared speech, deal-
ing with thé question of the npaviga-
tion of the northern waters of Russia,
and . comparing  Siberia. with our
Northwest, to show that the navigation of
Hudsov's Bay was perfectly feasible. He
beld that the Hudeon Bay route was not
only possible, but was a necessity. He
dwelt at length on the great resources of
the Northwest in the neighborhood of Hud-
sou Bay, and thought that it conld not be
very long betore the Hudson's Bay route
was opened,

Senator Drummond argued that it would
be of great importance if the navigation of
Hudson’s Bay was practicable, but there
were grave donbts whether the route would
prove n commercial success. He would be
greatly pleased if it could beshown that the
bay and straits could be navigated safely,
but doubted very much whether the modern
ships of large size would be able to navigate
the bay, He doubted whether any iosur-
ance company would take risks in Hudson’s
Bay.

Hon, Mr, Angers doubted the practica-
bility of navigating Hudson’s Day and
| Strait for any season long enough to make
such navigation commercially successful,
and said the government had no further in-
formation in its possession than what had
been already given in reports,

Metarthy Wants Information,

Mr. McCarthy gives notice that he will
move for an order of the House for a return
with ‘reference to the admission free of cus-
! toms at Woodstock, Ont,, ot certain vest-

ments or other church articles for the use of
the Roman Catholic Church there, and also
for copies of correspondence with‘Rev, F.C,
Farthing, rector of the Anglican Church at
Woodstock, with reference to the unfair-
ness with which he claims to have been
treated with respect tosome goods imporved
tor the use ot his church,

Witnesses Will Not Be Sworn,

There was a long discission in the Pub-
iliec Accounts Committee to-day over
lthe proposal to examine witnesses
J‘ on oath, The Government supporters
| opposed the .proposition on principle, but
| were quite willing to concede thuy, on
{any stated item in the public accounts,
|any named witnesses may be sworn,
! The strongest objection to the proposal lies
lin the fact that there is an Auditor-General
| tu see that no money is paid without having
| been voted by Parliament, and that where
| there is a charge of crookedness a specific
| allegation should be made and the parties
named, To permit the indiscriminate
swearing of witnesses would be to place all
| brought before the committee at the mercy
| of uny member, or ull members, who might
choose to heckle or browbeat him, where he
| would not have the protection afforded in a
court of law, in which, if there is nolawyer
to protect him, a judge will interfere to
see that the limit is not transgressed.
Witnesses have their rights, The proposal
was defeated,

It may be mentioned, incidentally, that
the witnesses are not examined on oath be-
fore the committee of the Ootario Legis-
lature.

WOWAT SHIRKED THE DEBATE

P

MEREDITH’S SEPARATE
SOHOOL BILL,

ON MR

Defeated By 51 to 33 on n Straight Party
Vote With the Exception of Mr, Dack
—~Mr, Ross’ Bombast and Theatrical
Phraseology--Mr, Meredith Accused of
Avtompting to Unlock the Future With
the Blood-Rusted Key of the Past,

Mr, Meredith’s resolution in favor of
the ballot in the election of Beparate
school trustees was the leading subject of
discussfon io the House yesterday, Pre-
liminary bosiness was over in & few min-
utes, and embraced notning of consequence
excepting the introduction of a bill by the
Premier to facilitate the sdministration of
justice. There was an unusually tull
house but few seats being vacant on either
side, and the gallerios also showed a larger
attendanoce of the public than usual,

Mr, Meredith moved that in the opiniou
of the House the election of Public and
Separate school trustees in cities, towns
and incorporated villages, and in townships
in which township boards are established
ghould be by ballot. That it be referred
to a committee to preparé and report to
the House with all convenient speed a bill
toamend the Pablic and Separate school
act 8o as to provide that in civies, towns
and incorporated villages, and in town-
ships in which township boards are os-
tablished the elections of Public and
Separate schools shall be by ballot.

The Policy of the Opposition,

He reviewed at <length the policy of the
Opposition on the/ subject and contended
that his present/ motion was in accord
with the resolutions presented by them
in April, 1893, He stood by the principles
then asserted, Going into the history of
school legislation, he declared that all the
amendments made to the Separate school
law had been introduced since there had
been a political head to the Education De-
partment, Solong as Dr, Ryerson held
that position there was nothing of the kind.
He urged that 1t was the proper duty of
that department to control logislation so as
to regulate the text books 'of all schools,
and there should be the same inspectors for
separate as for public schools. If thero
were o state church in Canada matters
would ba different, but so long as all reli-
gions were supposed to be on an equality
there was no pretext or excuse putting
the separate schools outside the general
law in these respects. The case ot Quebec
presented no analogy, because Quebec had
u state church and the public schools of
Quebec were distinctly Catholic.  He dis-
claimed anything like bigotry or prejudice
against any church, buv it the English
church, of which he was a member, occu-
pied the same position as regards schools as
does the Catholic church he would oppose
her claims, The purpose of the ballot was
to protect the individual voter in the
exercise of his franchise. That pro-
tection was not accorded by giving an
optional ballot. There should be one
law for the whole province, It was a
shame for the Government to say that now
“conditions had changed” so that it wus
in order to give vhe ballot %o supporters of
Separate schools, How had they changed
—simply becauso Mr. Conmee, who intro-
duced a bill on the subject, was a Catholic?
Why in 1890 Mr. Clancy, ulso of that faith,
had voted for the same principles! He
was grested with a round of applause at
the close of his speech.

