Ontario Board of Health 18 Trying to
Purify Cheese Factories,

Toronto, Ont. July 5.—Dr, C, A.
Hodgetts, secretary of the provincial
board of health, is making arrangements
to install at one or two representative
cheese factories, septic tanks and any
other appliances found necessary for the
disposal of sewage. “This subject has
theretofore received very little attention
from a scientific standpoint, and the ne-
cessity for better provision for the dispos-
al of sewage is becoming more and more
apparent. The cost will not be great,
and it is expected that the department of
agriculture in conjunction with the pro-
vincial board of health will be prepared
later in the season to make some definite
recommedations as to the most suitable
methods for the disposal of factory sew-
age,

Contracts Hold.

That farmers must live up to the terms
of their contracts with canning concerns
was decided firmly by Vice-Chancellor
Leaming, of Camden, N. J., May 7. The
case under consideration was that of Cur-
tis Bros. Co. which had a cannery at
Woodstown, against Jas. E. Gattis and
others, farmers, who had made contracts
to deliver their entire output of tomatoes
to the Company at a stipulated price. It
is alleged that the contracts were broken
by the farmers, who sold their product to
outside buyers when the price of the
vegetable advanced under sharp com-
petion.

In deciding that the farmers must
abide by the terms of their contracts, the
vice-chancellor said that if necessary a
receiver could be appointed to harvest the
cropand deliver it to the company which
had contracted for it.—American Grocer.

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Ontario Flour Wheat.

In view of the-fact that the freight
rate to Montreal from Manitoba is as
low as it is to Ontario points, the suc-
gess of the efforts of the Ontario mil-
Jers to capture the market of the Mar-
itime Provinces are nothing shorv of
phenomenal.

The farmers of Ontario have lost
heavily in the decline in the demand
for Ontario wheat, which has resulted
not only in lower prices for fall wheat
but in the present era of high prices
for bran and shorts. Farmers and
stockmen need hardly blame the mill-
ers for these conditions when agricul-
turists contribute to Western pros-
perity by buying Manitoba instead of
Ontario blended flour when they pur-
chase the family groceries at'the gen-
eral store. Even in those districts
where wheat remains a staple, 1t is no
uncommon sight to see the man who
has hauled his own wheat to the mill
jogging back with a barrel or bag
bearing some well-known Waestern
*brand.

The people of Ontario have taken
‘Western flour partly on its merits as
a ‘strong” flour, and partly asa re-
ault of the vlamor of the Great West,
which has been so well advertised
throughont the old and long settled
parts of Uanada. dn spite of the vo-
gue of the flour made from the spring
swheat of the West, it is an indisput-
able fact that the flavor of the Ontario
flour is very much superior. If
enough Western wHeat is added to
bring up the proportion of gluten, the
resultant blend is much superior to
either the Manitoba or Ontario flour.
The bread is nourishing and has all
the delicate flavor of the Ontario
wheat, It is with Ontario blended
flour that Ontarie millers have captur-
-ed the Maritime market, to the mutual
advantage of the millers and the farm-
«ers of this province.

The increased market for Ontario
flour is a matter of vital interest to
farmers all over the province ; it offers
an incentive to wheat growers and
will enable stockmen to procure feed
at living prices. The purchase of
blended flour for home use will help
create a demand for the new flour
right here in Ontario, and will mean
&n enlarged market for Ontario wheat.

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A Great Year for Fish.

Cleveland, Ohio, July 8.—For the past
decade there has been a general falling
off in the quantity of fish caught in the
Great Lakes. This year, however, the
nets of the fishing companies all along
the chain of lakes have
variably overrunning with fish when lift-
ed.

000,000 pounds annually, of which Lake
Erie produced over half.

Explbsxon at Petrolea.

Petrolea, July 7.—People who were en-
joying a quiet “Sunday afternoon rest
were considerably startled this afternoon
shortly after 3 o’clock, when a terrible
explosion took place. The whole town
was shaken and many windows were
shattered.

Upon investigation it was discovered
that the building at the Bradley nitro-
glycerine works had been completely
wrecked., The building is located about
a mile north of the town. The manager
stated that in the building which was
wrecked only a very small quantity of the
explosive could have been present.

Within less than a hundred yards of
the building were two magazines, each
containing several hundred quarts of
nitro-gly®¥rine. How they escaped de-
struction is at present unknown, but had
the glycerine stored in them exploded the
effect would have been ‘disastrous.

Education Department May Inaug-
urate Campaign Against
Tuaberculosis.

Toronto, July 6.—1It is stated that the
Provincial Govertfment will ask Mr. A.
U. Colquhowsr; M. A,,. L. L. D. deputy
minister (}f education, to represent On-
tario at the international congress on hy-
giene, to be held at the University of
London, London, England, next month.

It is believed that the proceedings at
this congress will have an important
bearing on the framing of certain features
of the new educational policy for the
Ontario public schoals.

Next year it is understood to be the
intention - of the education department
to apply itself to the general improve-
ment of hygenic ‘conditions in the pub-
lic and separate schools, The step
was foreshadowed by the minister him-
self in an interview some weeks ago,
when he indicted that a special campaign
was in preparation against the inroads of
the great white plague. Further, it is
the intention to include in the series of
new text books now in preparation spec-
ial articles dealing with the prevention
and treatment of tuberculosis and other
contagious diseases.

It is believed that Mr. Colquhoun may
lay before the international congress
somie of the plans that the Ontario de-
partment has in view, and solicit con-
sideration and advice upon them,

Among the matters which will likely
be considered in relation to Ontario’s
schools are: Methods for the first and
subsequent medical examinations of
school children; school work in its re-
lation to the duration of lessons, the se-
quence of subjects and the season of the
year ; the school in its relation to tub-
erculosts ; the lighting and ventilating of
class rooms.

‘““The most jmportant factor in the
educational work of our Province is the
health of its people,’’ said Hon. Dr, Pyne,
“‘and in as far as it 18 _in our power we
purpose to give it every possible attention
i our schapls.”

It was the intention of the Minister of
Education, as a medical man, to have at-
tended this interpational conference him-
self, but be has found that it will be im-
possible for him to leave Canada this
year, As aresult, Mr. Colquhoun, who
is closely in touch with the Government
plans in this. connection, and who has
given the subject extensive consideration,
will be asked to represeat Ontario,

It is expected that Mr. Colquhoun:

will leave Toronto next Thursday, sailing
on Saturday. ’

London, July 8.—King FEdward and
Queen Alexandra,started this afternoon
tor Ireland, the second visit since their
ascension. On the way their Majesties
will spend to-morrow at Bangor, . and lay

‘the stone of the University of North

Wales, The royal yacht is awaiting the
royal party at Holyhead, and will convey
them to Kingstowa during the morning
of July 10. One of the special objects of
the King's present trip is to visit the
Dublin Exhibition,

Winnipeg, July 8.—Senator W. D. Per-
ley, the largest farmer in Saskatchewan,
who harvested ten thousand acres of
wheat last year, has issued a statement,
through the newspaper, warning farmers
of Northwestern Canada to exercise close
economy this year, He sounds a! pessi~
mistic note, and says that the crop will
be less this year by from 25 to 30 per
cent. than last year.

‘““We western tarmers have had six
years in succession of good crops and
great prosperity,” he observes, ‘‘and un-
der such circumstances 1t is quite natural
to forget that it'is possible to have poor
crops.”’
