Alvinston, Feb, 19.—The keenest inter-
est was taken by farmers from all over

hich John Wheeler, proprietor of the
he Alvinston Milling Company, was
charged by H. A. Gilroy, president of
the Lambton County Farmers’ Co-oper-
ative Association, with selling bran and
shorts at a higher price than that author-
ized by the food controller’s order.
When the case was called, Mr. Wheeler
pleaded guilty. He stated that he had
asked a higher price because of the high
quality of the bran and shorts he manu-
factured.

The seriousness of the case was pointed
out, and Mr., Wheeler was informed that
the maximum penalty provided under
the act was a fine of $1,000 and three
months in prison.

Mr. Gilroy asked that a fine of $1,000
be imposed and sentence suspended.
Magistrate Newcombe decided to im-
pose a fine of $§10 and costs, which in all
will amount to approximately $50.
Crown Prosecutor Wilson of Sarnia
conducted the case.

- The matter, it is stated, is not yet
ended, by any means. Many of the
farmers are not satisfled, and may urge
that the case be carried to other courts,
in the hope that a heavier penalty be
imposed.

“*That we, the members of the Legis-
lative Assembly of Ontario, individually
and as a body, hereby reaffirm our belief
in the righteousness of the cause for
which Great Britain and the allies are
fighting, and place on record our
approval and endorsation of the clear,
courageous, and moderate statement of
our war aims recently made by his
Majesty’s Government. We are convin-
ced that only by the realization of the
allies’ aim of peace based on the princi-
ples of freedom, justice and respect for
international law, can our-enemies’ un-
scrupulous and brutal attempt at domin-
ation be trustrated, and the future of
civilization assured, We desire to ex-
press our heartfelt appreciation of the
matchless courage and patriotism, and
historic military achievements, of our
Canadian Overseas Forces on the field
ot battle. We rejoice to know that
during the past year they have taken
every objective from the enemy for
which they started, and have not had
a single reverse. In the hard-fought
battles of Vimy Ridge, Fresnoy, Hill 70,
and Passchendaele, Canadian soldiers
have won imperishable glory. We
gladly testify that the victories won by
our heroic sons, their irresistible valour
in attack, their unfaltering tenacity.in
defence, and their cheerful endurance ot

It is a terrible sight when helpless
women and children, utterly desti-
tute, are herded together and driven
into France.”

Near by a French
chaplain, a Catholic priest, was min-
istering to one of his own creed.
He came from the lost provinces
and spoke the language of the enemy
as well as his own. Softly he turn-
to the bedside of the dying prisoner,
and, kneeling beside it, translated
into his tongue the words of comfort
spoken by the Protestant colleague.

Carrying Water for Soldiers

One of -the jobs of soldiers during
a hot battle which requires more
than ordinary courage is carrying
water from the rear to the men in
the front line trenches. Water is
consequently served. to the men,
whose throats become parched by
fumes of bursting shells. The tide
of battle sometimes depends upon
the water carriers. Innumerable ob-
| stacles must be overcome by the
soldiers’ assigned to this task.
Whenever possible they walk through
the_ communicating trenches, 'but
often they are compelled to go into
the open, stumbling over the fallen
comrades, floundering through mud
and .shell craters and running
through the enemy’s barrage fire as

Fish in Ontario.

Ontario Government fresh-water
fish will continue to be supplied dur-
ing the winter months, although the
volume may slightly decrease. Plans
have been formulated for winter
fishing operations on TLakes Nipis-
sing, Nipigon, and Simcoe, and
other waters will be taken over for
Government control if necessary. In
fishing through the ice gill nets on a
rope extending through two holes
are employed. As the net is drawn
in the fish are taken off, and the net
is returned with the rope through
the other hole.

If supplies cannot be increased,
and a smaller volume of fish during
the winter cannot be avoided, the
Ontario Government has plans un-
der way for operations on a much
larger scale in the spring. It may be
expected that the Government
scheme will but reach its normal
state next summer. It is proposed
that fishing operations shall be con-
ducted on an increased scale in the
jnland waters, and that the Govern-
ment shall take over ¢ontrol of Can-
adian fishing on international
waters.

