The decision of the Government to 
take action against Sir Montagu Al­
lan, President of the defunct Merch­
ants Bank, and against Mr. D. C. 
Maqarow, the General Manager of 
the bank, will be received with com­
mendation, not -only by the thousands 
who suffered loss through the impair­
ment of its capital, but by the people 
generally, who desire that justice in 
Canada shall be administered without 
regard to the wealth or social stand­
ing of those charged with offenses 
against the law.

The matter is now before the 
courts, and comment must cease so 
that the accused may not be prejud­
iced. It is worthy of note that the in­
formation sworn out Jpy the official 
of the Department of Finance to 
whom the case has been referred 
charged iMr. Macarow with making 
false and deceptive statements to the 
Department “wilfully”, while Sir 
Montagu Allan is charged with hav­
ing “negligently” prepared, signed 
and approved the statements in ques­
tion. In the first case, that of. wil­
fully deceiving the Department, the 
maximum penalty upon conviction is 
five years in prison. The blank official 
who negligently signs or approves 
such a statement may be sent to pris­
on for a period not exceeding three 
years. Ignorance where there should 
be knowledge is therefore not penal­
ized so heavily as deception that has 
been planned and wilfully carried 
out.—Globe.

SEED TIME AND THE OAT 
SUPPLY

The unforunate crop conditions in 
1921 in many parts of Canada, more 
especially for oats, led the Seed Pur­
chasing Commission of the Seed 
Branch at Ottawa, to hold in reserve 
considerably more than half a mil­
lion bushels of No. 1 seed oats for 
this spring’s seeding. This grain was 
stored in government interior termin­
al elevators at Calgary and Saska­
toon . Early in March about 400,000 
bushels of this grain had been dis­
posed of, a considerable proportion 
of it going to Ontario, Quebec, and 
more eastern .points. The Seed Pur­
chasing Commission supplies seed oats 
in car loads only and at the net cost 
of the re-cleaned seed. It is under­
stood that during recent months 
bankers and others have persisted in 
encouraging merchants to be cau­
tious. Reports reaching the Seed 
Commissioner indicate that seed 
merchants have been so guided by 
these precautoins as to have in many 
cases ah insufficient supply of seed 
grain to meet the full requirements. 
So much of the success of a crop de­
pends on the quality of the seed 
sown as well as the promptness of 
getting it into the ground when the 
proper seeding time arrives, that far­
mers who have not already secured 
their full requirements of seed should 
see to it without further delay.

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EAST LAMBTON s 'MEMBER

Mr. W. E. Elliott, Ottawa corrov 
fendent, writing in the Frvj Press 
Bays:

One of the surprises of December 
6 th last was the triumph of the Far­
mers’ party in East Lambton. When 
a member of the standing and per­
sonal popularity of Joseph E. Arm­
strong has worked up a Conservative 
majority from 46 in 1904 to 984 in 
1917, it comes with a bit of a shoçk 
to see a complete change of front 
come about sp suddenly. On the very 
night that Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen 
was speaking in Petrolea, December 
3, on behalf of Mr. Armstrong, local 
Progressives had the temerity to pre­
dict a majority of 1,000 for Fansher. 
They were not quite correct. The ma­
jority proved to be 1,005.

Still East Lambton has always 
been fighting ground, unlike the west 
riding of the county, which had a 
consistent Liberal record up to the 
late election. The first federal mem­
ber for the east riding, as constitut­
ed in 1882, was J. H. Fairbank, Lib­
eral. George Moncrieff, Conservative 
won the next two contests. John Fra­
ser, Liberal, went in “with Laurier” 
in 1896. O. Simmons regained the 
heat for the Conservatives in 1900, 
and J. E. Armstrong, successful in 
a bye-election in February, 1904, 
kept it there until last December.

One of the pleasant features of the 
campaign was the cordial feeling that 
existed between Armstrong and Fan- 
eher as personal friends. They met 
from time to time as they toured the 
riding, and there was never a person­
ality from the platform of either. At 
Watford, early in November, when 
Sir Henry Drayton spoke in Mr. Arm­
strong’s interests, Mr. Fansher and 
one of his lieutenants were interested 
auditors at the meeting, and after­
wards held an entirely good-natured 
argument with the then finance min­
ister in the lobby of the local hetel.

“Here is Fansher, one ef my best 
friends, out campaigning against 
me,” said Mr. Armstrong, as he in­
troduced an acquaintance to his op­
ponent.

