Récently New
York financiers were struggling for
the privilege of issuing ‘Canadian
short term bonds, a Canadian issue
being considered one of the plums of
present day financing.

Facing Old Debts

Some United States newspapers
are now beginning to discuss the old
outstanding debts which are still due
by the United States to Great Britain
in relation to Britain’s war debt to
‘Washington. The original debts which
were repudiated after the Civil War
amounted to sixty million dollars. In-
terest at three and a half per cent.
the rate eharged on the British debt,
would give Britain somewhere around
$125,000,000 more, and of course, at
compound interest the sum would

be enormously more. These were not
debts for money loaned to the rebel
states, but to the government of the
United States after the war for re-
construction. Washington is finding
it somewhat awkward just now to be
confronted in the European press

Trade Balance Improves

Canada has a better trade balance,
by nearly sixty million dollars this
year than she had last, according to a
statment just issued at Ottawa. Dur-
ing the last twelve months Canada’s
customers have purchased from her
goods to the value of $1,093,165,663,
an increase of $26,860,403. During
the same time Canada purchased from
abroad goods to the value of $817,-
757,042, a decrease from the record
of the previous year of $26,860,430.

courage that a man can attempt, and
a still greater feat for a woman. Why
is it so difficult? Why do so many
strong swimmers fail? There are sev-
eral reasons; all of them having to do
with the peculiar characteristics of
the channel itself. Tt is rough and
cold and changeable. Captain T. J. C.
Martyn, who has crossed it fifty
times, says that only once has it been
smooth, and even on that occasion he
was seasick. People who cross the
Atlantic without qualms have been
known  to yearn for instant dissolu-

tion in the course of a channel cross-

ing. Several swimmers have failed on
pccount of the  prosaic reason that

Water Is Cold

‘The water is excessively cold, aver-
aging about 60 degrees Fahrenheit,
and rarely getting above 63 or 64 de-
grees. The problem is therefore, how
to maintain the bodily heat. One
might run twenty miles in almost any
weather and the exercise would keep
him warm, but one caunot swim
twenty miles through a temperature
of 60 degrees and not get chilled to
the bone. To wear furs is obviously
out of the question, and to earry an
electric heater is equally impossible.
The experts have come to the con-
clusion that only by b“uilding up the
body, putting on fat, but not enough
to impede the muscles, and rubbing
the body with oil, can the swimmer
keep from being exhausted by the

cold. Captain Webb, who was the first
to swim the channel, greased himself
with porpoise oil, and the sailors who
helped him rise to his feet when he
fell exhausted on the sands at Cap
Griz-Nez said that his body felt like
cold tallow. If the swimmers could
eat and drink enough of the kind of
food and drink best suited to the pur-
pose they could do a good deal to
ward off the numbing cold that de-
scends on those who dare the Chan-
pe1. But here again another difficulty
is encountered.
Diets

The wusuval diets are beéf tea,
grapes, orange juice, coffee, tea and
chocolate. But most of these come
under the heading of mild, palatable
and non-jntoxicating stimulants rath-

er than food. It seems impracticable
to supply the swimmer with beefsteak
and brandy, the traditional diet of
heroes. = Many of them swallow so
much sea water that food nauseates
them and so they go on their nerve,
but this of course hastens their ex-
haustion.

The Edwards families came in 1836 and 1837—James Edwards in 1836,

and Francis Edwards, father of Thomas Edwards in 1837, After this time
came the Fuller’s, Clark’s, ‘Smith’s, Hipkins’, and Kersey’s.

Services were held in the Hume home until Mrs. Edwards became an
invalid; and then they were held in the Edwards hdme, then merely a log
shanty in the woods until the log church was built,

The Log Church was built under the ministry of Rev. Wm. Dignam in
the year 1844. It was constructed of hewed logs, and built in one day';J
being dedicated the same day with religious services in the evening, R

An account of this is recorded thus in Mr. Dignam’s own words: “So§:
the morning came; the axe-men came, the oxen came, and the materials [%
came. All hands to work; hewers of wood and drawers of water. ‘And thus
with one united effort our new-born temple sprang into order—as if the
Creator had said “Let there be a house,” and there was a house; and in the
.same house, the same day, the high praises of the Great Redeemer sounded.”

The circuit of the early ministers necessitated much more strenuous
‘toil than 'at the present time, it including for a time parts of the four
townships ' of Adelaide, Warwick, Plympton and Brooke till about 1854
when Brooke township was taken off. !

About 1859 it became known as tHe Warwick Circuit, and Warwick
Village was one of the Appointments until the year 1884 when the Union
took place of the Wesley Methodist and Methodist Episcopal Churches; and
then it' became known a8 the Watford circuit.

It seems fitting that special reference be made to the work of ‘“Uncle
Joe Little” who for a number of years was often to be seen riding through
this part on his faithful ‘“Toby.” He was the friend and helper of every-
one, and often preached in this church. Although he died on the Island of
Anticosti, he is buried in the Methodist cemetery at Warwick Village.

Our present Church was built in 1865 under the ministry of Rev.
Oliver Birch. The Church was remodelled and improved by veneering with
brick in 1901 munder the ministry of Rev. Jos. Galloway. Since then a
modern shed has been constructed. i
