—The Greater New York civic election 
fesul’ed in a compte 
cratic candidate, and his sweeping plurality 
of eighty-five thousand votes over his closest 
competitor, is evidence enough that the 
Tammany association, in spite of the emit 
and defeat at the last presidential election, 
is once more united and the most powerful 
political machine extant.. From the firetX 
Rational issues were dragged into the fight, 
and when the polls closed Van Wyck’s vote 
clearly demonstrated the fact that the dem­
ocrats who weakened before the free silver 
issue in 1896 had once more thrown their 
fortunes with the democracy; on the other 
hand the Republican party was so divided 
that their candidate, Tracy, was third on 
the list, and fifty thousand behind Low, the 
nominee of an independent party.

Van Wyck’s victory in new New York 
may have resulted largely from the unprin­
cipled election methods of the most corrupt 
organization known, but it was none the less 
a democratic success and must be incorpor­
ated with the general poll in the state elec­
tions that also took place last, week. The 
whole country has shown an increase of 
democratic votes, and in the f&ce of these 
gains it is folly to argue that the 16 to 1 
plank of that party’s platform is hopelessly 
broken. Mr. Bryan, the unsuccessful can­
didate at the 1896 presidential election, per­
sists in saying that the free and unlimited 
coinage of silver, on the sixteen toone basis, 
is nearer than it was a year ago, fand per­
haps he’s right; at least there’s a dangerous­
ly large proportion of the United States 
voters who think as he doe*. High tariff 
upon a gold basis has not solved the difficul­
ty of a congested and disordered currency; 
nor have the recent efforts of the republican 
administration 'to obtain international bi­
metallism met with any degree of success. 
Since it is apparent that international bi­
metallism is not obtainable, the question re­
verts once more to the people of the United 
States to decide whether they will move 
alone in the matter or not. As it is now, 
the party in power want internation hi metal­
lism and the party out of power want national 
hi metalismasa partial relief measure. Both 
parties favor the coinage of both gold and sil­
ver, but differ as to the ratio and the geo­
graphical conditions necessary to the success­
ful adoption of the plan.

PROVINCIAL PARAGRAPHS. t-—Oar federal legislators have had a knot­
ty problem to solve in providing for an At­
lantic mail service. The Dominion and Al­
lan lines that have so long received subsidies 
for performing this service, have been passed 
ovrr and the work has been nndçj^ken by 
ue Beaver line. The new mail carriers will 

not be at all superior to the old, but they 
will at least have «^Canadian terminus, and 
Portland, ^le., will no longer hs familiarly 
called the winter port of Canada. The wis­
dom of the government in discontinuing the 
subsidy to boats that^merely made Halifax 
a port of call and then steamed on to their 
American destination, cannot be fairl^ques- 
tioned, and a strictly Canadian service even 
though it be slightly inferior to the old, 
ought not to be grumbled at. It is only a 
temporary arrangement pending the institu­
tion of a fast line, when the days of slow 
mail and passenger transportation will end. 
The Beaver line steamers will call at both 
Halifax and St. John, and it is not unlikely 
that the regular trips of good freight boats 
will give an impetus to the winter freight 
business between Canadian and the British 
port?. The subsidy to be paid these boats 
will be $140,000, equal to the subsidies form­
erly paid the Dominion and Allan lines, but 
the subsidy formerly paid the Beaver line 
for a freight service to St. John will be dis­
continued. The service will thus cost a tri­
fle less than fopmerly, and Canadians will 
have the satisfaction of knowing that their 
money is being spent, not for the encourage­
ment and building op of rival ports in the 
Unite<FStatee, but for the direct benefit of 
the two most important maritime province

New York, October 28. - Dr. Nansen, the 
Arctic explorer, who arrived here in the 
Lucania, was tendered a reception by the 
American Geographical society, at Chicker- 
ing hall, lost night. Speaking of bis trip to 
the Arctic, Dr. Nansen said : ‘'It turned 
out almost exactly as it had been planned be­
forehand. I may say that the polar pro 
is to some extent solved. There is a deep sea 
at the north. That is established, and there 
is not an immovable cover of ice at that part 
of the earthy as was formerly supposed. In­
stead, there is only a thin layer of ice, while 
the depth of the sea is about 2,000 fathoms.

