BURNING OF TIIE STEAMER QUEEN OF THE WEST.

We deeply regret to have to add to the alarm-
ing list of steambodt losses which have taken
place on our waters this year, the totakdestruc-
tion, by fire, of the new and beautiful steamer
Queen of the West.

A few minutes after the vessel had discharged
he ' passengers and {reight, on f Saturday evening,
a dense volume of smoke was seen to jssue from
the airs 1(11t~]m<lmy to the fire hold, and almost
instantaneously the flames burst ont.——Captain
Harrizon, having discharged his duty for the

day, Lad left the steamer, and 2t the fime there
were very few people on board. The City fire
bell was rung, and th(‘ engines and (mnp.nn(%
reached the scene as speedily as pogsible, but in
the interim, the “(»umvd vessel had been cast
loose from her moorings, and drifted over to Mr;
M. W. Browne's Wharf, which was almost cer-
tain to mect with & similar fat¢, when the
Rochester, then coming in, proceeded to render

Captain Masson imagining the state of affairs
as he approached, and 1mmedmtcly made ar-
rangements for rendering assistance, by getting
a small boat clear for loweri ing, rigging, fire en-
gine, &e.
