are a hundred men to the vast work hefore us as a denoinination! Talentcd
as înany ofhî recducatedand devoted as ail oftheui are, self'.sacrificingr,
,eager to do tbeir Matîsbidding, yet alas. hiow wide is the field whîich tbey
-cinnot overtake ! Shicep 'vatder utilerded ia ail our bordersand faîl an easy
piey to the raveaing sion. Death knocks rit irtaiiy a door andi bursts it open,
,%vIicre the heralId or Christ has neyer entcrcd. Hercsy, superstition, dense ig-
inorance, ean boast of'hundreds of thousantis of' votaries and victitus even iu
'these provinces. G;od*s light is sli nitng brightly, but the darkacss repels it.
The citadel of Satan towers Iof*iiy, bidding defiance to the beleagýuei-ringhosts
ef the LoitD. What have wvc done-wlîat -ire we doing to expel thc foc,. te
take possession of the landi throtugh tie length and breadth of' it for our King
ond, God ? Are we ivorking, witit ail the cagerness andi devotion of' men Who
I<now that they are working for life or deaili ?

Ail evangelical ticuontinatieus. especially ail Pre.,byterians, are Our natural
allies. They may attack us-deal unkindly witb us-antid by troubling us aidj
the comnion foc; but God forbiti tlîat wc Lâoulti repay injury with injury.
No ! Ie will coaquer thcm even as Jacob conquerei l&Sau, by the irresisible
aad overwhehning power of' brotherly love. They are our bretbren-our fel-
low-workers, thougrh they niay be iii partial error. Let us in ahl kindness
rihew te thein the more excellent way te wbich we have attained ; and let us
be thankful te, the Saviour wbo ba;; honoreti us by calling us te maintain a
clearer testimiony on beliaîf of his truth, andi giving us a position in the high
,places of the field, where the toil and danger are grcatcst and the battie is
thickest. It is no part of' our work te, disturb other Christian churches, or
make preselytes out of' their r:înks. We are nat carefui to conceal the faet,
nay, we have proclaitued, it anti wu sindl proclaim it, thiat our Church is the
mnost scriptural in orgaînization, in doctrine, in discipline, of' aIl the churches
that 8urround us. We can accordingly offer our sincere congratulations to
any chrisuian who, leaving another di-nomination, unîtes himself te us-for ha
leaves a lewer for a higber platform of christian unity.

But car great home.-work is te, carry the gospel where it has not yet pene-
trated-to *the- fisherznan's hut, the lumbercr's camp, the navvy's sha atie-ay,
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and to the fairmoir'g coin ibrtable homne, and to the princely mereliant% luxurious-
palace-to the rum.-sbops anîd gin-palaces, to tho nanieless denq of vice in our
towns, and to the lonely wigwam far off iii the wiiderness. WVo have to cbris-
tinnize (by the ail provailing belp of' Cod) evcyy flinily-cvery congregation,
tilli ve reaohi the inost neglectod fragnt., atid outskirts of settcnienis, tiI! the
wbolc land becomes vocal with thie songs of Zion, and thc chilre of' the loi)-
ing fisherman and the outc-- st Inditit learn to cry "IlHosanna to tho Soli of
David."

To acconiplisli this task, whiehi Jesus lias laid upon us. every uruan and iwo-
man bclongritig to our cbuî-ch i"tmst to sonie cxtelit-tilot is, to the utuîlost OF
his and lier ability-becoine a H1omse Missionary !Evcry ene of' us, bowever
poor and ignorant, can do souiething by word or dleed or faitif'ul prayer to,
advance the gîcat Cause.

.Ministers nîust not abato their dcvotednegs and zea!. T'Ie work is enlarg-
ing, the hurden is becciriin- more onierous every day. Faiîît not, mIen, fatitlfuk
servant of Jesus. Your day of rest is coming surely anxd ;wiitly. An eter-
mity o? dchigbtful, smcred and loving repose is awaiting you Christ spared
neither bealth, nor strengtb, nor repuitation in the great work of' our ealvation.
You are bis ammbassdors and as sucilu it is your bigbest, privile.ge te be lize
flim in sorrow and in joy. I>re:tch Itbe triitb. Look care!'ully mUfter every
member of your flock, bioiever poor and obscure. Instruet the ignorant.
Warn the ungodly. Bc gentie, kind, courteous te ail. iioIp youî brotbrmb
in the ministry. If? ministers do not lor'e oneC another and strengtin eaeh
other's hmnds ind overlooc cmmch otbcr's fimults, who shou>d ? B3elogufrg
aîud forgyiving. Bretlhren, the body of' Clm ist lias suffored îîar'y grui-evous.ý
ivounds through your lack of inutuai forgiveness and forbeai-anco aiid tender
regard for one anotber!

