County
bublin, which is the novitiate and house of
studies for the Irish proviness of the Order
as well, It s founded in 1860, and is
situated in the southern suburbs of Dublin,
three miles from the general post office,
The college grounds cover 75 acres. well
planted with choiee trees and shrubs, and

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winter, The original eollege was enlarged
i INT6E and at present there is o much
Larger addition being built at a cost of
X000, which will inerease the aceommodas
tion for students, and give more facilitios
for teaching and studving.  Pupils are pres
pared tor all  professions and mereantile
pursuits, receiving a high course of English,
mathematies, classies and  modern lane-
guage, o the intermediate examinations
they have had a high average of passes,
