A urEAT and perman-
ent impetus was given to
civilization by that vest
movement of tho Middle
Ages, whereby, in the
words of the Byzantine
Princess, Anna Comnena,
all Europe was preocipi-
tated on Asia, Theso re-
ligious wars united the
nations of the West in a
grand political league long
before any gimilar union
couldotherwisehave taken
place. They also groatly
impioved, or, indeed, al-
most oreated, the military
organization of Xurope,
and inspired and fostered
the spirit of ohivalry in
‘her populations.  They
led to the abolition of
sorfdom by the substitu-
tion of wmartial service
ingtead of the abjeot vas-
salage to which the masses
had been accustomed. By
] enforcing the so-called
Trace of God they pre-
vented the pernicious prac-
tice of private warfare,
\ond turned the arms of
Obristondom against its
‘common foe, Vast mul-
titudes were led to visit
Italy, Oonstantinople, and
the East-— the seats of
ancient learning, and the
gsccnes of splendid opu-
‘lence,

Extended travel en-
larged their knowledgo of
the geography, literature,
natural history, and pro-
ductions of foreign lands.
In the East still lingored
the remains of the science
of the palmy days of the
Caliphate. ~ The rustic
manners of the Orusaders
became polished by con-
tact with the more refined
oriental races, To tho Bri-
tish or German knight, who Lad never
stirred farther from his ancestral castle
than a boar hunt or a stag chase led
him, what a wonder-land must Ttaly
and the Fest have heen, with their
great cities, their marble palaces, por-
phyry pillars, and jasper domes! Tho
Orugaders, bocoming acquainted with
.the luxuries of the Orivat, discovered
Dew wants, felt new desires, and
§i [ brought home a knowledge of arts and
1 1 ¢iegances before unknown.

THE CRUSADERS,

The rosult was seen in the greater
gplendour of the Western courts, in
their more gorgeous pomp snd cere-
monisal, and in the more refined taste
in pleasure, dress and ornaments. The
miracles and treasures of ancient art
and avchitecture in Greeco and Italy,
far more numerous then than now, did
much to create and develop a taste for
the beautiful, and to onlarge the sphere
of human enjoyment, The refining
influence of the East aad South have

loft their mark in every cormer of
Europe, from Gibraltar to Norway,
from Ireland to Hungary, from the
crosses on the doors to the arabesque
traceries in cathedrals and castles.

It is not wonderful that these great
and stirring events, with their com-
bined religious enthusiasm and military
splendour, awoke the imaginations of
the poota, They gave a new impulse
to thought, and a greater depth snd
strength to feeling, They inspired the

muso of Tasso and many
& lesser berd, and supplied
the theme of the great
Christian eple, Gierusa-
lemms Liberata,

The Crusaders, 1nore-
over, mada several com-
mercial sottloments in the
East, the trade of which
survived their wmilitary
occupation by the Latins,
Thus a valuable commmerce
sprang up, which contri-
buted greatly to enrich
the resources, ameliorate
the manners, and increase
the comforts of the West.

But there were grave
and serious evils resulting
from the Crusades, which
went far to counterbal-
ance all these advantages.
The lives and labours of
millions were lost to Eu-
rope, and buried beneath
the sands of Syria, Many
noble families became ex-
tinguished by the fortunes
of war, or impoverished
by the sale or mortgaging
of their estates to furnigh
the means for military
equipment, The influence
of the Pope, as the organ-
izor of the Orusades snd
common father of Chris-
tendom, was greatly aug-
mented. The opulence
and corruption of the reli-
gious orders was increased
by the reversion to their
possession of many estatea
whose heirs had perished
in the field. Vast nrm-
bors of Oriental re'ics,
many of them spurious
and absurd, hecame ob-
jects of idolatrous worship.
Many corruptions of the
Greek Ohurch were imi.
tated, many Syriun and
Greek saints introduced
into the calendar, and
many Eastern legends
and superstitions acquired
ourrency.

Dr. Apax OLarkEg, the celebrated
commentator, said: ¢ Strorg drink is
not only the devil's way into a man,
but man’s way to the devil,”

The island belongs to Chili, and is
Jeased to a catile company, who have
20,000 or 30,000 head of cattle, and
a8 many more sheep grasing over the
hills, There are about fifty or sixty
inkabitants, ranchmen, with their fami.
lies, under the charge of a Freachman
named Crawe; and besides the stock,
they raise a quantity of poultry, and
ship chickens and eggs, with some
vegetables to the Valparaiso market.
The timber on the island is said to be
of an excsllent quality, but is not
much used. No one ever goes there
without bringing away s cane or two
a8 & memento, snd the brush from
which these canes are made ix of very
beautiful fibre and polishes well. Ex-
oursions go over frequently from Val-
paraiso, and the interest in Robinson
Crusoe’s experierce is much stimulated
by those who come this way,—Piila-
delphia Press.

OPPER OANADU,

OHAPTER VII.— THE SIEGE OF
QUEBEC,

As a consequence of the disaster
recorded in our last chapter, the com-
mandant at Fort Si John, desparing
of relief, and short of both provisions
and smmunition, surrendered to the
Americans after a siege of fifty days,
with a garrison of five hundred regu-
lors and Csuadian militia. The greater
part of the regular troops i1a the pro-
vince had now been captured, and
Montgomery advanced unopposed to
Montreal.

