Upon tho Manitoba Schoo! question be
repudiated the charge of cowardice
which bad been made agamst him for
not having spoken. * I spoke,” said
he, ** upon it last session 1n Ottawa. I
stated there, taking the position of the
Catholic minority of Manitoba, stating
that the Government of Manitoba,
instead of establishing pubhc schools,
had established Protestant schools,
and that the Catholic ohildren were
obliged to attend them ; that if that
position is true, 1n my opinion it is an
act of tyranny which no man can
stand ; and I thought the duty of the
Government was to refer the question
to court to see if the complaint was
true ur not, and to act accordingly. ’

What scems like o parody on the
British Constitution took place in the
debate upon the now defunct Home
Rule Bill in the House of Lords.
Tho work of seven years of struggling,
discussing, hioping, peace-oftering, all
undone in as many days. What
meant the bitter opposition in the
Commons when the fate of the Bill
was weil known? What availed the
cighty days work in the Lower House
when, by a vote of 419 to 41, the
Upper House threw out the measuro
with the disdam of a fow hours’ dis-
cussion, The Earl Spencer moved
the second reading, and claimed that
hitherto remedial legislation for Ire-
land had come too late, or contained
defects which rendered it uscless.
His own personal exgerience had satis-
fied him that home rule was the only
true solution of the Irish question.
When, the followmng evening, Lord
Roscbery, Secretary of Stato for
Foreign Afiairs, addressed the House,
the Chamber was thronged to hear the
most cloquent of the Liberal peers.
He characterized the debate as not
only unreal and academie, but also in
keeping with the history of the Houso
of Lords, who had dealt similarly with

the Catholic Emancipation Bill, the l

first roform bill and the bill for the
repeal of the Corn Laws., Their sum
mary troatment of the present bill
made their chambor tho chrinber of
death, and entailed upon them a tro-
mendous responsibiiity. In conclu-
sion ho said that this bill, like all other
legislativo measures, was oxperimental.
* It was, however, a largo and gener-
ous experiment. It was not a leap in
the dark, but & leap in the light. It
was o leap towarls the reconailiation
of two nations too long divided. It
was tho strido towards tho adjastmont
of local buainess, enabling the British
people to support the vast and varied
burdens of the empire.”

Lord Salisbury closed the debate
the following night, Sept. 7th, with
the boast that it was his privilege to
bo the lest to speak ngainst the sub-
joct this session. His principal peint
was based upon the retemtion of the
Irish members ut Westminster, which
he regarded as a horror, a madness,
and an outrage upon England. After
o brief reply to Lord Salisbury from
the Earl of Kimberley the motion was
put, the axe of the exccutioner came
down and Home Rule was doune to the
death by an overwhelming majority.
If England is sincore the Lordy, will
meset the question again, and by that
time will have changed whatever little
mind cf which they are possessed.

We are pleased to learn from the
Tablet that Professor Mivart has
accepted the condemnation of his
artiocles, and bas forwarded a submis-
sion ex animo to the Congregations of
the Holy Oftico and Index. Nothing
can be a surer sign of a great man
than loyally yielding up bis own
opinion to legitimato judges placed
over him. It is the victory of a man
who has conquered himself ; and that
is greater than the taking of cities.

The Feast of the Hnly Father's
Patron, St. Joachim, was celebruted
by a brilliant reception at the Vatican.
A number of Cardinals gathered round
the Sovercign Pontiff, who treated
them with most paternal and gracious
intimacy. After expressingan earnest
desire thet dovetion to St. Joachim
should grow from more to more, ho
produced the phonograph presented to
him as a jubileo gift. He entrusted
to it the following sentence: ** To-
day, the day consacrated to St.Joachim,
spouse of St. Anne and father of the
Blessed Virgin, hero in the Vatican,

in prosencoe of the Sacred College, it
gives me pleasure to implere the pro-
tection of the holy patriarch.” The
instrument was then made to repro-
duce o speech mado in 1890 by Cardi-
ne) Manning, the intonation of whose
voice was recognized with emotion by
all present.

Now that the storm ansing from
the Aigues Mortes trouble hagsubsided,

Italy presents the picture of a dis-
united country whose Governmeont lhias
goaght the friendship of France, and
whose people have shouted : * Long
live Emperor VWilliam II. at Pans.”
Another lesson is uppressed upon
those Frenchmen who questioned the
Pope's action in advising the support
of the Republic. The faot that the
Holy Father is neither the subject nor
tho subsidized friond of Italy ought to
be enough to prove the purity of his
motive. But the cry of the Roman
rabble : * Down with France and
down with Leo. XI1I., friend of the
French,” is the confirmation of the
unselfish  policy which the Holy
Fathor has pursued in rogard to
France.

A bitter antipathy in Italy against
Germany threatens tha Triple Alliance,
A Government organ gives us an idea
of tho feeling by saying: * Wo went
to Berlin with a rope around our neck,
and we are in consequence not the
aliies but the prisoners of Germany,
which lays down the law far us. But
yesterday she forbade us to intervene
in the Expoaition of 1889 ; she forced
us to break off our comnercial rela.
tions with France, to give up an his.
torical tradition from which arose our
political emancipation, to bring about
our economical ruin by rejecting a
treaty upon which, as upon a pivot,
the whole of our commercial policy
turned ; and as if all that were not
enough today, Germany otliges the
grandson of Vietor Emanuel to repair
to Mete to crown by his presence on
the plains of Lorraing the victories
won by German soldiers over tho
allies of Solferino. To such friends
we prefer open enemies.”

The Emperor of Germany Las been
indulging his passion for war by hold-
ing special mancuvres at Metz, where
his visit had a double political signi-
ficance. Tho first was to dissipate all
dreams of Metz and any portion of
Lorraina ever being handed back to
France , Germany will bold it in spite
of all comers. The other lesson is
¢ cected to those who were anxious
that the Fatherland should be relieved
of the heavy burthen of a militarism
which obliges them to be constantly
ready for battle against her western
neighbor and ancient {oe.

The Times correspondent in Uganda
writes that a satisfactory agreoment
has been made between the Catholic
and Protestant authorities, and ratified
by the British Commissioner.

Men would siill steal and overreach
each other; anger and violence and
bloodshed would still prevail, there
would ba a set who refuse to work, a
set to barter their birthright for a mess
of potlage ; thero would be scheming
for power and place, and it would ine-
vitably end in iucquality, in wealth
apnd poverty. But tho Government
being the Government of the people
would be strong. YWho shall kesp the
keepers? Will they be more devoid
of passions than previous rulers? Id
lesger things the Government of tho
people has not shown itself freo from
humon wealmess. In any association
of workmen with leaders elected by
themselves, do they trust their leaders,
have they confidence in one another ?
The frailties of human nature develop
jenlousy, cavy, mistrust, and struzgle
for power. If this ocours in small
agsociations, will matters be im
proved in the management of a
goneral Commonwealth” Moreover,
social equality, removes the natvral
spars to industry and exertion. The
egtablishment of a family, the accumu.
lztion of weslth. the wielding of large
capital, a position of leisuro, sre
motives, not perhaps the highest, but
still motives that prompt activity, con:
tirued labour, and sacrifice. They
have been the rewards and theinduce-
ments that havo led to invention, dis-
covery, great achievements, mental
affort.

