CATECHISTICAL SOCIETY.

A very numerous Quarterly Meeting of this
excellont Society was held on Monday last, the
Bishop in the chair. The Rev. Mr. Conolly,
Vice-President, and the Rev. Messrs, Tracey,
Nugent and Hennesy were also present. When
the Secretary had read the miautes of the 1dat
meeting, quatterly subscriptions amounting to
upwards of Nine Pounds were handed in. The
Rev. Vice-President and the Secretary gave an
interesting account of the manner in which the
charitable fund bad been disposed of in the pur-
chape of fuel and materials for clothing. A great
number of ladies had mcst humanely employed
themselves for several days in making up various
articles of clothing, ir consequente of which
upwards of 150 poor children were relieved. It
was truly gratifying to Lear of the vast quantity of
fuel which bad been distributed under the active
superintendence of the Managing Committee, and
the conduct of the truckmen too in performing so
much gratvitous and valuable labour in the cause
of charity was beyond all praise. The Committee
still continue to receive subscriptions for the pur-
chase of fuel, and they hope to derive mueb valua-
ble assiatance from the collection to be made at
St. Mary’son the Festival of St. Patrick. The

irish Catholies of Halifax, renowned as they have
always been for their devoted and unswerving
attachment to their father-lard, are ever ready to
respond to the call of religion or suffering humani-
ty. Even by the confession of her bitterest
enemies, Ireland is pre-eminently distinguished for
the generous hospitality, the cordial feeling and
charitable sympathies of her kind-hearted people.
Thank God, there is, in this respect, no degonera-
cy amongst the Exiles of Erin in Nova Seotia.
No matter what object may be proposed to our
pcople—only tell them that it will serve their reli-
gion, promote charity, or assist in any way their
suffering country—their hearts and pursce are
thrown open in an instant. The ardour of their
zeal may sometimes carry them beyond the mark,
or their unsuspecting natures may Be imposed
upon, but their hearts are always in the right
place.

Some New
Members were aduiitted, it was announced tbat six
or seven additional Male Teachers were required
at St. Mary’s, and after & prayer from his Lordship
the Meeting adjourned. .

CHEZZET-COOKE.

During the week befors last, the distribution of
the relief voted by the Provincial Parliament for -
the distressed inhabitants of Chezzet-cooke, took
place at Dartmouth. Some corn meal was given
out on this occasion in such propertiens as the
magistrates deemed equitable after an investigation
of the claims of the various applicants. No blame,
as we know, can be attached to thess worthy func-
tionaries, but we cannot lelp expressing our
opinion on the unnecessary hardship to which the
people of Chezzet-cooke have been exposed, in
being compelled to walk upwards of 40 miles iz
sueh a season as the present, in order to ebtain
possession of a few measures of meal! What a
mockery !

And yet the poverty of the people of Chezzet-
cooke was merely the consequence of a visitation of
Providence. If they deserved relief—and who will
presume to deny it ?—-we think they should not

song who could know nothing of their actual con-
lition, and who, with the best intentions in the
verld, were liable to be deccived. The relief
voted by Parliament ought to have been distribu-
ed on the spot, and, if necessary, a competent
cerson should have beon sent down for that
wrpese.  There are about 150 Irench families in

salutary Icoson to the quarter for which they were
intended.

THE ‘REGISTER.

An ocecasional contributor to our columns has
sent us a copy of the last Register with some
appropriate remarks on the singular statements in
the Editorial article. Our worthy friend who is a
staunch Repealer himself denies emphatically that
Repeal is ¢on the wane’ in the sense of the arti-
cle. We would print his communication at length,
but that it reached us too late for publication.
Had *ve scen in time the precious articie aliuded
to, we might have been tempted to indulggﬁin

cause of Ireland both at home and abroad has been
always more injured by the petty squabbles; 'per-
sonal bickerings and jcalousies of .ber own
misguided sons, than by the fiercest opposition of
her encmies. Every page of our sad history from
1172 to the present day fully confirms the asser-
tion. ’

‘Thete is as much national feeling in Halifax,
now, us there ever was. Within the last .four

months One Hundred. Pounds: have.beend aens to
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Conciliation 1lall. Is net this a large sum in
addition to all previously seat? At all events, it
is no proof of the deeay of national feeling amongst
us.  We believe the Editorals of the Register
have another objeet altogether, and we tels the
conductors that the Great Man so often paraded
in their columns might turn out to be a very
small man after all, and in this very matter of
tepeal too.  We can abundantly prove, if wn-
wiscly forced thereto, that Repeal was taken up in
Nova Scotia, and abandoned in Ircland, for one
and the same purpose; and as for the eatcer of
the Register.itself for the last three years any
thing so Quixotic or so injurious to the real
interests of Itishmen in this Province, it is impos-
sible to conceive. We do not by any means blame
its present proprictors, for they received it in a
vary ricketty condition indesd. * We cannot
blawe the confiding spirit of our countrymen who
long afforded it u gencrows and costly support.
But we are strongly ot opinion that the present
attompts to galvenize it wto a brief vitalty, by
furious articles on Repeal which tend more to
discord than union; which insult and coax even
the ministers. of religion in the same breath, will end,
as they deserve.

