ENDOMETRITIS.

A Stupy.

The first thing to settle is as to what
we mean by Endometritis. Of coursc
we all know that the text books and
medical magazines tell us that Endome-
tritis means Inflammation of the Endome-
trinm—thatthere is cervical and corporeal
Endometritis—that there are several va-
rieties of corporeal Endometritis such as
the Simple—the Fungous with its two
forms described by Routh and Olshau-
sén, the Hyperplastic and the Polypoid—
the Gonorrheeal—that form connected
with specific disease, also that-form
which comes on in old age. We teach
and have been. taught that the symp-
toms of Endometritis are well marked
or at least sufficiently distinet to permit

us to infer tolerably correctly that Endo-
metritis exists. Those who have had
mneh gynecological practice know alse
how unsatisfactory all this teaching has
been. It may do no harm perhaps
to stick to the old definition, provided
always that we have in mind just what
is meant. At the same time-while-we
talk and write about cervical and cor-
poreal Endometritis we should clearly re-
member (hat in some cases corporeal
Endometritis is merely an extension-of
inflammation of the cervical to the cor-
poreal Endometrium, yet what is now-a-
dayscalled by Gynecologists Endometritis
is supposed to be Inflammation, of the
corporeal Endometrium alone. I ‘say
advisedly supposed to be inflammation,
for aside from the puerperal condition
it has yet to be settled by pathologists,
whether Endometritis is or is nof an
inflammatory condition, or whether
some other name ought not to be sub-
stituted. In a lecture . delivered:by the
late Matthews Duncan at St.. Bartholo-
mew’s Hospital, he asks the question,
“Who can tell what any one means by
Endometritis? . I have no doubt scores
of wiseacres are ready to tell usthab
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they know all about it—but let us find
out what Duncan has to say about it:
He first of all tells us what he does not
‘mean by the term. > He says “It is not
~chronic cervieal catanl; or ulceration,
-a disease which is sometimes called
-cervical endometritis.” -Again, speaking

of the various forms of endometritis

- connected with the puerperal condition,
-he says “These examples are not in
ordinary medical writing or speaking,
thought of when this discase (endome-
tmtm) is the subject.” Inflammation of
_part or whole ‘of the corporeal endome-
trinm I(Duncan) shall call endometritis.”
~Other authorities who hold to the same
~definition might he quoted, but the pro-
fessional st.mdmrr as a scientific gyneco-
logist of Mathews Duncan catries suffi
cient weight as to anything he may say.
Starting out then, with his restricted
meaning of the word Endometritis, we
are prepared for the opinion held by
most practical gynecologists that it is
one not frequently met with—except as
the result of gonorrheal inflammation
extending from the vagina and cervix on
towards the fallopian tubes, or as the re--
‘sult of infection from pelvic.inflamma-
tion or-from the presence of submucous
fibroid tumors. Duncan says: “To give,
you an idea of the rarity of the disease,
or anything like it, T may tell you what
‘T did-one winter. You know what a

mew’s),

Price of Philadelphia tells us: “I
have removed fifty-four utexi for malig-
nant disease, and with many of these
have heen associated pus tubes and sup-
purating ovaries, but in not a single case
have I found endometritis that I could
not wipe away with a piece of cotton or

cauze. 1 have removed eighty-two huge
fibroids, another condition d("L,Ollllt‘l])le

for the englome ritis s6 often féund. In
about every case I have ineised the ute-
rus with the specific purpose of studying
this subject. It 'is exceptional that l
find that condition of affairs so much
preached about,.and’ te cure which so
much is done.”

Here then at the outset we ave faceto
face with the first unsettled points—
unseitled so far as professional apinion
as a whole, is concerned, unsettled as
to the restriction of the meaning of the
term Endometritis—unsettled as to the

arity and pathology of the disease. We
as practical men meet from time to time
with cases in which the constitutional
and local syruptoms all point to the con-
dition, in one form or other, we call En-
dometritis. ‘Are we to Iook on these eases
where the ¢orporeal Endometrium is
smooth, swollen, loose and tender—or
in other cases presenting a fungous ‘ap-
pearance, in others again studded with
Polypoid growths as oxchnm) inflamma-
tion of the Endometrium, or is the
condition due as- stated by Emmet to
“extrancous inflammation or other con-
ditions which interfere with the regular
healthy circulation through the Endome-
trium, and thus produce a pathological
condition and symptoms often mistaken
for' Endometritis?” Or again, is the
fungous variety not an mﬂmunmtmy
condltlon but a true adenoma as held by
Gralabin and- others.  We 1equire more
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pathological . knowledge before these
points can be settled ; in the meantime
in practically dealing with such casés we
should bear in mind that what we now

