Reader, do you imagine that you have
gsomething meritorious to do in order to
be saved? Have you been thinking that
Christ has done His part of the work
and you have to do yourst? If so, be
undeceived. Your “part” is to cease
working to obtain forgiveness; to cease
praying for salvation; to cease lookin
into your heart, and believe on the Lor
Jesus Christ, who suffered and died for
you. God is perfectly satisfied with the
finished work of Christ—He is not satis-
fied with your works or prayers, your
church attendance or religious obser-
vances—but He is satisfied with what
Christ did for you on Calvary’s cross.
“This is the work of God, that ye BELI-
EVE ON HIM whom He hathsent.” (John
vi, 20 ) The great work by which sin
has been put away is finished, and God
asks you to believe on Him who did it
all and paid it all. It may seem to you
to be “too easy” a way, but itis God’s
way, and His only way cof saving lost
sinners. Though an “easy way” it is
not “too easy,” since it is obtained
through believing in another who suffer-
ed the penalty of our sins, and died in
our stead.
