Unwashed wools sold at 23¢
for Georgin, at 23}¢ for spring Californis and
at 26¢ for Kansas. .

Evaxs & IHanilton, hardware dealers, of

The fimis composed of
Wm. E. Adams, James H. Hackland and C. B
Adams. W. E. Adams was formerly in partner-
ship with Mr. Penman of the Peoman Manufac-
turing Co., of Paris, but some ten or more years
ago that partnership was dissolved, and he
started for himself, taking Mr. Hn ckland in with
him. Some five orsix yearsago, U.E, Adams,son
of W. E. Adsms, was also. taken into the firm.
They bave been struggling in deep water during
the whole of the present season. About twoor
three years ago they added largely to their
factory and spent some $40,0C0 in pew build-
ings and machinery, They claim a balance of

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION.

In our last issue we gave a history of
the disputed boundary question, up . to
the time when, under an agreement be-
tween the Governments of Ontario and
Manitoba, the Judicial Committee of Her
Majesty’s Privy Couneil ‘was requested to-
give its advice on one branch of the ques-
tion, previously submitted to the arbi-
trators in Canada. We have since had
an opportunity of reading an account of
the proceedings before the Judicial Con-
mittee, which was contributed to the
London Advertiser by the Hon. David
Mills, M.P., and also letters contributed to
the Toronto Mail over the signature
Index. Tt is unnecessary to notice further
the decision against the legality of the
award, which, as we have alveady pointed
out, wonld equally apply bo, the advice ?f
¢he § udicia) Committee, unless ratified, o
whalever manner niay be determined oy
to ensyre theb it will be binding U
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would ocenpy far too much space to
notice the various points wurged by
counsel, but there are some that we can-
not, in justice to all concerned, omit to
consider.

‘The opponents of the Ontario Govern-
ment have severely censured Mr. Moat,
for having dbandoned the extreme pre-

tensions, made before the arbitrators, asto -

the Western boundary ; indeed if we are
not mistaken, he was designated as a
traitor to his own Province. It appears,
however, that he did advance the claim
to the old Dawson pretension, that On-
tario extended to the White Earth River,
and that he only limited his claim to the
North-West angle, when he found that the
Court was decidedly against the claim
which he was pressing. It will doubt-
less caunse intense surprise to the
people of all political opinious in Ontario
to learn that Mr. McCarthy argued that
# {he confinued union of the provinces
4 wounld be rendered almost impossible,”
if Ontario’s limits were extended 5o as to
embrace the territory included in the
award.  This was the very argument
adopted in 1878, by a coutributar to the
Montreal Gezelte, and on which the late
Chief Justice Harrison remarked, * our
# duty was judicial, we had little or noth-
“ing to do witl' questions of policy;
% whether the land thus given 10 the,
“ Province was full of diamonds or only
# worthless rocks was no business of ours,
“ None of the able counsel who addressed
“us, ventured so far to take leave of his
“genses as to attempt to iake such un-
“tenable groumd.’ This would imply
that when Mr. Dalton McCarthy adopted
asimilar line of, argument he xiust have
taken leave of his senses.

Mr. McCarthy was certainly unfor-
tunate in his arguments. - He maintained
with a great deal of pertinacity that,
although the charter of the Hudson's
Bay Company expressly limited their
grant to territories not possessed by the
subjects of any other Christian’ Prince
or State, the fact that'a portion of the
territory within the watbershed having
been ocenpied by the French 50, 80 or
100 years, and ‘even thongh towns and
vnlh;:es had been built by them, mter-

“ nationally the grantees of Charles'the
“2nd bave a right to turn out the French
“settlers.” When the Lord Chancellor eli-
cited from Mr, McCarthy that such was his
pretension, His Tovdship could notrefrain
from e\clfummg “ip is perfectly absurd.”
Mr. Robinson did not fail to press the view
{bat has been so persistently maintained
by the opponents of the award in Canada.
He said that the Dominion did not want
% conventional or convenient boundary.

Tt wanted that “the trae Jegal boundary
“ ghould be"declared, and that anything
¢ glse might not be satisfactory.” The
Lord Chancellor observed that the evid.
ence might not demonstrate where the
boundary should be drawn at all points,
and asked, in that case, “are we not todo
anything?"” To which Mr. Robinson
replied, “it is not for me to say.”! The
Lord Chaneellor again said, * are we not
 to exercise any power of arbitration or
“ anything like that if, in any respect,
# there should arise any difliculty in ascer-
# taining the true boundary.”

