190 to 219.

The advance in bank stocks is the
natural result of the generally favorable
reports for the past year., We are how-
ever lnclined to believe that those
that are quoted over 200 have reached
their maximum, or cloge upon it, as
the margin of probable advance is very
narrow for speculative purposes, and
the income from them, as investments,
is too low to have any attraction.

When bank stocks cannot be bought
to yield a met income of more than
from 4 1to"5 per cent, with very small
prospect ot advance in price of the
stocks, the choice of buyers becomes
very restricted, as the balance of pro-
babilities inclines towards a deerease,
rather than an inercase in selling value,

The tendency to decline in loan com-

pany stocks may seem somewhat
glrange, considering the better position
they have been placed in by more regu-
lar payments of interest and instal-
ments last year. But the inereasing
capital in the country is depressing the
average rate obtainable for mortgages ;
at the same time it is putting farmers
in a financial position to reduce that
form of indebtedness, and so lessening
the demand for loans.

With so heavy a rceord of losses as
that of last year the insurance stocks
could not be expected to advanee ; they
do well to hold their own under such
adverse conditions; of whieh we trust
they have seen the worst.

The large fluctuations in our local
street' railway stock, which has sold
ab 200 this last day or two, have been
caused by their chances of securing an
extended franchise to supply an clectric
car service, being affected by the pro-
ceedings of the City Council. The rapid
advance this week seems to indicate

that the company relies upon sceuring
that franchise, and it is not unlikely
that more is known by those having
the inside track, than has been revealed
to the public.

The transactions of the past week
or two had no special features in cither
fluctuations in prices, or extent of sales.
Commeree stock secems to have changed
hands more than other banks, but with
no appreeciable cﬂ'e;:t on prices. So also
Canado N, W. Land Co., prices keep
steadily about 77 1-2, Should we reap
another good harvest the present ple-
thora of money will be inereased, and
‘the demond -for investments will tend
There
large amount of money being invited
by. new manufacturing and other en-
terprises., The situation is one that
suggests the desirability of investors

exerciging great caution in placing thelr
funds.

TARIFF CHANGES,
Though the changes announced in the
tariff have caused much surprise ab
their lateness, it would have been more

just cause of surprisec had the scssion

passed without tariff changes.

The alterations made have, seeming-
ly, at least, no bearing on revenue con-
slderations, The Finance Minister
stated that it was decmed advisable
for the government {0 he in a position
to give more favorable treatment to
any country disposed to reciproecate,
in regard to #he reception of those pro-
duets which we mnow receive from places
that diseriminate in favor of the United
States under Reeiprocity treaties.

The principal change made is in the
duties on molasses,. Mr. Foster cx-
plained that the new duty proposed
was intended to keep out of the mar-
ket a class of molasses that was of a
very low quality, having only o slight
proportion of saccharine matter. The

point at which this inferior product Le-
ging to be very inferior is 40 degrees.
The new dutics will add a larger per-
acntage per gallon for cach degree un-
der 40. Instead of 1-4 of u cent per
gallon, 1geent per gullon for cach degree
under that standard will be impdsed.
When molasses reach 25 to 30 the duty
will be prohibitive. The duties then
wiil be, molasses testing 40 and over,
11-2 cents per gallon; for each degrec
below that an additional cent; If not
impprted diveet in all cases another 2
1-2 cents per gallon,

The Dbearing of this change will be
to slightly inerease the price of higher
grades of molasses, for, as the consum-
crs will not have the lower grades as a
choice, the demand will inercase in the
better grades. This article may be
termed the poor man's, and espeeially
the poor child’s butter, It can he
more readily handled, and is less liable
to deteriorntion by keeping than but-
ter, hence its large use in lumber camps
as & condiment, or a tasty addition
to bread. It is certainly desirable to
restrain the use of o grade of molasses
which is deleterious to health. It Is
one of the articles upon which retailers
malke little or mo proifit, so there is no
margin to enable them o keep prices
as _they were -now the duties are in-
creased. What the effect will be on
Canadian refinery prices it would he
premature to say.

A highly proper step has been taken
in placing oleostearine on the free list.
It is a forelgn product neeessary for
use in tapning leather for the export
trade. This is a line of policy that
should be followed further in releasing
other materlals imporied for manu-
facturing purposes, the duly on which
handicaps our factories in compebmg
with the States.

