My, G. W, Ferguson, who has
acted in rthis capacity in Sheflord, for several years, made
the following report: *“In presenting iy ninth annual report
as your inspector it affords me great pleasure to he able to
congratu'ate the members of the syndicate on having had a
most successtul and profitable season.  DPrices of both but-
ier and cheese ruled unsually high, aud Legan carly in the
sommer, when the make was largs .Lhe fariners have
never realized so much from their (Iairies as in the past sea-
son, and the market conditions point to unother good season
next year.

The attacks on departmental stores, which have been
looming up periodically ever since these modern mercantile
establishments have sprung into. prominence, and which
have assisted in no small measure in making th:m the sue-

“eess which s beh\g proven, are again being heard.  This

time 'Toronto is the cemtre.  Representatives of some of the
lzading -departmental coneerns there have heen detailing be-
fore the Assessment Commission the why and whevefore of
1he existence, growth and neeessity of the stores in ques-

‘tmn- ‘whieh, somehow, have been smgled out as targetls

merely beeause business ability and much ontlay of capital
have made-them prosperons.  Without calling into ques-
tion the wisdom of graded taxation, which if applied to the
departwernital stores, would, in many instances, check their
growth, prevent wuch unreasonable cutting of prices on well
known commodities, and certainly give individual retail
dealers in drugs, gm(.cues, tinware, elothing, and many
other lines, a muech better chance te do a prosperous busi-
ness, a reference to a few points brought out by one of the
dcfendants of these stores may not be amiss.

As showing that departmental stores must, of neeessity,
keep good goods, it was stated that the sale of a worthless
dipper, -if allowed, would be the loss of a customer for
twenty other articles. Dippers are redurnable at any store,
whether a tin shop or a departmenta'.  The price, three to
cight cents, being but a trifle. Tinwvare is worthless only
when it refuses to hold that for which it was intended.
Therefore, the illustration was, to say the least, a poor one.
When it is assevted that retailers’ profits on dry goods have
been reduced one-half in the last twenty years, it is only ne-
cessary to refer to the average dealer who has been in the
Lusiness since that period. e looked for a fair margin of
Frofit then, selling such staples as grey ov bleached cottons,
prints, denims, ete., ab 2 minimum of profit, and he does the
same to-day.

AL the annual meeting of the Canadian Bankers' Asso-
cintion at Tovonto, an 15th inst., the Presidant, My, 1. S.
Clensten, General’ Manager of the Bank of Montreal, de-
livered a most interesting and able address. — We are glad
to see My, Clouston oeeupying this position, and taking
an cetive interest in {he life of the Association.  The
neeting was the fivst held sinee it was inesrporated,

The address opened with a brief sketeh, or pictire con-
trasting the commereind sibintion in Canada fonr years
aga and iis conditions to-day.  “PThen it was n time of
small prolits, inereasing [ailuves, lethargie enterprise and
depressed {rade.  Now eapital is prolitably employed,
labor i3 well nigh ata preminm, industrial activity over-

of C()Il]!llb(litics have attained a higher level, the prodne-
tive capacity of the country has increased; and the earn-
ings of the hanks have been quite satisfactory.”  The
prosperity was deelared to he' “as néarly world-wide as'we -
cau hope to witness.” A statement was given of the in-
creases in bank deposits, and current loans. sines 1269 -
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with which our readers are too familiar to call for repeti-
ticn heve, beyond recording, that since 1892 the bamk de-
pesits have increased 80 per cent., and their active busi-
ness proportionately. The growth of our foreign com-
merce to extent of $142,600, 500 in the last four yeurs,
was also remarked upon as “a very remarkable-expan-
sion.”  The daty of insurance business, of railways, post
office returns, clearing houses, were also c1ted as evidences
of commercial growth in vecent years, and its increased
stability was proved by the great decrease in the liabilities
of insulvents.  TFarm propertics in Ontario, of which the
value in 1896 was returned as $910,291,600, arc now
placed at $947,518,300.  The statistics of farm values
are, liowever, not as reliable as the others-in our judgment.

Turning to the domestic industries of Canada, Presi-
dent Clousbon said: “One is struck by the sudden advent
¢l Canada into the list of gold-hearing countrizs, cur out-
put of this metal having increased in value from $2,780,-
000 in 1896, to $21,030,000 in 1849, while in the yeir now
drawing to o cloge it is expected to reach elose upon $30,-
000,000,”  He regarded the amendments to the Banking
Ach as
Ol previeus cceasions. One of these is helieved to
have been eontrary to the views of the Bank ol Montreal
atheritics. The amendment conferti ing on the Bankers
Assaciation a control and responsibility over the nofe cir-
culation of the hanks was spoken of in terms of ;l])]'ll'O-]):l-
tin.  The experience of the past year in conneetion with
the ailure of the Banque Ville Marie was queted as a
practical illustration of the utility of former legishation.
The Tresident reviewed ihie provisicns of the act of in-
corporation granted, under which the Bankers’ Associa-
tion is mad2 permanent, and is constituted an agent of
the Government in the administration of the Banlk Act,
Attentien was also ealled fo the by-law adopted providing
for a'monthly return of the:circulation: of all hanks doing
husiness in Canada to the association, and giving the as-
socjation power tv inspect tieir cirenlation agencies, also
providing for the appointment ol a curator to supervise
the affairs of aiy hank which may sus spend pavment. The
suggestion that a Gov. ernment inspectien of the hanks he
instituted, the President pointed out, had wisely nat heen
entertained hy Parlinment as such inspection had always
proved abortive of its purpose. Two quite recent cases
in the States prove, unfertunately, how ineffective is Gov-
ernment inspection to prevent, frands.

