Directions for Readers of the Church Service

By a Layick of the Chirch of England. Pub-
Iished in London in 16S2.
IHe that will perfornm this service as lie ought,

must first be prepared with true devotion in his
maind and spirit. For wlhen the congregation
see the readers of the prayers so slight and su-
percficial, and express so little seriousness and
devotion in reading, they will never think them-
selves guilty of any great sin in being slight, and
careless in hearing, or very indevout if they
never come to hear thern at aIl.

le must make those ends to which the several
parts of this service are designed to be his own ;
lie nust endeavor by reading the sentences of
Scripture at the beginning, and the solemn Pre-
face, to compose the minds of the people to great
seriousness and true penitence, by reading the
Absolution to confirm their hopes of mercy and
pIardon, but without presumption ; by reading
the prayers and repeating ail parts of praise and
thanksgiving, and the responses and mutual pro-
vocations to devotion, he must earnestly intend
not only the expression of his own holy affec.
tions, but to excite the like in others.

le must endeavor, by a clear voice and dis-
tinct pronunciaticn, to make himself understood
cf all, and make it easy for the people to follow
him, especially in those parts of woiship wherein
thev are to join their v ices ; but yet not so
slow that many should run before hin in repeat-
ing the Prayers and the Belitf, as people are apt
to do. And in repeating the Psalms, le should
make much observation, that his speech mia)'
hear proportion with the generality of the con-
gregation, and that there be no pause between
iheir ending one verse and his beginning an-
other, but that he may corne in widh thein at the
last word : which makes this exercise more like
Psalncdy, the thing for which it was intended ;
a thing wherein tFe people do much need to be
wehl instructed.

In the solemn prayers he must put on the
humîîblest reverence and devotion, and by his
own exampfe excite the same expressions in the
pleople ; especially in the repetition of the ILord's
Prayer, as many readers, in having this prayer
more perfectly by heart than the rest, ranble it
over with a greater haste, and have less care to
express that devotion which more becomes this
solemn exercise than any other, as God hath
grenter r<gard to thàt, as the conposure of bis
dear and only Son.

He that reads should do so in such postures
as the Church hath ordered ; and he ought to
make such fit pauses that they miay have time
to change their posture from kneeling to stand-
ing, and compose themselves for fit acis of ado-
ration in repeating the words of glory where
with begin Office of Praise and Thanksgiving.

He ought also togive to each part of the ser-
'ice the proper accent and meaning, in a voice
belonging to the same ; for it is not seemly that
all should be read in one tone, but those parts
that are for instruct on, wherein he speaks to the
people, should have one manner ; and the
prayers, wherein be alone speaksfor them, an-

other ; and those psalms and prayers vherein
they speak wiiA hii by turns, another ; but
sonie readers have accustone themselves to a
kind of devout tone, vhich puts an empî,hasis on
words where nîonîe is rcquired, which plaiily
shows an affectation of devotion where none is ;
wheleas, nothing shows well but that whiclh
appears to be natural, and the true effect of a
devout mind directed by sober judgment.

The miinister should instruct bis people to
compose their ninîds Iy- a solemn mmanner of
comiilig ilito Gcod's house, revrently kneclinig in
prayer that tliey may perform theii part in the
service ; to stand up and attend seriouisly to the
reading of those Scripture sentences in the very
words of God himself; listcn to the ExhLortation
following, and be better prepared :o accompany
the reader with a pure licart and humble voice
in the General Confession, whiclh oughît to be
made in the niost humble posture, knceling on
his knees ; Io be continued throumh the Absolu-
tion and the Lord's Prayer, but standinîg during
the Psailm and Gloria Ílatri, iat the exaltation
of their bodies iay teach thmic to lift up ltheir
hearts.

Urge them to join in the responses audilîy,
especially in the P'salmns ; ana at the Creed.
repeating with the minister ini a distinct and
reverent manner, as it contains those niatters
in which ail Christians are of one muinîd, which
do believe with tleir hearts to righteousness, and
confess with theirmouths to salvation ; that ail,
therefore, in one posture do with one mouth
repeat excellent fon of souind words, After

"SPIRITUALITIES " ANDI "TEM-
PORALITIES."