The Blood-Rusted Koy of the Past,

Hon, G. W. Ross began his reply in
very slow, deliberate tones and alluded to
the seriousness of the question and passions
and bitter feelings which might easily be
arvused in its discussions The course of
Mr, Meredith was likely to set brother
against brother, citizen against citizen, He
dwelt on the point with a good deal of
reiteration, He quoted Russell Lowell and
charged the Opposition leader with at-
tempting to unlock the portals of the
future with the  blood-rusted key
of the past, If any man was respon-
sible for the increuse in the number of
Separate schools he was the man. If
Separate schools as had been said, were
inimical to consolidation, the way to deal
with them was not to give them the ballot,
but to abolish them, In Kngland the
voluntary schools, run on sectarian lines
recefved as much public money as the
board schools. Was national consolidation
lacking there? The argument could not be
sustained by the history of any country.
If the time of mutual toleration was ever
to be brought about under which all
would agree Lo a general school system it
would certainly not be done by stirring up
the embers of intolerance. He did nou re-
gord the Separate School Act of 1863 as a
finalyl preventing the adoption of such
amendments as might be found necessary
from time to time to increase the efficiency
of the schools,

Might Lead to Retaliation,

1f Ontario should act tyrannically toward
Catholics here it might lead to retaliation
ngainst Protestants in -Quebec, Alluding
to the ultra-Orangeism of some school in-
spectors end the tone of bitterness and
hatred they adopted toward Roman Catho-
lics, he would have great reluctance in en-
trusting such men to inspect Separate
schools. The Separate school did not need
a compulsory bsllot on the ground of any
inefficiency upparent in their administra-
tion, They had moré than doubled their
teaching capacity in 25 years. He gave a
number of other stutistics to show the de-
velopment of efficiency in Separate schools.
He appealed personally to Messrs, Clancy
and Meredith to say, if they could, that
there wasz terrorism in regard to Separate
schonl elections,

Mr. Claney: “I don’t know.”

Mr. Ross said be dido’v know of any
either. I it were possible that the Roman
(Catholic hierarchy were going to rule by
terrorism they ought to know it, and if the
Opposition had any facts to show such a
state of things they should prodace them.
He read a number of ‘auti-Catholic extracts
from The Mail published short-
ly before the last general elec-
vion and charged the responsibility
for them upon Mr. Meredith, who, when
confronted with them on the platform and
challenged to repudiate the paperin which
they appeared, which was then supporting
him, evaded an answer. The Opposition,
therefore, could not escape its responsibility
for that paper’s crusade. Mr. Ross spoke
forfully an hour and a half with much
v{f!’:r and fecling. His points were well
made, but the eflect of some passages was
marred by occasional lapses into bombast
and theatrical phraseology.

Rairing False Issues,

Mr. Wood (Hastings) said that the Min-
ister of Kducation had attempted to raise
fa!se issues instead of discussing the ques-
tion on its merits. He thought that in-
stead of fomenting strife the election of
separate school trustees by ballot would
tend to allay ill-feeling between creeds by
putting Catholic and Protestant on a foot-
ing of equality, and there was a far Jarger
proportion of the people in favor of the

THE ENGLISH COMMONSB,

Gibson Bowles and the Agreement With
Canada Ke Sealers—Irish Land
Tanure Bill,

Loxpox, April 11.—Thomas Gibson
Bowles, Conservative, has given notice in
the House of Commons that on Thursday
he will ask the Government through Syd-
ney C. Buxton, Under Colonial Secretary,
to state the actual terms of the agreement
of the Dominion of Canada in regard to the
Behring Sea Bill. He will also ask the
(jovernment to say whether Canada at-
tached any condition to her agreement re-
garding compensation to Canadian sealers.

Sir Charles Russell said vthat the belief of
those who are responsible for clause 7,
about which there was some controversy,
is that there is o very smsll number, if
any, of vessels which have not Had notice
of the provisions of the award, If there
are any which in good faith sail in ignor-
ance and in bona fide belief that they were

ot violating any law it would be hard to
bring them within a highly penal enact-
ment,

The British Government, Sir Charles said,
was most anxious loyally to make its legis-
lation efficient to enforce the provisions of
the award.

The Irisl Land Tenure Bill,

The Irish Land Tenure bill introduced by
Denis Kilbride (anti-Parneliite member
for Nouth Kerry, who accompanied
William O'Brien to -Canada), was
read the. second time. The bill is
designed to prevent landlords from levying
rent on improvements made by tenants, to
redace the period of the revision of rents
from 15 to 8 years and to repeal the
“Kviction made easy” section of the Land
Act of 1887,

THE SEALERY CLAIMS,
British Columbin Legislatare Passes a Ne-
solution on the Matter,

Vieroria, B.C,, April 11.—A resolution
has been adopted in the Provincial Paglia-
ment which was introduced by the Finance

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DEATH ENDED THE DEBAUCE

THE MISERABLE FATE OF 4 LABOR.
ENL'S WIFR,

Perished By the Wayside While Endeav-
oring To Walk ¥rom Toronto Junction
To the Misorable Movel in Which She
Lived—A Number of Wounds Fonnd
On the Body—An Iuguest Ordered,

f

About three hundred yards from Faire
bank Junction, on the Northera Railway,
there is a wretched hovel which has been
occupied by Robert McGinley, his wife and
two sons, aged 11 and 15 years, and near
which occurred the death of Mrs, McGin-
ley, Tuesday, under strange circumstances,

On Monday evening Walter John Me«
Caun, who is employed as a hired man by
Mr. Abraham Watts, got $5 from his em-
ployer -and procoedog to the McGinley
hovel, MeGinley and McCann went to To-
ronto Junction that night, returning about
12 o’clock considerably the worse of liquor,
bringing with them s sufficient supply to
keep up the debauch during the night.