The Government fish is cut open
and gutted, while the head is left on
in some cases. All Government fish
whiech weigh more than eight pounds
have their heads off. Evidence of
the quality of the fish shipments ap-
pears in th® recent receipt of a 26~
pound ‘trout from the inland lakes.
This weight was taken after the fish
bad been gutted and its head re-
moved. - :

The Canadian food controller
states that an energetic campaign-to
popularize fish is contemplated. The
present plan embraces only the Prov-
fnce of Quebec and extensive adver-
tising will be done with the idea of
materially increasing the consump-
tion of fish. Should the campaign
prove effective in this provinee, it is
probable that it will be enlarged to
take in the other provinces of the
Dominion. *

Spruce Beer.

The fishermen of Newfoundland,
Labrador, and the Gulf of St. Law-
rence drink large quantities of
spruce beer; it is considered an ad-
mirable corrective of their diet,
which consists principally of fat
pork and salt fish. The process of
making it is simple. A few black
spruce-branches are chopped into
small pieces and put into a pot con-
taining six or eight gallons of water
and boiled for several hours. The
liquor is then strained and put into
a cask that will contain eighteen gal-
lons. Molasses is added in the pro-
portion of one gallon teo eighteen
gallons; a pint of the grounds of the
last brewing and a few hops, if at
hand, are also put in, and the cask,
filled up with cold water, is left to
ferment. In twenty-four hours it
becomes fit for use.

Dying Soldier Cast Vote,

A Paris cable to The Mail and
Empire, Toronto, tells two anecdotes
of the voting in France.

A pathetic incident was the casting
of a vote by a dying man at a base
hospital. He was unable to use his
hands, but retained a clear intellect,
and gave instructions as follows:

“Please mark it so that these
fellows (referring to the Opposi-
tion) will get a black eye.” Shortly
afterward he expired.

On the ludicrous side there was
the instance of a well known cavalry
unit. They got into a tight corner
in the recent fighting and were bat-
tling against heavy odds, when the
first message to reach them was the
instructions from the polling officei.

Japan’s Colonial Policy.

Korea is the largest of Japan's
colonies, and since its acquirement
the same policy of assimilation has
been pursued that has worked so
well in Formosa. It is a colonial
policy wholly original with the Jap-
anese, and the chief publicists of the
Empire thinks it much superior to
French and British methods. In
Korea natives have been appointed
to important posts of honor, schools
have been erected and competent
teachers supplied. Sanitation has
been introduced into all the cities;
street railways have been laid down
in Seoul and modern hotels have been,
built in the large cities, Loyalty is

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Care of Returned Soldiers

London Free Press:—Returning
soldiers are being discharged, in
some cases at least before they have
had a sufficient opportunity to find
a place in civil life. A small sum of
money is given them at their dis-
charge and they must then shift for
fhemselves. The severe mental and
physical strain through which they
have passed often makes it impos-
sible for them to quickly fit them-
selves into the positions opening
ffor them. Again, there are men be-
ing discharged from the service who
find it impossible to secure employ-
ment to which they are adapted.
This is a condition which ought noti
%o exist. The medical boards should
definitely assure themselves that
returned men are really in a condition
$o resume their place in ecivil life
before recommending their discharge
and the military authorities should
go further and retain all such men
at least for a reasonable period until
smployment can be found for them.

splendid exotic life. The stream has
caught on its top current parts of this
life, and as he studies it, keenly and
with knowledge, as it swiftly goes by
him, he is able to form in his mind
Just what the life of that special
Jungle is. Fauna and flora go by, an
opossum with its young, a peculiar
kind of snake on 8 log, bits of wood
that explain the tree growth, birds
that have been caught In branches and
cannot extricate themselves. On, on
goes the colorful stream, rushing past
the flat mud bank and explaining te
the zoologist and ornithologist the en-
tire life and peksonality of the seurce
from which all these things come.

It 1s thus in fashions. All the tu-
mult, the revolt, the color, the per-
conality and the life of a country flow
by in this gemi-annual stream of
clothes that are symbols of their
sources.

the Chinese sleeve which is roemy
enough for all the juggling we care
to do; there Is the tight sleeve of the
Directoire that fits into an oversnug
armhole and stretches to the knuckles
of the hand; there is the Itallan
sleeve that begins in an armhole that

18 nearly at the elbow and widens

itself out in order that it may drop in
cloaklike folds to the wrist, where it
is caught into & band of white velvet
or cloth.