“Well,” said Mr. Fansher, in his | 
quiet way, “ we have decided to try 
out this thing and we are going to 
see it through”.

The convention which chose Mr. 
Fansher was one of those composed 
in part of delegates from urban mun­
icipalities. Quite a number of town 
polling sub-divisions sent representa­
tives, though a great many did not, 
and although every town in the rid­
ing later gave Mr. Armstrong a ma­
jority, yet the Progressive candidate 
-did fairly well there, too. Every 
township in East Lambton, as well 
as the Village of Arkona, gave Fan­
sher a majority. On the other hand, 
Alvineton, Bothwell, Dresden, Forest, 
Oil Springs, Thamesville, Thedford 
and Watford stood by the Conserva­
tive banner, and Petrolea, Mr. Arm­
strong’s home town, gave a majority 
of 848 for Fansher to overcome.

It is only fair to conclude that, 
while East Laimbton is strongly or­
ganized, from a U. F. O. standpoint 
Mr. Fansher owes much to personal 
standing. His own township of Euph- 
emia gave him 685 votes out of 870. 
The member farms 350 acres near 
Florence—'land which has been in the 
family for four generations, since 
■Grandfather Fansher came from New 
York state as one of the first pion­
eers in Euphemia, a hundred years 
ago. As the acreage may indicate, he 
carries quite a lot of cattle, but 
claims no specialty in any line, pretty 
much the general run of mixed far­
ming, As an O.A.C, graduate, it 
may be assumed he does a good job

He has been active in the Lanfbton 
Com Growers’ Association and was 
president for three years. Naturally, 
be has been a worker in the U.F.O. 
and took part in the campaign of 
1919, when the provincial constituen­
cy elected Leslie W. Oke. Though a 
keen follower and participant in 
County affairs he has not been an 
office-holder, barring the trifling ex­
ception of Service as auditor in Eu­
phemia. Perhaps it is due to pressure 
of private and public business but it 
must be here recorded that the new 
member, though young and personal­
ly attractive, is unmarried.

Mr. Fansher is known at home as 
a good speaker, and is expeceted to 
give a good account of himself when 
he takes the floor in the House of 
Commons.

FOUR KILLED BY BOILER 
EXPLOSION

Port Huron and Sarnia Shaken and 
Much Damage Done.

Port Huron, March 26.—Four men 
were killed and the lives of scores 
of others were imperilled when the 
boiler of the Samia-Port Huron ferry 
Omar D. Conger blew up as the ves­
sel was being moved to her dock at 
2.22 this afternoon. The victims were 
all members of the ferryboat’s crew. 
The force of the explosion rocked 
the whole city, wrecking several 
buildings and causing damage esti­
mated at $300,000. The boat immed­
iately sank in a cloud of steam, and 
and now lies with a small part of her 
upper works, a mass of splinters, 
above water. A youth, who was on 
the near-by wharf, is missing, and 
pedestrians on streets adjacent were 
thrown to .the pavement when the 
blast occurred.

The 'boiler of the Conger soared 
through the deck, sailed across an in­
tervening space of 100 yards and 
practically demolished a frame house 
on Quay street, while the radiator 
was projected for a distance of 700 
feet, crashing through the side ofAhe 
frame undertaking establishment of 
A. Falk, where a funeral service was 
in progress. One of the mourners, 
Mrs. James Goddard, had her collar 
bone broken, and Mr. and Mrs. Har­
old Biddleconrbe, also mourners, re­
ceived bruises.

The house on which the boiler 
landed was soon ablaze, and the fire 
department was called. Other incip­
ient fires, caused by fallen electric 
wires in the streets adjacent to the 
explosion, were also checked. The 
police turned out at emergency 
strength and patrolled the vicinity. 
Poles were down in great number 
and crowds had to be kept from 
flocking to the ferry dock. East Wat­
er street was almost impassable for

Scores of Sarnia residents aboard 
the ferry City of Cheboygan had a 
narrow escape. At the time of the ac­
cident the City of Cheboygan was 
entering the mouth of the Black Riv­
er from Sarnia. The presence of mind 
of her officers avoided a panic as de­
bris came hurtling down all around 
the boat. Many Sarnia citizens who 
were Standing on the dock of the 
Samia-Port Huron Ferry Company 
waiting to take the ferry boat to the 
Imperial City narrowly escaped death 
and serious injury. A number were 
badly shaken up and others suffered 
considerably from shock.

It is estimated that the damage 
done altogether is about $300,000. 
The ferry company carried no insur­
ance on the boat it is believed.