BOUND FOR MONTREAL—THOUGHTS BY TUE

I am in the city of great promise—St. 

John—and am bound for Montreal. I may 
go via Boston on an International boat, and 
from thence by Vermont Central Railway, 
as I have frequently done, or I may take the 
Intercolonial Railway, via the long route 
around the east coast of New Brunswick and 
the city of Quebec as I have done at other 
times. Or, I may travel by the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway, by the comparatively straight 
run direct to Montreal. 1 tibd that the cost 
of a ticket is the same in each case. But 
since time is an object, I decide to make my 
journey by the Canadian Pacific. On buy­
ing my ticket I do some, as I think, philo­
sophic reasoning. «In the first instance I de­
cide that the tax upon the traveller is reck­
oned upon a basis of average cost to the com­
pany which undertakes to perform the ser­
vice. Then, I wonder, if by each of these 
routes the companies are equally prepared to 
compete for business, in an ordinary way, 
why it is that one company iu this instance 
carries a passenger 25 per cent, longer dis 
tance than another for the same amount of 
money. Does one charge too much, or the 
other too little. If one charges too much, 
is the overcharge given to some other trav­
eller, so that the general average may be 
maintained? If another charges too little, 
is the loss made up from another poor body?
Be all this as it may, 1 get my ride to Mon­
treal fdr a sum far less than 1 ever paid be­
fore. We are soon away from the beautiful 
snatches of scenery that you get from the 
car windows as you glide past the bold banks 
of the St. John, over the cantilever bridge, 
the local wonder of a little space back, and 
are well into the farm districts of New 
Brunswick. I now begin to ruminate over 
the early history of this road bed on which 

travelling—the days of the Burpees, 
the pioneer railroad veterans of New Bruns

The life of the Canadian Pacific is but the 
history of Canada since the days of onfed- 
eration. The history of confederation is 
but little more than contemporary with the 
political acts of one who is in middle life to­
day. To such a one those pioneer railroad 
days will be in vivid memory as momentuous 
days to these young provinces.

In order to get upon the trail of the his­
tory of the road over which we travel, or 
rather the Canadian Pacific, we must go 
right back to confederation days. My 
rights of citizenship came to me at the first 
election after the act of confederation was 
passed. It was at the little village of Bear 
River that I was privileged to take on these 
rights. Well do I remember every detail of 
that election campaign. It was my first, 
and I was enthusiastic. The late Avard 
Lougley was candidate for th,e Dominion 
seat, and the Hon. George Whitman and XV.
Y. Foster sought the honors of provincial 
representation, all upon the conservative side 
of politics, and I supported them. The late 
Harding Chute, afterwards local representa­
tive himself, was also a strong supporter of 
the conservative party at that time. Mr. 
Chute's partner, the late John Dunn, was 
another supporter. Dunn’s horses and mine, 
together and separate and in every way, 
searched the lines over and over for voters. 
When the poll was closed on election day, 
we had the proud satisfaction of seeing our 
party away ahead of any previous record.
We thought we had beaten our opponents 
into thorough obscurity for a time at least.
Our spell of elation was soon over. Not 
another polling place in the county showed 
a gain for our side, while at some the tide 