aiways ho , ensampies to the flom-Ii" iii ail purity, iiberality, honesty and eve-
ry good wvord and work. 'l'le Eldersbip is eue of the ebaracteristie femtures
of IPresbyteriauism : lot us as a Church carr-y theory 1h10, practice, and the
resuit will be most deli-,îtf*ul and hencficial. In niany of'our congregations
the staff of eiders is too -,P-all. The1 bur-den comies on a 1'ow shoulders that
bend weariUy under its weighit. In sudh ca.ses the work ofthe eldersbip, 18 don*'
but superficially if done at a Il. Pre-byteries should correct this state o? affairs,
ivherever it is possible to do -go Our Eilders in genoral are not fully alive to,
the heavy respousibilities rcsting upen tlîmni as overse2rs, guides, teachers in
the church. Now is the tiimne to waken up to duty, and te do Olîrist's wverk
with rcdoubled zeal and energy 1

Every membor of the chureh has a work to do fer Christ. .Every soldier in
the aramy, cvery sailor iu the navy is expectod te perfbrm bis allottod task,
and when the day of battle coînes, te shed bis biood (if n ed beý for the hon-
our and safoty of his country. If tbe soldiers of thc Queen %vill figlit te the
death for her whon their reward is but a shilling a day with now and again a
few complimentary platitutes from their suporiors, or an enthusiastie sbout of
applause fromi the multitude, what slmould ire not be willing to do, i'hen our
reward is boundless and everhasting! God's vows are on us aIl. WVe have
been baptized in the name of Christ and are theref'ore recognize-d as menibers,
of bis mystical body.

XVe inust not beave the
work to be done by ministers and eiders. To (Io so were as unreasonable as
for the rank and file of an arrny to leave batties to ho fougbit by comîinanders
and captains. WVoriz witlî your minister. Love yorrr niniister a'~ speaiz wvell
ofbhim and kindly Io ini. Pray for him en rnestly and rewvard huaii liborally.
Do not ]et hirm starve. Do not lot his soul ho cruslîed to the ground with debt
and pinehing poverty. Ilonor tlic eiders. Obey the session ini the fear of
God.

Train up your owni farnily in the good old (JhIristia'n and Prcsbyteriaa
way. Teach themi their 13ibl3, and Cateelîisrn. Lead theni early to the Lamb
of? God that taketh away the sin of' the world.

But ho not content with this. You are a priest t0 God-you are also a
witncss fur Chri.,t; your influence for good or cvil miust extend toyour ne-gh-
bours. Make the rnost of this faet, anrd spoak a word for your Saviour and
do a good deed in bis naine wheover you can. Lot your chlîldren ho so im-
pregynated wvith Christian faith, love and knowledge, that on leaiving, the
parental roof they mny bc missionaries for Christ iwherever their lot is cast.
Tiîus will the eire'e of Obribtiani influence widcn and ititensify until i.1 reacbcs
evcry rrncnrber of the cornnunity. Wlion in the suminier Limie a firo is liglited
in our great foi csts it 2cizes on withered leaf, and stunted bush, and stately
troc; limrb ]onds the spark to litmb, and troc to troc, tilt the whoic hili-side is
a sea of smolie and Rlame. Christ came to kindie a lire on the eartb, a bene-
flcent, purif'ying flr'e wbichi, fancd by the breath of the o ly Spirit, shoubd
pass f'rom heart to hcar't, f'rom farnily to fanrily, tilt congregations and Comn-
munities sbould ho purgcd froin dross, raised to newnesýs oflIife, and hecome bura-
ing and shining lights in the world. It is the duty of overy individual Christian
to warn thora that v re unruly, comfort the feebie-minded and support 'the weak
-to mnake kznownu the unsearchable riches of Clirâit and sprcad abroad thre sa-
vor of biis naine. As a Presbyterian you are bouird to do ail this-to love
arnd support your own ehureli and briug as mnany witbin its fold as you ean
influence. Obey thc Ses!sion, the Presbytery, tie Syod,-for God bas set
thein over you for your good. Suppor t diligcently cvery soheme of tbe (ihurcli
that the treasury of the Liord mny overflow nnd that tire buildin g of Ilis glori-
ous temple may not bo hindered for lack of silver aird gobd. Support bier Col-
loge.q, bier Homne Missions, her Fioreign Missions. Do ai as tinte Jesus Christ
who.be servants ive aIl are. Thon, there are wveak stations wbere places of wor.
sbip requiro to ho built : forget not theso ; help tbem out of your abundance,
oc il it so bc-out of your poverty !