Dire waa the commotion in the little
town as the overwhelming force of the
enemy approached. Ocderlies galloped
wildly through the streets, and the
loud roll of the drum and sharp blare
of the bugle pierced the ear of night.
The little handful of troops were mar.
shalled by the torchlight in
the Place d’Armes, in front
of the old parish church,
which stood in the middle of
what is row Notre Dame
Street. It was a low-walled,
high-roofed building, with
semi-circular chanoel at the
east end, and with dormer win-
dows in the roof, At the
western end was a square tower,
orowned with an open belfry,in @
which hung the small bells, which at
the canonical hours rang out their
sweet chorus over the little town.
Around the square now lined with
stately stone banks and public offices
wore a row of quaint, high-roofed,
many-dormered buildings.

It was & wild night in early Novem-

ber, the 1lth of the month, with a high
The clouds sendded
swiftly across the sky, and the moonlight,
from time to time, burat fitfully through their
rifts, briuging into sharp contrast the illu-
mined fronts of the houses and the deep
shadow of the parich church. A bonfire was

burning in the tquare, its ruddy gleam blend-
ing strangely with the wan light of the moon,

These—
only & hundied and twonty in all—were
drawn wp in heavy warching order, to
advance sgainst the invaders, An
earnest colloquy wag proceeding be-
tween General Carleton and a number
of tho leading merchants of the town.
1t was argued that ss the hundful of
troops was quite inadequate 1o cope
with the large invading torce, the only
result of an engagement would he a
serious logs of life, fiom which no ad-
vantage would be derived, snd the
probable destruction of the town by
the exasperated enery. General Car-
leton, therefore, harangued his little
company of soldiers, and informed
them that the beat interests of the
King and country would be promoted
by a retreat upon Quebec, which was
really the key of the possession of the
colony, They were therefors marched
back to the barracks, and during the
night employed in deatroying such
army atores as they could mot carry
off, to prevent their fallivg into tio
hands of the enemy. Early next morn-
ing the little band, under command of
RBrigadier-General Prescott, with deep
chagrin written on their faces, marched
out of the eastern gate of the town
Just ag the strong forco of Montgomery
bl(:: open with & grenade the western
g“ .

General Prescott and his command
were intercepted at Sorel by s force of
Americans, with an armed vessel and
some floating batteries. Governor
Carleton escaped only by being rowed,
with mufiled oars, by night, past the
American guards; and so reached Que-
bec, which was now menaced by Bene-
dict Arnold. The American General,
Montgomery, promptly occupied Mon-
treal, but ‘reated the prople with much
consideration, and won their goodwill
by his generous disposition and affable
manners, He made provision for the
wsintenance of public order and ad-
niinigtration of justice, and for Learly
eight months the town remained in the
hands of its coptors.

The chief atruggle for the possession
of Canada, howevggr, took place around
the wslls of Quebec.

Colour ot the Sea.

Trx normal cr nataral colour of the
ocoan is blue; as oxpressed rightly in
the fauili r 'ine of the poet, * Fur o'er
the waters of the durk bluo sea.” The
deepec the water the darker the hue.
But while blue is the dominant cotour
of tho sea, as it is of the sky or the
sther in which our planet flosts, the
ocean presents great variety of tiat,
Tae blue is of every shade, from indi
to cerulean asure ; while at other times
or in other pinces there is as great a
variety of green or of grey. Some
paris of the ocean, as well as rivers
that rua into it, have received distinc-
tive numes from the pscul'ar hue of
their waters. Thus, as we have the
Hoang-ho, or Yellow River, in Ohinu ;
the Rio No.ro, or Black R.ver, in
South Amerion; the Red River in
Onada ; 80 of oceanic waters we have
the R «l 8na, the Black Sea, the White
Bea, thy Yelow Sea, Tuere are po~
manent differences of hue in many
waters, but besides these the same sea
is subject to every ohange of aspeck

under cloud or sunshine, and aver-vary.
ing atmospheric influences, Thers are
rogions where tho changes of olimate
are fow, and tho sea looks the sams for
lung seasons of the year, but as most of
us know the ocean, as artists present it,
there is scarcely any hue from ultra.
marine to gold n purple that could be
called unnatural, The causes of this
colour great and picturesque vatiety in
the of the sea are for the most part well
knowa and emsily explained,  Atmos-
phetic influences pruduce the effects of
light and shade, with the endless diver.
sity of tint and hue arising from the
sbsorption and reflection of the pris-
matic colours of the sky overhead, In
shallow scas the ground undernemth
alko affects the colour, It the subjacent
strata are white, a8 chalk or light sand,
tuo sea s of greenisn tint, deeper
a8 the bed below is darker, The sur
face colour may be variegated, so as to
indicate the goological formation be-
veath. In some parts of the ocemn
the water is 50 transparent that the
bottom muy be clearly seen at more
than & hund-ed feet of depth, as in the
O ribbean Sea and in the fiords of
Norway. Subma ine vegotation or
animal life, forests of nea-weed or layers
of shells or coral, thuy may sffact the
wsp ct of the water. Or mineral
matter may be in suspension or in
ocourse of deposition, o as ¢ determive
the clour of even despor waters, just
a8 that of rivers is affacied by the noils

hrough waich they fow. A far more
conspicuous effsc. is produced by the
presence of vegetable or animal sife ia
the waters themselves, Off the coast
of California there is an oceanic region
called the Vermilisn Sea, from the tint
given by dense myrisds of r-d animais
oules; the preseucs of which, of vari-
ous kinds and hues, gives the names to
the Red Sea, the Yo low Soa, and other
ocoduic regions waere such lifs abounds,
To similar causes are assigned the vari-
ous colou.s, green, brown, purple, rose,
which voyagers have recorded and natu.
ralists deec ibed in diffe-ent parts of