Lastly, besides
the three vows, cach Religious is
bound to tend to perfection ; that is,
to strive not ouly to keop the Ten
Commandments, but to conquer Lis
passions and weaknesses, and to ain
at. rendering himself periect, This
meets the fundamental diffioulty of a
Socialistic state, namely, the inter-
farence of the passions and weaknesses
of human nature. Imaginoa Religious
Order compulsory, without the vow of
obedience, with an acéumulation of
wives and children, and without any
obligation to curb the pasyions, and it
is not difficult to forecast that it counld
not survive antil ths arrival of grand-
children.

These general considerations suffice
to expose the drcaminess of theories
of equal rights and equal conditions.
Tho history of mankind establishes
the oxistence of inequalily in every
place, time and condition, and suggesis
something inherent in human nature
to account for its diffusion ; a Catholie
seed in it the design of en all raling
Providencs, and is confirmed in his
opinion by the analogy of aature ard
tho silenca of Nur Lord on any scheme
of equality; and, forthermore, the
pasgions and weaknesses of human
nature which causo the present evils
of society would also provent the
success of any scheme of sociul organ-
ization. Besides the general reflec-
tions that apply to all Socinlistic
theories each one of the schemes has
its fallacies and its innate weakness.
Take the nationalzation of the land
and the abolition of private property
in land. It is assumed that land
differs from property in manufactared
goods ; that what man made man can
own, what no men made no man can
cleim as exclusively his. If man
owned only what he-made he could
not own & horse or n dog, & roze or an
apple. In what docs land differ from
manufactured goods® Theo value of
land consists wainly in the !abour
that man has put into it. As soon as
men’s labour hes made it productive
it becomes valuable, and in this wa
docs not differ from iron ore, cosl,
cottor, or the wood of tho forest.
These are not made by man, and are
of little use to man until they acquire
s value from man's lsbour. The
Btate does not own all steel rails
beceuge God meade the iron ore, nor
does it claim chairg and tables becauso
nature grew the wood, so that land
has two asperts, it3 original unenltured
condition at what i5 called prairie
velue, and its condition after it bas
been renderod productive by tho labor
of man. The valuo of the laiter
usually excoeds the prairie value, and

Now,
subatitute in this exemple of Annie
Besant's tho State for tho landlord
and a Govermnent official for the
tailiff, and would it be auy more just
for the Btate {o raise the rent? If
tho Staté sccurea to the farmer the
benofit of his labor and improvements,
this happens, that the ownership of
the land is divided, threo parts of its
valuo belong to the {farmer and one to
Stato. This practically is private

ownership, for the farmer could then"

soll his sharo of the value, or sublot
it, subject to the paymeat to the State
or ground rent, and any difficulty or
trouble that induced the State to part
with the ground rent to raisc monay
restores frechold tenure.

. For the State to take over the land
Justico requires compensation, at least,
for the lavor and improvements. To
whoma shall the compensation be
made, and who ghall estimate it ?
The asmount would bs enormons,
Having bought up the land, in
order to provent reversion to privato
ownership, the Btate must culti-
vate i, If it allowed others to
put their own capital and labour into
it, private ownership would arise in
the increased value. So that the
Stato would ermploy the whole of the
agricultaral lIabour—4 gigantio ander-
taking—to the exclusion of individual
cnterpriss  and porsonal  intercst.
Then, bulding sites have to bo con.
sidered, and, there, too, the State
must either erect all the houses or
iroposo a ground ront, acd where the
value of the honses far exceeds ihe
value of the site the ownership of the
ground rent becomes proportionately
wsgignificant, So that thoe nationah-
cation of the land is really only a part
of the Sociahsiic dream, in which the
State mannges overything.

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Thoe Resting-Placo of Fathor Tom Burke,
Katharine Tyn::m the Kosary,

Tatlaght, the httlo willage whoro tha
Irish novitiato of the Dominicans is
situated, has been a place of ecclesi.
satical pretousions smce Bt. Meleuan
founded his monastery thero in the
oighth contury, Tho monastery gave
place to the castle, buslt for a bishop's
palace by Alexander dv Bicknor n
1824, nad wbaluted afterwards by
govoral archinshops of Dablin, Catho-
lic and Protestant. In tuue, what
with sieges by the hill-tribes—-for the
Irish mountminecrs were not tminded
ta roveronce any LEnghshman, oven
though he were archbishop— and the
passage of years, tho place becamo
rumous, till it wag rebwilt by Arch.
Inshop Hoadley, tho P’rotestant holder
of the 8co of Dublin, 1n 1724, From
that tumo it was ased onco more as
archbishop 8 galuce ult 1821, whou st
fell 10 privato honds, ana so camo
gradually back to the ownership of
Catholio mouks. To day it has a fameo
ugan from atsolf us the resung-placo
of tho beloved Domimican, Fasher Tom
Burke, who sleeps below a nicho des-
twed for 8 hittle wmortuary chapel,
within the walls of his own stately
memonial church.

The novitiate at Tallaght 18 very
beautifully eituated. Dublin is four
Irnsh miles away. but 1s brought to
ong's doors by thiv steam-train that
rung through Tallught. Yet despite
tho city’s nearness, this is the heart of
the country. It is o swniling country
of pastoro and corn-fields, ringed
about with the most gracious and
lovable hills in the world-~Insh hills,
undulating, misty, yesterdsy green
and blue, like the splendors of the
peacock . to-day with hints of scarlet
through the brown, likv a pheasant's
breast. Thereis no end to their vary
ing ; they will be so intense a blue
one day that they mako the senses
ache with pleasure, Towards evening
the high ligiats will be touched with
pink ; agsin, they will be a uniform
grey-green, like o distant great wall of
glras; or the pink and purple will
flash through veils of silver, and diffuse
a delicious rosy radiance over the
‘whole lovely line.

The grounds of the Tallaght con
vent are dark with greenery, and
silent, save for tho songs of birds, It
is difficult to realize in those arcades
full of green light, by the shores of
that pellucid strip of water whero the
swans float, {and the water hon rears
her brood in safety, that the city is so
near, and that the village and the
country-road bound the territory on
threo sides of it. If it were another
garden than a monk’s, and those
monks novices, one might murmur
over the Learesto’s dreamy linag—

“* Not wholly tn the busy earld or jutte
Boyond (8, tes the garden that | love.
Mewn ot busy ¢ ity comes to it
o sound of funcral and warriage bells
And sitting, muffled {n dark leaves, | hear
The windy clanging of the muonster clock ~

The bellg of the city or the sounds of
it have little enougn interest for the
hermit novices whom you shall see 1,
their stalls at church, looking un.
earthly ianocent and childlike .n those
wlite robes that are the most beaatiful
of any worn by the Charch's innny
orders.