We may return to this and other hindred topics,
as occasion will warrant.

We were distracted
and ‘divided, whilst our worthy neighbours—and
small blame to them—were quietly sharing .amongst
them any of the good things that wera going. We
will close with one other remark. ‘I'be Irish Catho-
lics of Halifax have.had a great many. Libera) friends
at the Press. - But, for the life of us, we could never
see oue page.of.their.columns devoted either to Irish
or Qatholic. subjects—not one -article on Repeal
copies even frem the.Register useli—not one of the
local Repeal proceedings oc spreches here, given to
their readers ; v hilst v.c have vbserved that some of
them nesver lust an opportunity when the Irish Ca-
tholice were in religious trouble, to step in with
their sly thrusts, and when they fancied they could
do it securely, with their open blows, at the princi-
pies, and the men-whose sweet friends they profess-
ed themselvés tohe. This is passing strange. DBut
the time is, thaunk God; fast coming, when Irish
Catholics can be no longer duped by pretended
friends. or dastardly-secret.epemics. . '

A Plenasy Indulgence on the day of enrolmient,
provided they confess, communicate, and pray
with the intentions of the Pope.— Rescript, March
7th, 1801.

2. A Plenary Indulg

2, ence on the day on which
the feast of the Sacred Heart is celebrated by ‘the
order or with the consent of the Bisliop, or on the
Sunday following.—( Rescript, March 20th, 1602.)

3. The first Friday or the first Suncay of evay
month.—( Rescript, July 3d, 1803.)

4. Any one day of the month at their option,
(Rescript, July 15th, 1803, and July 5th, 1803,)
and another plenary Indulgence one day of the
month, at option, to be obtained by those who will
say three ** Gloria Patris” in honour of the most
holy Tiinity, every day, one in the morning, one
in the course of the day, and one at night, in
thanksgiving for the privileges granted to the
blessed Virgin.—By a Resctipt of the 5th of Nov.
1802.

5. At the hour of death by invoking the holy
name of Jesus interiorly, if unable to de so with
the lips.—Reseript, Ttk of March, 1801, and March
30th, 1802,

6. A plenary Indulgence on Christmas-day,
Holy Thursday, Easter Sunday, and Ascension
Thursday.—( Rescript, Nov. 15th, 1802.)

7. On the principal festivals of the blessed
Virgin, namely, the Conception, the Nativity, the
Annunciation, the Purification and -Assumption,
the feast of all Saints, and the comnmemoration of
all Souls ; on the feast of St. Joseph, of.St. Peter
and 5t. Paul, and of St. Jobn the Evangelist.—
Brief, April 2, 1805. .

8. On the six Fridays, or six Sundaysimmae-
diately preceding the feast of the Sacred Heart of
Josus.~—Kescript, March 4, 1816,.. o

To gain these indulgenccs, besides gayipg, every.
day the Paler and Ave, &c., they must gonless,
communicate, and visit the Chapel, of the Canfza-
tepnity, or if they cannot o so they. must,pecform
some work of jpiety. prescribed by their Gonfessor,
not as a. sacramantal penance, but, as, a,condition
for.gaining tha Indulgence.

PARTIAL INDULGENEES.
1, Thicty yedrs and thirty quatantines on the

three days inymediately after Christinas day, ‘on
the Circumcision, Epiphany, Septuagesima; Sexa-

|geaima, and Quinquagesima Sindays, Good: Fri.
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day, and IToly Saturday : and during the Octave
of Easter, including Low Sunday, 8t. Mark, and
the Rogation days before the Ascension, oo Pente-
cost Sunday, and during the Octave,

2. Twenty-five years and twenty-five quaran-
tines on Palm Sunday.

3. Fiftcen years and filteen quarantines on Ash-
Wednesday, the 4th Sunday of Lent, the 8rd
Sunday of Advent, the Eve of Christmas, at tho
Midnight Mass, and at the second Mass.

4. ‘Ten years and ten quarantines on the 1st,
2nd, and 4th Sundays of Advent, all the days of
L.ent not included in those already mentioned, the
Vigil of Pentecost, and on the three days of qua-
tuot tense of the four seasons of the year.—Re-
seript, April 2nd, 1805.

5. Seven years and seven quarantincs on the
Visitation and Presentation of the blessed Virgin,
on the ieast of the Aposties not alieady iuen-
tioned.

6. The same on all the days of the Novena or
nine days preceding the feast ¢© the Sacred Heart
of Jesus. These Indulgences are granted in the
tescripts alrcady quoted, aud another of Maich
4th, 1306.

7. Seven years and seven quarantines on cack
of the four Sundays which immediately precede
the feast of the Saered Ileart of Jesus.

8. Sixty days for every pivus work performed
by any member.

All these Indulgences are applicable to the
souls in Purgatory.

CUNDITIONS NECESSARY TO GAIN THE
INDULGENCES.

1. To be entitled to the plenary and partial
Indulgences of this confraternity, it is necessary to
be enrolled in the register kept for the purpose, to
pray with the intentions of the Sovereign Ponuiff,
and to recite daily, one Pater, Ave, and the fol-
lowing ejaculatory prayer.