call Endometritis includes a few cases of
genuine inflammation, but ‘more fre-
quently, as held by Duncan, a myxoma-
tous. Hypertrophy of the Endometrium
and some cases of Adenoma, a view held
by Galabin. We should bear in mind,
however, that Cohen and others consider
adenoma to be, atleast, a semi malignant
condition and govern, ourselvés '1(,1.01(1—
ingly.

Herman, of the London - Hospital,
says ‘ mere hemorrhage is not- evidence
of endometritis, but when we have recur-
rent hemorrhage, persistent pain and per-
sistent leucorrheen, I think the inference
is a justifiable one, that ' there is a per-
sistent change and that change is an
1nﬂ(nmmtor) one.’ ‘

Duncan says: “1 have no doubt
there is endometritis,. and if it has any
symptoms, they are ill defined or un-
known. Smyly, of Dublin, while ad-
mitting that endometritis is a discase
not unfrequently met with, believes that
“only by the use of the miuoécope can
the (,ondmon be recognized ”  Is it too
much to hope that when the uteroscope
and the electric lwht; is more fully em-
ployed as it is sure to be in the future,
the symptoms now so doubtful may be
found to 'bé more certainly connected
with the pathological condition presént.

- So far as the cause of endometritis is
“eoncerned there can be no doubt that
* some of the milder forms of the fungous
rariety are due as pointed out by Emniet
to extrancous mflammation interfering
_ with the circulation through the e unlomc-
trium—others again seem to he a part
and pareel of the constitutional condition
of the patiént—Dbut T think there can be
no doubt that the majority of cases. of
true chronic endometritis, that is actnal
chronic inflainmation of the endometrinm
are due to tlie extension of ﬂononhoeal
inflammation from the cervical to the
_eorporeal endometrium; other eauses such
as cold during wenstrual period,. mental
mmct\' etc, no doubt are uupmtant

features in some cases, but so far as my
experience goes, I am led to believe that
gonorrheea s the most frequent of all
causes.  Many of us remember how the
opinions of Noeggerath, with reference
to the incurability of gonorrheea, and
latent condition in . which it
remained, were looked” on as not
only extreme bt not founded on
facts, We may not lose sight of the
statement of Hermann, who says, “The
next form of cmpme.ﬂ Endometritis is
one about which we know scarcely any-
thing beyond that it exists and is very
important. - We know of its existence

"by inferences only, hut nothing about

its morbid anatomy or its metoms.
1 refer to Gonou'hoeql Endometritis.”

Nevertheless, we know as o matter of
practical experience and fair inferences,
that Gonorrheea is a frequent cause not
of a special form but as remarked before
of true inflammatory corporeal Endome-
Tn' my own experience, of nine
cases of genuine corporeal Endometritis
unconnected with the puerperal condition

“or ‘extraneous inflammation, five had an

undoubted history of Gnnolrhoea Of
thirty-four cases of cervical endometritis

twenty-three also had a Gonorrhieal
history. T have also from time to time
examined thirteen . prostitutes, seven of
whom had had Gonorrheea dt some stage
of their ‘career. In four there were
well marked symptoms of cervical Endo-
metritis ;. in- two there was corporeal
Endometritis ; in one there was no trace
of uterine disease.

CWith . reference  to tlefxtmenb our
authorxtws are equally contwhctmy
Emmet an% “that he gives more atten-
tion now to general tre 1tment where

»'fmmellv he rehed much more onloeal

means.”  He has given up internal
medication to the utenne cavity; also the
mtroductlon of any instrument; be
says: ¢TI haven't ased a.sonnd for years
atd my uterine probe has been broken
for fully 18 nionths. He states that the

‘patlontb admitted to his private hospital

since he abandoned the internal applica-
tions to' the uterie cavity averaged
forty-eight days or nearly seven we(_,l\»
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less time under treatment than those
treated in the usual mauner.