The difficulty as to a true boundary
exists only in the definition of the line to
connect the true South-Western terminus
with that on the North-East on James’
Bay. It has never been pretended by
any one, that the language of the pro-
clamation dividing the old Province of
Quebec, was such as to enable any Court
to do otherwise than what Mr. Robinson
ohjected to. Had a precise line been laid
down by cowpetent authority there
wonld have been no occasion to resort to
arbitration. Another interesting point
was raised by Mr. Robinson, who suggested
whether an Imperial Act might be neces-
sary to give effect! to the advice of the
Committee, on which the Lord Chan-
cellor remarked : “I suppose nothing

“ but Tmperial legislation would be satis--

# factory to either party, because it is
“ most manifest -that if no impevial legis-
‘“lation is obtained, the same thing
“would happen over again, which hap-
‘“pened in the case of the award, the
“ party who did not like the conclusion
“ would say that he was not bound by it.”’
This was a hard hit, and Mr. Robinson

must have felt it, as he said he did not.

think there was “the slightest apprehen.
gion of that,” to which the Chancellor
replied that he supposed “no one bad
% any apprehension befors, when the
“ award was assented to.”

There seems” to he no doubt that the
advice of the Judicial Committee will
only cover the dispute as to the westerly
boundary, although, incidentally, it may
indicate the opinion entertained as to the
Height of Land being the northerly bovn-
dary, There is, however, a question that
may give rise to further controversy. The
Mail has intimated that, even on the
assumption that the disputed territory
east of the North-West angle belongs to

Ontario, the Dominion has a claim for the -

gettlement of Indian claims and also for
the purchase from the Hudsan's Bay
Company. To this the Globe very fairly

r‘eplies‘ that the Dominion Government

was never authorized to purchase lands in
Ontario from the Indians, and also that it

would be diflicult to prove that the
Indians, with whom the tireaties were
made, had any claim to lands within On-
tario, Asto the payment to the Hud-
son's Bay Company, it is preposterous to
argue in favor of any pretension to repay-
ment. It must be obvious that the
Dominion eonld not buy, nor the Hud-
son’s Bay Company, sell territory belong-
ing to Ontario, 'and consequently there
canuot ba a shadow of aclaim on that
account, It is to be regretted that the
Dominion Government did not submit
their case to the Judicial Commitiee at
the same time with that of Manitoba; but,
notwithstanding the announcement that -
the advice would be coufined to the
western boundary, in which alone Mani-
toba is interested, it will be impossible to
determine the extent of the Ontario line
to the north without deciding the ques-
tion of the Height of Land boundary, and
there seems no reason to doubt that the
advice of the Judicial Committee will be
adverse to the pretension of the Dominion
Government, both as to the Northernand
Western boundaries of Ontario. Before
closzing these remarks it is due to the
Hon, Wm.*McDougall, who is ab present .
in the Northwest, to correct an error into
which the Monelary Times has fallen, in
regard to his views on the Western
boundary. Mr. McDovgall never favored
the.due north line, but, on the contrary,
reported in favor of the Mississippi boun.
dary. Moreover, when he found that the

-Dominion arbitrator had been instrucied

to adopt the due north line, he pointed
out to the Ontaric Government the
necessity of agreeing on a third arbitra-
tor or commissioner.

THE PRICE OF WHEAT.

It is amusing to hear some deslers ex-
patiate upon the present low price of
wheat, as if it were not based upon the
merits of supply and demand at all, but
upon some speculative manceuvres of
the “Dbears ;” and if you ask the reason