REPORT OF THE QUEEN'S PRINTER.
The first chort of the Department
of Public Printing ana Stationery since
Mr. 8. E. Dawson was appointed
Queen’s Printer and Controller of Sta-
tionery, shows many signs of the work
being in the hands of a practical and
compolent officinl, )

In two places the report calls ntten-
tion to the injury done 10 the public
gervice by the reverenee paid to red
tape routine, much in the same way as
was done by the Civil Service Commis-
sioners. The building used by the print-
ing Bureau is being dumaoged by steam
exhaust pipes being injudiciously placed,
Thig in any private factory would be
promptly remedied, but a government
building it scems can go on suifering
injury until another Department ean
be moved into action after many
-mbnt;hs delay. Mr. Dawson also points
out that a tap 18 needed to turn off the
gas ot night ©“ to save leakage and to
prevent danger from fire.” He half pa-
thetically complains that work so trif-
ling in cost, and so important cannot
be done except by “another Depart-
ment of the Government.” When the
government of o country undertakes to
cxirl-y on an industrin]l enterprise em-
ploying several hundred men [t ought
to approximate its organisation as
closely as possibly to that of awell-
wanaged private husiness, and give to
thie offleinl In charge the necessary pow-
ers Lo have such work promptly done
as is required to proteet their build-
ing from injury and from the risks of
waste and of fire.

The Queen’s Printer speaks oub also
very plainly agninst the great waste
of time, materials and money, which
is caused by the slovenly, and wholly in-
cfffcient manner in whieh “copy” senb
in from (he other Departments is pre-
pared for the government press. e
statles that extreme waste is caused by
l]_lcxpm'icncml persons  heing cmployed
whose Inek of teehinienl skill necessitates
Inrge expenditures in ve-setbing, and in
correeting for the press; regavding the
prclmml'«lon ol the dnpn'rl,nmnlz reporvts
Mr. Dawson S:I_\'S'. the present system
s iy an expensive way of __wl'ilving‘
abook.” A eapable offieer should have
authority to engage o nonnpnlnnt sbadl,
and public work ought to be done ab
lenst ns ceonomienily as would be in-
sigted upon in a pr‘lvm;c.'entmprlse. .

+We gladly polint. out these points.in
the Queen’s Printer’s report as ¢vidence
that he is not only practically fitted
for this position, but has courage
enough to protest firmly against a vi-
clous system. /

“he wages paid in the Burcau are
stated to be higher than in Toronto or
Montreal. This is said to be inevit-
able in g public department; it is
not however an argument in favor of a
government undertaking an industrial
enterprige.

Still the printing in the Burcau ap-
pears to be done move cconomically
than in past years. In 1889-90 the
paper used is charged as $84,217 and
printing $161,418; in 1890-91 the paper
cost $94,113 and printing $157,808.
The cost price of paper has decreased,
so0 that it $9,8906 more paper was uséd
lagt year than in 1889-90 while the
printing cost $3,615 less, it is clear
that the work of the Burcau was done
with much greater cconomy last year
than in the previous one.

The use of type-setting machines is
favored for ‘“plain, solid, setting,” such
as the Hansard reports, but not for a
more varied and better class of work.
We may say that as o large part of
the Hansard is made up of machine-
made speeches, it is most approprinte
.that they should be “set’” by machines.

In regard to lithographing, Mr. Daw-
son prefers  distributing  the work
amongst private firms. Ile considers
the stock of type very large, Lut points
out, what needs reform, that much of
the government work is months in
hnnd, with type locked up, owing to lack
of that strict diseipline whieh is main-
tained in private printing offices. Tt
is quite manifest that the Queen’s Print-
cr could effect great economies were his
powers greater, and the oflicials of
other Departments given to understand
that they must conform strictly to such
ruales as would be enforeed were the
Bureau a private concern,

In looking over the nmmber ol copies
printed of cach departmental report we
note that the Auditor-General’s runs up
to necarly double that of others. This
is a waste, as that report is, we be-
licve, less read and referred to than
many others.

Throughout this report there arve, as
we have said, a number of sugpestions
and protosl-l%, that show the Qucexi’s
Trinter to have a thorough acquaint-
ance with the economics of his Bureau.
We trust “the government will  give
0{_11;15' attention to these wmatters in
order (.6 stop the leaks ~“which ™ M.

EGGS FOR GREAT BRITAIN.