Glouston made some remarks on the population question
which were very weighty and logical, as well as more
original than the ordinary topies discussed in such ad-
dvesses.  We give, therefore, his remarks in full with the
cloguent reference to the eflect on-Canada’s position of
her help in the recent war: “Complaint is sometimes
veiced that our population inercases at a suail-pace, and
comparison in this respect is dvawn with the: United
States, to the disparagement of the Dominion. I would
remind you that there are two sides to this question.
Mere numbers in themselves do not wecessarily constitute
a great and prosperous country.
would stand in the van of nations, instead of in the vear.
- A small community may be free, prosperous and happy,
to wit, Switzerland, even though we moderns term it slow,
unprogressive, . ulmnlbmou old-fogeyish. - Our six mil-
lions of Canadians liave probab]y as high an average ol

comfort as any people in the world; we have fewer mil-
houa.ues yet we haye fewer paupers than Buropean: céun-
tries, and in point of personal liberty, of freedom, of gov-
ernment, of stable’ institutions, in opportunities for lile,
liberty and the pursuit of happiness, we need envy no
one.  An auginentation of population is desirable in so
far as the national strength is thereby ineredsed, but it is
a moot problem if in other respects a large population is
mecessarily an added blessing, and certain it is that growth
of numbers, w1thout homogeneity, assimilation, and. unity
of national w.mhment JIs a distinet wealkness .to a State.

MR. REEVE, GENERAL MANAGER, GRAND
TRUNK RALLWAY.

Mr. George B. Reeve has been appointed Lo succeed Mr.
Llays, us Gencral Manager of the Grand Trunk Railway.
Ue has carned ihe title of “I'he Railway Cincinnatus”
for, after retiring to his farm, as the famous Roman did,
Jike lim le has been recalled to active duty in a sphere
where his eminent abilities, cnergy and progressive ideas
will lind ample scope for excrcise. Mr. Leeve knows the
Grand Trunk probably move thoroughly thun any other
man.  With its working, its needs, its opportunities, its
capacitics,. its cquipments, its finanecs, and staff, from
plate layers up, he is quite familiar. e has nothing to~
learn but much to ledeh in regard to Grand Trunk busi-
uess. 'L'his appointment was made, if not at the sugges-
tion, with Che warm approval ol Mr. Hays, whom he sue-
ceeds as General Manager.  Mr. Heeve, [rom 1860 to
1899, was in Lhe service of the line.  Starting at the foot
ol the ladder, us [reight clexk at Belleville, he worled his
way up Lrom rung to rung, as telegraph operator, train

" dispalcher, travelling agent, assistant general freight

agent, general trallic wanager, until e was called upon to
stand ab the head of the ladder of promotion, of respon-
sibility, and reward. "L'hrough all these successive steps
he earried with him the high esteem and good-will of his
colleagues, of the directors, of his ussociates in the rail-
way world and of the public. 1t is an homour to the
Grand T'runk to have trained one so capable; to have re-
tained his services for migh forty years; and to have con-
ferred on so Iaithful a servant its chief distinetion.

It wus alter conversation with Mr. Reeve on railway
matters in 1896 we defended the line from charges then
fraquent thal the changes in its stall were being made
on racial or nationality grounds, for which we declared
there was “not a particle of foundation.”  We made re-
ference to the Grand Trunk, “anticipating a lavger quan-
tity of grain, or its cquivalent, for shipment along the
line of the road.” 1In this conneetion, in view of M.
Reeve’s minbition and cfforts to enlarge the freight husi--
ness we said: “Whether the new policy of the Grand
Trunk will embody something that may deal with this
subject we cannot foresee.  But there is certainly not

wanting an opportunity for a master mind to grapple
and solve the difficulties that have stood in the way of a
larger freight business from inills and factories along the
road whieh have been hampered or handieapped by a com-
petition against which there seemed no prospect of fairly
contending.  The railway world, the shareholders here
and abroad, and especially {the Canadian public are watch-
ing with no little anxiety for the developments antici-
pated.” 'I'he “master mind” to which we alluded, is mow
shout to assume supreme control, and with him at the
hielm, the old ship, “Grand T'runk™ has every prospect of
presperous voyages.

PIHE ST, LAWRENCE ROUTE AND ''HE PORT
Ol" MONTREAL.

The season of ocean navigation, so far as Montreal is
concerned, is now practically over, and the result cannot
be looked upon with entire satisfaction by those interest-
ed in the prosperity of the port.  For the last three or
tour years the most highly coloured prospeets of a largely
inereased volume of business were held out as sure o fol-
lew the enlargement and deepening of the St. Lawrence
canals, which were campleted a year ago.  Faeilities for
handling the inereased business on an extensive scale and
on the most modern lines were promised, and expectations
were raised that the shipping trade of Montreal would in-
crease by leaps and bounds.

lustead of these bright expectations being realised the
hard part is, that there is a very diseouraging falling off in

the number of ocean ships awriving here as well as in the.