The approaching Easter elections of wardens
and vestrymen naturally direct attention to the
purpose of the Church in iis matter. It is per-
haps best to return to first principles in this
connection. Much of the confusion and dStress
vhich mark a weak Churcli life arise fron the

fact that mere expediency and not first principles
rule. The Church, acting under the inspired
record in the Bible, bas disitinctly adoptted cer-
tain irst principles relating to ils " spiritcalities"
and its '" temporalities." She distinctly asserts
that il is Ihe business of the clergy to devote
themselves to the former, and of the laity to sec
to the latter.

When these first principles are disallowed or
transgressed nothing but evil arises in the long
run. Il a parish or in tie Cliurch at large
where the laity attempt to mana'ge the spiritual-
tics, or where the clergy control the temporali-
Lies, dangerous dificulties, and what is worse,
spiritual paralysis arc sure to fol'ov. 'rue, hie
two are by no nieans antagonistic. But they
can not be made effective unless eaci keeps to
its proper sphere. it is also true that the one
selmetines necessarily nmerges unto Ihe obher,
w'here the laity, for instanc-, are directly con-
cerned in the religions condition (f affairs, and
where the ciergy are dircctly iti :ed in secur-
ing certain instrumentalities of a jurel' tempo-
ral character, which however are necessarily pre-
liminary to their spiritual work. Still, as tle
guiding ruile toward any' truly effet::ive pai ish
life, the riglits of each and the duties of each as
well aa their harmonious relationship> must not
only be clearly recognized, butactually realized.
The parish clergyman is not at the head oia
business concern. He is God's minister for
ministering in spiritual things to eternal souls
committed tohis care and cure by God's Churci.
His cluief, his great concern, is to be a faithful
steward of God's mysteries. By this and by
this alone he should be judged and not by the
number of do.lars and cents in the parish treasu-
ry. In fact his value to the laity directly de-
pends upon his faithfulness to and his efficiency
in the more purely spiritual matters. The very
objects for which they become members of a
parish are alone reached. in the influence of thei.r

rector upon their nobler selves. If be is so spi-
ritually efficient that under his teaching they
are led to take truer views of God and their own
lives, c. g., to becorne purer, more loving, more
humane toward their followr-men, more patient
and lopefl iiin their own griefs and sorrows,
more trustful and believing toward God, tlin ino
amount of monev cani measure bis value to then.
They' arc ceuring soiething from himiii which
they can tu rclase in no mtarkCt. lie i- simply
invaluable Io [hei and to their' clhildrcen. uIt
they had better throw their pew rents and gifts

into the sca thian belong to a parisl whîose rec-
tor's chiefest aim and interest are the returnable
rates in rented pews of what le docs. 'l'Te very

instinct of self.preservation should tmîake themîî
w'illing Ito relieve the clergy frein mere monetary

anxieties. li this iway> alone cati they' secmle
efficient service. h'lie Chulr'ch, througl lier ves-
try systen, has also provided for an e flicient and

prosperous management of ils temporalities.
Only sie insists that it is the business of the

laity to effect thtis end. Just as it is the bounî-

den duty' of the clergy, as niuch as in then lies,
to foster and develop tIe spiritual efficiency of

their cures, se it is the boundein dut>' of the lait>'

to foster and develop the temporalities of their

parishes and of the Church ai large, as imuch as
in tlem lies. 'l'e clergy have no right to be

content witlh doing just enougli in their sphueres.
The laity have no riglit to be content wivth sit-

ply rnaking both ends ieet in their spheres.
There are plain duties and obligations on both

sides. These two great first priinciples stand

under ail eîrcimstances. Viere folowed oui

the Church's work is effectively done Loth for

the salvation of humani souls and for the spread-

ing Chrisî's kingdom. Where they are neglect-

cd or confused the Clhutrchl and the people

suffer.- C/wrchnman.

Ii ever-y

parisl it coîtes witlh the re-koning upit of resuîlts,

the verdict of a ninister's, ofa parish's surcess

or failure. In somîe places, conseruenilly, and in

soet years, it is a season not altogether of peace.

In
some parishes a canvasser or saiesnan wovuld do
mnre to replenish the Coffers of a corporation
iluan a preacher of religion and righteousness.