MoCann's Story of the Affair,

According to the statement made by Mo-
Ginley snd his sons, he left on Tuesday
morning about 8 o'clock to go to Lampier’s
Hotel at Carlton, and was shortly after-
wards followed by McCann and Mrs, Me-
Ghinley. The couple were in the hotel
when MeGinley saw them, and after re-
marking thas McCann had a good deal of
nerve to be going around with his wife he
left, returning to his home about 11
o’clock.

The couple remained about half an hour
at Lampier's place, when they went away.
They proceeded to Hayden’s Hotel at the
Junction, where they had a couple of
drinks and left. The proprietor of the
Hayden House saw them again passing his
place, going toward home about 2 o'clock
ina very drunken state,

About 3 o’clock McCann returned to the
hovel and told McGiniey that his wife was
lying at the side of the track in the cut,
which is about midway between Fairbank
and Carlton. McGinley proceeded to the
(. T.R station and Agent Defoe telegraphed
for ussistance, when Sectionmen Green-
‘shields and Boyd arrived and helped re-
move the unfortunate woman to her abode,
She died before they reached the house.

McCann was seen yesterday, but no in-
teiligent statement could be obtained from
him. He says he was so drunk that he does
not remember anything about the circum-
stances any more than leaving in the morn-
ing and discovering Mrs. McGinley at the
side of the track.

Many Scars on the Body,

When the unfortunate woman was dis-
covered it was noticed that her shawl and
clothing were torn and several scars
were seen on the head, neck, hand and
wrist, Her shoes were afterward found in
what is known as Johoston’s lane about a
mile from where she was picked up. She
apparently walked thav distance in her
stocking feet,

As it wos on the ecast side of the track
she was lying when found, it is thought she
might have been struck by a _crain, with-
out the train hands seeing her, as the snow
was falling heavily at the time and entirely
obstructing the view on the east side.

Dr. Harris of Toronute Junsction was
notified, and after an examioation and
notifying Coroner Clendensn, Drs, Harris
and Silverthorn were ordered to hold »
post-mortem examination.

fying. Speculative suits were often
brought and a number of papers mulcted
in heavy damages for a mere mistake.

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FAKE LOTTERIES,

A Cdncern Tunt Sells Tickets, But Never
Gives Prizes—Succulent balt
Sent Qur,

A [‘fake” enterprise has taken root in
the city and should be stamped out by the
authgrities. It is the so-called Royal
Havdna Guarantee Loan Company, of
which John J. Russell of Havana, Cuba, is
secretary, It sends out all its literature by
express, 80 as to avoid infringing the postal
laws. There are two agents of the concern

in the city at present and they have dis-
posed of quite a number of tickets.

Another fake enterprise is the so-called
Louisiana State Lottery Company of new
Orleans and Kansas City This fake con-
cern makes no drawings and distributes no
prizes. The sole object of its existence is
to gather in dollars from persons who are
so foolish as to purchase its tickets. The
*‘agents” employed, whose cupidity induces
thém to act as stool pigeons, never receive
any cc ission, Nevertheless, the exten-
sive distribution of tickets and literature
throughout the country proves that there
is money in the business, Men of good re-
putation are easily got to serve as agents
and collect the dollars from victims. The
““lottery” has its headquarters at Kansas
City, Kan,

The original Lonisiana Lottery Company
is still doing business all over the United
States, though its drawings are made at
Buervo Cortez in Honduras. It has an
office at Port Tampa, Fla.,, from which a
boat of its own runs to Paerto Cortez, All
of its advertising literatute is set up in
type at Port Tampa, but the printipg is
done at Puerto Cortez. The printed stuff
is brought to Port Tampa and forwarded
thence by express to all parts of this coun-
try. The tickets are sold through agents,
who return the money by express. 0
registered letters are deliverable to the
company and no money order will be sold
by any postmaster payable to the concern,

BRITISH TEAMEN ANXIOUS,

The New Tax Sald to Be Unfriendly to
England,

Loxpox, April 11.—[Telegram special. ]—
The opinion freely expressed here is that
the proposed duty of 10 per cent. on tes
imported into Canada from countries other
than those where it is produced is ill-ad-
vised and bears the marks of unfriendliness
to England. Canedian Pacific influence, it
is said, has been a potent factor in shaping
that feature of the revised Dominion tariff,
and that it was that corporation which
suggested the duty in order that iv might
have a monopoly of the carrying trade
through its direct steamship connection
with the east.  In three years, it is esti.
mated, the exportation of tea to Canada was
18,000,000 pounds weight, the value aggre-
gnting £800,000. The decision of the Do
minion Government is awaited here with no
little anxioty.