There is the sleeve that is slashed
from armhole to wrist, as Marguerite
and PFaust wore it, and there is the
Oriental sleeve that is formed from

the front edge of a cape and confined
to the arm with a bracelet of tulle or
Jewels.

Another sleeve is merely a brassard
and, of course, it is on an evening
gown. There are sgleeves taken from
the church, from comic opera, from
‘the Round Table, from Wagnerian leg-
ends, from the days of Dante and, one
might almost add, from the Sultan of
Sulwe. There are sleeves that are noth-
ing but arm bands above and below
the elbow, to which are caught swing-
ing folds of colored tulle.

Possibly the one garment which the
sleeve-mad designers have left un-
touched in their wild orgy of design-
ing is the street coat which is part of
a conventional tallored suit. All sorts
of liberties are taken with sleeves in
top coats, because this garment has
reached so high on the ladder of fash-
fon that it gets a whack of originality
from every designer who wants to
play with the garment in either a com-
mereial or artistiec way.

The short strect coat, however, re-
mains conventional. So little has been
done with this garment in the line
of originality that we begin to believe
that the French influence dominates
even in this line of American costum-
ery. Paris,’as you remember, insisted
that she could de little with the coat
suit because her tailors were wielding
hand grenades instead of scissors.

Variety In Armholes.

It IS not possible te deal with
sleeves, In detnil or In mass, without
taking the armhole Into serious con-
sideration. The tailors and dressmak-
ers talk in an Interesting manner
about this alleged minor part of the
costume. It is a pity, one might say
In passing, that there are any cutters
and fitters who treat it as a minor
consideration, for the average woman
knows that the skill or awkwardness
in cutting an armhole makes or mars
the fit of the frock and her individual
comfort.,

There are few people who can re-
strain their tempers when the subject
of armholes is mentioned, because the
extraordinary deficiency of talent in
this particular line of dressmaking
reaches out into the daily lives of thoue
sands. \ Let us hope that the cutters
of this winter will have learned more
than they knew last winter, if they
are going to attempt a dozen Instead
of two varieties.

There is the tight Directoire arme-
bhole that hugs the skin so that the
fronts of the coat or bodice must be
perfectly adjusted In order that they
will not rise in waves about the neck.

There is the long, loose Chinese arm-
hole which demands a certain lack of
contour in the bodice or jacket.

There is the pear-shaped armhole
which extends to the waistline and
into which an elbow-length or three-
quarter sleeve is usually placed. And,
topping the list of comfortable arm-
holes, is the one that belongs to the
lining and not to the bodice,

New Type Saves Temper.

If you have had trouble with the
fit of your jackets and blouses because
of ill-cut armholes, remember that
this last type saves temper and tears.
When the sleeve is put into the arm-
hole of thee 1thing and the outer ma-
terial is allowed to drop over it, mov-
ing with security and freedom accord-
ing to the shifting of the shoulders,
then you get the best armhole that the
American tailors can achieve.

This is the kind that is now In high
fashion. It is run well over the top
of the arm and up on the lining, in
order that there may be no revealing
of the inside material when the outer
armhole swings to and fro. Some
dressmakers use a band of embroidery
or soutaching or ornamented cloth of
some kind ayer the lining from the

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“* WAR BADGES READY.

Soldiers Will Be Divided Into Four
Classes. e

The Militia Department advises
that war service badges are now
ready for issue, and recommends that
applications be semt in through Dis-
trict Headquarters without delay,

A different badge is issued for each
of the four classes, which are as
follows:

Class A—For members of the €
E. F. who have seen active service ,
at the front and are now on duty in g
Canada, or who have been honorably
retired or discharged. »

Class B—For members of tha
C. E. F. honorably retired or dis»y
charged on account of old age,

wounds, or sickness, rendering them
permanently unfit for serviece, after 2
having seen service in England or at
the front.

Class C—For members of the
C. E. F. honorably retired or dis-
charged on account of old age, ine -
Juries or sickness, rendering thems
unfit for service, after having seen
service’ in Canada.

Class D—For men who offered to
eniist prior to August 10th, 1917,
and were rejected as and still arel
medically unfit, and for members of!
the C. E. F. honorably retired or dis~
charged who are not enttiled to any,
other badge, provided that they arg
medically unfit.