The cause of the blast is a mystery. 
The boiler, it is officially stated, was 
inspected three weeks ago. The boat 
was partially burned about 20 years 
ago and rebuilt.

HANDSHAKING MENACES 
HEALTH

Ancient Custom of Hand Kissing and
Shaking by Notable, Discribed

A story comes from Lucknow 
about a veteran warrior with whom 
the Prince of Wales shook hands on 
the occasion of a review, the IndiaVi 
exclaiming, “He shook my hand. This 
hand. If only my (father could have 
lived to have known his son’s honor.” 
For royalty to shake hands would 
seem to the natives of India an un­
paralleled honor, but the young 
Prince delights in .making innovations 
wherever he goes, and we know that 
on his various voyages he has as free­
ly offered his hand as any commoner. 
Nevertheless, he found that one 
might go too far with this democratic 
saluation and when he left this con­
tinent his right hand was almost out 
of commission as a result <xf the 
hearty and continual grips of his ad­
mirers. In a dissertation upon hand­
shaking, Cunliffe Owen suggests that 
for his own protection President 
Harding and other public men, un­
duly exposed to hand-shaking, should 
wear gloves as is the custom with 
royal personages in the old world.

One New Year's Day it is said that 
Mr. Harding shook Hands with per­
haps 6,000 men, women anid children, 
and smiled through it all, though the 
physical strain must have been great. 
Not only was this a very fatiguing 
'business, but Mr. Owen thinks it was 
running a risk, and he says that the 
National American Intitute of Home­
opathists has indicated some thirty 
or forty distinct diseases which may 
be communicated by a handshake. In­
deed this body, feeling that in expos­
ing himself to indiscriminate and 
insanitary handclasps the President 
was risking his health, decided that 
when it waited upon him in a 'body, 
the members would simply bow. Later 
it was thought that this might seem 
rather an impertinence as suggesting 
to President Harding how his guests 
should he greeted, and so the mem­
bers all shook hands. So far as is 
known no harm came of it.
The King’. Way. •

Though lack of geniality Was nev­
er a characteristic of the late King 
Edward he did not freely offer his 
hand. When he did it was always 
gloved. A nod, sometimes accom­
panied by a brief smile, was consid­
ered sufficient greeting for those who 
attended his leevds, both when he 
was Prince <xf Wales and King. When 
he extended his hand it was consider­
ed a mark of particular regard. Cus­
tom demands that those who grasp 
the hand of royalty shall remove 
their own glove, for the purpose, but 
the fact that the King keeps his hand 
gloved for all prevents any exception 
being taken to royal etiquette in this 
regard.The glove serves to protect the 
sovereign from any of the numerous 
diseases which might be transmitted 
by the touch of human flesh, especial­
ly if the pores of the skin are open, 
and again since the hand of one per­
son is gloved the bare hand of the 
other can acquire no infection, nor 
even the well known King's evil. 
Hand Kissing.

Hand kissing remains in vogue.. It 
is the custom of English Cabinet 
Ministers on receiving their seals of 
office, ambassadors and plenipoten­
tiaries, high dignitaries of the Court 
and Church on their appointment to 
office, and Archbishops and Bishops 
of the Established Church when 
kneeling to do homage on their nom­
ination, to kiss the hand of the Sov­
ereign. The kissing of the Pope’s 
foot after death is an ancient obser­
vance, but for adaquate reasons was 
omitted in the case of the late Pope 
Benedict. We admit that it is With 
some effort of the imagination that 
we see Lloyd George kissing the hand 
of King George, and suppose that for 
once he has done it he has shaken the 
royal hand fifty times. Nowadays the 
kiss is reserved for the most forma! 
occasions and with the present royal 
families we presume the handshake 
is as common as with most other 
families in the realm.

It was not so with King Edward 
and still less in the days of Queen 
Victoria. The latter was extremely 
chary about permitting anyone to 
shake her hand. In M or ley’s “Life of 
Gladstone” he says that the Queen

HOW WOMAN MAY REGAIN 
YOUTH

The day when a woman of fifty 
may feel thirty-five and look twenty 
is near at hand. Accumulation of 
years like an awkward cloak, soon 
may be removed from willing should­
ers of the eternal feminine craving 
for youth. For science is conquering 
age ; life and its secrets are given in­
to human hands.

This, in effect, is the astonishing 
claim of Dr. Leo Michel, famous sur­
geon, and the first to introduce here 
the revolutionary Steinbach rejuven­
ation operation.