belminqly against us. We were 
beaten. Over the whole province ths lib­
erals elected their candidates with one* ex­
ception—Dr. Tupper, now Sir Charles, was 
elected by a majority of 17 votes. Notwith­
standing, the other provinces went the other 
way, ai d the confederation party was iu 
power—then it was our turn to hurrah. 
Sdon the scheme for building a great railway 
into the vast Northwest was in the air. 
Then the Allans of steamship fame, and their 
bribes were agitating the public mind. Tnen 
the Pacific scandal, so called, devel ped so far 
as to cause the retirement of the government. 
Fallowing came the MacKetzie regime, and 
the well known “ water stretches” policy.
But a little space and MacKenzie was out and 
the railway policy all reversed. Vigorously, 
step by step, went on the building of this 
great railway, until the Pacific ocean was 
really reached. Now we have the satisfac­
tion of knowing that Canada has t ne of the 
greatest railways in the world. The taking 
over of this bit of New Brunswick road com­
pletes the Atlantic end and makes St. John 
verily the great Atlantic port of Canada.
XVe see little in the management or the ap­
pointments about to remind us of the old 
days of the “ New Brunswick.” Even the 
large piles of wood at the stations along, for 
driving the engines and warming the cars, 
arc seen no more. The eld horses driving 
the saws for cutting up this wood in suit 
able lengths was for a long time one of the 
familiar sights along this way. They too 
are of course gone.

At Fredericton Junction the usual contin­
gent of lawyers and politicians leave for the 
Fredericton branch. I wonder what road 
in the known world carries more of the po­
litical and legal fraternity than this branch.
It is proper that they should go together 
here for they do everywhere else.

XVe make quite a stop at McAdams Junc­
tion. The passengers who come on here al­
ways seem to come in parties of familiar 
types. They quite conspicuously remind us 
that we are on the American border.

XVe are called to the dining car. Here we 
have a sumptuous dinner, served iu every 
way to my satisfaction. XVe think of the 
meals we used to get at Vanceboro. We will 
not need any there this time.

A gruff young man goes through the farce 
of examining luggage. Passengers protest 
against this invasion of rights, but the offi­
cer of Uncle Sam’s customs orders the little 
bags opened, but never looks at anything, 
scribbles hie chalk upon the dear little bags, 
and passes. We have to travel quite a dis­
tance in the state of Maine.

At Vanceboro our cars are well thinned 
out; the majority taking train for Boston 
by the Maine Central line. We are left 
with few but whom are thoroughly Cana-

We are sleepy and the majority of us ar- 
ge ourselves in our sleepers for a few 

hours' escape into the land of delightful ob­
livion. We rest fairly well. The moon is 
away up in the blue, blue dome, as it so 
strikingly appears to-night, when we awake. 
We are moving mid that delightful scenery 
by Moosehead lake. XVhat a long spell we 
have of looking out upon the grand, ever 
varying scenery. There must be twenty or 
more miles of this lake and mountain scenery.

Those who get off about here are men who 
have something to do with the lumbering 
business, for this is a typical American 
lumbering retion.

At daybreak we are spying out upon the 
interesting country we are passing, and soon 
we find that we are speeding along beside 
the river St. Francis, and approaching the 
picturesque town of Sherbrock. The Magog 
forms a junction with the St. Francis here. 
Sherbrook boasts of having one of the finest 
water powers in the world. A good deal to 
say. It ha’, however, a good file manufac­
tory, a foundry and the patent woollen mills. 
At the station platform we see drawn up 
among a nutnber of others the ‘ buss ’ from 
the Magog Hotel. Twenty years ago we 
stopped at that hotel. It is very pret­
tily situated with a commanding view of the 
country around it. Iu Sherbrook the writer 
had once a pleasant business connection with 
one of the largest merchants of the-place.

The village of Magog spreads out beside 
the river Mago£r The country is very de­
lightful here. The leaves have lift the 
trees, but forest abounds, and adds inter­
est and beauty to the scenery. Hills, 
here and there reaching up into lofty 
spurs, sometimes rough and rugged, lie all 
about. Now and again you are beeide the 
river ora lake. At Magog are the Union 
cotton mills, the most important print works 
in Canada.

On leaving Magog we have straight away 
in front a formidable hillock, mounting up 
to probably 1500 ft. It is all of three miles 
away, and we keep it immediately before us 
until we are close up to its base, then we 
turn at right angles and skim along beside 
it. A delightful ôarriage way runs parallel 
with us, a little closer in, shaded by a line 
of vigorous maples. Ou the opposite side 
we have a long narrow lake stretching out 
beside our course. The land rises rough and 
rugged from the lake’s bank, helping to form 
a delightful picture.