Satan and bis angels, humnan and demoniacal, arc busy ali around, thwarting
us, marring our work, opposing every movement for the salvation of men.
Death and sin are ever active. 0Multitudes are, year by year, bidden in hope-
le.qs graves and swablowcd down the voracious jaivs of~ HeIl. Are not these
eotrsiderations more than suffocient to rouse us to, energetie action, lest any
shoubd pcrish through our culpable negieet ! The importance of the work God
lias given us to do, catinot ho exaggerated and our zeal in i!s performance eau-
not be too ardent. "qe cannot support Iris cause too IiberaIIr or labour top
diligently in his service.

THE LATE REV. PETER GORDON.

(cONCLUDED.)

MR. GORDON arrivcd in 1-Ialil'ox about midsummor of that; year (1806).
fie lie preachod for six Sabbaths to a congrogation that had just boon or-
g;,nized. Having preaehod also one Sabbath zit WVindsor and one at Shuben-
acadie, ho procooed to Pictou, in which place or its neighbouî'hood lie proach.
ed l'or two or threo Sahbathis. The Presbytery wore thon ospecially anxious

,oadn the condition of' Prince Ediward bLan i , and %ve bolievo that l'om

ý.e tinie hoe lef't Seotland. this was contomplated as his field of labour. Hie

acoordingly procooded thither and eonmoenocd his labours by preaching at
Cro onti flfthi Sabbatli of' Novembor. Ifie proceodod thonce to P>rince-

town, where hoe spent the following nionth. 11ore MNr. Gordon staid that win-
ter, but ho itineratod through the various Prosby'ýorian sottienuents on the is-
]and, inaking this place hid hiead.quartors. Net iuinnior he received olls
from hotu the congrogationq of' Princetown and St. I>etox"s, but preferred the
latter, and his ordination ivas appointed to tak-e place in October. In conse-
quonco of' the latonoss of' the season and the distance and difficulty of' travel-
ling, the ordination services wore held iii Charlottetown in the Episcopai
Church. Lt may ho x'cmarked, hnwovor, that thu Prosbytorians had a xight
in that building. Whcen it w'as being erc'cted the Episoopalians applied to
the Preubyterians for assistance. Mr. Rae and others fr'eely rondcred aid, but
onlly oq condition that they should have a share in the property. This right
was conceded to thoin, and thoy always ref'used to rclinquish it. The Bishop

was anxious that thoy should do so, as hoe could not consecrate a building

which was partly Preshyterian. But Mr 11ie maintainod the rights of' the

Presbytorians witli truo ScZottish dourness, and the (Jhurch reniainod uncon.ie-
oratcd. It stood where the Old Court Bouse, now occupiod as a P>ost Office,
stands. It niay be mentionied, however, that MNr. Deshrisay, the Episcopal
incumbont, was a ma of' such enlightened liberality that hoe freely icoried
tu Preshyterian rainisters the use of' the Chureb. flore thon took place the.
firist ordination in Prince Edward Island. But we are without any f'arther
particulars of the event.

At the tinie of Mr. Gordon's entering upon his labours, the island was botb
physicaUiy and morally in a very hackward condition. ULnless just ini the
neighbourhciod of' Charlottetowni there could. scaroely ho said to ho a road
tbroughout its whole extent. What passed as such were more bridle path,-
through the woods. The principal travelling was along shore, wbile the ereekei
and rivers, which are nurnerous in the island, had to bo crossed ini canoos,
while the horses swam or avoided by making a long circuit round their hocade.
The settlements were far apart and the settlers widely scattered. Ronce Mr.
Gordon's ministrations involved that large almount of phv'sical toil, which in a
greator or less degree, was tho lot of aIl the early ministers of' theso Provinces.

lie was.tho first Presbyterian minister evor settled in Prince Edward la-
]and, and we believe that, excopt b1r. Desbrisay, there was not in any part of
it a aingle settled m'inister of any other donomiLation. Tho blethodists, how-
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ever, supplied Charlottetown by their itinerant«preacbers, so that our'readers
:iy have an idea of' the spiritual destitution of the colony, and this having
been long erntitined, iuust have beeni attcnded ivitli injuriouis resuits upon the
rcigious condition of' thc people.