It wan in 1821, as I have said, that
tha then Protestant Archbishop of
Dublin decided that the revonues of
his See did pot permit of two resi-
dences for him. So the place was sold
to a Maior Palmer, with a curious

rovision that, beforo it left his custody

o should take the old palace, stone
from stone. lest it sho 14 in time be-
come 8 monkery. ° .is foresight, if
exercised gencrally, ould have em
barrassed a gcud many roligious com
munities of Dublin, for it is wonderful
how monlks and nuns bave found
sholter in the tew:. and country houses
of Protegtant prilales, who had no use
for sach mansion- when the Parlia.
ment moved to I-ndon, and in the
stately houses whi:. persecutors of

the faith planned their acts of repres.
sion agninst the contumacious Papists.
Major Palmer faitbfully adhered to
his bargnin, and in the destruotion
but ono part of the old bmiding sur.
vived. that is tho squaro tower which
belonged to tho old enstlo, and is thore.
forv vory ancient. It 18 a tower likeo
a keop, with many varrow oyes of
windows looking from it. Time has
clothed it kind‘iy with ivy, and lns
made it a colony of biede.  When Mr.
Lentaigno took tho place in 1844, he
oxplored tho tower and found many
curfous relies of the past within it. ho
repaired it, too, wherevor it was weak-
ened, and it now stands up strong and
massive, its chiambers undisturbed ox

copt for the bats and the birds.

Major Palmor, of the ruins of the
Enluco. budt a charmng and homely

ouse, which you arc startled to find
nestling bohind  the great convent
when you gu explonag w Tellaght, v
18 used now for such birds of pagsage
as come and go, priests on o flying
visit, or such like, aad it Lins an on
chanting prospect of green glodes and
cool water, and laurel Liedge, twouty
feot or more of noble height. On the
lawns of this Luiuo-liko Liouse are the
novioes' tennis-courts, and when 1 was
thero o trio of handsomo dogs were
gambolling on the smooth grass , thero
was nothing of coldness or austerity.

Thu great house turns its coldest
sido to the world. Tho gardon side,
with 1t8 open windows frumed n avy,
had much quet and solemn beauty.
The sido all tho world may geo 18 aus-
toroly couvontual, with 1ts long, high
walls, pierced with gothis windows,
and tho huge clumney-stacks standing
out prominently from the sloping roof.
Over across tho lawn, whero aro beds
of flowers in the verdure, and a couple
of purple mounds of pansies, crowaed
with statues of our Blessed Lady and
St. Dominic, is the church, a beau-
tiful bwilding, severely simple, aftor
tho best models of vcciesinstical arcin.
tecture. Before the ohurch was built,
Father Burke lay in a temporary
grave, beneath the convent windows,
there were always pilgnims thery, and
the grave was heaped with wreaths
and crosses.

T'he churchk which is his monument
is Jong. and not wide, divided midway
by a rood-screen of carved oak, and lit
by narrow, high lancet windcws. It
ia the ideal of & commumty church.
theugh the faithful are not forgctten
init. Boyond the rood-screen s the
choir, with stails and canopies of
carved oak, rich and handsome. The
beautiful altar of white marble is the
gilt of the Royal Irish Constabulary.
About the altar 1s rich and decorative.
Tho rosary makes a series of wall-
gamtmgs around the altar, and

stweeh the pictures there are finely-
carved statues of Dominican saints.
Bebind the altar the threo lancot
windows are filled with stained glass,
each window boing a gift. The altar.
lamp is a beautiful one of pierced
brass. Some day [ hopeall the church
windows will be of stained glass, furat
presunt there is too much daylight, 1
would like to paint thoss grey walls
nitl lilies, or apple buaghs in blossum.
I aw svre bare walls were primarily
designed as o background for fresco,
and one sighs, surveying these, for the
brusk ofa sinter of old, who would
patiently pamnt thore spray after spray,
and tendel after tendril, and praise
God with vvery stroke of his brush,
and having made the walls beautiful
for God's sak:, would die, and ieave
no echo of lus name.

The rood-screcn in the Dominicans:

St. Swithin and tho Raln,

Tho old superstition about St. Swith.
in and the rain has very gonerally died
out. Thero are satill, however, a good
many who inclino to tho bolief that
such a notion must bavo had a basis of
sciontific fact, or it could not havoe ob-
taived as it has dono for conturies, says
the Cork Examiner. Some years ago
tho records of Grecawich Gbservatory
were examined for twenty years, with
a view to uscortaining whother, as a
matter of fact, & rainy 15¢h of July is
usually followed by a rainy poriod ap-
proximating to forty days. It was
found that the years in which St
Swithin's dey had given no rawn wore
rather wetier during the following
forty doys than other years. It was
concluded that the tradition bad no
moteorological facts whatover to sup-
port it. Everybody has heard the old
story about tho removal of St. Swithin's
bones on 15th of July, and of tho man
ner in which the saiut reaented it by
delugiag the district.

I'ow kitchons are commodions—for this
rcason a {lap table which, when not in
use, can bo folded up and fastonod
against tho wall, » o positive boon.
If not ovtainablo 11: tho shops one can
bo casily mado by taking a dressmakor's
atativuary outting Loard as a wmodol.
Tho top of this table should be covered
with whito maorbic-oloth, and if the
olosot shelves arp covored with tho
samo material they can njore casily be
kept olean and ewcot. Bosides this
tablo two chbairs arc nceded for the
kitchon. They should bo mado entiroly
of wood, as canc acats aro toacherous
things and ropairiog thom oxpentive
work. Small cooking uiensils aro kopt
in better condition if hung. A wide,
pnioted board, mado after the model of
the small keyracks sold in faucy shops,
can bo hung by mcans of pisture-
hooks fastened in the top edgo back of
the table. On it small hooks, such as
arv uscd by upholsterers, can o scrowed
in rows. Thero is no botter harbor for
knives, spoons andemalltinware. Back
of tho aink should hang tho dishpan,
soaprack and small scrubbing broom.
The ordinary kitchen has two or three
closets. It simplifies tho work to devote
each of theso to a dofinite purpose.
For instance, in ono placo the ironing
board, irons, ete. ; in anothor overy-
thing used 10 bakiny, and in a third
the paraphernalin of tho ordinary work.

All
nre bound to follow Him, He is the
way, the truth and the life. ' He
that followsth me,” says our Saviour,
« walketh not in darkness.” Now,
therefore, tho moro we imitate and
oopy the life of Jesus Christ in our
lives and in our wholo conduot and
aotions, the moro nearly wo approach
to religions porfeotion, because our
Blessed Lord is thoe divinoe model, and
all must imitate Him. He is the
Guido nnd tho Master , and in propor
tion a8 we copr His lifo, in the same
proportion shall we be perfeot.