¢ O eweetest heart ot Jesus [ implore,
That I may ever love thee more and more.”

2. It is necessary besides confessing and receiv-
ing to gain the plenary Indulgenees of No. 6, and
7, and the par ial Indulgences of 1, 2, 3, 4, and
5, to visit the chapel of the confraternity, or if one
cannot, to perform some work of piety, enjoined
by the confessor not as a sacramental penance, but
as a condition to gain the Indulgence. it is not
necesary that this work of piety bte determined
eack time; the confessor can say to his penitent,
who, he knews, cannot visit the chapel or altar of
the Bacred Heart as often as such a visit is neces-
sa.y to gain an Indulgence; ‘“you can perform
such a work in place of visiting the Blessed Sacra-
ment in such a church o1 cbapel.”

8. To gain the plenary Indulgence No. 8, and

the partial No. G, it is néces3ary to visit a church
or chapel in which the feast of the Sacred Heart is
celebrated, and in case a person cannot do so, to
perform some waork of piety prescribed by the
confessor.

It is recommended to the directors of the mem-
bers to perforin weekly, or at least every month, a
publie exereise in honour of the Sacred Heart, at
which the members will be invited to be present:
the priests of the congregation of St. Paul do so
every Sunday in their Chapel of St. Mary ad
Pineam : but tiiis exercise is not essentially neces-
sary to gain the Indulgences.

All that has been said about the confraternity of
the Sacred [leart is taken from a work printed at
Rome in 1822, for the use of the Arch-confrater-
nity. .
It is recommended to the directors of those
confraternities to perform some public exercise of
devotion in honour of the Sacred [eart, at which
the membera should be invited to assist. But this
is not an essential condition to gain these Indul-
genecs.

That all the faithful may more easily partake of
these heavenly treasures, Pius VII., by a rescript
of the 13th of May, 181G, was pleased that the
said Induigences, which were only granted to the
members of the Sodality of the Sacted Heart,
should be likewise extended to the faithful in
every part of the world, who cannot form them-
selves into a confraternity, ard who may find it
diflicult to get their names enrolled in the pious
association existing in Rowe, or in any other soda-
lity established, provided,they fulfil the conditions
above specified. . .

From tho Seven Cerporal Worhs of Mercy.
“ HE WAS CAREFUL TO BURY THE DEAD.”

Richard Watson was a poor watchmaker at
Preston. He had a little shop in which he worked
all day whenever he couid get anything to do, and
one little garret te rleep in, and take his poor meals.
He had been brought up well and was a good work-
man, but onc thing had gone wrong after another-
lus brother had brokenm, after getting him to be
bound for him, and gone off 1o America with the
money with which he should have paid his debts;
so poor lichard -was forced to lower his notions of
taking a smart shop and having a thriving business,
and took to muking buttons and trinkets, and mend-
ing old watches and clocks for poor folks instead.
Richard was a light hearted cheerful soul; his
whistle and his song poured forth day after day
from his open shop-front, and many a one stopped to
listen to his rich manly voice, as it trolled forth
some old Enghsh ballad, or litany, or solemn chant
( all of which he was well versed), as he bent
over his spirit-lamp and pincers. His pockets to be

(1838—1840.)

Coatinued.

We were hardly out of the chuich, when our
children awoke and ran after us in teare crying:
‘They have taken our dear mothers! owr dear
mothers ! These clildren weie orphans, forty-
seven in number, and our ather pupils, amounting
to about sixty. Their ciies awoke the inhabi-
tants of the city, amongst whom the most zealous
and courageols jdined the children.

All these good people overtook us at our first
halt, near an inn called Wygodka, about three
miles distant, whete we stopped tu be tied two by
two together, with irons on our feet and hands.

Surrounded as we were by bayonets, we could
but shed tears with our children and the good
Catliotics, who fell on their knees to ask our bless-
ing, notwithstanding the blows which the soldiers
showered upon them with the bdtt:end of their
muskets.

When we were thus chained together, each of
‘us received the value of five shillings, with the
“promise of a similar sum every month for our food ;
"but from that time we never received either money
or food ; and the five shillings had been hardly
distributed, when they were taker away by the
commanding officer, who volunteerzd to become
our steward, theugh he only bought us once a
sroall quantity of bread, milk, and beer.

“The most zealous amongst the inhabitants of
Minsk followed us closely for several hours ; but
they were allowed to offer us neither help nor
aims of any kind.

On'the first ‘day we were forced to wall about
filteen lesgués (forty-five miles); we passed the
night in'a village where we were lodged in the
‘huts of the peasints, of whom some insulted us,
whilst others wére compassionate enough to offer

us a part of their supper ; but each of us had by

our side two soldiers, who allowed nothing cooked
lo be oflered us, .

We arrived at Witebsk after a seven days’
joutney  The Cross of Jesus Chiist was all along
our stiength and support. That dear crucifix I
bore upon my shoulder both by day and by nigh,
and my head rested continually on the feet of my
Divine Master. Oh! Low tiuly benign is that
Master L.......