Smyly on the other hand takes ex-
ception to Emmet’s course and tells us
that the only source.of true knowledge
of the disease is to be gained by th(,
curette and the mieroscope.

Bouilly says, “Curetting is indicated
in chronic simple endometntls and in the
hemomhaglc form it is a most valuable
resource.” Many other authorities on
both sides might be quoted on this ques-
tion of COI]':.tltllthlml versus the loecal
treatment of the discase. Probably the
best treatment will be found in the
proper adjustment of both forms to suit
the individual case. Still this question
is far from settled. However, I take it
that most of us follow the teachings of
the majority of the authorities in stick-
ing to internal medication. Of course,
it follows that where internal medication
is used, the os and cervix must he
dilated. Some use the ordinary tent
and go in for gradual dilatation. Others
pr(.fer immediate dilatation. In my own
experience rapid dilatation by means of
Goodel’s dilator has been very satisfac-
*.7y.  Whether we are content to make

_local applications only, as for example,

the chloride of zine as recommended by.

Dumontpallier, or carbolised iodine, or
other medicines or to use the curette,
1 believe we shall always find marked
benefit from  washing out ‘the uterine
cavity with the perolede of hydrogen
. and then firmly stuffing the cavity with
_iodoform guaze and draining by means
. of a piece of the gauze hanging in the
vagina. I must not omit to state that

"Apostoh, Keith and others have been

well satisfied with the local application
of electricity in cases of endometritis. I
have tried it in four of my own cases

with results so satisfactory that in future
1 shall use this form of treatment before
trying any other.  While applying the

negative pole to the interior of the
,uterus, I have used a large zine plate
covered with wet cotton as the positive
electrode appliedto the abdomen, instead
of the dirty clay as used hy Apostoh in

_the very troublesome bladder .of water

as used hy Mortin.

We all know how often cervical endo-
metritis is cansed or prolonged by rup-
ture of .the cervix, and’ how common
nowadays is.the operation of Trachelor-
thaphy. In connection with this opera-
tion I svould call your attention to a new
needle devised by myself and made by
Tieman of New York. ' The needles of
Emmet Nott or Hazeden are all sufficient
in most cases, but occasionally one meets
with a case where in order to get the
needle in at the proper angle, the handle
of the needle-holder must be. shifted
about in a troublesome and unsatisfac-
tory manner. I have used my needle
in several cases and find that it answers
the purpose so well that the operation
is made, shorter and casier, and the
results more satisfactory than with any
of the others. :

BILIARY CALCULL*

The . case in
point, foreibly brought to my mind the

wisdom of making a very guarded

diagnosis in what may appear as, the
simplest ailment, unless there ‘is posi-
tive and unmistakeable evidence, based
on a systematic and rational method
of diagnosis, especially hy the mode
of exclusion. .

NEWS ITEMS.

SANITARY AND PREVENTIVE MEASURES.

The Philadelphia Board of Health has
issued the following instructions :

Thorongh ventilation of dwellings is
essential to the health of the occupants.
Fresh air is a most important means of
promoting and sustaining the hes Ithy
action of the body. Personal cleanli-
ness, and cleanliness about dwellings
and premises, should be most carefully
observed. A source of danger to health
is the decomposition of organic matter in
and about houses.  Cellars, areas, drains,
cesspools, should be examined to see
that tlxev contain nothing to poison the
air. Puv; wells should be kept free
from garbage and refuse matter of .all
kinds, and it they have heen neglected,
immediate attention should be duected
to them. Damp cellars ave m]nmoua to
health. The foul and humid air from:
them will penetrate the house, in spite’
of every cffort to prevent it. A remedy
should at once be instituted.-- It is com-
mon habit to throw waste material, es-
pecially kitchen garbage, into the gutters
and streets, where it decomposcs and
vitiates the atmosphere. This is an
offense alike unjust to ourselves and to
our neighbors.