. for their entertaining such ideas they in-

stinctively point to the much higher
prices that have ruled during the past
fourteen years, without laking into con.
sideration the altered circumstances
which bave led to the present deprecia-
tion of cost. The assertion that present
prices are fictitious because they are below
the average of a number of years past is.
about as absurd as it is devoid of all rea-
son. The almost unprecedented cheap-
ness of wheat is due to the plenitude of
spot supplies, and the formidable reserves
which are’ seen in the sbundant harvests
of the world for 1884, combined, of course,
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with the fact that speculators have be-
come 80 weakened by repeated losses
that they are powerless to manipulate
the market as was their wont in times
gone by. Wheat has therefore beensell-
ing for some time past upon its intrinsic
merits, based upon actual supply and de-
mand, and has changed hands at lower
values duaring the present week thanat
any time since April; 1870, when it ran
down to 73ir. We have persistently
maintained,iboth editorislly and in our
market reports, that the reserves on this
continent held by farmers {rom one year
to another were much larger than was
generally supposed, and we find the
following admission of this view in the
Mark Lane Express of August 1lith:
“The present position of the trade will
. gtrengthen the argument of those who
claim that the production ot wheat
throughout the world in the late years bas
been increasing in a ratio exceeding the
ratio of consumption.” But a more con-
vineing proof than any mere opinion or
"asertion is to be found in the astounding
exhibit of the production of wheat on this
continent during the past five years, as
compared with that .of the five -pre-
ceding years. From the year 1875 to
1879, both years inclusive, the wheat crop
of the United States aggregated the im-
mense total of 1,815,000,000 bushels, or
an average of 363,600,000 bushels
per year. From 1880 to 1884, both
years inclusive, the total yield expanded
to the still greater bulk of 2,308,000,000
bushels, or an average of 461,600,000
bushels per year. The wheat production
in the United States alone has increased
during the last five years at the average
rate of 98,000,000 bushels annually, or 270
per cent, as compared with that of the
previous five years, which is of course out
of all proportion to the increased ratio of
consumption.  If, therefore, when the
supply and demand were more evenly
balanced in 1870, when the price of wheat
touched 73f¢ in Chicago, why is there
such surprise manifested now at cash
wheat having touched 78c? Farmerson
this continent of late years have become
* & wealthy class, and have been well able
tohold their grain when prices did not
suit them, but, by pursuing this policy,
they made the greatest mistake of their
lives, and at the same time afforded &
golden chance for those wheat-producing
cotintiies in other parts of the globe that
were comparatively unknown to profit by
it, How eagerly they secized the oppor-
tunity, and how well they turned it to
account is how universally acknowledgor
and felt. Our candid opinion is that, if
producets on this side of the Atlantic had

been less greedy in their demands,and less
confident in the mistaken assumplion
that England was dependent upon them
for their supplies to such an extent that
they could dictate what {ermis they
pleased, India, Persia, Australia, and Chili
would notnow be the formidable compeli-
tors they are. The simple troth is that the
policy of holding which has been pursued
by American and Canadian farmeis of
late years has kept prices up to a point
that has proven an admirable stimulus
for Indin o evolve her iremendous pro-
ductive possibilities. So that, if our
farmers can boast of having controlled
the price of wheat for the whole world,
they have accomplished it ata terrible
cost to themselves,*as it has been the
means of bringing under cullivation vast
regions which otherwise would in all pro-
bability not have bheen planted, or nt
least not upon such a prodigious scale.
In order to see where England is getting
her wheat from we append the following,
which is Dornbusch’s statement of the
quantity on passage to the United King.
dom on last July 17th:—

Whatever may have been the case in
years gone by, it is very evident that the
supplies on passage from the Atlantic
ports and the Pacific Slope, are not now
the largest items in Bnglund’s . imports of
wheat, any more than they are the ruling
factors in establishing trans-Atlantic

values. The only thing that can put up |

prices in the near future is a large specu-
lative *short " interest, but should such
a movement be developed it would be
one of the worst occutrences that could
happeun for growers here, as India is now.
waiting for such an eventuality, which
would enable her to unload at a good
profity and of course what she marketed
would make the requirements so much
less from this side. The- visible supply

of wheat on this continent has already’

reached 15,754 350 bushels being an in-
crease of 3,000,000 in two weeks, The
price of home grown wheat in England

last week was 37s 6d per quarter, or 5s °

lower than at the corresponding time

last year, There are probably few people -
who have any idea that there are parties
in this city who are carrying Chicago wheat
on margin, which cost them in the vicinity
of 81 per bushel, one party having had
to look after the maiginal wellare of
nearly 40,000 busbels,