We doubt if there is any article of
food on ‘which the net profit is any-
where near as great as it is on eggs,
nor is there one for which the demand
is more copstant, or more capable of
expansion by the supply keeping prices
within the limit of what bnyers con-
sider cheapness, Another advantage
this product has over other foods is
that, its quality is not variable by
' s weight
will be move or less, as hens are fed, and
from differcnt breeds, but, unlike checse
or butter, or beef or bread, the most
experienced hen-wife cannot make her
eggs better in quality by skill than
those of the person whose poultry is
leit without eare, This has led to
great carclessness in shipping eggs to
England, where poultry raising receives
great attention, and the standard .of
welght is higher than our marvkets call
for.

Considering then the suddenness of
the diversion of the exportation of our
Canadian cges from the U. 8., which
was practically o home market, to the
distant one of Great Britain, it is in-
deed gratifying to find that the supply
has been so largely absorbed by Eng-
lish buyers.

The average number of eggs sold by
us each year in the States for the five
years prior to the passing of the Me-
Kinley bill was, 14,538,432 dozens, the
average aunual value being $2,1.00,226,
equal to 14.40 cents per dozen. In
1891 the importations into the States
fell to 8,095,600 dozens, valued at $1.,-
177,800, cqual to 14.54 per dozen. The
reduction of the U, 8. market from 1
millions to 8 millions did not lower
prices, Lut slightly inercased them,
which seems pretty strong proof that
the 6 millions diverfed from the U. 8.,
market found a4 good market clsewhore.

We cnnnot suppose that Canadian
hens veduced their laying powers by
57 per cont, in order to keep their pro-
ducts from glubting the market. 8o
that we are shut up to this conclu-
sion that, the MeKinley bill simply
switehed the eggs they laid on to an-
other track, towards a market as good

as that of the States. As a mabter of

fact, the average price of eggs since
the enormous reduction occurred in ck—
ports to the States has not fallen be-
low the-average of previous years.
British imports of this article have
been steadily inereasing for many yeai's.
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In 1886 the were 86 million dozens atb
an average value of 16.20 cents per
dozen, in 1891 they reached over 106
million dozens at an average value of
16.05 cents per dozen. From 1889 to
1890 the British imports of eggs rose
8 million dozen, from 1890 to 1891 the
inerease was 4 million dozen, without
causing any appreeiable efficet on prices
in the old country.

There-were general prediciions that
England could not take our supply of
eggs without breaking prices below
what we could afford to take. But,
when we see that since 1885 the British
imports have inereased 28,246,587 doz-
ens, or 28 per cent., without lowering
prices to any noticeable extent, there
can be no fear of our exports failing‘ to
meet with a profitable customer in the
old land.

In this article, as in all othqs, there
must be the greatest care taken $o
meet the special tastes and require-
ments of the English consumers, and im-
porters. Three points are essential,
ool size, soundness, and careful pack-
ing. .

Exporters must study the official bull-
etin on this subject, as any attempt to
trade at hap-hazard will bring certain
failure, A trade which is worth be-
tween two and three millions to the
farmers of Canada is worth eareful fos-
tering ‘and handling, This being done
the Canadian roosters may crow and
their wives may cackle their loudest
and proudest over their industry being
unaifected hy the MeKinley bill,

THE STREET RAILWAY TANGLS.

The City Council does not shine as
a body of business men by the manner
it has txeated the proposal to estab-
lish an electric car service,

A date was given for tenders, some
contractors abided by the rule, others
seem to have waited to find out what
others had offered, then they went one
Letter, and ever since there has been
hardly a day ‘without changes Deing
made suggested by discussions in Coun-
cil. In the long run this irregular style
of competition will bhenefit the eity in
this instance.

Butb §7 such a system becomes cstab-
lished, contractors will take sueh mea-
surcs in the future as will place the
city at their merey. They will com-
bine to secure contracts by o sort of
Duteh aunction, first sending in tend-
ers at excessively high rates, then fol-
lowing these up with competitive bids
arrangéd amongst themselves, stopping
short ot some figure that will leave a
wide margin to distribute b.mongs‘t the
supposed competitors, '

- This has been doue in more. than one
municipality. wherc unbusinesslike meth-
ods were adopted in seeuring tenders.
Already the. city is full of rumors al-
fecting the honor of the Mayor, and of
certain aldermen, as well as reflecting
upon those who have put in tenders
for the railway franchise. )