volume of husiness done in the port, which, to fickle the
faney of the.people, has been called the “National Port of
the Dominion,” by those high in authority.  Various
reasons are assigned for this unexpected condition of
things, and it is for those interested to find out the real
causes and apply the proper remedy.
that has built up Montreal {o its present standpoint can-
not possibly be extinet, but it is possible that an apathetie
belief in: the certainty ol the continued growth of its
trade may prevail which, in these days of keen competi-
tion, may have injurious consequences to Montreal. |
Notwithstanding the natural advantages of the St. Law-
rence much of the western trade that should have come
here for Lranshipment to Xurope has been switched cff to
American Atlantic ports beeause there were not a suffi-
cient number of ships here to carry away all that should
ceme by this route. I'his freight was consequently sent
te other ports, where, with keener competition among
ocean carriers, freights were so much lower that the extra
cost of railway carringe was more than compensated. T'he
question why did not more ships come here is the im-
portant one to solve. 'I'he unfair diserimination in marine
insurance rates against the St. Lawrence route, as well as
Dominion Atlantic ports, has been freely hlamed for this,
and for anything we have yel seen to the contrary, justly
so. It has appeared as if, for some inexplicable reasom,
i dead set has been made by a combination of adverse in-
terests to unfairly disparage the maritime interests of the
St. Lawrence route and ignove all that has been done to
guard against its dangers. . Months ago, when the inevit-
able result was becoming apparent, this Journal direct-
ed public attention fo the matter and later on called upou
the government to provide a remedy in some way that
would protect the vast interests of the Dominion in those

A few weeks ago the Harbour Connmssmuu: with all
the trade interests of the city, except, strange to say, that
of the shipping, and with the concurrence of similar
boards in other cities, petitioned the government to ap-
pomt a Royal commission to investigate the matter with
& view to future action. TLast week & delegation from the
Marine Insurance Association of this eity waited on the
(Government in Ottawa and pgesenbed statistics and argu-
ments to show that the insurance companies were in no-
wise to blame, but that the Government was, because the
aids to navigation were not what they ought to be, and
the pilotage laws bad.  They further came out with a

counter blast and charged the shipping interest for being .

the cause for the ialhng oft im the trade. The different
lines, they stated, ' had regular weekly meetings at which
they fixed rates of freight as high as the trade would bear
{o ensure full cargoes for their ships coming here, not car-
ing for anything more. 'They callled for an inquiry on
this point as well as the insurance feature. ~Such a com-
bination is o serious matter, if it has the cifect of limit-
ing the number of ships as stated, but we may be permit-
ted to say,.that such a combination is in principle the
same as the insurance men are acting upon, only the re-
sult is more pernicious.

It is clear that the diseriminating high mtes of marine
insurance prevent the classol tramp vessels from coming
into the river in scarch of cargo. Im: former years thosc
vessels were encouraged bo come and they acted as regula-
tors and, by their competition, rates were kept measur-
ably reasonable. 1t is not from that class of vessels that
many of the losses have occurred, yet ne1the1 they mnor
their cargoes can be insured at the same rates as the regu-
lar liners. If these transient' vessels are encouraged to
come they will be 2 wholesonie check on the combination
of the regular lines, if it exists, as the insurance mex
affirm,

‘The insurance agents have pubhshed 2 long letter in

which they give vent to their views as above set forth iw
brief, but they do not give a copy of the statistics which
they left with the government. We do not know what
impression those gentlemen made in Ottawa, but the
whole question is a serious one.  As it was tersely put
by one of the papers, which generally speaks for aw influ-
ential membex of the government, it must be met and the
remedy will be found to be very simple. Whatever. that
remedy may be it should be ready for application before
business men malke their alrangements for the next year’s
busmess :

THE PROSPECTS O THE AUTOMOBILE
INDUSTRY. .

The automobile industry is going through a similar
stage of development as was experienced by vessels and
carriages propelled or drawm by steam, and other me-
chanical devices which were radical changes from old cou-
ditions.  I'here “were small steamers running on the in-
land rivers in England years belore one was placed for
service between seaports.  1n 1809 a steamer ran from
this city to Quebec. It was not, however, until 1833 that
one crossed the Atlantic that was wholly driven by steam
power. That both these vessels were built in Canada is
a feather im the cap of this country. It took all that
period of 24 years to awaken those interested in naviga-

<

tion o appreciaie the superior advantages of steameu
over sailing vessels, although a steamer on inland waters
was o familiar sight in the old country.

We ure seeing occasional automobiles on our streets,
which are run as exhibits, not for service. In this mai-
ter 'loronto is taking the lead as there are several of these
wachines operated as delivery vans by a departental
sore, and by the post olfice for carrying mails to the rail-
way station. - ‘Lhese pioneer vehicles are exciting great
interest and promise to give a stimulus to their adoption
for eity transport services, both vf goods and passengers.
1t has been found, of course, that wen of u dilferent class
are required for automobiles to those who are ordinarily -

- in charge of delivery vans, private carriages, and eabs. A

supply of expert automobile drivers will come gradually,
tie demand, as is usual, creating the supply. When elec-
tric lights and telephones were introduced there were no
mechanics procurable as experts for lixing and repairing -
the equipments necessary,  But they were found as the
wages oflered led men tv educate thewmselves Lo this class

‘ol work, just as engineers were found to operate the en-

gines on steam vessels, and other classes of new wa-
chinery. '

¥or some time there were movements to develop the
automobile business which were based upon unreasonably
sanguine anticipations. We were told in the prospectus ol
some compabies that the day of the horse had passed, that -
automobiles were about suddenly to appear on our streets
by hundreds.. Such a rapid change was never known,
wor was it possible, Lor the practical destruction of capi-
tzl invested in vehicles, horses, harness, stables, &c.,
and the raising of the enormous capital nceded to buy au-
temobiles, involved such financial conditions as neither
exist, nor are capable of being suddenly created. Those
who are sanguine about the automobile displacing horse
drawn vehieles overlook the social distinction attached to
a horse and carriage, 1f wachines were given away there
would be Lew private vehicles put out of use, for they, to a
large extent, arc not used for anybhing but display, iw
making which the cost is little considered. Electrie car
services, now so convenient o cvery door, have not re-
duced the nuwber of private carriages, nor abolished
cabs.  Automobiles will, we believe, never supplant these
vehicles which are used lor ostentalion, or the conven-
ience of their infirm or aged owners.