The Prevailing Depression Teaches the
Value of Manual Tratning

Probably_ there 1s no sadder feature of
the prevailing misery among the thou-
sands of men and women who are out
of employment than their nability to
make themseives useful in any field of
labor except somne single industry or
drudgery in whici they have been en-
gaged. They are equipped with brains,
eyes, ears, arms aund fingers—all the
paraphernalia of human movement and
activity—but their faculties are untrain-
ed. They are not masters of themselves,
They are like Shakespeare’s tapster at
tive Boar's Head Tavern, who, although
the son of a woman, had fewer words
than n parrot, his vocabulary having
been limited %0 the simple necessities of
his occupation, It has been found im-
pessible for the charitably  dispos-
ed to set lpoor people at work
who can only dig or drudge, The
unemployed women cannot cook or sew
or do any of the labors of careful house~
wifery. The men cannot turn their
hands toany occupation of skill, The
organized efforts to set idleness at work
has thus been baffled. It has been
easy enough to find a man for the place,
but hard to find a- place fitted to the
man,

This sad condition of affairs Las serv-
ed to strongly emphasize the value of
manual training in the schools. The
boys should be educated in the physical
use of their faculties, so that they may
mote readily turn their hands to what-
ever occupation may offer them oppor-
tunity. For the girls, there should be
training in the whole round and reach
of domestic economy, They should
know how to do everything that
may mneed to bLe done in the
house, It is Dbetter to starve in
the strest than to know in what way to
properly boil potatoes and make bread
and to do plain sewing? There
is no adequate supply 1in the household
service ; neither is there any demeaning
quakity in the work of the hoasehold,
Qur grandmothers’ and great-grand-
mothers who did not live in the gay of
electric illumination and sewing ma-
chines, could not only care for their
kitchens and bedchambers, but they
spun and wove the clothes they wore;
aud could, if necessary, cut out a coat
| or a pair of trousers and make them with
| their own deft fingers, Their [facility
| and diversity of capacity were probably
| necessities of the day; but now and
| again we are reminded that the time will
never come when all-around ability to
take care of one's self and of others will
not be the best possible equipment with
which to fight the battle of life,~Phila-
delphia Record.

Cuarious Use of Tobacco,

All the Lushai smoke inveterately,
even children at five years of age, and
their clothes reek with rank tobacco
smoke, The men use short pipes made
of bamboo; the women use a more
elaborate one, the bowl of clay com-

mouth rinsed therewith, when i!iis spat
out.

It is considered polite to offer a sip
from this gourd to a friend, us a pinch
of snuff was formerly in Europe. A
friendly native will do so even to an
Euglishman, but the writer has never
heard of anyone except Major Lewin
who has had the courage to accept the
compliment, That officer, when Deputy
Commissioner of the Chittagong Hill
Tracts, rendered himself thoroughly
familiar with the habits of the border

COLOR SENSATIONS.

How the Mixing of Two Colors Will
Produce the Third,

The three primary color sensations are
considered to be red, green and violet.
Certain mixtures of violet and green
produce a blue; red and green also give
a yellow, But it is important to observe
that these are primary color sensations,
and not primary colors, though the ex-
pression *“!lights of primary colors” is
admissable, For it is commonly ima-
gined that the biue and yellow mixed 1n
certain proportions _produce various
kinds of green. If yellow and blue pig-
ments be mixed together with water,
the green color produced is not a mix-
ture of biue and yellow colors, It is the
one color which is pot freely absorbed
either by the yellow or by the blue pig-
ment. The yellow pigment removes the

reater part of the blue, indigo, and vio-
et rays; the blue pigment removes the
greater part of the red, orange, and yel-
low, ’l'gu- the light that finally escapes
is mainly green.

It is curious to notice, too, that the
snolight passing through glass of one
color is not only of that color. What is
called the ordinary solar spectrum is
produced by allowing a ray of sunlight
to enter a narrow slit and pass tiirough
one or more prisms. If a bit of red

luss be held over thg slit the whole

ength of the spectrum is not reddened ;

there is no color 1n the spectrum of the
glass when that color does not exist in
the ordinary (rainbow) spectrum. If the
red glags be pretty pure, only red and a
little orange sre visible in the spectrum;
all the rest is cut away. Wonderful is
it also that the colors seen in natural ob-
jects are chieflv  restduals left after in-
ternal absorption,

A tulip with %reen leaves can only be
seen in pure light or: in the correspond-
ing colors of the spectrum. If it is
placed in the red baud of - the spectrum
the flower shines brilliantly red, while
the leaves shine dull red, not green, If
moved to any other band of the spec-
trum the red petals become black, and
green alters much,—Lougman’s Maga-

WEAPONS OF THE ESQUIMAUX,

Expert Use of Them by the Clumsy-
Looking Natives of the Far North,

To the interesting collection of curios
gathered by Capts, Edwards and Mec-
Dermott, United States inspectors of
hulls and boilers, during the last, few
years have lately been added a number
of weapons used by the Esquimaux in
the hunt and chase, and other articles
and relics, presented by various persons
in the Northwest and British Columbia,

The Esquimaux’s weapons were pre-
sented to the inspectors by the widow of
the late Capt. John M, Olsen of Astoria,
master of the s~aler Polar Bear, in ac-
cordance with a request which he ex-
pressed before bis death, The
most interesting of these curios
is a spear with a poisoned ar-
row head, which is tne most ef-
fective of all the weapons used by the
inhabitants of the “land of the midnight
sun,” The spear entire is about five
feet long. It is made of wood, mounted
with bone, in which are. finely carved
all the fantastic designs characteristic
ot the Esquimaux in this line of work,
The arrow 18 made in three pieces, two
parts wood and the third, which is the
head, of bone dipped in poison, The
three pieces are held together by a
leather thong, but with & shght move-
ment of the hand these can be disen-
gaged, leaving the head, when it strikes
the animal, curved in its body in such
manner that it is impossible to disengage
it without cutting the skin,