With reference to the first three .
clagses the Militia Department an-
nounces that no men are eligible for
the badges who have been discharg-
ed within three months of enlist
ment, unless for disabilities caused .

Rationing in Canada

Advocates of compulsory rationifg
in Canada may not have considered
carefully what they mean by it. In
Great Britain four-fifths of the pop-
ulation is urban. These dwellers in
cities buy their provisions from week
to week or day to day at the shops,
and the system of rationing may be
managed, if it is managed at all, by
regulating the purchases. More than
half the population of Canada is
rural. It is scattered over nine
provinces, most of them three times
the size of the whole United King-
dom. It would require a larger body
of officials to administer such a sys-
fem in one province than in the
whole of England. Reports indicate
that the people of “Britain are im-
patient, not 8o much over the reduc-
ed allowance ag over the trouble and
delay in getting anything. while
those who take sufficient trouble and
time are able to elude the law. The
people of Canada would be still more
impatient if they were obliged to
stand in a long line waiting their
turn to buy meat, butter and sugar.

‘While maple sugar can be made as
it was in the early days of settle-
ment, with very simple apparatus,
the work is greatly reduced and
better products made when a mod-
ern equipment is utilized. For the
instruction of those not entirely
familiar with advanced methods, the
Publications Branch of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture at Ottawa has
issued Bulletin No. 2-B entitled
“The Maple Sugar Industry in Can-
ada.” By text and illustration it
makes very clear the operation of a
maple sugar plant. The time to tap,
the utensils to use, the refining and
handling of the product are all dealt
with. This bulletin is available for
distribution to those who apply for
it.

Entitled to the Right of Way

(From The Municipal World)

A horse-drawn vehicle must turn
to the right of the beaten*path or
roadway and permit a motor car
coming from behind to pass. Failure
to do this makes the driver of the
former vehicle guilty of negligence,
in the opinion of a jury composed
largely of farmers at Woodstock.
This verdict was reached after a trial
lasting three days. Mrs. Florence
Reid, Chemung, filed a suit against
Lant Stevens, Harvard, demanding
$5,000 damages for personal injuries
received in a runaway, caused, as
she avered, when Stevens drove his
car into her buggy when she ignored
his repeated signals to turn out and
give part of the road. As Stevens
drove past the buggy, the car
collided with the wheels of the for-
mer vehicle, the crash frightening
the horse, which ran away, throwing
the occupants of the buggv out.
Mrs. Reid received injuries which she
claims are permanent. After a hard
fought trial the jury decided in favor
of the defendant, claiming that the
plaintiff was negligent in not sur-
rendering one-half of the road. The
decision establishes an important
precedent, and one that will be of
interest to every driver, whether of
a motor car or of a horse-driven
vehicle.

It is pro-
posed that a dozen eggs should
weigh a pound and a half. If a doz-
en eggs does not weigh this amount
purchaser could demand additional
eggs, even fourteen, fifteen or sixteen.
Another change proposed is in re-
gard to the sale of ‘wood. A clause
may be put in the act fixing a cord
at 128 cubic feet, and making it an
offense to sell less than this amount
as a cord.
In order to encourage the cultiva-
tion of the back-yard gardens and
yvacant lots during the coming spring
and summer and in order to previde
a market for fresh vegetables, the
sale or use of canned vegetables may
again be prohibited in the fall of
this year as in 1917. The embargo
on the sale or use of the canned
vegetables last year was successful
in accomplishing its main purposes,
which were not only to prevent
waste of perishable foods but also
to save tin-plate, of which there is
considerable shortage. The Food
Controller’s office is prepared fto do
all in its power to encourage ocity
cultivation this year. It is hoped
and expected that market gardeners
will sow part of their lands in bread
graing.

FOOD FOR THE AGED.

Some Diet Rules For Those Who Are
Advanced In Years.

Libraries have been written on diets
for business men and actresses, but
little thought has been given what aged
people should eat. “Superintendents
of homes for the aged show absolute
ignorance of the diet that senile
changes necessitate,” writes Dr. I, L.
Nasher in the Medical Review of Re-
views,

With advancing age there is less
strength and activity. For these rea-
sons the amount of food should be di-
minished. The loss of teeth in old age
is nature’s signal that an aged person
should no longer eat meat, the only
food that meeds to be thoroughly mas-
ticated. “It is not necessary suddenly
to discontinue the use of meat, There
should be a gradual reduction, and
only the light meat of young animals
and fowl should be taken.”