We are now iu the eastern townships, 
famous for the production of the best butter 
made in Canada. Cdfctainly the fields look 
rich and productive, ljut the farm houses are 
small and poor looking. We see little paint 
and no whitewash upon the buildings; and 
it is rare to see anything like the pretty 
grounds and delightful trees and shrubbery 
so common in our valley of Annapolis.

Approaching Sc. John's, the River Riche­
lieu flows very beautifully between its high 
trees and scrub clad hanks, spanned as 
it* is, by tpany bridges. The town of St. 
John’s is low, grim and uninviting. Its chief 

I industry is the manufacture of pottery ware.
Nearing the St. Lawrence, the meadows,

London, Get 30. —The Employers’ Lia­
bility Bill, which has been adopted by the 
French Chamber of Deputies, iw>f a drastic 
character. It imposes upon the employer 
the payment of an iudemntiiy to workmen 
who are accidentally disabled, if they are 
made idle for over four days. If a workman 
is disabled for life the employer 
him a pension of two thirds of his wages lost, 
and in the case of a partial disablement the 
employer must also pay him two-thirds of 
the wages thereby lost, and in the case of 
death by accident the employer must pay a 
pension to the workman’s widow amounting 
to twenty per cent of the wages he earned in 
addition to fifteen per cent, for a single child, 
rising to forty per cent on fourxhildren, un­
til they reach the age of eighteen.

Service atThree Thousand Deer.

Bangor, Nov. 6.—More deer have been 
shipped over the Bangor and Aroostook rail­
way during October than any month since 
the railroad was opened. Last year during 
October 1,029 deer were shipped from the 
different stations.

The World’s Potato Crop.

According to the report issued by The 
American Agriculturist there has been a gen­
eral shortage iu the potato ciop the world 
over. In the United States alone there is a 
falling off of 30 per cent, in the yield. The 
shortage in the world’s crop has been placed 
as high as one thousand million bushels. 
This is no doubt exaggerated, as growers 
never report their full yield. Nevertheless 
there is a serious shortage. A full world’s 
production of potatoes is about four thousand 
million bushels, of wheat two thousand five 
hundred, of corn two thousand five hundred, 
of rye about! two thousand three hundred, 
IMjd of barley not quite seven hundred and 
fifty million bushels. It will be thus seen 
that the potato crop is the principal food 
product of the modern nations.

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pütwehold.Feeding Pumpkins to Live Stock.

I am satisfied that few farmers rightly 
appreciate the value of pumpkins for feeding 
to stock, and especially to bogs. I believe 
that they not only will cheapen the product 
of pork, but will also conduce to the health 
of the animal, averting.the danger of cholera 
and other diseases. In all radical changes 
of feeding the beginning should be on a small 
scale. When fattening hogs are changed 
from dry to green corn, the change should 
not be abrupt, and when pumpkins are to be 
fed, begin with a small amount, cutting up 
and throwing in pieces until the hogs begin 
to develop an appetite for them and then 
gradually increase. In the course of two or 
three weeks they will develop an appetite 
that will enable one to give large feeds of 
pumpkins, and to reduce the corn feed fully 
oae-half. I recall one fall several years ago 
when a dealer in Poland-China stock from 
Illinois came to my township and purchased 
a carload of breeding stock to be taken west 
and sold at auction. I was well acquainted 
with the auctioneer who managed the sale, 
and on hie return he told me that the pigs, 
some six or eight in number, which had 
been bought of me, were the most growthy 
and well-developed of any in the entire car­
load, and he asked me what my method of 
feeding had been. I told him that these 
pigs had been fed pumpkins for several weeks 
in connection with their corn and that they 
had developed an unusual appetite for them 
so that each pig ate a large pumpkin per 
day. Ever since that time, whenever I 
could raise the pumpkins I have 
freely for my fattening hogs, especially for 
the breeding stock, and have always found j 
good results and that they made a cheap and 
profitable food. There is a popular notion 
that the feeding of the seeds is detrimental, 
but I have disproved this to my own satis­
faction, both in the case of hogs and milch 
cows. The notion that they dry upthe milk 
has not been found correct, and experiment 
stations as well as private individuals, who 
have tested this matter testify to the same 
fact. I recall.one occasion that I had saved 
a half-bushel of pumpkin seeds and left in a 
tub. That night one of my cows got out 
and ate the entire lot, and instead of de­
creasing in her milk she gave an unusually 
large flow for a day or two after. I make 
no question that if more succulent food was 
fed to our hogs, such as beets, pumpkins, un­
salable apples, unmerchantable potatoes, or 
any palatable food of this kind, we would 
make oheaper pork with less danger of loss 
from disease, and have more satisfactory ret.- 
suits in every way.