The congregation, over which M~r. Cordon was ordained, includcd the sef-
tiements of* (jovchecad and St Peter's, besides smialler settiements anround. A
largo nuînber of' the original cettlci-s were Preshyterians frora Scotland, and
among thern was sonie very excellent perdons, wbo rejoiced that; af'ter liaving
been For so long a period, sorne of thern for tbirty years, without a settieri
minister, thecir eyes again saw thecir teacher. But during this long period re-
ligion had decayed, a generation had in a measure grown up without the reli.
gious habits of' thjit faîther,;, and mnany of' the othier settlers wcre ignorant of
spiritual things and indifferent regarding them. Mr. Gordon istniediately de-
voted Iimiiself diligently to the wvork of' reviving spiritual religion in the eom-
munity and bringiug sinners into the fcld of the IEedeemecr. In bis labours,
t;o long as strength remnaincd, lie wvas, fromi ail we cani Iearn, f'aithful and dili-
gent, not only preaching the gospel as opportunity offercd, but discharging,
the other dutics ot the pastoral office.

flis labours were not conifiiaed to bis congregation. There were a nunîber
of settleruents around in entire destitution of' tlie word of life, except as they
beard it by the occabional visits of' the traivelling(- tilissionary. As miucli of bis
time as lie could spare wvas dcvoted to visiting sncbl places, particularly Pritice-
town. One or two of' bis letters, writtcn to biis wife wvhile absent on such vi-
sits, -inay lie given as indicating the tenderness of' bis feinsand in some de.
gree describing bis labours :

MN.ILPEQUE, Monday Morning, l4th 'March, 1808.

1 wviqh very inuch
you had been liore. 1 long to hear froin you Goîl grant that wc rnay again
have a happy meeting. This in great haste. Neil Shaw is waiting for it.

To-miorrtsw and nestSabbath 1 intend, God willing,
to be hero in Princetown. And on Monday after, the laet day of October, 1 In-
tend to lave iMalpeque ; and thon, if health serve, if God rrosper and permit, 1
hiope to sec you in good health and hifli spirits on the iret, or second of Noveinbcr.

During thiese, few days priet 1 feel inyself stronger and in botter spirite than Eu-r-
inerly. Cxive rny good wishe to ail the houaehold and ail inquiring friends. If
anything singrular happen write me immediately, and if not give your8elf no con
cern, for the distance of time and piace whichi noiv separate us will soon give way.
If there be any Iittde necessary which you particularly want fromi town, Vou would
botter have a letter îvaiting mne there. I hae received a letter from Mrý. M1cGre-
gor. H1e speakB highly of Mr. Andcrson. They have aeeepted hirn. Mr. Keir
ie not yet corne, but dai1y expected. They have their kind %v-shes fo>r you. I wiit
show you hie btter whcn you cone, along. The people in thie place are iveil and
in their ordinary way. Many of thtm have aeked kindly foi, you, 1 have nnth-
ing nmore worth the inentioning at prezent. My love, wishi*ng you everyr blessing,.

These letters indicate what was uow bccoming apparent to hie friends, that
these labours thue hopefhuly begun were not to be long continued. Even be-
fore ho left Scotland there iwere indications that the seeds of' consurnption werer
sown in his constitution ; and amid the toile and privations of' a IDissionary
life, in a new country, the symptome gradually inereased. Stili ho laboured
on, and probably, under the singular delusion as to hie own strength charrie-
teristie of the constamptive, would mot be induced by amy indications of' increas-
ing, weakness to relinquish amy portion of hie mimiserial services. Iii the win-
ter of 1809, when hie disease wae far advanced, ho undertook a journey to,
Princetown and adjacent settlements. Mr. (afterwarde Dr.> Keir had arrived
la the previous auturmn, and was now preaching in that part of tbe island.
But ho wae mot ordaine 1, and Mr. Gordon was sent for to dispense the ordi-
nance of Bap.ism. Hoe left home in circumetances of amxiety, 3Irs. Gordon
hâving been confieed oniy two, or throe weeks previous, and the state of bis
health being such as to cause bis friende imucli uneasinese. And as the jour-
ney >pro'ved lits laut it wilI ho intnr"sting to mark hie luet communications with
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1118 dearest enrt1ily friend. W«e thcrefure give entire the notes written to liS
wif'e while on- this journey