Now, the Catholie religious lifo is

Paul, annihilated Himself, became
man, was born in a stable, an alien
in His own country. Ob, what a
mystory! To teach us that, if we
wish to make our vocation sure, we
must renounce the world in heart;
and those who would be most perfect
must renounce it in reality, living in
it, but not of it—Iliving for its sancti-
fication, but not belonging to it.

Christ camo to ug in the form of a
servant ; God lived in the guise of a
child ; then living as a carpenter, and
the son of a carpenter. Oh what a
mystery! Surely our Lord had a
great purpose in that. Ho becams a
poor laboring man, toiling in an ob-
gsouro life in a carpenter shop—lived
in poverty, died in poverty, and even
had not o grave for His poor mangled
body. There was a grave borrowed
for Him. Now the poorest persons
who die in our pauper houses are
given a grave; the earth denied that
to Jesus Christ.

Oh, my dear children, here is a
lesson forus. Therefore it isin the
Cataolic Church, in the religious life,
the members becume by choice poor.
They are required to renounce the
desire of possessing and the capacity
of having worldly goods. When they
make the vow of poverty they cannot
have any more. Everything is the
property of the Community. There-
fore, my dear Sisters, you must enter
fully, on an occasion like this, into the
gpirit of our holy faith. The poverty
that is not felt is not real poverty.
Theoretical poverty, poverty in the
abstrect, 18 not the poverty which
Jesus Chrigt intended. Poverty must
mako itself felt ; it made itself felt 1n
the life of Jesus Christ. He wsas
bungry and thusty and cold. Je
suffered the sacnifices of poverty ; nnd
go it is with the puor people of the
world ; whether they liEe it or not,
they must feel the pangs and bitternoess
of povurty ; and so the religious in the
Holy Catholic Churoh, if they be trae
religious, they must fully enter inio
the true state of their religious voca-
tion. Thoy must embrace poyerty,
and its sacrifices and inconvenience
and bitterness ; otherwise 1t is only
theoretical poverty—they would bo
better off than many in the world.

Our Lord was infinitely pure—
purity itself—brighter than the morn-
ing star that rises in the Leavenr.
He war born of a Virgin, and this
specially beloved Apostle was a Virgin,
ond He ocoupied a Virgin's throne.
Weo must now embrace this Virginal
purity with our hearls and souls. To

guch our Lord has promised * ** They
ghall bo His body guards; thoy shull
ging a now song which nons but
Virgin life can chant, and thoy shall
follow the Lamb,” ¢ Blessed are the
olean of heart, for thoy shall seo God.”
Thoy shall sco God with o specinl
sonso, with a sense that scems to havo
a moro porfeot and purer view of God
than thoso that woere mnot Virgins.
* Blessed are tho clean of heart, for
they shall sece God.” In the immortal
lifo thay shall feast on tho infinite
benuty of God. What & beautiful lifo,
what a sublime and holy vocation,
and how wo should endeavor to live
up to it!

Then thoro is tho obedier.co of Jesus
Christ. A marvellous thiug and a
mysterious thing. Ho whe.. the
Heavens and the earth obeyed, Ho
whom the stars in their revolution
and the sun in its sphere and the
planete in their motion He whom all
the oreation of God adures becamo
obediont for us unto death, even unto
the death of the Cross.

In %GO A. p. & young man about 30
years of age, was paoing up and down
tho -mwli rooms of a castlo.

After having givon many days to the
ploasuro of rolating to each other tho
stery of tho cares and sorrows of the
past and enjoying the rounion, tho old
couple returned to their homo, and
Bornardo to his high charge bis bone-
ficont work,

Mcanwhile tho hospico was flourish-
ing and to mako it a perpetual institd-
tion ho wont to Rome in 1008 to beg
tha Popo's protection. Hostarted joy-
fully from tho Etornal City with tho
desired mandate, but it was not given
to him to sco his belived Alps agsin.
A sulden illness geized him at Navars,
and ho surrondored kis beautiful soul
to God with that suprome scronity
which comes from a duty done. Ha
had ceased to be, but bis work was ac-
complished, and {t continues to this
day, while in bis honour Mount Jupiter
has beon named Mount S8an Bernardo.

This mountain lies botween the vul
leys of Entremonte and Aosta The
famous hospice is situated upon ono of
the most precticablo passes, and gives
bospitality to all travellora from the
proud princo to the poorest tramp.
The pious monks of tho hospico and
their strong, faithful dogs go in search
of the tired and freezing pilgrims, and
usually succeed in saving them. These
touching scencs are renowed every
year in the cold season, but the most
wmarvellous sight ever witnessed up
there wason May 16, 1800, whon Father
Luigi Luder was auperior of the
hospice. On that day it ga~< hospital-
ity to 80,000 mep, with thirty eight
ciwonon and other baggage. It was the
}rench army, which was descending
into Italy, a few days previous to the
bat:le of Marengo.—Irish Catholis.

A Statue of the Chevaller Bayard,

A statue has becn crected at Mezi-
ercs to the Chevalier Bayard, It is
another added to the many already ex-
isting in France in honor of the hero
sans peur et sans reprochs.  The unveil-
ing of it was an event of sufficient im-
Kgrtanco to take the minister of war to

ezierca. While the occasion served
for one of those military aad national
domonstrations in which the French
delight, it aleo breught to light a trait
which, for anti-religious littleness, per-
haps could only have been conceived
in France. Somc memorsble words of
Bayard are engraven on the pedestal
of tho statue. It is his reply to the
envoys of Charles V., requiring him to
surrender Meziorea, * Tellthem,”says
the Chovalier, alluding to the envoys,
‘“that the king, my master, had better
persons iu the kingdom than myself to
guard this fronticr town, but that since
ho has conferred the honor on me, I
hope, with the aid of God, to remein
faitbful to my charge.” Such are the
words of the origiral documont. In
the reproduction on the pedestal the
words “with the aid of God” have
been carofully left out. The omission
comes from hcadquarters. It is not
the sculptor, M. Uroisy, who is anawer-
ablo for it. His statue of Bayard is a
fine work-of. art.

Mass According to Greok Rites,

For the first time in the history of
Chicago Catholic Mass was conducted
the other day in sccordsnce with the
Greek rites of tho Oburch.

The Arsbian
priest, the Rev. Father Basil Sonaya,
superintended tho conatruction of a
pine altar, and candlesticks, censers
and other paraphernalia were imported.

That repre-
scnte the apirit of the Roman Catholio
Church to-dsy as much as it did in tho days
of Loyola. Every consistent Roman Catho
lioc must of neccessiy ncknowlodge the
supremaocy of a foreign potentato.