For the prevention of disease, a good
nutritious djet and regular lmblts of life
aré indispensable ; tunperance in all

‘things is to hé observed ; and avoidancé

of all excesses is strictly insisted upon.
Constant vigilance is necessary to guard
against the many causes which at this
season of the year have a tendency to
disturbh the stomach and bowels, thereby
depressing the nervous system anid dim-
inishing the power to resist disease.
Cleanliness is the essential preventive’
of disease. Keep your houses, cellars,
yards, vaults, and sinks clean, whemver
1t can bhe done. "Whitewash the walls of
vour houses, cellars, fences,, outhouses,
shops, factories, storehouses, and every
other place about yeur premises where
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damypness exists, and where mould or
mildew forms. It keeps the walls dry,
sweet, and clean, and prevents the accu-
mulation of moisture, which promotes
putrefaction, through the presence of
living organisms, which are thought by
many to be a specific cause of disease.
Avoid all collection of coal-ashes mixed
with kitchen garbage, slops, stagnant

water, and other semi-solid or liquid tilth
'm) where about your premises.

Sewers, house-drains, waste-pipes, and

water-closets should b frequently flushed

with water—Ilet on the largest practical
volume. Water-closets and house-drains
should be flushed in this manner every
day.”

VENTILATION.—Your premises, par-
ticularly sleeping apartments and cellars,
should be thoroughly ventilated. V. enti-
lation is no less a purifier than is water.
It cleanses by oxidizing and drying.
Keep your houses open and your win-
dows raised during the day in good
weather, that they may have the “full
benefit of sunlight and a free circulation
of pure air. Avoid the possibility of
exposure to sudden changes of weather
at night. "When the weather is cool or

rainy, be sure to keep a fire in the house |

in order to prevent dampness; in sparsely
settled neighborhoods, or in the suburbs
of the (nt), have a fire in the house the
entire season. -

DisiNeEcTANTS are important. They
absorb impurve exhalations, prevent
decomposition, and destrojy noxious

gases, but in no instance should they be
considered or employed as substitutes
for a pure atmosphere obtained by free
ventilation. “These are simply "aids in
restoring and preserving healthful puri-
ty, and not substltutes for cleanliness
and pure air.”

‘They may be emplove«l in ceilars,
yards, privies, vaults, 'sinks, water-
closets, sick-rooms, hed-pans, stables,
and in other places about your premises,
or wherever practicable, when oﬁensw
odors are emitted.

Quickiime may be employed ras . a
purifier, to act.as a dryer in damp apart-

.ments, and upon moist and hurtful

efluvia. It may be strewn as dry lime
on the earth or placed upon plates, or,
better still, in the shape of whitewash
upon the walls. In the latter form,
the addition of a small quantity of car-
bolic acid adds to its efficiency. -

Charcoal is a powerful oxidizing
agent. It may be used as a deodorant
and  purifier.  “The sole condition
necessary is the free excess of atmos-
pheric air, which the charcoal uses in
oxidizing the putrid miasms.” It should
be freely strewn on the floors of cellars,
and all places which may be damp and
moldy. It should always be used in a
crushed and fresh state. ‘

An excellent deodorizing compound
may be made by mixing one pait of peat
charcoal, one part of guzcl»hme an/Z fom'
parts of sand or gravel.

Sulp’zate of Iron (Green Co, ppe)m ),
Sulphate of Zine, and. Sulphate of Cop-
per.—Dissolve one or two pounds of
any of these salts in a gallon of water,
and use the solution to correct decom-
posing and offensive matters. Sulphate
of iron is the cheapest of these substan-
ces. Eightor ten pounds of it dissolved
in five or six gallons of warm water,
with one pint of crude carbolic aeid
added, makes the cheapest and one of the
Lest disinfecting fluids for conunon wuse
in privies, wates-closets, drains and
sewers.

Before the emptying of privies or cess-
pools the contents should be disinfected.
For effective. disinfection a solution of
two pounds of sulphate of iron (copperas)
in a gallon of water, or of one pint of
hqmd chioride of zins in a gallon of
water (to each of which two ounces of
strong carbolic acidl has ‘been added)
should he used in the proportion of one
pint to each cubic foot of contents.
After thorough disinfection a quantity

‘of either of these solutions should be

poured down daily to keep the cess-pits
in good condition. Chloride of lime
in the proportion of one pound to a
gallon of water may also he used. :
- Disisrecrioy Prorer.—Fire.  The
buraing of infectious material, infected
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clothing, ete., is an-effectual way of dis-
posing of it.  Articles of little value
which have been soiled with infectious
material (especially old clothing und
bedding), had better he burned.