WIEST INDIAN FEDERATION,

There is some reason io believe {hat
cfforts are being mmde by the discon.
tented party in Jamaica to bring about
the admission of that island to the Cana-
dian Confederation. There is not "the
most remote probability that any such
scheme wouldl be countenanced by the
Imperial Government, but it is desirable
that the penpls of Canada should be con-
vinced :hat it iz wholly impracticable To
what extent dissatislaction with the pres,
ent constitution prevails in Jamaica we
Canadians have but limited means of
judging, but it is a popular idea that
there is just ground for dissatisfaction
with the existing political institutions in
that colony. It is but a comparatively
short peried, say about twenty years,
since the old Jamaica constitution was
abrogated by the Assembly itself, bat
that was after the suppression of a rebel-
li6n, doring which 439 persons suffered
by martiallaw. About 1,000 dwellings
were burnt, and 600 people (many of
them women) flogged. . An impartial
commission, of which Sir Hemy Storks
was chairman, ‘could find no proof of any
organized conspiracy. Such was. the
result of representative institutions, when
the masses of the population were
excluded from the franchise, and had no
control over the Government, It must
be borne in mind that the Crown Cdlony
system of Government. established in
1866, is substantiafly the same as that
i which exists in British Guiana, Trinidad,
St. Lmecia, Mauritius, Ceylon and other
Colonies, and that it has nobt been com-
" plained of by their inhabitants as it has
been in Jammica. Its professed objectis
to protect the unrepresented classes
from a colonial oligarchy,’ representing a
small minority of the aggregate popu-
lation, 1t would be the height of mad-
ness in Canada to admit & colony so cir-
cumstanced into the Federation,
1t is preposterous to imagine that the
Imperial Government could entertain for
a moment the idea of permitting any
_of the West India Colonies to join the
i Canadian Confederation, The argument
. in fayor of the scheme is- based on sup-
* posed commercial advantages to ‘Canada

. T
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and Jamaica, Canada would hoi)e to find,

a markeb for its manufactures in a coun-
try wheve they would be protected by &
high tariff, against both Great Britain and
the United States. In payment forthe
free admission of Canadian manufactures,
Jamaica sugar, rum and molasses would
have to be admitted duiy free, the rum
of course paying excite duty. Now it
must be borne in mind that the planters,
an insignificant body in numbers, would
alone benefit by the free admission of
their products, while the masses of the
peaple would be deprived of the cheap
goods now obtained from Great Britain.
In Canada we have adopted a tariff with
the special object of protecting sugar
refinevies, and ‘also of encouraging the
production of the beet. [t is scarcely
necessary to remark that.this reciprocal

trade woul.l be subversive of the policy’

which we have deliberately adopted.
Another serious diffieulty stands in the
way. ‘The practical effect of admitting
Jamaica into the Canadian Confederation
would be to discriminate against other
British colonies in the West [ndies, which
would most asguredly invoke the protec-
tion of the Imperial Government, which
could not well be refused. We have yet
to consider the effect of such a union on
Great Britain and the United States.
However reluctant the former may bave
been to sanction the establishment of a
protective policy in Canada, she has re-
spected the constituiional suthority of
the Canadian Parliament, and has not
adopted a policy of retaliation. It is not
probable that the United States would
submit with equal patience to the free
admission into the West India market of
various products of Cruada, which at pres-
ent compete with her own on equal terms,
but which, under the proposed union
would have & preference. Retaliation
would most assuredly be resorted to, and
the West Indian Colony would be virtu-
ally excluded from the markets of the
United States. In whatever light the
question is considered, we feel assured
that it i3 not the interest of Canada to

entertain for & moment a scheme, which

bas originated partly owing to the dissat-
isfaction felt by the white minority ia
Jamaica, ngainst the present constitution,
and partly owing to the abnormally low
price of sugar, which has produced dis-
astrous results to the landed propuetors
in the tropical colonies. There is at least
great uncertainty as to the future pros.
pects of those engaged in the production
and manufacture of sugar, and this con-

stitutes an additional reason for declmmg.‘
to entertain any. proposltlons, shou]d they

SPECULATION AND OVER-PRODUC-,

TION,

The present era of over-production
has neyer had its parallel in the annals
of trade, ag there is sca.rbely & commodity
of any prominence that has not suffered
therefrom a heavy ahrmkage in cost, en-
tmlmg aserious losses to a large number
of holders, and resultmg in some of the
worst disturbances that ha.va character-
izerl and upset the normal course of.
modern trading, The phenoimenal nature
of these accurrences must be the result,
of some cause which is 88 potent az its
effzcts are remarkable, and we intend
to demonstrate with as much perapicuity
as possible that this adverse and rebel
power, which has insiduously ecrept into