One remarkable cffcet of these dis-
cussions has been the awakening of the
compapy that now runs the car ser-
vice, For years they have set the pub-
lic at defiance. But the persistent ex-
posures made in this journal, and in
other papers, of their mismanagement,
has brought out such emphatic ex-
pressions of public opinion that the
Council has been compelled to recog-
nise the ‘judgment of its constituents.
The weight of that judgment was heavy
enough to depress the street railway
stock from 210 to 185, when its chances
of not getting the new franchise seem-
ed in danger. This so alarmed the Com-
pany that it made probabiy, as good
an offer for the eleetric franchise as
any others, and, to sccure the good
will of the public, which hitherto it
had despised, it has since voluntarily
offered to reduce its fares and improve
its service, if its tender is adopted.

The Couneil, on the Hth inst,, resolv-

ed that whatever company builds the
new line ‘must sell tickets, 6 for 23e,
and 25 for $1; and grant lower rates
to school children, and to all passen-
gers at such hours as mechanies and
laborers are going to, and from, work.
It was also affirmed that the cars must
be properly heated and lighted.

It is premature to say +what bonus
will be received by the city. But the
Counecil decided that it be 4 per cent.
per annum on receipts of onc million;
6 per cent. from one to one and a half
million; Sup to two millions; and 10
and 15 for sums beyond that. Those
conditions ~will probably be changed.
But it is mow past doubt that who-
ever gets the franchise for the new
street railway service will have to
charge lower faves ; provide better cars ;
heated in winter; and pay the city a
reasonable sum for the monopoly use
of ity streets, for the electric cars. For
all which boons the public has to thank
those journals who roused them from
their lethargle indifference, and despair.

We have however grave doubts as to
possibility of working a trolley system
along our niu-rov streets in  winter.

OLD FASHIONS AND NEW FASHIONS
IN BUSINESS.

" The tendency of the age 18 to turn

‘men "out as much like each other a8

though they had all Dbeen cusﬁ like bul-
lets in the same mould Our dress,

' our speech, pur hubibs, our routlne of

life, are each and all becomlng modellea'
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on conventional patterns. We are be-
ing trimmed into monotonous same-
ness as sternly as the Duteh garden-
ery some years ago cut the ornament-
al trees of a purk, which called out the
sarcastic ridieule of Darwlin,

Years ago the different classes, call-
ings and ages of men could be guessed
by their clothes or their manners, To-
day these mavks ave nearly obliterated.
Lawyers and laymen, doctors and pa-
tients, masters and gervants, young men
and aged, are indistinguishable on the
strcet.‘

It will take several generations, how-
ever. of the prevailing rage for same-
nesy, and shrinking from the display of
individual tastes, to reduce men to the
same unlformity ns shingles; which
lofty ideal is now being pursued.

There are varieties in human eharae-
tor which cannot he suppressed any
more than the foliage and fruits of
trees could be made all alike hy them
al] being elipt in the same form.

There is an average established how-
ever, to which most persons scem de-
termined to coniorm, ‘This is having a
far more potent influence on business
than is recognized, or even dreamb of.
In days gone by when the tyranny of
custom was less cxercised in compelling
men to be as like their fellows as peas
fn the same pod, individual peeuliari-
ties of character, of temperament, of
taste, led Lo an exposure of these var-
ious features, so that men could -he
read bebter by their felliow men, and
julged more aceurately than is possi-
ble to-day.

The outward and visible sign docs
not always deelare what estimate must
be put on the inward nature. DBub
when a young man in an office or store
adopted sporting clofhes, or the hab-
filments of o fasl set, or a storckeep-
er stood behind his counter arrayed like
one leading a gay life, there was a cau-
tion flag, as it were, hung out ~which
credit givers understood, 8o with their
wives and families 5 it was quite easy
to plek out the hrugal, eareful, saving
houschold from those inelined to extra-
vagance, Such diseriminations are now
impossible.

The result is, that the standard of
domestie expenditure has been raised
up to a certain “average,” which av-
erago {g far higher than what is pru-
dent to be maintained by those to whom
economy I8 nceessary. Storckeepers
who are stinted in capital, who are
struggling yo build up a business, arc
almost compelled by the pressure of
modern notions to spend double as mueh
in their domestic life, and In dressing
themselves and their familles as those

of the same closs in similar circumstan-
ces did a generation ago. Take an ili-
ustration from actual life.