The lines on which the new machines will develop are
wiercantile.  "They will come into very cxtensive use for
vang, for delivering and collecting freight in cities and
suburbs, for passengers who are in haste, and for plea-
sure parties.  As soon as the public becomes thomugh-
ly satisfied in regard to the safety, the regular wmkmg,
the ease of manipulating an automobile, and its supe-
rior economy, the demaud for this class of vehicle will
probably create an enormous industry. In Kurope there
are now estimated to be 10,000 in use, which represent 10
millions of dollars invested. capital.

One who is looked on as an authority on this question is
quoted as saying: “In the Uniled States, although the in-
dustly is mow in its infaney, about $3,000, 000 was invest-
ed im the purchase of mofor vehicles ]a,sL year.  Up to
vhe present time the large amounts of money expended for
automobiles have heen for Pleasure vehlcles, bub from
row on the development of the' busmess from a commer-
cial standpoint, is certain to receive vastly 1n01eflsed a.*
lentiom. - One of the leading W’estem _railronds is con-
templating placibg a ‘éontract for a large nuniber of veln-
cles to be used mmral distriets for col]ectlng frelght and

PROPERTY BOUGHT BY HUSBAND IN WIFES
NAMIE.

I the Cowrt of Appeal, Quebec, on 10th inst., an im-
porlant judgment was rendered vegarding property
hought by a husband in his wife’s name.  The judges
present were, Chiel Justice, Sir Alexander liacoste, and
Justices Wurtele, Bosse, Blanchet and Hall.  Judgment
was delivered by Mr. Justice Wurtele, of which the fol-
lowing is a synopsis:

In 1882, the appellants, Virginie Dery and George
Robitaille, were married, and by their marriage contract
they were separated as to property.

At the time of their marriage, Mrs. Robitaille only
owned her clothing and some furniture, and she subsc-
quently inherited meither property nor money.

After his marriage, George Robitaille was a partner suc-
cessively in the comnercial firms of Hobitaille & Savﬁrd,
Robitaille, Bernier & Bernier, and Robitail]c, Trrere & Cie.
e was also incidentally o member of the firm known as
“Les Quatre Saisons,” and of the firm of Feeteau & Co.

The question at issue related to the title of certain
lands.  T'he appellant on the failure of Robitaille, Frere
& Co., was appointed curator to the property of the firm.
On ihe advice of the inspectors und under judicial an-
thorization, the respondent, in his capacity of enrator, in-
stituted action against the appellanis alleging that the
five Jots of Iand held by Mrs. Robitaille had been acquived
with her husband’s money, and had been placed in her

“name to confer a benefit upon her in contravention to
the provisions of the law, and to defraud -those who
might become his creditors. It was alleged that the
decds and titles under which she so possessed the proper-
ties in question, werc simulated and fraudulent, and the

" Cowrt was asked that such deeds and titles be annulled
and set aside, and that the insolvent (eorge Robitaille he

declared to be the owner of the lots of Jand so held by his
wife. The appellants dem these. .ﬂlegatlons and allege
that the properties in question were acquired hy Mrs.
Robitaille without fraud, and that George Robitaille
never took and applied any money of the various firms to
which he had belonged to henefit his wile.

The Superior Court disinissed the original aetion. bui
the Court of Review deeided that the five lots of land in
dispute were and had always heen the properly of the-
husband, George Robilaille, and ordered him {0 abandon
and cede them fo the curator, holding that all the money
paid by Mrs. Robitaille lor the five lots of land in ques-
tion came from her husband; that, consequently, they
vere and had always been his property, and that the deeds
and titles executed in his wile's favor were-simulated and
null.

The judgment of the Cowrt of Appeal says:

“Lhergare in the cage three points which have to e
considered :

1. Can a husband, who is scpnmted as to property, lend
money to his wife, to' enable her to enter into a lawful
transaction, without being considered to have acted in
conbravention to the prolhiticn contained in article 1265
of the Civil Code and to have ilegally benefited his wife?

2. Can a husband separated as to property, give his
services as agent or manager to his wife, when no fraud
ou his creditors is perpetrated, without thereby conterring
a benefit on his wile in contravention lo the prohibition
against consorts benefiting each other during marriage? ~

3. When a husband has illegally advanced money to
his wife, separated as o property, and has thus benelited
her, to cnable her to acquire real estate, which she may
get for a cheap price, or which hag increased in value
afler its purchase, what can the hushand, or his-heivs, or
credibors claim 5 is it the property thus aequired or the re-
imbursement of the money advanced ¥’

The judgment recites the facts relabing to the acquisi-
Lion of live lois of the lots in question, part of the

“price of which propertics was paid by Mus. Robitaille with

money advanced to her by her husband, with the procceds
of hypothecary loans amd with the rents which she ve-
ceived, and the balance was unpaid and was secured by
the vendor’s privilege, and a portion of this balance is
still due.  On other fwo she asumed the hypothecs and
charges, and paid $1,750, practically by the profits which
she made on the purchase of the credits of the firm of
Robitaille, Bernier & Bernier.  In all these traumsactions,
George Robitaille acted on hehall of his wile,and he after~
wards administered the properties as her agent, but all
the deeds of purchase and of sale were signed and exe-
cuted by her,