When the weapon i¢ used on whale,
seal, or other wuter animals a floater,
made of the bladder of a seal, is at-
tached to the end of the spear, so that
the hunter may trace iw course and
locate his game. The Esquimaux have
a peculiar way of *shooting” this
weapon, The hunter holds in his right
hand, high above his head,:a short
stick or “gun,” with a notch near the
top, where the end of the spear fits
sougly, Taking aim at his game, he
moves his right hand swiftly forward,
propelling the spear with lightning
speed, and invariably with unerring
aim at the mark, Instances have been
recorded where a hunter brought down
his game at fifty yards, and one or two
Alaska story tellers, who have no fear
of being discredited by the rising
generation, say that animals have been
slain at 100 yards distance. But all
agree that the average Esquimaux is a
marksman who pever fails to hit his
mark, and who, when so disposed, al-
ways provides plenty for his family
with his primitive weapons, Sometimes
to this spear is attached a rope of
leather, one end of which is securely
fastened to the hunter’s arm, so that he
may keep hold of his game, But this is
only done on short-distance shots.

A weapon used in hunting birds is a
tripod-shaped spear, This is thrown in
the same manner as the poisoned spear.
The hunter sneaks within distance of
his cgvey of ptarmigan or other birds,
and kets fly his weapon, If he be lucky
three\birds are the reward of his skill’;
if not, one or two. The ingpectors have
weapons of the above kinds of several
sizes, but all used for the same purpose,

« Among the other articles are a belt
and a pair of leggins fine’ ' srnamented
with beads, made and worn by the Es-
quimaux, and which they sell to curio
seekers for §25 ; also a water bag, made
of sealskin, a lariat, and several varie-
ties of the well-known harpoon,

Next to the weapons, the skull of a
Palouse Indian woman commands at-
tention, for several reasons. The prin-
cipal one is because her skull is shaped
w{wlly unlike that of the common Pal-
ouse, and it is thought thas she was a
person of high birth, From the earliesi
time in the recollection of the oldest in-
babitant—who is still in existence—the
Palouse Indians bave continued the
habit of their forefathers of flattening
the rear part of the cranium of their
female children of low birth, This was
done so that they might be distinguish-
ed from the high-born native, - This
woman had a full black head, but a low

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What is ‘““Best Usage” l’ Pronunciation?

No one wéuld contend that one pro
nunciation is precisely as good as
another, and that by taking thought
thereto mothing worth while is to be
gained, Still 1t is true that even *‘the
best usage,” to which in all the discus-
sions so elaborate a deference is paid is
best mainly by convention, The only
rational perfection in pronunciation is
an exact correspondence between sounds
and the printed symbols of them, But
does “‘the best usage” strive for that
much more consciously or conscientious-
ly than any other usage? That it does
in the main come nearer to that than
other usages come, is an accident ; the
accident of birth and life in conditions
that favor delicacy of the vocal organs
and a nice employment of them,

The human propensity to hold 1n espe-
cial grace one's own possessions and
performances has to be in some measure
acceded to, But it is safer when exer-
cised=with a little imagination, You
shall learn very little of men's hearts
through orthoepy, and so very little of
their essential refinement, and not much
more of their intellectual powers and
acquirements, To consent that some
usage shall be the best, and conform
thereto as far as we can without too
manifest a self-restraint, may be very
important, But with uniformity carried
no farther than at present it is, and with
chauce playing through the whole affair
in the most tricksy manner, for any of
us to vaunt his own as a sure mark of
good breeding is to take it altogether
too seriously,—From *The Point of
View,” in the April Scribner,

Mental Apathy,

The vivid consciousness of life is often
lost in its monotony, Nature, art and
books, delights that should make the
pulses bound fail to stimulate the mind,
and the man becomes merged in the
machina, The routine work of the day
fills its hours, and we are content that 1t
should do so. . In some respects indeed
official restraint is anadvantage, Words-
worth found it good as a poet to be
confined within the narrow limits of
the sonnet, and we who are not
poets gain probably no slight advantage
from having some hours of the day em-
ployed on work which babit has made
mechanical, But in such cases the dan-
ger of intellectual stagnation must be
carefully avoided, I believe that men
and women often grow stupid from
sl:eer indolence.