There is no definitely prescribed diet
for old age, but there are a few rules
that can be followed: The total
amount of food must be diminished.
It must be thoroughly cooked and fine-
ly chopped. Vegetables containing
much cellulose should be freely used.
Foods should be given in a liquid, semi-
liquid or mush form, and dry foods
should be avoided. Foods should not
be given at shorter intervals than four
or five hours.

Birds as High Flyers,

Nowadays we read with the ut-
most .unconcern and little wonder
that the German raiders were flying
at not less than 10,000 feet, and we
know that that is by no means a re-
cord height, and that a common one
is anything between 2,000 feet and
5,000 feet above the level of the
earth.

We sometimes compare the aero-
plane to a bird, but even the swal-
lows we see.chasing each other and
shrilling on a summer evening at
what seems a great height are seldom
more than 300 feet or 400 feet high,
and the hawk winnowing the air
over a wood ready to pounce is sel-
dom more than 200 feet.. We speak
of the skylark “lost in the blue,” but
we must remember that a skylark is
about nine. inches across the wings
whilst a plane is 40 feet, and the best
lark that ever flew never mounted
more than 500 feet to 700 feet un-
less he started from the top of a hill,

When migrating, birds fly at more
considerable heights, but it is evi-
dent that it is not a great height,
seeing that large numbers of them
fly against our coastwise lights, but
swallows probably migrate at a
height of over 00 feet, and wild
swans, ducks, d geese will fly at
heights up to 2,000 feet.

The condor in his native wilds does
not give much chance to the observ-
er, but that great naturalist, Hum-
boldt, averred that he was quite
comfortable at a height of five miles,
and travelers in the Andes, who
themselves have been over 20,000
feet up the mountains, have seen
him come into sight out of the heav-
ens above their heads. So the air-
man has still something to compete
against.—Tit-Bits.

Murray Forster Writes from England

Shaftesbury Hotel,
Gt. 5t. Andrew’s"St.
London, W. C. Eng.
Jan, 14, 1918,
DEAR MOTHER AND FATHER 1—

You will see I am now on leave and
am going up to Edinburgh to-night.

Prices are terribly high here, and so |
many things are very scarce. You see
the people lined up waiting to get an
ounce or so of Margarine, They gave us
a ticket for sugar before we came on
leave which entitles us to one ounce each
per day.

You guessed right about Passchendaele.
We were there for a month and I can’t
see how we ever came out.

It was as bad and some worse than the
Somme for mud, but the mud was a help
after all for there would have been many
more casualtres without it.

You see the shells, lighting in the
deep mud, often did not detonate, or, if
they did, the pieces went straight up
without spreading. However, we had
only 9 casualties there, while the 1lth
Battery had 113 out of 204 men, We
went back to the Lens front again, where
things were much quieter,

It’s fine to be back in-a civilized
country again and makes a fellow hate to
go back to that shell-torn country, only
you've got to see the thing through.

I tell you it just made me sick at Vpres,
to see hundreds of our .own fellows and
Germaus too, churned up in the mud
together.

That country is nothing but a great
ploughed field as tar as you can see,
there 1s not a tree or a blade of grass or
avillage to be seen. Where the little
towns of St. Julien, St. Jean and others
used to be there are only a few bricks
lying around in the mud,

Ypres with its ﬁueexld Cloth Hall, is
getting more shattered daily. The people
around there are largely German, or
pro-German, and are not nearly so fine
as the French.

The Russians seem to be out of the
game for good. They are a poor lot. I
haven’t as much respect for them as for
the Germans, But the Americans will
be in, in force by sprinig. Right now the
Germans are trying to find wheré they

; v v
making air raids all along the line.
The Portugese are another useless
bunch, they need a British regiment be-
hind them to keep them in the trenches
and then they need to be in a very quiet
lace.
p Well I've been through St. Paul’s
Cathedral, the Tower, Westminster
Abbey, the King’s Stables, already, but
; wiil tell of them again.