This year giant ioeberga are filling the At­
lantic as they have never filled it before.

It is as though Nansen were up at the Pole 
hewing off big glaciers and sending them 
down as specimens of the companions he 
met in his Arctic voyage.

These icebergs, coming down from Green­
land and the polar regions, are the most 
formidable things the ocean pilots of Apt il 
or May have to deal with. The approach ot 
a sailing vessel is made known to seamen by 
the constant tooting of the foghorns. No 
matter how dull it may be on the ocean, the 
foghorns are heard telling that a vessel is in 
a certain direction, and at closer quarters the 
warning ‘Ship Ahoy !’ is shouted.

But with the iceberg it is different. It 
comes without foghorn or whistle. It is as 
silent as death, and as colourless as the at­
mosphere. If it is covered with snow it is 
white, but if it has slid off the end of Green­
land after being washed by the waves, it is 
clear and transparent. It is these clear, col­
orless bergs that are the terror of sailors and 
the spectres that haunt the captains of ships.

To guard against them all ocean steamships 
go out with a searchlight in their bows. This 
light is an electric one, and at night it shines 
brilliantly, and is manned by the sharpest 
look out of the crew. During foggy days it 
is just as carefully attended.

SILENT AS DEATH.

^ The approach of an iceberg is said to be 
unheralded ^ but to those who know the 
ocean there is a premonition of it—as coming 
events cast their shadows before.

The icebergs cast their chill before. At 
dead of night; if the atmosphere grows sud­
denly cold and the wind becomes biting, the 
look-out notifies the mate, and the mate puts 
hinjiself into communication with the crew. 
There is a silent word, a meaning look pass­
ed along the line, and the men below are 
turned out regardless of lost sleep and early

The chill tells them that an iceberg is hov­
ering about. It may beat the back of them, 
and passed away ; it may have passed along 
the course hours before ; it may have been a 
very small one, now melting, or it may be a 
berg that is entirely underneath the water 
—and this is the worst kind of all.

Perhaps the air gets more nipping, the 
breath of the sailors turns to frost on their 
beards ; the thermometer falls phenomenally 
low, and the spars and rigging become coat­
ed with brilliant crystal. Then all know that 
an iceberg is very close, and all hands watch

The searchlight is now the ship’s friend. 
Its piercing rays illumine the ocean "always 
far enough to permit the ship to turn and 
avoid a coming berg.

at first place it very low, so that ho can walk 
over it, and when he understands you can 
raise it gradually. If he doesn't understand 
at first, jump the stick yourself to show him 
and he will follow your lead.

“Begging” is easy, as it is natural for a 
dog to want food ; but if he snaps at it too 
soon cuff his nose and he will soon learn the 
proper way. By practice he will get his 
balance on his hind lege, and be even taught 
to walk on them by following the morsel

When he has mastered this he can be 
taught to “sit up.” When standing on his 
hind legs you must take one paw in each of 
your hands and gently press him into a sit­
ting posture, saying: “Steady!” Sit up. 
The words “Stand up!” “Walk!” “Sit 
up!” should be constantly repeated, so that 
the commands will become familiar with the 
actions.