What a jaundiced oy a man must
have, that he should sce things in
such a light, or more correctly sponk.
ing, what an itching palm he must
have that be should hawk such wares
in his market of religion. The impu.
dence of this iconoclast awes us into
silence, while his ignorant oxegetical
expounding of tho statue cf Bt. Igna-
tius is not worth powder and shot.
True, theso are days when almost
overy slander is popular, and the
more absurd and insulting it is to
Catholic fecling tho botter it takes;
but we donbt that this latest attempt
will succeed. But the boauty of the
statue is that there ¢ ain‘t no such
thing.”

Bosworth then read ont of a pamphlet writ-
ten by the raost Rov, John Hughes, D.D.,
lato archbishop of Now York, statements to
tho ¢ffect that those who died without this
scapular wouald surely go into oveilasiing
tormcat. It was a puwer unto salvation,
e also sald that on soveral occasions the
Baptists were denounced from the Catholic
pulpits, As o result a mob raidod tho Alts-
sion chapel and broke the windows, etc,
Watwithstanding all tucse things, howevor,

clared the speaker,  our work is prosper.
iug, and the chapel cannot accommodate
those who would like to gain admission.”
Upwards of 5,000 have boen converted and
baptised, aud not less than 50,000 have
been brought to Chriet by their influonce.
Ther are yet over ene miltion in that mis.

ing Mr. Bosworth mado an eloquent appeal

There 13 no use arguing with a
coarse brutal blasphomer who tatks in
that way; and what use to protest?

A now publication with tho high
sounding title of British Canadian bas

P. P. A. Bociety, and tho clean and
able managemoent of Mrs. Margart L.
Wo would not notico this intolerant
sheet were wo not amazed at the ccol
impadence of one of 1ts contributors
in asoribing any meed or shadow of
toleranco to the character of Oliver
Cromwoil. * The leader of these per-
sccutions sgainst tho Waldenses,” he
states, * was the Dule of Savoy.
1t took the voice of a Oromwell to stay
lus bloody hand. The great English
protector sent him s message, to the
cffect that unless the persecutions
ceased *he would make hum foel the
power of hisarm.'” The contributor
continues : * All honour to England's
name, friond and deliverer of the
oppressed, Defender of the Faith ("
Wa venture a hope that a httle know-
ledge of Cromwell's bloody bistory may
cause a chango in the opinions of the
* contributor” or the merciful disposi-
tious of that famous usurper.

In the book styled * Cromwell's
Settlements,” it is related that * Crom.
well deolared that he would not allow
the Mass to be offered up whorever the
Parliament of England had power."
His General, Pym, boasted that he
would not leave a priest in Ireland
(pages 811-12). Priests wero ordered
to quit Ireland under penalty of doath,
Pablic whipping and ampatation of

the oars was the punishment for not
informing on them. Pricsts, wolves
and foxes wore ** the $hreo bunlensomo
beasts® on whoso hoads rowards wero
lald. (Crom. Settlo. p. S0R).

Aftor tho battlo of Nasoby, 1645,
ono hundred foraales, somo of them,
ladies of distinguished ravk, woro put
to the s-vord undor pretenco that thoy
wero Irish Catholies.  (Lingard, Vol
VIIL. p. 62), After tho defeat of
Montrose forty womon wore thrown
from the bridgo near Linlithgow iuto
he rivor Avon. Afler the siego of
Droglicda not only tho soldiers who
Iaid down tleir arms, but all tho
inhabitants, wero massacred, without
a shadow of teroy or compunction on
the part of tho ruthless tyrant, Crom-
woll and his guspellors.  After many
assaults had been mado in vain, Qeom-
woll offered peaco and protection to all
thoeo who Iaid down thoir arms.
Bearnoly had the Izish soldinrs thrown
by thuir swords and cutlasses when
the order for a gonoral wmassacro was
given, and all perished to o wan.

This merciful General seemed to
rovel in tho blood of hclpless women
and ohildeon as woll as unarmod
soldiors, \Varner says when Wexford
was taken its inhabitants woro all put
to tho aword; and other historians
quoted by Lingard eay that ** No dis-
tinotion waa mado at Wexford botwuen
tho defoncoless inhebitants and the
ariued soldier ; nor could the shrioks
and prayors of threo hundred fomales,
who had gathored around the great
cross on tho market square, presorve
them from tho swords of those zuth-
less barbarians.” Oromwell boeded
not the formalo sbrick for meroy.

Such was the great English Protec-
tor who demanded meroy for the
Wauldenses, and who threatened tbe
Duke of Savoy, that unless ho spared
them, the powerful arm of Fugland
would be felt beyond thaseas. Uat
upon guch arrant aypoorisy !

nuning at that most exalted of eallings
« -the hnly pricsthood ¢ It 18 not 8o
much the fault of our aspiring yonths,
nor 18 1t the dearth of voeations, for
* many are ealled ;* but thero1s wan:-
mg m parental cireles o spirit of
sncnifico.

Parents frequently liave not that
grand old Catholio spirit which deemed
it an honor above all carthly con-
eidorations to have in tho family one
darling child, within the halo of
God's sanotuary, intercedmg for them
whether living or dead. Thoy think
that o training in tho Soparate or
Pallie schoal, with o fimshing touch
in tho Ingh school, 18 the pinnacle of
intellectual culture.  Thoy want ther
children to go out into the world to
makv money.

There are many, teo, who hold
crroncous idcas of Cathelio colleges,
In the first placo, no high school ean
afford the genoral education which
may be bad in o regular collego. Its
work 18 spemal,; that of the college
moro general. The seclusion from the
overy day distesctions of homo life 18
an itemn to bo carefully noted. Then
there 18 the association with tho best
Catholic blood. The wholo man is
oducated. He 18 taught order, ro.
strant, ubedience—throe necessary
quahties of a man of success in any
sphero su life.  Our Catholic colleges
are not mere devotional hot-houses
into which secular subjects steal only
through neglected apertures. No;
they fit the muan for the battle of hife,
not a fictitious ideal.

Man 1s a ocreature of God. Tlus is
a first prinoipiv, without wiioh all
education 18 vean, Hence the affeo.
tions of the soul ave trainud, the will
dirested. Then the secular subjects,
leaning on this foundation, are built
into a substantial strusture. Presided
over by men who have consccrated
their lives to God in educating the
voung, tho collego imparts a beautiful
object lesson overy day within its
precinots, The attackments of home
find u tender substitute, while devo-
tion, work and recreation go hand in
hand, making overy moment of time
profitable without ~ sarying. Since
the professors aro not bigh-salaried
officinls, the oxpenses of education are
minimized, making the burden light
on those who send their children thero
to be educated.

It appears to us that the work done
by the Basilian Fathers in St.Michael's
Collego should command the attention
of thosoc who aspire to a superior
Catholic course of studies. For forty.
ona years s this collego been sending
out her graduates into the different
walks in lifo, both in Canada

and the United States. While <!
courso {3 particularly adapted to the
training of young men for tho holy
pricathiood, it also carcfully trams
students for tho othor loarncd profis
slons. As an ovidenco of thia fact <he ‘
tumbers among her afmm learncd |
mon in tho first ranks of the legal
medical and other professions; while ;

The Oxford Movemont.