Heat.  Boiling for half an hour will
destroy all known disease-germs.
is the cheapestand hest way of disinfect-
ing clothing and articles which are not
111,]1110(1 Ly the ordinary operations of
the laundry.  Moisd heat (steam) at 230°
T. destroys germs of all kinds; even the
most resistant spores; in twenty minutes.

Sulphur fumigaiion 'is an excellent
method of purification. ~ Place thé sul-
phur in an iron dish, supported upon
bricks in a wash-tub containing = little
waler; set it on fire by hot coals or with

the aid of a spoonful of ‘aleohol. All
doors, windows and other openings

should be closed, and allowed to remain
so at least twelve hours; the room
should then be opened and well venti-
lated. Two pounds of sulphur will;be
required for a.yoom' ten' feet square
(1000 cubic feet of space). Theamount
should be increased for larger rooms in
the same proportion.
Clloride or line is one of the cheapest
and most efficient of disinfectants.  For
- the purpose of correcting oftensive mat-
ters, and for utensils, sinks, water-
closets, drains, bed-pans, ete., it may be
mixed with water in the proportion of
one pound to one gallon. Infected bed

Carbolic acid is very useful for disin-
fecting soiled clothing, discharges from
the bowels, vomited matters, ete., and
for the general purposes of disinfection.
A wineglassful (two ounces) of the pure
liquid, well mixed with. a quart of warm
water, may be used in night-vessels,
water-closets, sinks, or for wetting a
sheet to hang in the doorway of a sick
chamber; from half a wineglassful to
one quart of warm water, for washing
furniture, walls, ete. ; two ounces to the
gallon of water, for clothing, éte.. One
pmt of strong carbolic acid 'lddedto five
“gallons of warm water should be-occas-
1omlly poured into sinks and drains
leading into sewers. One ounce of the
crystals mixed with four pounds of
slaked lime forms a good powder for
covering over offensive heaps of filth or
refuse that 1t is impossible or unwise to
remove. -Liquid acid diluted with two
thousand times its bulk may be used for
strect sprivkling. Carbolic acid eaap
may be used for the hands. :

“Tt appears to be charactetistic . of
cholera, not only of the disease in its
developed and alarming form, but
equally of the slightest diarrheea which
the epidemic can produce, that all mat-
ters which the patient discharges from lis
stomach. and howels are infective ; that
the patient’s power of infecting other
persons is represented almost or quite
exclusively by those disc¢harges; that
they are comparatively non-infective
at the moment they.are discharged; but
afterward,  when undergoing’décompo-
sition, acquite their maximum infective
power ; aml-that if they berast -dway
without previous: dmnfectwn;”ztheymm-
part their own infective quality to ihe
excremental matters with Whlr‘h thcy
mingle in . filth-sodden  earth, in
deposxtoues and conduits of ﬁlth ‘and
to the effluvia which those excremental
matters evolve ; that if the infedtive

amaterial, by leakage or socakagé from

drains or cesspools, or othurwise, gets
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access even in the smallest quantity,
directly, or through porous soil, fo wells
or other sources of drinking-water, it
can infect, in the most dangerous man-
ner, very large volumes of water ; that
the infective influence of the choleraic
discharges attaches to whatever bedding,
clothing, and like things that have been
imbued with them, and renders these
things, if not disinfected, capable of
spreading the disease.”—Chief Medical
Ofilcer of Great Britain.

Persoxar Duries.—Observe  strict
cleanliness in your person and clothing.
Bathe daily, if you have the convenience.
If not, wash freely with cold water
every day.

Change your undergarments daily, or
as frequently as your circumstances will
admit.

Be moral, regular in your habits of
life, meals, exercise, and sleep.

Be careful to dress comfortably for
the season, avoid the night air as much
as possible, and when thus exposed put
on an extra garment, and do not go
into the night air when in a state of
perspiration.

Be careful to avoid the use of alco-
holic drinks. Do not suppose that their
use will prevent the occurrence of
discase.  On .thé other hand, those who
indulge in the custom are.always fair
subjects for disease, and when attacked
the intemperate are particularly in a
condition to offer feeble resistance.

Live temperately, live regularly,
avoid all excesses in eating crude, raw
and indigestible food, espeeially cab-
bage, salad, cucumbers, ani unripe fruits.

The botling of malk and all water used
Jor dvinking purposes is @ necessity.

Partake  of well-cooked beef and
mutton, rice - well Dboiled, md avoid
pastry and laxative fruit.