‘our buginess exchanges and institutions,

and blurred the fair features of legitimate
commerce, is no other than that unblush-
ing and arch pretender to sovereignty—
speculation. Where is there an article

.of merchandise which iz essential either

as o food product or a clothing staple
that has not its temple or exchange
erected in New York for the express pur.
pose of dealing in options, and settling
trades without the actual tranafer of the
goads dealt in? It cannot be named,
Hasit then never occurred to the average
observer what & false and deceptive biag
may be given to legitimate  transactions
through the fictitious operations of these
speculative exchanges? We will take
for.example the article of sugar, in which
not long since a “boom ” was' started . in
New York upon a trivial and ephemeral
advance in London’ and the West Indies,
its stimulating” whoop reaching Canada.
Heavy speculative purchases were at
once resorted to upon the floor of the
New York Grocer's Exchange, and these
brought in further autaide orders of their
kind, which strengthened the speculative
market and caused values to advance.
Consumers then commenced to buy, nat
because’ they needed goods for immediate
use, but because they apprehended higher
prices in the future,and thoight it advis-
abla to lay 'in stocks which they knew
would be required later on, behevmg

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MR, FROUDE ON FEDERATION,

Mr. Froude, the historian, has been
racommending some schemeof federation,
which we should hardly have deemed it
necessary to notice, were it not that our
demi-oflicial contemporary, the Montreal
Gazelle, has devoted some space to its
-laudgtion. Mr. Froude seems to be of
the same opinion with Lord Roseberry
and others, that any attempt to main-
tain our federal system of Government
will necessarily lead to disintegration.
The Bystunder and other advocates of
revolution will doubtless hail with satis-
faction the expression of the views of the
English advocates of change. It was the
boast of those who promoted confeder-
ation, that they had discovered a scheme
of Government, which, while conferring
practical independence on the larger
colonies would perpatuate their connec-
tion with the Mother Country,

For many years there was not only no
complaint of the new system, but the
rival party leaders were contending as to
which of them was entitled to the credit
of having taken the lead in the establish-
ment of the new system. Mr. Froude
assumes that there must be a natural
repugnance on the part of colonists to
being exposed to the dangers of war,
which might involve the bombardment
of their ports and the invasion of their
shores by the enemies of England, We
are not told how snch disastrous results
of war would be avoided by federation.
For our own part, we feel assured that
they would be much more serious, inas-
much as ane of the professed ohjects of
federation is to give the colonies a nom-
inal influence over the foreign policy of
the Empire. We feel convinced that there
can be no second opinion as to such in-
fluence being merely nominal, while it
would compel the colonies to assume a
responsibility which they are much bette,
without.

It is admitted by Mr. Froude that
there is no use in looking for political
union now, or at any time, between Eng-
land and her colonies. but the sagacious
essayist ‘thinks that one thing may be
done, which is to let the colonies see
that England takes an interestin them,
If England’s statesmen will exhibit that

interest, the people of Canada will very-

soon perceive it.. They have hitherto
had bunt too much reason to complain of
& tofal wantof interest on the part of their
fellow subjects in the United Kingdom.
They, however, are not particularly senti-
mental on the subject of mere speeches
expressive of interest. The point for the

advocates of federation to consider, is by
what mode a firmer alliance between
the United Kingdomz and its dependen-
cies can be secured. Most assuredly
it will not be by opening to cal-
onists the avenues of honor, such as the
Privy Council and the House of Lords, as
suggested by Lord Rosebery and Mr.
Fronde. There is certainly a practical
suggestion, with reference to the desti-
nation of emigrants, but in the first place
it does not require any scheme of feder-
ation to give it effect ; while, secondly, it is
utterly impracticable to control the
course of emigration. To a very greab
extent emigrants have friends or rela-
tives alveady seitled in the country in
which they propose to settle, while pol-
itical reasons influence many to settle in
the United States. At all events, which.
ever policy may be deemed most desir-
able can be carried out perfectly well
under the existing system. The more
the subject is discussed the clearer it
must appear to all reflecting minds that
no scheme of Imperial Federation is prac-
ticable, and that the discussion of such is
calcula.ted*_to encourage those who are
laboring ifcessantly to effect separation
from Great Britain,

IMPORTS AT MONTREAL.