Dontown, England, was a very pros-
perous place, where the great major-
ity of the shopkeepers paid cash, and
were well-off. The local custom was,
to render accounts only twice a year,
yet failures were unknown, The rich-
est “draper,” or, as we sy, dry goods
merchant, lived over his store, he had
only one room and a kitchen on the
same floor as the shop, which was a
very large one. He there brought up
four daughters, who married well, after
each serving Dbehind the- counter sev-
cral years, alongside their mother, and
a brother, That trader amassed wealth
and he never bought a yard of mater-
iad without paying cash. He was a
gentleman to his iinger tips, courtly
in manner, and refined almost to al-
fectation. Fle used to be hig own floor-
walker, and; a3 soon as a carriage drew
up he was on the pavement to hand
ladies out, and cscort them into his
shap. Titled dames indeed would take
his arm, and be ushered in to o seat to
be waited upon by his wife, or daugh-
ter.

There were many rich store-keepers
in that town, yet not one lived away
from the shop. The wealthiest grocer
in it took all his meals in a large kiteh-
en, These men were not ignorant, nor
lacking in self-respect, the grocer was
the leading public man in the place,
and a most enlightened philanthropist.

We do not advoeate a return of those
old fashioned habits, for the clock of
time has mno back action. But it 1s
manifest that in making moncy, by sav-
ing it, those old-time shop-keepers who
lived where their business was, whose
families worked in their stores, even
when wealthy, who never dreamt of
‘‘socicty” pleasure or expenses, who
always had cash to buy all they re-
quired, had an cnormous advantage
over their successors who conform to
modern ideas,

While the tradesmen of to-day can-
noti do preeciscly as tlicir fathers did,
ong thing they could do, and that is
to imitate them in economical person-
al expenditurow, so as to gradually save
up money to cnable them to go to
market cash in hand in the-old style.

In scores of om" smdaller towns and
villages, merchants are saddled with
double rentals solely for ostentation.
They must have a villa residence, and
they are drawn into villa.habits of
display which keep them poor, and in
numberless instances so waste their pr-
fits that their business lfe is a slow
march to insolvency.

Take the case of Mr. G. Who did a
large business in a prosperous western
town., He spread out by means of ac-
commodation paper, out of which he
built a $20,000 house, after a year's
occupancy, he falled, paying 20 cents
on the dollar, Although the house
was deeded in the name of his wife it
was made part of his assets, and real-
ized just one half the cost. A house like
that nceded & carriage, several sery-
ants, as costly entertainments were giv-
en frequently, and it was proved on ex-
amination that he had spent double
his income from his store In keeping up
the new establishment.

There is another aspect of this matter
which can be urged fairly in defense of
such expenditures. Granted that a
storekeeper is not short of capital, is
running a good, profitable business,
without needing long credit, or exten-
sions, then he may be Justilied in pro-
viding his family a substantial resi-
dence, the maintainence of which will
be well within his means, The money
so spent is distributed largely amongst
those who are his customers, and so
will come back to him indirectly, as
money spent in wages and materlals

alds the local mechonies and builders
who are all distributing agents of what-

ever funds they are paid. When then
a trader builds his villa without erip-
pling his Dbusiness resources, it is a
beneflt to his neighbors. and brings him
a return, .

The old time division of men Into
classes involvell some degree of soelal
humiliation, wlich is repugnant to dem-
ocratic societies, But nfter all those
old timers who piled up fortunes by
cconomy, enjoyed o sense of independ-
ence to which those are strangers who
ave sustained by long credit, however
much display they malke by costly hab-
its incurred by the fashionable revolt
against incqualitics of fortune,

THE WEATHER AND THE CROPS.

Reports received from all seetions are
favorable for at least a high average
harvest of cereals, Throughout Ontario
the prospects are excellent for every
crop except potatocs, peas, and some
minor ones that, gro\vn in low lands,
will prove light, Manitoba reports are

somewhat conilicting, ranging from ex-«

treme hopefulness, to predictions of
serfous fajlure, The probability is that
the North-west wheat crop will be less
than last year, but still large. This
Province has also a double aspect.
Large ateas werc for some time under
water, and in such lands the erops will
be poor. In those better drained there
will be great abundance; but in more
eastern scetions some damage has been
done by drought, The rains geem to
have spread towards the south of the
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river. This week has been magnificent-
ly fine for bringing crops into Dbetter
condition, ard for hay making, dry
winds prevailing without much heat.
Gralnis being Tcut in Ontaric, and
though straw is heavy, the ears have
filled out well, except in localities
where natural drainage is defective.