‘'he prohibition contained in article 1265 against con-
sorts benefiting each other during marriage forbids any
transaction by which one of the consorts benefits or en-
riches the other consort to the former’s detriment, or to
the diminution of the other consort's estate or posses-
sions. A loap made in good faith by one consort to the
other, where the intention of the one is not to give, but
to be reimbursed, and where the intention of the other is
to return the money advanced, is not, therefore, a tran-
saction contrary to the provisions of the law, as there is no
design to benefit one to the detriment of the other, or of
bis heirs or creditors. * Whon therefore a wife separate as
to property buys property in good faith, for her own in-
dividual benefit, a loan made to her by her hushand is a
valid transaction and places her nnder a valid obligation
to reimburse the money ad\fanced to her husband or to his

]
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heirs or assigns.  As fraud is never presumed, the mere
fact of the husband having advanced money for a pur-
chase of real estate by his wife separate as to property, is
not alone sufficient to attaint the transaction with fraud
or simulation; other substantial evidence would be re-
quired, although when such evidence is produced, the fact

of the advance having been made may be an element of -

the proofs.  In-this case there is no proof of any inten-

tion on the part of George Robitaille to henefit his wife .

to the extent of his advances‘to the detriment of his own
fortune, or the interests of his eredifiors.

The closing section of the judgment of the Court of
Appeal reads: “It is not established either that the assets
of the husband were diminished in purchasing these pro-
perties to the detriment of his creditors or that any frand
was perpetrated against them; all he gave to his wife was
his advice and his gratuitous services ini buying and ad-
ministering the properties, which he eonld lawfully do
The contention of the respondent that the purchases were
frandulent and that the deeds and titles were simulated,
appears to us nnfounded.” _

The decision of the Superior Court was, therefore up-
held, and thet of the Court of Review was annulled. The
purchases of Mrs. Robitaille were declared not to have
been in any sense fraudulent, nor the deeds and titles
simulated, and that the proper action to he taken was not
one to revendicate the properties, hut am action for deht
to recover the sum advanced on fthem.

" A’subseriber in Western Ontario writes us regarding
the dilferential tavift, and desires to be made acquainted
with the reason why the reduction should mot be appli-
czble to the stock of hats he is ordering for the eoming
spring, although he has not noticed it in any samples thus
far shown.  He is of the cpinion that perhaps the redue-
tien does not get any further on its mission than the
storeroom of the jobber, hut considers under modern
metheds of competition le. should be- entitled to some
share, not to hold but to-offer customers. The general
reduction on English hats has made a dilterence of 10 to
11 per cent. on. the cost of the hat. - The differentia!
duty has been in favor «f {he retail merchant, as the im-
perters have made a full difference of 10 per cent. reduc-
tion in price, owing to the keen competition existing; buf
it is not so apparent, because, during the past 18 months.
the fur nsed in the mannfacture of fur hats has advanced
frem GO per cent. in some lines to 120 per cent. in others,
The consumer has not had to pay the advance, as the
manutacturers in. England had much of their stock pur-
chased at a comparatively small increase in cost.

On the whole, the price is not materially altered on
account of the large increass.in cost of fur, notwith.
sfandmo the dlﬂerentml duty of 10 per cent.  The ne-
tnal advance in: the hetter elass. of cut fur for. hats, ix
ahout 80 per.cent.

REGISTERED LiTTERS INSURANCE.
The Postmaster-General is reported to be considering a
plan for insuring registered letters.  This is done in
LEngland, where on payment of an extra fee of a few cents,

“the sender of a registered letter is insured against loss of

its valuable contents when in the hands of the post office.
The scheme is a reflection upon. the registration of let-
ters, for, if that were what it is understood to be, there
would be no need to insure the sender againét his remit-
tance being lost.  There is the same liability to a letter
falling into wrong hands in the case of a registered as an
unregistered letter.  The only difference is, that the per-
son who receives a registered letter can be traced. A
letter containing a $5 note was recently received at a
dwelling in this eity, which was signed for by one of the
On
enquiry being made, the person who had signed the ve-
ceipt affirmed that the letter had been duly handed over
te the owner.  This conflict of. testimony cleared the
post office of respousibility, but left the rightful owner of
the $5 without the money. In such a case the insurance
of the letter would not have protected the sufferer from
loss.  The letter carriers cannot be expected to know
every person to whom a registered letter is addressed, so
that deliveries to wrong persoms canmot be guarded
mmmt_ and insurance in such eases would not insure
against frauds of this class. In a considerable number
of cases the receivers of registered letters have claimed
that the money enclosed was less than what the sender
declared had been enclosed. Tn 1897, for instance, out of
125 vegistered letters which weve Teceived withont or
with less than the alleged contents, there were 29 in which
there was “no evidence to account for alleged diserepan-
ey.”  The postal officials who insure a money letter, or
one having valuable contents, will need to see whatever is
alleged to he enclosed in a letter is actually inserted, and
they will need also {o seal up all letters insured, after in-
speeting amd testing what is inserted. This exposure of the
amount of money, or valuables, in every letter will open
cpportunities for fraud by mail elerks. A letter insured
atone office may be opened en route and re-sealed withont
any trace as to where or by whom this had heen: done.
‘This risk, however, might be lessencd by the seal put on
aninsured Tegistered letter hearing an impression in wax
of the name of the office where it was fivst affixed. ~ Even
that device is not a perfeet proteetion agninst tampering
with seals.  The whole irregularities which oceur in de-*
livery -of registered letters, including robberics of post
offices, fires and other accidents are romnﬂ\fﬂﬂy few. 1In
1898; the total number was only 118, which is very trifling
when we comsider that therewere 3,534,500 remstered h
letters passed through the post office. ~ Ouk of the 113
letters in the delivery of which irregularity occurred there
were 14 acconnted for by fires and burglaries; so fh;it in. -
99 cases, or ome.in cach 35,702 registered lotters; were
there errors imi delivery or diserepancies betivecn the eon-.
tents and the sum alleged to haye heen inscrted. - Out of -

those 99 cases there were: doubtless several for which the |
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mail cerks were not responsible.  These data indicate
Lhat the insurance of registered letters would be a- very
Lifling husiness in Candda.  We are doubtful whether
it is desirable to give any cncouragement to the practice
of sending money in letters. 1t is evident from the list
of such letters that have heen fampered with that no such
fraud would have been perpetrated had a hank draft er a
nostal order heen sent instead of money. .