Issue Debentures and Go Ahead With
Public Works—The Wrong Time to
Talk Economy-—Give Mechanics and
Laborers Work and Lots of It,

Strong and willing hands are unable to
find work in this city, Why? Because
we have come to the conclusion at this late
time that “‘economy” is the word. We
opened miles of streets, laid miles of
asphalt and block paving, 'put in miles of
sewers and built miles of houses, but after
summing up the large amount of money ex-
Wnded decided to quit. Is this logical?

ould it be against common sense to con-
clude that if there was a building on every
lot inside the city and every building dccu-

ied we could better afford t6 pay twenty-
ive mills tax than to pay ten now? Then
we would receive & benefit from the money
expended, How can this be accomplished?
Surely not by the economy policy we are
now pursuing. Cast it aside and let us
issue debentures for, say twenty or twenty-
five million dollars. Start work on Ash-
bridge’s Bay—build the trunk sewer—
asphalt every street and lane in the city,
bring the water from lake Simcoe, bonus
new factories, open smelting works, convert
the sand desert across the bay into another
Coney Island, take taxes off all factories,
encourage enterprising merchants by a land
tax, build the Georgian Bay Canal and an
elevated railroad, open more parks through-
out the city, purchase another Zoo and have
a carnival every summer; in a word, spend
the twenty or twenty-five million eomplet-
ing the work already more than half fin-
ished, It is as suicidal now to talk econ-
omy as it would be for guinane brothers,
two fourteen yonge-street, to think of not
finishing tneir palatial shoe house, already
mora than three parts completed. In their
case they find the cost has been more than
three times what they expected and means
to them thousands .of dollars more than
they were prepared to expend. But now
they have the room and the stock, so that
the return is bound to come. Where they
could only accommodate hundreds they
can now accommodate thousands, and in-
stead of a fifty thousand dollar stock they

now carry a hundred and fifty thousand, |

And just as the larger the quantities they
buy the lower the prices of the goods, and
the more goods they sell the lower the
margin of profit. So the more buildings
we have in the city the lower the individual
assessment, and the larger the population
the lower the tax per capita.

Riohardson, the Dresden Wife.Siayer,
Yound Guilty of Manslaughter,

CuArnam, Ont., April 11.—H. Richard-
son of Dresden, charged with the murder of
his wife, was tried here to-day. The evi-
dence showed that rumors had been cireu-
lated in the neighbornood that Mrs.

fell, then kicked her to death.

The jury brought m a verdict of man-
slaughter and a sentenco of imprisonment
for life was imposed.

Brazilian Refugees Recaptared,

Moxre Vioeo, April 11,—When the
Brazilian refugees escaped last Sunday
from the Portuguese warships at Buenos
Ayres it was confidently expected Admiral
Da Gama would be among them. It now
turns out, however, that Da Gama refused
to leave the Mindello.

The Albuquerque pursued one of the
rescuing vessels, the Carbonero, an Argen-
tine craft, and by force of arms took from
her 230 of the escaped Brazilian refugees.

‘The
mass of facts’is against the pages and ink of
the theorists. And so we must
Jeave the issue. Mr. McCarthy
did mot face the question . of
revenue and he did not show wherein it
was impossible for us to become a great
manufacturing as well as a great agricul-
tural community. The facts here also are
against him. Canada is going ahead. We
are creating new industries, and the people
when they are called on sagain to
vote, farmers included, will vote for
the national system of protection. In
every way our people have made immense
strides, and we are now recognized as a
great national factor on this continent, and
are likely in the future to meet with still
greater recognition, Mr. McCarthy is
arguing a brief which rests on bad law, and
all the facts are against him,

He Will Be Exposed Later On.

Mr. Tait is trying hard to excuse his con-
duct before the Private Bills Committee
when the definition of the word “citizen”
was under discussion. Ho sent a lotter to
the Trgdes and Labor Council, he spoke on
the subject at the Young Liberals’ banquet.
Yesterday the exigencies of the case de-
manded a column editorial in The Globe.
The Globe leaves Mr, Tait as deep in the
mire as ever. It openly admits that Mr.
Tuit voted in favor of limiting the term
“éostizen” to those on the maunicipal list.
He voted that the 15,000 manhood voters
of Toronto are mot citizens of Toronto.
The Globe’s argument goes so far as to say
that Mr. Tait holds this opinion to-day.
Mr. Tait is one of the members for Toronvo.
He was elected by the vote of those whom
he held were not citizens of Toronto. He
denied these young men the privi-
lege of deciding a question which af-
fected their own personal liberty. And
in & committee of forty members
thirty-three who had no interest whatever
in this constituency voted in favor of the
young men, Only seven voted on the
same side as Mr. Tait. The members fr om
the eastern and western partsof the province
voted in favor of the young men of To-
ronto. Mr. Tait, their own representative,
voted against them. But this is not alL
When the proper time arrives evidence
will be forthcoming to show that Mr. Taiv
was much more aggressive than this in his
opposition to Toronto’s manhood voters,