To “shake hands ” when he is “sitting,” 
give him a slight cut under the right side of 
his nose ; this will make him lose his balance, 
so that he will raise his right paw, which 
you must shake saying, “shake hands.” 
When he becomes familiar with the words 
!a connection with bis actions, he will readily 
obey alone. Practice is the principal thing.

To make him “go lame,” keep tapping 
one leg till he holds it up, saying at the same 
time, “lame, lame.”

In order to make him creep you must hold 
him to the floor with your hand pressed 
gently on his head, and walk slowly back­
ward, making him follow you, crying, 
“creep, creep, creep!” By holding in this 
Way and saying “down, down !" you prepare 
him for learning to “die.” From the 
“ down ” position, push him over on his side, 
and if he does not straighten his limbs do it 
for him, telling him he is “Dead, dead. 
By the time he has learned all these tricks, 
he will be quite an accomplished dog, and 
ready for harder tasks which will exercise 
his intelligence to a greater extent.—Home 
Queen.

THE ICEBERG SKiHTKD.

Pretty soon the great ragged, towering 
outlines are seen tar off, menacing and com­
ing swiftly onward. Then the captain’s is a 
position of tremendousresponsibility. Wheth­
er to reverse the engines and turn back, 
whether to go swiftly forward, or whether 
to stand still and let the berg go on its way 
south—as all bergs do—is a question of 
judgment which he must hurriedly deter-

Tnisyear there has been a greater number 
of collisions from icebergs than have been 
known before in ocean history since the days 
whîn steam and electricity revolutionized 
ocian travel. But the accidents have been to 
8 riling vessels, yachts, and the smaller of 
the ocean craft. The great ocean greyhounds 
are too carefully trained and too fleet to be 
caught napping by the ocean terror.

The method of placing the searchlight 
differs. Many ships put the lights high over 
th; bow, claiming that a greater distance 
cm be seen ; but others place it at the wat­
ers edge, because there no shadow can in­
tervene to confuse the lookout.

Most icebergs hail from Greenland, which 
m-ght, therefore, appropriately be named 
Whiteland. Other bergs come from the froz 
en North-Wçst Passage. The ice, when it 
breaks up in the spring, starts south with 
slow momentum, and gets about as far aa 
Greenland. Here it lodges, getting wedged 
in the narrow passages and getting an extra 
freezing as it tarriee. One day the end breaks 
off, and down it sweeps, to form the dreaded 
berg of the Atlantic.

The greatest force known to science is that 
produced by the contraction and expansion 
of metals, resultidg from the action of heat 
and cold.

Every person who has travelled by rail 
has noticed a continued jolting and throb­
bing of the railway carriage. This is caused 
by the wheels passing the interstices between 
adjoining rails. On account of its expanding 
property no line would be safe without small 
spaces left at thete points.

Originally the rails need to bo riveted 
closely together. The result was that when 
the brake was applied on a train going at a 
great pace the heat generated by the friction 
of the wheels caused an expansion of the 
rails, for which no allowance was made. 
The great expansive force, therefore, twisted 
the rails out of the straight line, and the 
next train that came along was derailed.

This great power is used in the construc­
tion of ironclads, iron bridges and things cf 
the kind. When it is required to rivet two 
plates together with the greatest possible 
firmness, the steel bolts are fixed when red- 
hot and screwed up as tightly as all the de­
vices known to mechanics will permit, but 
when the bolt cools it contracts, and a tre­
mendous tightening is brought about, such 
as could never have resulted from any other 
known method.

In making modern cannon the same prin­
ciple is applied. They are not cast in one 
piece, but are constructed of separate pieces 
of metal made to fit one on the other when 
redhot. The tightening resulting from the 
Cooling process helps much toward building 
up the stupendous resisting power.