A writor, Dr. Sehooll, in tho Cana.
dian Churchman of the 7v ..stant,
proclaimns the activity ard benelits
characterizing what he w pleaeed o
call Anglo-Catholicism. * It haa,” he
tells us, ** now stood thoe test of hnlf-a.
century; no man can ignore its re-
sults.” I'rom this lalter statetnent
wo utter no dissenting voico; but we
unhesitatingly call the former in quos-
tion. It would ill becomo a Catholic,
not an Anglo-Catholic, but a purely,
sinply Catholic, journal to treat
lightly o movement which, oven 1n s
firat geunoration of followers, gave to
the Church two Cardinals and soveral
Bishops, wihick gained for us the
saintlike Fabor, and ovolved a sories
of literary works which now fill the

void amongst the Lnglsh speaking
Catliolics of buth hemisplicres, ITow
could any one ignore a movemeut
which a Nowman, with Lis giant intel-
lect and angel bLeart, so mighuly
accelerated, if ho did not actually
start ; which gathered mnpetus from
the very names of its earlicst asso-
ciates, and whose wave of change has
not yet beaten with its curving foam
the roligious shore of England 2 The
results of that movement can by nu
means bo ignored. They are not
known. They strotch themselves into
a distant futuro. So far, thereforc,
from contradicting this Iatter stato-
ment we emphasize it, and consider
that these results are farther reaching
than so-called Anglo Catholics vould
eagerly desire if they are sincere in
the position they oceupy.

Qur contention, howover, is that
this movement has by no means stood
tho test ot fifty years. The mutto of
any movewment which is to command
respect, and is to stand tbe test of
time, must be: Thus far and no far-
ther, That tho Oxford moveraent
nover did adopt this motto is suffi.
ciently proved by the numbers who
advanced from it to Rome. Nor could
it ba otherwise, for tho very power
which drove it into ritualiam and
sacerdotalism, drove it for logical,
truth secking minds to wherc the
historical priesthood, liturgical wor-
ship and cettral authority alone could

be found. If, as Dr. Schoell says,

the Clhurch e+ nover again loosen
herself from 18" then may some future
gencration sce tho Churels of England
engrafied upon tho parent stem, from
which it waa lopped in an evil day.
Ad loig as the Ritualists dwell con-
tent with remaining in the Anglican
eemmunity they, heedless of the
sulatance, aro chasing after shadows.

The Briggs Controversy.

Tho Soptember number of tho North
Awerican lleview containg a short yot
able article on this famous controversy
by an Oblate Father, L. A. Nolin,
LI.D. Besides publishing the whole,
for otherw.so we would not do it full
Justico, which we promise to do in our
next issue, wo point out a few of tho
salient argursents advanced by Dr.
Nolin. Tho indictmoent against Mr.
Briggs raised the question as to tho
supremo and only authority in the
Presbyterian Church, Tlus strikes
overy Catholic as most surprising. A
Church is in existence for two or three
hundred years, and 1t is not known
whereis tho authority? Tho first thing,
i forming a Chureh, is tosottlo author-
ity, just as a mathematielan fixes the
centro before describing the circle.
When the question of authority is
mooted in o society of many years
etanding a dilemma presents its horns.
Either it is no society, on account of
baving no authority, or it is strauge
that the wisest of its members do not
know where that authority resides.

Again, tho uecessity of a supreme,
living authority forees itself upon us
when wo soe men who have spent

| years of study unable to decide ques-

tions of scriptural exegesis, How can
ordinary people be certam? Whioh
of two opinions shall wo adopt?
Weigh the matter thoroughly and
privato interpretation is sadly want-
ing, What remains? Nothing but
the acknowledgment of, and sub.
mission to, a supreme authority em-
powered to interpret the word of God
with infalhbility,

But even supposing private inter-
pretation practicable, the only reason.
able and authorized mode of interprei-
ing the word of God, the position of
the General Assembly in the Briggs
cuntroversy is quite untenable. The
fact that Dr. Briggs did interpret the
Scripture in rather a novel way for a
Prosbyterian simply proves that he
oxercised his fundamental right to the
extont -“ his ability. \Whether he
made a more lavish use of that right
than other Presbyterians are wont to
do is merely a question of degree , the
prinoiple remains the samo. The sus-
pengion of such » man by such a court
for heresy is inconsistent in the ex-
treme. Wo may add that if the

General Asseinbly olain to posseen
authority for their actinn it s sclf
conatituted, and thereforo unlawful.
Tho only natural course wns the action
of tho minority, who, whilo declaring
their hearty belief i a love for the
Holy Beriptures, and ther loyalty to
the prinaiples of Preshytenianiam, thoy
nevertheleas  protested  apgamst the
judgment of suspension and the pro.
ceedings leading thereto.

pretation, with ail its intrim«ic absurd.
fties, practical diffioultzes and baleful
conscquences to tho Cathole viow of
n required authority, wo see its natur-
alncss and reasonableneas, e cluld,
whother reared in the Ontiiohic futh
or not, roxsives his interpretation from
his parenta, and later on the wan
follows s pastor. \uy? Itis the
readiest and only practical way,

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WORLD'S PAIR ILLUMINATIONS.

Iu days goue by when the wiseacres
wero but children wo all of us read
with eager intorest the wondrous tale
of Aladdin and tho Genii, of that
magic lamp which need be rubbed but
over 8o lightly to admit one to a
world scintillating with beauty and
with iight. Mayhap wo have sighed
a bit wearily in maturer years as tho
dread rovelation came that the world
of fairy tale and of reality arn in truth
80 far removed. Alas! that tho ma-
gic lamp of Aladdin should be but a
commonplace doplex-burner with no
properties at all save a distressing
pronences to smoke.

But the days of Aladdin are not
over. Onco aud agnin we catch o
glimpse of those filmy cobwebs of our
childhood’s brain and they seem to be
more than wnyths. The ancient geoii
of the Arabian Nights i no longer
heore but other genii not less powerful
have taken bis place. The rule of ma-
gic is at an end but the rula of eletric-
ity bas only just begun.

The World’s Fair by day and tho
World's Fair by night are different
worlds. By day tha World's Fair is
impressive. It speaks of human toil
and human ingenunity, of the wonders
accomplished by the fragile fingers of
man. By night it is glorious. Itis
clothed in a besuty that is not on earth,
it seems vivified by a finger Divine,
Here is no dozzling whiteness to tire
the eye, po blistering pavements to
weary the feet, no jostling crowds bent
on sight seeing as the sole end of life,
only » city clothed in light as in &
gorment, a huwanity that has taken
on somo of the grandeur and the quiet
of starry skies,

So muses an ounlooker as the great
whaleback steamer, four-decked and
superbly appointed, the Christopher
Columbus, giides silently through the
dark waters of Lake Michigan to ita
dock at tho Colonnade of the Oolum-
bisn Exposition.