Take your meals at regular seasons,
neither abstaining too long at a time,
nor indulging too frequently. An over-

loaded stomach is as much to be dreaded:

as an empty one.

Avoid bodily fatigue and mental ex-
haustion.  Lead a calm and quiet life,
Let all exciting causes be avoided. If

you depres,b or impair the vital fomes it
is prejudicial to health. By excitement
or violent exercise you increase the
suseeptibility of the system to disease.

During the prevalence of cholera, do
not neglect even the slightest diavrheea,

, no matter how painless at first.

The dreadful penalty that must
sometime be paid by those who
neglect municipal cleanliness, who
allow sanitary matters to take care
of themselves, who are contented to
goon year after year and generation
after generation without securing a

water supply guaranteed free from
all sources of - pollution, ‘is wit-

nessed to-day, in many Furopea,n'

cities, in the western part, notably
~in Hamburg. The cholera has wak-

ed up many mummpal bodles no
doubt and during the last few

weeks has done much to awaken

the public as to the 1mportance of
earnest, mtelhgent attentnon to sam- .
tary and m'eventlve measures in-

general. In Great Britain and in
“the two North American ' countries

the people are, in the former, great- -

‘are to berelied upon:

ly, and in the latter fmrly ahve to’
the situation.

In most of our Canadian" towns
considerable progress hasbeen made
towards educating the people to a
realization of the necessity - of pub~
lic health precautions, and even to
a readiness. to ‘sanction some -ex-
pense in connection therewith. -

Much remains to be done, how-
ever; both in city and country, both
by local boards and . by-local: and
Dominion governments, and the
pxofession should not  rest until
there is in this country. a well or-
ga.nwed public health bureau, which
shall introduce order and logic and -
completeness. into -the :quarantine
and other. pubhc health depmt-
ments. . ‘

At present New York is appar- -
ently the only North ‘American
port which can be said to be in-
fected, and here the cases are very
few, not half a dozen if the author-
ized reports of the Board of Hesalth
The several
cases have been completély under
control from the first and there is
reason at the pre%ent moment to
hope that- the' plague will be staid.
Thegreatest vigilance should never-
theless be exermsed at -all provin-
cial ports so ‘that no “infected per-
Son or person suspected of infection
may enter ‘the provinces.

THERE was one notable omission
made at the last meeting of the
Maritime Medical Association, and
one that, it is to be hoped, will not
be repeated at its next, viz, the
omission of any action looking to-
wmds the obtaining of such 160']\)1&-‘
tion as will make it posmble for
any medical practitioner registered

iIn our provinee, to be, ipso facto,

registered in the others, or at least
to have the benefits of - registration
in such other provinces. It wili be
remembered that one of the prineci-
pal arguments in favor of the for-
mation of this Association was, that
by its aid, the medical acts of the
Maritime Provinces might be so
amended that provincial boundzules

would form no bar to practise, to
any physlcmn on the 1egxster in
“either province.

In this connection we are pleaqed
to note that there is at the present
meeting of the Canadian Medical
-Association a mevement on foot f,o
formulate a scheme having a simi-
lar object, but one of still wider in-

fluence mcludmg the whole of

Canada, and intended to make it
possible-for a physwmn once regis-
tered to practise in any p10v1nce of
the Dominion.”
‘It is sincetely to be hoped that

success will attend this effort, and
that some scheme may be devised
which will. comumand the eco-opera-
tion of all interested. We believe
the initiagive in this matter is being
taken by the Ontario Medical
Council, and that fact is a guaran-
tee that any cuiriculum which may
be decided upon, will not tend to
lower the standard of medical edu-
cation which exists in ‘any of the
provinces. As a matter of fact the
graduate of the United Kingdom
who has placed himself on the B1 it-
ish Register is the only one who
ean now go to any or every provinee
of the Domlmon and by the simple
payment of reasonable fees demand
to be placed on the register, and
this, not by virtue of any Canadian
legislation, but by virtue of the

JTmperial Medical Acts, which declare

that all practitioners registered in
the United Kingdom may, without
further examination, pmctlce in
any part of Her 1 \IaJestys depen-
dencies Some years ago the ap-
plication of this act to Ontamo was
qilestioned, and in the trial which
ensued, victory vrested with the
applicant on the 'strength -of his
English registr y.