The total value of the principal articles
of merchandise entered for consumption

at this port for the month ofJuly, 1884,

(including coin and bullion) was §5,232,-
586 as compared with $3,888,592 for July,
1883, showing an increase of $1,343,994,
Of this increase, however, $1,275,195 be-
longs to coin and bullion, owing to_ the
importation of gold. The total value of
dutiable goods was $3,262,100 against $3,
036,361 last year, showing an increase of
$225,739, free goods having decreased
$106,940. The principal detailed changes
for last month, as compared with July,
1883, were as follows :—Flour increased
$73,881; coal, anthracite, decreased $43,-
899, do bituminous;-decreased $24,889;
cotton and its manufactures decreased
$113,000 ; fancy goods increased $14,000,
furs and skina decreased $36,000; glass

and glassware inereased $21,000; iron and |

steel and their manufactures decressed

- $47,000, leather and its manufaectures in-
.creased $10,000, coal oil, kerosene and

other kinds of oil, decreased $36,000;
paper and its manufactures decreased
$8,000; silks and their manufacturers in-
creased $50,000; spirits, wines, and cor-
dials of all kmds decreased §8,000; BUGATS
and molasses increased $217, 000 teas |
imported from the United States in-

oressed $38,000. Upon the whole the
imports show that our merchants are still
ordering very cautiously, and, with gener-
ally light stocks and the prospects of a
good fall trade, the business outlook is
cerfainly encouraging.

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

We are bound to acknowledge thatthe
meeting, or rather conference, held in
London, on the 29th ult., had more signi-
ficance in regard to Imperial Federation




than we were mclmed to thmk from thew EERE
L We felt )

meagre report’ sent by cable. |
as:ured that Sir Charles Tupper would nob
have committed himself to any-schem e
of Imperial Federation, such as has been
hitherto advocated, and we find that he
objected to the terms of the resolution as
originally proposed, and succeeded in
procuring its amendment.  As introduced
the resolution affirmed. that there must
be federation or there would necessarily

be disintegration, and to this Sir Charles

Tupper objected most properly, as he
could not admit that disintegration wonld
necessarily follow the failure of federation,
After a careful perusal of the reports in
the Zimes and Standurd, the editorial
articles in both journals, and the letter of
the Barl of Wemyss in the T¥mes, we have
come to the conclusion that the main:
object of the promoters.of the conference
is the maintenance of the existing colonial
connection, .

We have been fully persuaded that no
scheme for a common tariff for the
United Xingdom and the colonies is
practicable, and this was the main object
of its early advocates, We are likewise

convineed that any attempt to throw on’

the colonies a share of the lmperial ex-
penditure for military, naval and diplo-
matic services will prove abortive. Lord
Wemyss merely suggests an Imperial
Council to sit in London, to consist of a
few heads of departments joined with the
Colonial Agents Gteneral, and to con-
fer on questions of common interest to
the United Kingdom and its depen-
dencies, We observed with regret a brief
semark of Mr, Mowat's, that the present
state of things could vot be maintained.
No explanation was given, nor do we per-
ceive hiow any kind of federation would
remove the cause of Mr, Mowat's dissat-
isfaction, which we apprehend to be, the
dependency of the Provineial Legislatures
on the Dominien Parliament, Itis quite
evident that the parties, who took a lead
in the proceedings, bad no plan of feder-
ation to submit, and that the real signi-
ficance of the movement is thab several
leading politicians ‘have declared their
determination to maintain the connection
now subsisting between the Parent State
and her dependencies, on the footing of
local independence for the latter. We
must own that the reports that we have
seen of the proceedings ab the conference
are most unsatisfactory. No one had any
stheme of federation prepared, and we
are completely in the dark as to the views
of those who, like Mr. Mowat, are of opm-

i that our plesenb system cannot be
maintained.