A STOCK TRANSACTION CASE.

The case of Baldwin et al vs. T. T\ Turn-
bull et al., recently decided by Judge
Wartele, shows the kind of pleas men will
set up to escape the consequences of gamb-
ling in stocks. The plaintiif, as transfer-
ces of local stockholders bought on order

of defendant 4,800 shares of the Nash-
ville,” Chattanooga & St. Louis Railway.

He put up & margin of $5,250. The shares
sold at a loss of $1G,387, and it was for tho
balance of loss that he was sued. He
pleaded that the transaction was o mere
gaming contract, which could not be en-
forced. This contention was clearly up-
set Gy the evidence of the plaintiff, who
proved the actual purchuse of the shares,
and their subsequent sale with the full
knowledge of and by express ovders of
the defendant. e failed to show that
it was a deal made in bucketshop style,
on the mere turn of the market. The judge
therefore awarded plaintiff full amount of
claim, with inferests and costs. Having
lost over $17,000 by this operation Mr.
Turnbull will fecl no doubt like a bear with
a sore car, and we trust will teach him
to leave such speculating to professional
gamblers,

THE SPANISH WEST INDIES 'TARIFI.

-The Finance Minister stated in the IHouse
on the 5th inst., that Canada enjoyed the
advantage of the minimum Spanish tarif,
under which our goods entered the ports
of that nation in the West Indies. This
minimum however is not as favorable as
that granted, under a treaty of recipro-
city, to ihe imports of the Stantes. The
negotintions now proceeding are to se-
cure for Canada the same differential favor
ag is accorded to the United States. To
what extent the tarifi now discriminates
between our imports and those of the
States, Mr. Foster did not state. But
the value of that diserimination is regard-
ed by leading New York merchants as very
much over-rated. Indeed one of the larg-
est exporters to the Spanish West Indies
said recently thalt the reciprocity treaty
had been of no service.

A WAGERING POLICY.

Snit was brought at Bradford, England,
by one Bridget Carroll to recover irom the
Royal London Society the amount of prem-
iums she had paid on a policy covering
the life of o person named Bridget Henry.
This latter had written to the company
stating that the policy was not taken
out with her approval, and that the woman
Carroll had no insurable interest in her
life. The company raised no objection to
continuing the policy, but had dismiss-
ed the agent through whom it was pro-
cured because of his having misled the
personwhose life was insured. The case is
reported in the Post. The Judge deecided
that tho policy was & wagering one, and

showed no evidence of fraud, go tho plea
for a return off the premiums wag dis-
missed.

RIGHTS OF A COLLECTOR OF DEBTS.

The Court of Review has reversed a. judg-
ment which gave to' o colleetor his commis-
sion only on certain debts of which he
himself had secured payment, refusing him
commission on & debt paid directly by
the debtor to the claimant.”™ The Court of
Review held that when a list of accounts
is handed over for collection by anagent,
he is entitled to § per cent on all amounts
that are paild, even on thoge which he
has not personally colleeted. The decision
was based upon “usage” which was re-
garded as proved, and as carrying the
force of law.

APPRENTICESHIP LAW.

The case of Kemmerman vs, Kellert de-
cided by .Justice Mathieu decides a point
as to the authority of o magier over his
apprentice. The plaintiff was dismissed for
disobedience, he having refused to allow
himself to e used for trying on overcoats
made by his master. He brought an ac-
tion thereupon for damages and wages
on the ground that le was not compelled
to do such serviees. The Judge thought
otherwise and dismissed his action, as re-
fusal to obey orders justified Dhis dismissal.

A CHECK PUT.ON WILD CAT INSUR-
ANCE SCHEMES,

A number of the objectionable life and
endowment insurance companies are stated
to lbave refrained from complying with
the new Insurance Incorporation Actior
Ontario, which required applications for
registration to be iyled on or Lefore 1st
July. If this Act stops the cavcor of 1hese
disreputable schemes it will do something
to justily its existence, which sadly needs
some apology.

The Canadian agent of this company
has just been over the eastern part of
the country inspecting its ageneies, which
he found inereasing their businegs.