EXPLOSABLE CHEMICALS.

The special risk arising from the storage of chemicals
which are liable, when accidentally mixed in the confu-
sion caused by n fire, to hecome explosive, or which when
heated generate explosable qualities, is exeiting much in-
terest im wnderwriting circles. Tt has heen made known
that a chemieal familiae to dentists, nitrous oxide, ov
laughing gns, is liable fo develop dangerous properties
when subject: to great heat. as it might be subjeeted to
during a fire. Nitrous oxide is confined in iron eylinders,
which some firms store where they conld be coverad with
water readily and quickly should a fire hrenk out.  Asno
litlle uncerlainty exists as to what chemieals ave Hable to
explode, when combined with others, under such condi-
lions as arise during a fire, it would yield, probably, high~
ly valuble results were the Underwriters’ Associations
to comhine for the pmrpose of engaging professional
chemists {o investigate this question.  The storage of
chemieals is hecoming fax more common than was the case
a few years agn.  Secrclary- Wilmerding, of the Philadel-

~ phia Tire Underwriters’ Association, has written the fol-

lowing circular to the owners of dyeing establishments:

“We desire to eall your attention to a hazard which has
come to our nolice throngh the occurrence of several
fives recently in dyeing cstablishments, so that the repeti-
tion of accidents from the same eanse may, as far as possi-
le, he avoided in the future.  These fires were cansed
hy a wmixture of chemieals in which chlorate of soda form-
ed a part.  The use of such powerful oxidizing agents

as chlorate of soda or chlorate of potash ini direct contact |

with powerful redncing agents (as was the ecase) is at-
tended with great danger of spontancons combustion. Tn
e cases reforred fo, chlorate of soda had recently been
substituted for potash, it heing elaimed that the soda pos-
sessed greater strength than the potash.  Onithat account
it is probably more hazardous.  The fires oceurred from
these mixtures, which had heen left standing. Tt is there-
fore recommended that where such mixtures are made,
they should be used immediately and not left standing
even for an hour, _

“Care in this matter is most importamt, because the or-
dinary modes of fire protection, such as automatic sprink-
Ters and hose pipes, are not, as a rule, offective in prompt-
Ty controlling afire of that nature, inasmuch as the appli-
cation of water to hurning chlorates or nitrates is Tikely
to roeult in explosions. ANl such materials as chlorate of
potash and chlovate of soda should be kept outside of the
manufaeturing buildings in a separate hnilding provided
for the narpose.  Attention is alzo ealled to the inereased
use of peroxide of sodium as ami oxidizing agent.  The
stornge of this snhstance should also We wroperly safe-
guarded, as the eontaet of this chemieal with moisture or
organic matier may cause spontancous combustion, Tt
is requested that owners of dveing establishmoents will
advise nis fully in regard to any experienee in spontancons
combustion which they may have with these or other
chemieals,”

THE SOUTH SHORE RAILWAY AND THE NEW
BRIDGE AT MONTREAL.

. The question of a bridge across the St. Lawrence to
connect the counties on the south side of the river from
Longueuil downwards with the ‘commercial metropolis
of the Dominion has again been disenssed by La Chamhre
de Gommerce at a general meeting held Jast week. It is
nob surprising that the aclive force and intelligence of
that important body should be in favour of such a project.
For many years it has beew advocated, but so far has been
refarded to the great disadvantage of the rich counties of
the south shore of the river that are deprived of easy and
diveet conmmunieation with this city, which is their natu-
ral market and point for doing business.  The question
wug raised by a new propogition to locate the long con-
templated Dridge across St. Telen’s Tsland to Tand at
Sohmer Park, and to he extended to Craig street.  The
pian, as shown, wauld encroach several hundred feet upon
the navigable channel.  In view of past experienee,
and  the evident need for widening the chan-
wel at that point s well asat  Tsle Ronde,
immediately Lelow, the proposal to locate a hridge
ab that point was disapproved by most of the members
who participated in the diseussion.  The general opinion
was in favour of the plan {hat has in previous issues of this
Journal heen described as crossing the Isle Ronde from
Tongueuil to Hochelaga, where there would be conneetion
with the railway system of the Dominion.  That is a
common-sense view of the mattter and in all likelinood
the fmportant inferests of the south shore counties and
towns will before long obtain a divect vailway connection
with Montreal—their matural trading point, which they
heve Tor s0 long desired. Tt is justly contended that the
southern counties of the St. Tawrence helow Montreal
are amongst the most productive in the province, yet,
strange to say, they have heen the most negleeted a5 ve-
gards providing railway communication with provineial
cenbres,  Pelitical complieations ave doubtless in a mea-
sure responsible for the position but the advoeates for the
santh shore-railway and the bridge at or near Longaenil
appesr to be confident of hringing hoth of those measures
te a successfnl accomplishment to the mutual henefit of
the coundry and of Montreal in the near futore.  Before
(he Victoria Bridge was built, the traffic from across the
rviver fo this city was chiefly hy way of Tongueuil, and
the voute is followed vet by a large hody of hoth passen-
gers and freight traffie,

DOES EXPORTER OR IMPORTER PAY THR
DUTIES?