Let the Investigation Be Thorough,
Ald. Bailey ought to make the scope of
his gas committee as comprehensive as
. possible, If ho takes this matter in hand
in earnest he will effect something for
which the citizens will thank him. —First
of all, he should, advertise in the papers
inviting eitizens to attend in person or fo
send in written statements as to complaints
or suggestions they may have. Another
point the committee should give attention
to is the elucidation of facts to show the
cost of the manufacture and distribution of
gss. In regard to this branch of the case
we recommend the committee to write to
the civic authorities of Cleveland. In that
city there are two or thres gas.companies,
and they are compelled by law to charge
not more than 80 cents per 1000 feet. Not
only is thecharge placed at this comparative-
ly low figure, but the companies have to re-
fund a certain’ percentage of their receipts
to the city. The percentage refunded is
such that the net amount received by the
companies is about seventy-three cents por
thousand feet. If Ald. Bailey will give
some attention to this branch of the case he
will be able to prove to the people of To-
ronto that the Consumers’ Gas Company,
which has a monopoly of the whole Toronio
business, can afford to sell gas as cheaply as
the several companies of Cleveland. We
trust that Ald. Bailey will at once write to
the Cleveland authorities for full informa-
tion. Or better still, one or more repre-
sentatives of the city should go to Cleve-
land and get the particulars. What has
_ been done in Cleveland can bedone in Toron-
to. We ought to pay no more than 75 cents
per thousand for gas. The Consumers’ Gag
Company has a monopoly of all our business.
Having entrusted them with such mono-
poly we surely have gomething to say as to
the price that company will be allowed to
charge us. 1f the committee will prove the
company can sell gas at 75 conts and still
pay 10 per cent. dividends it will have won
half the battle of comipelling the company
to reduce its price.
A Radial Electrie System For Toronto.
The Grand Trunk Railway, instead of
opposing electric railways, ought to take a
hand in their extension, Mr. Wragge has
» fine opportunity of extending the Grand
runk’s business in and about Toronto by
using as many of the trolley roads as he can
as feeders of the Grand Trunk system. It
already possesses facilities for handling the
business of all the suburban_lines in the
neighborhood of Toronto, The Belt line
that was constructed thréo years sgo would
make the hub of a perfect radial electric

\

system. Kvery suburban line out of To-
ronto must cross the G.T.R. Belt line at
some point or other. The Grand Tronk
ought to equip its Belt line with the elec-
tric system and bring into the city
the . freight business, and passenger

%0 | business, too,:of all the suburban lines.

At present the Belt line is a failure. By
establishing relations with the suburban
lines the Grand Trunk could soon create an
immense freight traffic over this unprddue-
tive portion of its line. Milk, butter,
poultry, vegetables, farm produce of all
kinds could be brought to the City Hall
Market, to s market in Parkdale, to an-
other near the Don; or anywhere else that
would be convenient for distribution. 1f
the Grand Trunk wero to_push this busi-
ness it could soon completely alter the
method of bringing farm produce into the
city. It is in & position to force the farm-
ers to send their products to market by
rail, instead of by wagon. The radial elec-
tric system that Hamilton talks about has
no such feature as the Grand Trunk is able
to introduce in copnection with Toronto’s
Radial system.

The .Lancashire Kight-Hour Experiment,

A practical test of employing workmen
eight , instead of nine hours & day has just
been made by the proprietors of the Salford
Iron Works, Lancashire, England, The test
covered a period of one year, and both em~
ployers and employes are satisfled with re-
sults, The latter have received the same
wages es previously in addition to gaining
an extrs hour daily for themselves. The
proprietors, on the other band, claim that
their staff of twelve hundred men turned
out'a larger product for the year in which
they worked eight hoursa day than they
did in any previous yoar working
nine hours a day. Facts of this kind
will do more to advance the cause
of shorter hours than any amount of theory
that comes [from the penor lips of pro-
fessional agitators, The value of all labor
should be based on the results producod more
than upon the time spent in attaming these
results. The experiment in question proves
that under proper encouragement men will
do as much work in eight hours as they
otherwise would'in nine, As the eight-hour
system encourages and promotes fndustry on
the part of the men 80 higher wages hasa
tendency to elevats the workman and cause
him to .exercise more skill and ingenu-
ity in the work he bhas in
hand, Wages and hours of labor
should be adjusted so as to bring out the
workman’s best efforts both of mind and
body. Shborter hours and higher wages have
each a tendenoy in this direction. Accord-
ing to American idens of /decent wages the
pay that English workmen receive will stand
a good deal of increase. Mr. Cramp, the
American shipbuilder, in| an article in the
April number “of The |North American
Review submits a table of wages in England
and the United States, The American rate
is from 60 te 100 per cent, higher in the
twenty trades connected with shipbuilding.
Machinists in-England get £3.50, and in the
United States $15; pattern makers $9, as
against $18; laborers §4.20, as against §8 to
$0, and so on all through the list.
The wages of unskilled laborers in
inglend contrasts very strongly with
the wages of the same kind of work-
men in this city and country. Men
working on Canadisn farms for the year
round get about as much as Eoglish laborers
in addition to their maintenance, In Toron-
to they receive just about double as much as
in Eopglish cities, The ,eight-hour 4 day
ought to have a salu tary effect upon the
Lancashire workmen, The men have sixteen
hours a day in which they are their own
masters, This leaves them eight hours daily
for recreation and improvement and eight
bours for sleep. If they only received o
little more wages the eight-hours-a-day
Salford workmen would occupy an env iable
position,

An Koglish Oonfederation in South Afrien,

According to The New York Sun a deadly
struggle is going on between England and
the United States for commercial preponder-
ance and for the primacy of the Foglish-
speaking race, “England must be broken
down” lies at the root of all patriotic and
far-sighted American statecrafy, says The
Sun, In\ spite of its assertion that Great
Britain is condemned to ignominious decay,
the Empire goes along in the even tenor of
its ways, maintsining its supremacy in every
quarter of the globe. The latest Imperial
acquisition is Pondoland, the annexation of
which has been effected without the firing of
ashot, Pondoland is o small district on the
eastern coast of Africa, immediately south-
west of the British colony of Natal. Itis
noted for its picturesque scenery and great
fertility,

Promier Rhodes' ambitious dream of a
Upited South Africa bids fair to .soon be
realized, The chiof obstacles remaining in
the way of the consummation of the scheme
are those two remnants of Dutch supremacy
at the Cape—the Orange Free State and the

KING KABAREGA OF UNYORO PUT
T0 ROUT,

P

Major Owen Commanding the Br itish
Enst Africa Company’s Forces Defents
the King After a Fight Lasting Three
Hours—Fifty Dend Left on the Fleld
of Battle,

Loxpox, April 11,—The Government is
in receipt ot information from Uganda,
dated Dec..7, thatfthe forces of King Kaba-
rega of Unyoro had been attacked by the
forces of the British Fast Africa Company,
commanded by Major Owen, and defeated
after threcihours’ fight. Kabarega's forces
were routed and left 50 dead behind.