The tires of cart wheels are also fixed when 
redhot, and they remain on so firmly that if 
they ever do .come off it can only be from 
some defect in the wood.

the summer, they would need but very little 
pruning in the winter time. In many eases 
need no pruning at all in winter. All we 
have to remember is, that by pinching and 
cutting out very strong and undesirable 
growths extra strength is given to the weak­
er ones. Every observer must have noticed 
that the strongest growth is always at the 
top of the plant. The lower branches are 
always the weakest ones. If we check this 
strong upper growth, the lower branches, 
gain a strength which would otherwise go to 
the top. This is the great secret in trim 
ming hedges. The general evil int he hedge 
is that, in the course of time, all the growth 
is at the top, while the lower portion of the 
.hedge is naked, and thus it ceases to be,’a 
pleasure. If such a hedge had been cut at 
the top early in the season soon after the 
yonng growth u'as made, the lower portion 
would be as thick as the upper. Notbif g 
shows belter the intelligent skill of the 
gardener than a hedge which has the lower 
branches just as densely thick and healthy 
as the upper ones.

GROUNDED It ERGS.

The worst of all icebergs are those that' 
strike the reef in the ocean and get ‘ground 
ed.’ as everybody knows, a piece of ice only 
shows its tip end above water. If you 
sec a point sticking up you may be sure there 
is a great bulk of ice under the water, With 
an iceberg there may be a great mass of ice 
of an irregular shape stuck fast to a moun­
tain on the bed of the ocean, or it may have 
b3en caught in some of the persistent growth 
in the bed of the ocean. It is then grounded.

The only intimation that the sailor has of 
this is a point sticking up in the air. It looks 
like an insignificant piece of ice, and noticing 
that it is not sweeping towards him he may 
venture on his way. Tho next note he has of 
warning is when the bows of the vessel strike 
the solid mass fiat below the water.

The searchlight to a certain extent pro­
tects the mariner from his submerged foe, 
for it penetrates the water to a more or less 
distance, according to the clearness of the 
ocean. In some places it has been known to 
pierce the water almost to the ocean bed.

Not one passenger in a thousand on the 
ocean knows that the searchlight in the bow 
is alert for the moving ghosts. The gleam is 
a warning for ships, they think, little dream­
ing that it is for the fatal berg.—London 
Daily Mail.”

“It is a pretty picture to watch the chil­
dren gather about the teacher and ggt ready 
for their little excursion "into the woods or 
the valley. The air resounds with their 

„ahouts of delight when they find anything 
new. They know the songs of all the different 
birds—they knotf their haunts. They watch 
the babybirds grow up and fly away. They 
can draw pictures of the songsters. They 
have little.paint boxes and color their draw­
ings of flowers and birds and leaves. And 
the rocks are their friends.

The same lady told of a school in Boston 
which her seven-year-old daughter attends 
which is causing a good deal of a sensation 
in educational circles.

A Cure for Diphtheria.

The value of anti toxine as a cure for diph­
theria is seen in the effectual manner in 
which it stamped out the recent terrible epi­
demic at Fort Kent, Me. Two weeks ago 
the disease was raging in the village and 
neighborhood. The local doctors were pow­
erless and the State Board of Health was ap­
pealed to. Dr. Johnston, of Augusta, 
sent up with a good supply of the anti 
ine. He found there had been twenty five 
deaths in a few days and that there were 
seventy five cases then in existence. He 
went vigorously to work, administered the 
remedy to every patient and had only two 
deaths from patients, in whom the disease 

far advanced when he arrived. Now 
there is no sign of diphtheria in the village, 
and the doctor has returned to his practice 
convinced that diphtheria need never be fa­
tal if anti toxine ie used promptly.—St. John 
Globe.

—Never drop the handles of dirty knives 
into water, for through this error the hand­
les become loose and the ivory or bote is 
stained. Dip the blades alone in hot borax 
and water and wipe quickly. Should the 
handles become discolored or greasy, let 
them bo nibbed with dry borax. Knives 
should be cleaned upon the knife board at 
least once a day, if not twice. Should there 
be fruit stains upon the blades remove them 
by rubbing with a piece of raw potato before 
the steel is polished. See that knives are 
kept well sharpened, for nothing is more ir­
ritating at a meal than to find the knives 
will not cut easily.