The night is sileat, there is no moon
only the stars shining clear and large
from that panting sky. The great
columnc of the Colonnade seem to rise
white aud magestic from the dark
waters of the lake, crowned by the
trinumphant Sgure of the great naviga-
tor. It is indeed a phantom city
thrown up as if by magic on the skore
of this inland ocean.

The Manufactures’ Buildingstretches
its length Jike some grest sea serpent
along the shore on one zide of the Col-
onnade; on the other perched on a
rocky eminence stands the quaint old
monastery of La Rabida, guiet now as
the menks thet onco trod its earthen
floors and prayed beneath its ivied
wallg while rising gracofully from its
shadow are the mast beads of the San-
ta Maria, the Pinta and the Nina, that
modest Spanish fleet crowned by the
banners of Aragon and of Castile.
Bohind are the dark waters of Lake
Michigan with their ceascless sobbing
surge beforec one the White City by
tho sca.

Suddenly the Court of Honor bursts
upon the rightt A grest squaro of
light—ligbt, light everywhers, mogt
glorious of ell God's creations. It is
the firat impression—a breathless one.
Gradually the lines of the buildings,
familiar cuough in day-time, grows
clearer. Facing ono in the contro of
ono side of tho open squaro correspond-
ing sud directly opposite to ths Colon-
nade and peristylo which crown the
entranco from tho lake, is tho Admia-
istration Building, its great domo lit
up by o tbousand lights standing out
clear and luminious against the sky.
The sprite of electricity has touchod it
and mwyrisd-orbed it has sprung into
life. Lights start from its very pin-
nacle and ripplo down in waving lincs
to the ground, as if the AMilky Way
had ewnpticd somo of its treasares and
the carth could rival tho bhesvens.

Groat torches burat forth nlmost angri-
ly amid thoso steady stars, and the
apaces botwoon the great white pillars
are red with thoir glare. At the four
great cornera winged dragons arige,
secming to staud guard over this palaco
called up by tho wmodern genii of olec:
tricity.

Betwoen the Administeation and
tho Manufactures is the Flectricivy
Building, filling up the corner of the
square, JSimilar to it on the other
sido is the palaco of Mechanical Arts,
many turroted and stately, while the
Agricaltural Building occupies tho
third side of the square, with tho
golden figure of Diann the Huntress
poised lightly on its top. At tho oppo-
site ond. the one from which one enters,
is the Casino on cne eide of the Colon-
nade, and on the other the Music 1lall,
near which is the column of Moercury.

The buildiogs are ranged around a
square whoso centro is occupied by
the lagoon, presided over by a mam-
moth gilt figure of the Goddess of Lib-
erty, tbo whole called, not without rea-
son, the Court of Honor. Evory buiid-
ing i outlined by rows of seloctric
lights, which are reflected again and
again in the shining waters of this
miniature lake. Even the lagoon it-
self has its special illuminations, set in
the low wall that surroucds it and only
u few feet from its surface.

Prcsently a soft radiance fills the air.
It is the electric fountains which have
begun to shoot forth showers of emer-
alds, of rubies and of zapphiresinto the
air. One simost expects to seo elfin
creatures rising from their spray. The
crimson deepens to purple, then green,
yellow, blue, is .o scene as the great
soarch lights are turned first upon one
piecs of statuary, then upon another,
bringing them into high relief. The
electric launches ply to and fro, some
with bands of singers carolling familiar
songs. The very air seems to throb
with the music telling of a land where
the orange tlower blows:

** Whero zephyts from hoaven dio sofily away
And the iaurel and myrtle «ill perver decay.?

Way down upon the Suwanes River
mingles in the distance with that
quaintest of Southern melodies* ** My
Old Kentucky Home,” the soft pathos
of the Old Folks at Home or the more
exuberant swing of the Red, White
and Blue. But the songs are mostly
pathetic and tender ones f~r anything
flamboyant beneath the stillness of
those summer skies scem strange and
out of place.

Presently a gondola glides into view,
a pair of lovers reclining on its old
fashioned cushioned seat. The sturdy
figures of the two gondoliers standing
one at each end of tho boat are lined
in sepia against the bridge that arches
the darkness from which they have
come and their long steady strokes.
silent, rhytbmic and pauselese scom but
part of the magic of the scens. Aro
they human oarsmen ot ail, one won-
ders. * Tell us what strango shore you
have come from” oneis tempted to ask.
“ Tell us of the nereids and naiads
there ¥’

DBut tho lovers scorn
to answer and the goudola glides oway
gilently into the night.)

Solected Recelpts.

Furien Oarnrors.—Pare and boil two
good-sized carrots; draic thoroughly.
Cut into rather thic slices, dip 1 egg
sod bread crumbs and fry in smoking
hot fat. Cold carrots may bo recooked
in this way.

Cruray Savce.—DMeltonetablespoon-
ful of butter without browning, add
one tablespoonful of flour, mix until
smooth ; add one cup of milk and atir
continually until it thickens. Secason
tu taste with salt and pepper.

Stewep Beans.—Wash, soak and
parboil a quart of beans the same as to
boke ; boil in sufliciont water to cook
neurly done; add a cup of cream or
milk and a piece of butter, salt and
pepper, boil dry and serve.

Genuaxy Teas.—Cat the bread in
rather thick, even slices : beat two egga
light without separating, and add to
them one pint of milk, beating all the
while. Greaso a hot griddle or frying
pan with butter ; dip the bread in the
wmilk and egg and fry on both sides to
a delicate brown.

Frozex Arpres —Season the desired
quantity of cooked and straiped apples
with sugar and spice, beat until the
apples are light and smooth, and freeze
the same as ico cream.  If liked, cream
iu the proportion of a cupful to a pint
of apples may be whipped in before
freezing, Secrve with cake or toasted
and buttored wafers. A cold cream
sauce may accompany this dessort.

Larra Rovka Ioaent.—This punch
is msady by the uddition of balf a cup
of Jamaica rum to o quart of vanilla
ice cream. When the cream is partly
frozen remove the dasher and beat in
the rum with a spoon. Freeze to the
consistency of an ice und serve in
glasses, or it is often served by putting
the cream in the glasses and pouriag a
teaspoonful of ruwm into a small hole
made in the centre of each ice.

Suvccorasn.—Shell a pint of Lima
beans ; cat a quart of corn from the
cob; boil the corn and beans together
until done ; drain off the water and
pour over the mixture a cup of swest
milk ; let it hent and ndd a tablespoon-
fal of batter, with pepper and salt;
lot boil twenty minutes longer; grate
browned crackers over the top aund
gerve.