Quite recently we have had a public
announcement of the views entertained
by the sub-commitiee of the House of
Representatives, to which the subject was
referred, and there is as much certainty
asjthere can be of anything, that nothing
short of commercial union will satisfy the
United States, 'We hold, therefore, that
it is only subjecting Canada to humiliation
to approach the United States again

with a view toobtain reciprocity, unless -

we are prepared to consent to commercial
union, in other words, to discriminate
against Great Britain, and to adopt the
tariff of the United States, which is more
antagonistic to the Globe's views than that
of Canada. The Globe not long since
pronounced itself against commercial
union, and must be well aware that no
such scheme is possible so long as the
present connection with Great Britain is
maintained. We should be glad to learn
from the Globe what ground he has for
supposing that a renewal of the old reci-
procity trveaty is possible. OQuv’own con:
viction is that the administration of Sir
John Macdonald is in favor of o fzm
reciprocity treaty.

FAITH IN THE COUNTRY.

In a recent number of the Winnipeg:
Times we find.some interesting informa:
tion as to the progress.of the North-West
from the pen of Mr. C.-J. Brydges, who.ia:
certainly’highly qualified to-forma correct
opinion on. such. & subject, but who has
supported - it - by facts that well deserve
attentive consideration. The object of
Mr, Brydges is to counteract, as-far as.in:
his - power, the evil effects: of the anti-
immigration. resolution passed last winter
by the Farmers:Union. This resolution
Mr. Brydges holds had. a:most serious and
injurious effect on the emigration of the
present year, and was made use of to
divert settlers into the United States.
Mr. Brydges has recently made a tour
through the country, and he draws a
comparison between what he saw in the
same district three years ago and recently.
On his former tour after leaving Brandon
he soon left behind *all traces of houses,
shanties, or cultivation of any kind,"
and the next day proceeding to Fort
Ellice there was for 40 miles a complete
absence of settlement. On his recent visit
he went by rail from Brandon to Elkhorn
and “ the entire distance was one con-
“ tinuous succession of farm houses, barns,
4 wheat fields and cultivation of all kinds;
# including a large amount of new ground
<t which has been broken this year to
“be covered with wheat fields next
year,” e describes Verden, where he
camped three years ago in a scene of
silent desolation, as now a thriving village,
with hotels, stores, etc. Ie proceeds to
give an account of a successful settler,
with extracts from which we shall close
this notice. .

tMr. H. M. Power came from Herefordshire
in England, to this country, early in 1882,
After inspecting various parts of the country
he finally decided  to purchase five and a half
seclions, containing 3,520 acres from the
C.P. R, on their then price with their rebate
allowance. for settlement. He entered upon
the land in June, 1882, and broke some land
that year. In 1883 he broke a large quantity.
He began putting stock upon the farm in the
fall of 1832, I will now describe what I found
to be the condition of affnirs after but little
more than two years of work, I found 1240
acres of splendid- wheat, in first-rate condition,
with a probable average yield of 25 bushels to
the-ncre; 40 acres of barley, and 260 acres of
onts.

There is a certain revival of trade. Under
oven ordinary circumstances this could not be
be delayed much Jonger, Stocks of goods in
country slores have run down to o degree that
assortments had to be made vp.  And it is alse
reported that in cases where credit was good,
there have been pretty free orders in cottons
and cheap woollens, still the situntion demands
close study. The total crop of wheat hig been
estimated for this year at about 30,000,000 bush-
els, whicli will leave perhaps 6,000,000 bushels
for export.  The imports for 1883-84 were about
2,000,000 bushels of wheat, so the difference will
be 8,000,000 bushels in favour 18#4-85. Even
with low prices this should be sensibly felt on
the volume of trade. But it must be remem-
bered how much commercial indebtedness has
increased during the past eight months, and
that the excess of this year will searcely place
trade on as sound a basis as it showed a yeag
ago. Wholesale merchants are generally pro.
ceeding with reserved action both in buying
and selling. Credits are less easy this fall than
they were a year ago. It is felt that, while the
extreme disaster has been avoided, there is no
voom left for expangion.  Money is still easy. for
the r ght customer. It is certain that the cir-
culation will be immensely increased in Sep-
tember, as the movement of the barley crop will
be in operation. In the meantime discounte are
Sterling Exchange is quiet at recent rates. New
York drafts are quoted at par. The Stock Ex-
change has developed strength in values, but
the extent of business has not reached to more

than the nverage trade of weeks past. Nearly
all of the banks have gained more or less, and
the appreciation is likely to be maintained.
Loan company and miscellanecus stocks have
heen quiet, with exception of North West Lands
Western Assurance and London and Canadian.