A contemporary has had an enquiry as to who has to
pay the duty on goods hought ahroad for, delivery at a
port on this side f.0.h., the foreign c\\porfcr or home im-
porter? The answer is given in the following words: —
“When foreign goods are hought abroad to he delivered in

New Ym Kk, f.oh.. or other wise, the title to them remains .

in the seller wntil they are delivered in New York.  All
expenses necessary to make such delivery,
buyer may take the goods with no valid claims against
them. must he paid by the seller.  The import duty is

cne of these expenses, and the seller must pay that.” This .

is not a complete reply.  Tf thie térms of sale go no fur-

ther than to bind the seller to-deliver goods purchased.

so that the
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free on board at port where delivery has.to be made, the
stipalation, T.0., refers, ordinarily, to freight charges,
not to the duties which such goods will be charged with
hefore delivery. It would be quite impracticable for an

Fuvopean manufacturer or merchants to go on making

shipments of goods to foreign ports, at each of which each
of his consignments would have to e cleared by him
through the local custom house.  The buyer is on the
spot, he knows the rate of duty to which his purchases are
liable, he is familiar with the routine of elearing opera-
tions, hence he is the right person to pay the duty, and,
when he is buying goods he usually keeps in mind what
duties will have to he paid on them. The reverse ap-
plies to freights.  When a foreign exporter has goods to
ship he can make terms with a vessel owner at point of
shipment far more promptly, and readily, than the con-
signee at a distant port.  Hense it is a natural arrange-
ment for goods to he shipped, deliverable at a foreign
port f.0.b., that is, with the freight charges paid. Of
eourse exporters and importers ean enter into any agree-
ments they like as to freight, insurance, ete., hut it ¢
rather a loose way of doing husiness to leave it uneertain

which party has to bear these charges.

DIRECTORS AND THEIR DUTTES.

Tt is the confident Delief of
most bankers that wrong doing may be checked where
the directors never neglect their privileges of inspection
and are familiar with all the various devices to which de-
faulters resort.  Tn most cases where a sucesssful defal-
calion has heen mainfained for a long while the fact
transpives that the hoard of dircctors had been deceived
hy their faith in the offending official.
as they were ahle fo judge, the life they Ted was in all
respeets within the line of self-respecting conduet. snd in
expenditure not beyond the annual stipend.  The aver-
age man being trustworthy, it did not oceur to them that
anything heyond formal inquiry was necessary.  And
then does not the State endeavor to protect the public
ngainst erime by regular examinations?  Despite the re-
peated exposure of the insensate fallacy of this attitude

orders. Tt is practised hy nearly all classes of traders.
and has grown to such an exlent that the damage of goods
and the annual cost of express and freight charges on
these retuvns hag now heeome a very serions tax on husi-
ness.  The firm’s letter snid: “In many cases we have
goods that were sent out in August, Septeinber and Ov-
tober last, heing returned in November, without asking
permission, and, we helieve, for the sole reason that this
scason has mot heen quite favorable to these retailers, and
they want to unload by relurning the goods.” The coun-
eil will prohably issuc a eireular to the vetail trade, point-
ing out the evil of the practice, as on a former oeccasion.

THTE DUMBTELL’S BANK PROSECUTION.-

The failure of Dunbell’s Banking Company in the Isle
of Man some months ago created great consternation
amongst the Manxmen, but little interest in Great Bri-
tain.  The Isle of Man, though very ancient, and on the
highway between Tongland and Treland, is a very secluded
spol though many thousands of cheap trippers run across
in the summer from Liverpool.  The novel and play of
“The Christian™ have given an interest ro the place in a
literary sense, whiclh it has also from one of Scott’s novels.
There are o nmmber of Canadians who hail from the Isle
of Man; amvong others our highly esteemerd fellow-citizen,
the Honble. J. K. Ward.  The hanks there in 1899 were:
Trumbell’s Ranking Co.. Tsle of Man Banking Co.. and tha
Manx Bank, a fourth one, the Channiel Tstand Bank, wns
abgorbed by the Tondon and Midland, whieh appears to
have had business eonneetions with DumbelPs. 1"he total
paid np banking eapital of the three Tsland Banks was
$625.000, which, in 1899, were reported to have an aggre-
gate Reserve Tund of $500,000. Their total deposits were
$11,296,000, a sum which indicates large accnmulations
of spare eapital, the proportion of hanlk paid-up capital to
deposits heing $22.00 of {he Tatter to each $1.00 of the
former.  Tn Canada the proportion is, $4.40 deposits to
$1.00 capital.  The Tsland bamks had $6,795,000 in dis-
counts, loans, bills and other securities, and they held $4.-
445,000 in bonds. stocks and other investments.
40 per cent. of the Tsland’s deposits were placed in seenri-
ties, which looks like the hanks being very strong, bt the
demand for money not being active.  Dumbell’s Bank,
however, has heen paying 18 per cent. dividends, and the
Tsle of Man-Banking Co., 25 per cent.  The Manx Bank
enly paid 7 per cent. The average value of their stocks
wag about 375 per cent.  Dumbell’s had a capital paid-
up of $250,000, deposits, including current balances, $5,-

Nearly:

233,000, with cash in hand, $586,000, a very small sum
in proportion to its deposits, but, if its investments of §1,-
333,000, were readily convertible into cash, consider-
ing that its note issues were only $140,000, not below the
line of safety under ordinary conditions. These ordin-
ary conditions did not exist. 'There were very gross irre-
gularities in the management, and the amount of cash on
hand was falsified by the unissued notes being counted.
"'his reminds of what once oceurred in this city. A bank
was in dire distress for money when one sapient director
went into the vault and found stored there a very large
amount of notes ready to be issued. He rushed to his
colleagues and demanded what their alarm was all about .
when the hank had such large reserves of cash? When
the officials of Dumbell’s Banking Co., ave in the peni-
tentiary they will have time to sludy that question, as well
as some othets of an economic and ethical nature,

AN AMERICAN CONSUIL ON BRULISIE PREFERENTIAL
TRADE.