Kabarega is the most powerful ruler in
the African lake regions. His country,
Unyoro, is north of Uganda, and extends
west to Albert Nyanza oo whose shores
Kabarega has important salt mines and
other interests, Tuere are at least 500,000
people, and perhaps more, under his absolnte
control, Sir Samuel Daker was the first to
introduce Kabarega, then a young man, t0
notice, Baker thought Kabaregs was &
pice sort of a fellow, but later travelers
formed a very different opinion. In fact,
after a number of white men had visited
his country, Kabarega began o be suspicious
of them, Ho feared that they intended to
rob bim of his throne, His white visitors
found that they could Dot depend on what
he said. He was particularly mistrustful of
Emin Pasba, whose equatorial province ad-
joined his country. It was a long time,
however, before the King showed any open
hostility.

Unyoro is the only region anywhere ' near
Uganda which the kings of that once power-
ful conntry were never able to subdue, Long
and bloody have been the wars between
Uganda and Unyoro. When the Arab trad-
ers were driven out of Uganda a few years
ago they took refuge with Kabarega, and
his forces have supplemented the Arabs
several timos since then in giving battle to
Mwanga. Kabarega has also been very ac-
tive in recen;,{years in raiding far and wide
for slaves. o bas sent his slave-catching

arties far southwest into the region between

’ictorin Nyanza and Lake Albert Edward,
which he has almost depopulated, It was
to put an end to this nefarious busi-
ness, and also to protect the north-
ern frontier of Uganda,that Captain Lugard
over two years ago established a chain of
forts to prevent Kabarega from raiding
south of his own territory. These forts were
manned chiefly with Emin Pasha’s old
soldiers, who after Stanley took their chief
away spent several years quarrelling with
one another, and were very giand when
Lugard went to Albert Nyanza, enlisted
them all and took them, ncluding their
wives and children, about 10,000 in number,
down into Uganda, distributing them at the
various strongholds the British established
ip that country.

These are the forts that have excited the
well-grounded fears of Kabarega, The Nu-
bian soldfers referred toin the above despatch
are these old soldiers of Emin Pasha, Kaba-
rega bas mavy hundreds of firearms, but the
weapons of the British troops are of far better
quality, and the British will probably make
stiort work of the famous King of Unyoro,

DISSATISFACTION AT NIAGARA.

Bitterness At the Park Commissioners
Leasing Privileges.

Nircars Faris, Argril 11,—The an-
nouncement that the' Niagara Falls Park
and River Railroad Company would pay
the Park Commission $10,000 a year rental
for the privilege of -building an operating
its new incline railway was not a surprise
to those interested in the matter in_any
way. This source of income to the Park
commission is the cause of no end of bitter-
ness among those who were in business in
the park before the Oatario Government
took charge of it, and who sold out on the
ground that it would be used solely for
park purposes. Many of the valuable
business sites in the park have been let at
big rentals by the commissioners, and those
who originally owned the places have the
pleasure of seeing the sites built up by
years of industry by them enjoyed by others
after they sold out, Many of the
former property-owners there, as soon as
they were bought up, removed across the
river, and, strange to say, the majority of
the present tenants of the old places are
from the U.S.

There has been talk of legal proceedings
being taken against the park commissioners
for their action in this matter, but thus far
nothing definite has been done.

Bronson rose to a question of privilege,
stating that copies 0(1 The Ottawa Evening
Journal had been sent to members of the
committee, which contained an article to
the effect that the Private Bills Committee
was “the catspaw for expert electric
Jobbyists” and that no help need be ex-
pected from Mr, Bronson, as he was one
bf the largast holders of Standard Kiectric
Light Company’s stock. That was equiva-
lent to asserting that he was there to pro-
test private interests contrary to his obli-
gations to the public.  Though he had &
small interest in one company he had not
wllowed it to influence him in any way.
Were it true that he had made his duties
subscrvient to his interests he would not
be entitled to sit either in the committee
or in the House.

City Solicitor McTavish of Ottawa asked
for an amendment to the first clause of the
bill respecting the city of Ottawa so as to
make it clear that in giving the city power
to produce, manufacture, use and supply
electricity, in accord with the Municipal
Lighting and Heating Act, they were not to
be narrowed down in their powers to the
scope of that act, but were to be permitied
to furnish electricity for motive and other
purposes,  After much discassion as to
the precise form the amendment should
take a clause was framed embodying the
change sought.

10 the Joint Stock Companies’ Act provid-
ing that the only penalty attached to the
non-payment of calls on mining stock be
the forfeiture of the amounts paid, and
fuvoring Government aid in the ~develop-
ment of mineral resources, Messrs., Con-
mee, Harty, hingsmill and Clark were the
principal spokesmen of the deputation, who
received a sympathetic hearing.