EcrLanT rupnixg.—This is an old
Virginiadish. To make it quarter the
eggplonts and lay in salt and water
over night ; drain aud parboil, peel and
chop fine ; mix one cup of bread crumbs,
two beaten cggs and a tablegpoonful of
batter with every pint of eggplant;
season with salt and peppor and milk
to mako a thick batter; grease a bak-
ing dish ; turn in tho mixture; sot it
in a woll hoated oven and lot it bako

twenty winutes ; servo very hot in the

dish in whioh it was hoked.

Conrn Ovsrins,—This is a Creolo
breakfast dish., Take & dozen ears of
well-grown corn ; scoro down the cen-
tro of onch row of grains and press out
tho pulp ; to every pint add two eggs,
beaton soparately, halt o teaspoonful
of anlt, o pinch of Cayenuo und flour
enough to make it stifl’; drop the mix
ture in spoonfuls into boiling fut aud
brown first on ont side and then on
tho other ; servo very hot.

Gardening Notes.

Lilies aro raised as o regular field
orop in the Bermudas, In one of the
largest fields over 100,000 may be
soon in bloom at tho samo time.

Don't expest your flowers to bloon
in a week or two, nor yet in a month
after you have planted them. It takes
somo planis eoveral months to adjust
thomsolves to the cbanged conditions
of life.

Roses for winter blooming can have
no better care in summer than to bu
planted in good soil aud to bo kept rree
from weeds, Afrer frosts come thoy
can be lifted and be cul back, tops and
roots, and be potted in strong, rich
soil.

Japanese gardens are the most fairy-
likoof places. There are ir them tiny
treces and flowering plants, ponds,
bridges, summer houses, lanterns—hore
dwarf pines six or eight inches high,
but 125 years old ; there others onso
foot high, but 500 years old. In the
gorden of Yeijuin—within the tomple
grounds—thero are many peony plants,
mostly old, bat one is 100 years old
and i3 eight feet high--quite a tree.

The Christmas rose, Helleborus
niger, is a plant of slow g~owth and a
newly transplanted plaL, cannot be
considered as established until the
third year. Tho best time to set the
plants is in the spring. Good roots
potted in the fall or ecarly winter aud
kept in a low temperature in the house
will bloom late in the winter or in
early spring. ‘The greatest difficulty
under such circumstances is to keep it
cool enough.

Ponltry Notes.

Room upon the ground is what fowls
need and height does no good above a
couple of fzet, just enough for them to
atand upright and flap their wings.

Chickens should not bo allowed a
chance to put their feet into their
drinking pleces. They will drink water
which is absolutely filthy and full of
the germk of the disease, if not care-
fully prevented from doing so.

As soon as chickens aro one week
old, cracked corn, wheat and rice make
a good combination, aud whers chick-
ens run at large nothing inore need Le
added. When confiued in smail ruus
fresh cut beef bones should be fed two
or threo times a week.

Thoso who recommend the swabbing
of the roosts with korusene may not
have in view the fact that this irritats
tho feot of the fowls, and may cause
lamenecss. The proper modeis to have
the roost movable; tuko it outside of
tho poultry house, wipe it with a rag
that has boen saturated with kerosene,
and apply a lighted watch. This will
destroy all lico, and not injure the
roost.

Poultry shows can be mnade more
valuabls by paying more attention to
carcasses and less to feathors; by prov-
ing worth with egg rocords and other
marketablo characteristics. The un-

Intendlug Settlers.

Bracruwinpot, Septembor Oth, 1803.
T'othe Editor of the Catholic Requater,

DEanr Sit--Pormit meo to say a few worda
through tho columns of your valuable papor
for tho bonefit of those of our people who are
inolined to eottlo and make a homo for tkom-
solves in this Northern Country. Thoatten-
tion of outsiders is already directed towards
the Freo (irant Lands, as well as to farme
S:mly oleared, to Lo had at a roasonable

guro in tho districts of Muskoka and Parry
Sound. Yearsago, whon the craze camo for
the North-\Weat, hundreds of tho old scttlers
having farma and good clearings loft all to
scck their fortuno in a more congenial clime,
without taking into considoration that to the
farmor hero ono bushol of wheat is worth
threo tu the North-\West, and so oo as regards
other produce. Hero the scttler has the heat
of water and timber at his command for
ovory available purpose, freo of cost ; thero,
1 am informed, in many places the water is
not fit for ordivary use, and many of the
poor scttlers in winter timo have to go
twenty-five miles for a stick of firewood,
besides running the risk of being overtaken
by a blizzard.

It ia not atall to my present purpose to
decry tho great fammiog country of tho
North-West, but it must be adunttod that
wo have many advantages which thoy can
nover expect to have; and uneasy and dis-
satisfied settlers leaving this country for
thers or cleowhore should weigh well the
pros and cons beforo taking the final atep
which they may havo a‘terwards reason to
regret, as I learn many have regrotted
leaving their comfortable homes, and in
proof of this, several are coming back da
after day, and many more would come bac
if thoy could, like the prodigal son, glad to
be admitted once more to their father's
houee.

Of courso in days gono by, this country to
new sottlers presented mony and formidable
difficulties. Then all was a vest wilderness
with littlc or no hopes of the country being
opened up—straggliog paths here and there
trodden by the wild deer and wolf, wero tho
only guide, the backwoodsmen had to find
his way through the dense forcat, while he
cautions'y picked his ateps and atood pre
pared at suy moment 10 grapple with his
swarthy enemy, thelndian. Buat now 2llis
changed. The wild man of the woods is no
longer to be seen in his eavage state ; the
zigzag foot-paths are reploced by sorviceable
roads in every direction; and the anorting
of the iron horso hzs long since put to flight
tho wild deer and wolf. This country, con-
sidering all its drawbacks since then, has
been fairly opened up, though not so well
asit shouid Le, and the present timo to in-
tending settlers affords a golden o ]iortunity
of filling up the vacant farms and lots scat-
tered over the Parry Sound and Muskoka
districts.

Muskcka, too, a8 a summer resort, is fast
becoming tho favorite spot for pleasure-
seekora, as the thousands that pass over
every suminer its beantiful chain of lakes,
dotted hero and there with innamerable and
thickly woodedislands testify. Here in his
little boat, or 1n the lonely wood beside some
rippliag stream, the happy tourist lovesto
indulgo in his favorite spart as ho casts his
lino to fish for bass, pickerel or apeckled
trout. Itis not ncccasary for me to dwell
on the wild yet picturcsque sconery encir-
cling the Muskoka Lalkes, for that has been
described over and over by pens more
worthy, then todo it justice, ncither isit my
intention to introduco sightsters to theso
parts, for they como to go again; but
1 write to encourags any of our people who
are not as yot in a 2ottled home and think.
ing of bettering their present condition—in
a word, for those who are anxious and am-
bitious cnough and having sufficicnt deter-
mipation to crown their fature laboor with
success and make a home for themselves and
families, which in their advanced age they
can claim a8 their own. To afford farther
information to such as those, in my next
letter shall go more into details. .