The American Consul at Liverpool, Mr. James Boyle, is
well known s an aeufe obsarver, and judge of trade move-
ments. Mis views regarding commercial affaivs generally,
but more espeeinlly those aflecting the United States ave al-
ways worthy of consideration.  The American Government
has published o bulletin containing the following remarks
by Mr, Boyle on prefgerential tvade: *“he Canadian prefor-

undinl taridl is one of a number of facts bearing upon what
promises to be, in the not distant future, a burning question
rrroughout the British Fmpire—a wrade zollverein, or pre-
werentan tardf, between and among the colonies of Great
oritiin and the mother conuntry.  Liverpool is vastly inter-
csted in this guestion.  Liverpool receives more imports
from the Umnited States than does any other single port in
the world; and it is also the headquarters of the Canadian
trade, both for import and export.  Beyond guestion, dur-
ing recent years thera has been a great development of sen-
timent in favour of an imperial preferential torviff; aud L
o not hesitate to say that this senthnent has a far stronger
Lold, not only wmong the mass of the people of Great Bri-
tain, but evon among the politicians, ithan the party news-
papers and party leaders concede. It is a very significant
Tact that for the last two years this question has been dis-
cussed more than any other at mectings of Chambers of
Commeree and trade organizations of Great Dritain and her
Lolonies,

“Cunada is leading the way in the movement. A few
days ago Lord Stratheony, the Migh Commissioner for Can-
ada, with headquarters at London, published o communica-
tiow in the leading newspapers of Great Britain, in which he
made the offer of the free gift to schools in this country of
Looks devoted to the history, geogrphy, and resources of
Canada; and he announced that medals would be awarded

ag prizes to children passing the best examination in the-

study of those subjects.  The High Commissioner frankly
states in his newspaper communication that.this study
ought to be beneficial, in & connmercial sense, in making the
products of Canada better known than at presetn,

“The Liverpool Chamber of Commerce scems to view the
proposition of an fmperial preferential tavidt with favour, s
the other day it adopted a resolution memoralising the Brit-
ish Government to appoint & commission to investigate the
subject.  The enormous possibilities—eommercial as well as
politieal—attaching to this question are emphasised by the
recent federation of Australin and the proposed federation
ol South Adriea, with the inclusion of the Transvaal and the
Orange Yree State, .

“Another phase of the new [miperialistic and preferential
movemenb is the agitation, which is getting very strong, for
a countervailing duty on imporvted sugar which receives a
bounty.  Still another phase of the movement is the de-
mand which has recently sprung up, and which has assum-
vl serious proportions, that the British Government should
impose an export daty on coal, or even prohibit the expor-
tation of coal altogether, as it is feared that the conl supply
of Gréat Britain is running short, and as ‘the coal exported
govs to benefit Continental countries, which are eommereial-

In the city of London' Court, or October 16th, Mr., Com-
misisoner Kerr gave an important decision as to-insurance
premiums,  The case is reported in The Review. A claim
was made by the General Accident Assurance Corporation
to recover £13 premium due on u policy of assurance enter~
ed into by the defendant, Mr. John Cronk, Streatham Place,
Brixton Hill. Irom the evidence it appeared that the de-
fendant deecided to take up w policy with the plaintiils, as-

suring his borses from aceidental consequences. When the

proposal form was taken to him he was busy, and said he
wauld consider the matter in a few days.  Then he changed
his mind and said he should not assure at all.  The plain-
U4 company now eclaimed that the contruet was complete,
and that the defendant was liable for the premiom as soon
as the aceeptance of the proposal was communicated to him.
Mr, William Hurd, for the defendant, on the other hand, ar-
gued-that no policy of assurance of amy kind was complete
until the first payment had beéen made under it. A pro-
poscd assurer might change his mind at any time before
payment. Mr. Commissioner Kerr said he could not hold that.
The company had adeepted the risk, and the policy was in
force as soow as the defendant was told of the aceeptance.
He did not thinl that the company were entitled to all the
premium, however. 'The detendant was liable for the dam-
ages which the plaintiff compuny had sustained, but they
were anly nominal. There would be judgment for the plain-
tills for nominal damuages; und costs, but the company had
betler appeal and get the point — which was & very impor-
tunt one to the assured and companies alike—settled once
and for all

A RIGUTEOUS VERDICT IN BROOKLYN.

Among the American journals that have taken a sober-
winded view of the South Afriean war, unbiassed by that
irrational anti-Iiritish feeling which so bemeans many of the
papers in the States, the Brooklyn Daily Kagle takes an
honourable.place. In one of its issues appeared the follow-
ing righteous’ verdict on the war: - “The consequences of
the victory of the British will be good for the world.  In
the Orange River colony and in the Transvaal independence
will Le less, but liberty, equality, opportunity and humanity
will be more.

end.  The singular union between a bigotry, unworthy of
the infaney of the race, and a corruption that made a mar-
ket of justice, a sale of law, and a hustings of privilege, will
be dissolved.”

That is most ingenious, but
it would inevitably lead to the question, “Who is speaking 2"
and there being no response, would be ir vitating.  Another
arrangement is one to return a reply, “Mr. will read
your message on his return.” That also would bring enqui-
ries and withdrawals of the original message, or changes
that would cause much confusion.
