CHAPTER 1L ~DOMITIAN.

Flavius Domitianus, the twelfih Cesar, was
born 1n tbe year 802 (A. D 51,) oo the ninth of
the calends of November (24th of October,) 1o
a house of modest appesrance, in the sixth
Region of Rome, styled ¢ Alta-Semita,” aod
which was otuate in the ¢ Vicus’ known under
the ame of * Ad Malum-Punicum.’ Tis was
the bouse which be subsequently converted into
a sumptucus temple, erected in honor of the

Flavia race. .

He was the third child of Vespasian, whose
first-bora, a gir), died 1 ber youtb; the second
was Titus, of glorious memory. Domian Lttle
resembled his father, and much less s bro
ther.

Vespasian’s children were bors before he bad
accumulated wealth ; bis wife’s _fa\h?,r, Flavius
Liberahs, wos a simple clerk 1o tte Treasury.
Domtian, during bis youth, suﬁ'erefi therefore all
the privations of poverty ; v;rbich did not prevenl
him, bowever, fram disgraciog himself by leadmng
a hife of disorder and dehauchery.

Vespasian’s fortuné baviog grown, Domnia’n
and his brother Titus were broughi up w0 Nero’s
court. Domitian, like bis brother, was probably
sitting near Britanoicus, wheo this young prince
fell lifeless after drinking the poison poured inio
bis cup by order of the tratricide Nero. Titus,
who had tasted the murderous drink, came very
pear losing his hfe.

Domitian could then learn from Nero bow to

et rid of a brother ; ard [rom the courtiers kow
cowardice disgmsed even the involuatary pale-
pess of (heir cheeks, which the Emperor m'nght
bhave copstrued as a vague reproach for bis crime.
Did Domt1an, at a later day,remember this fear-
ful lesson and wish to imitate it?  The cootem~
porary historians hesitate to charge kim with ths
murder : but 1t is said that be bad hastened tbe
death of Titus by baviog bim plunged in 0 a tub
full of snow, under the pretext of coeling the 1o-
terpal heat of which the moribund prince com-
plained, . .

What 13 certain 1s that Titus bad scarcely
Jdrawn bis last breath, when Domitiao_hastened to
Rome and had himsel{ proclaimed Emperor by

ibe Pretorians.

Like Nero, be showed, at first, an hypoctical

moderation, and his reign bad a bappy begioing ;
but already there could be discovered the
ndiculous and insatiate vamty, the mixture of
vices and virtues which constituted his character.
He was not long showing himself in bis true
light, and revealng bis tyrannical duplicity, his
avaricious greed, his studied cruelty, inspired by
the strange, suspicious fears which ever hauoted
him
From this time bis series of crimes commenced
and contipved without interruption: sometimes
slowly combied and deeply meditated ; at
others perpetrated with the suddenness of mad-
ness. .
He seldom accomplished these murders, how-
ever, without preceding them with a cort of trial.
One of his dearest ambitions Was even that be
should be looked upon as a great and wise judge,
and Suetonius relates of him several instances of
remarkable mtegrity. He often presided over
the Senate aad the courts, and his voice was
never more choked by emotion, and bis hypocri-
tical protestations of indulgence more profuse,
ttan when he attached importance to a con-
demnation.

The Senate, invested by the armed cohorts,
scrutinizad by the Emperor, who counted the
sighs and poted even the pallor of the features,
bad not the courage to refuse. ¢ Nobody,’ says
Plioy-the-Younger, ¢ dared to speak, except the
first ‘called upon to give his opinion ; the others,
mute and passive, made 2 simple gesture of ac
nuiescence, and thust was {bat one slone pro-
“posed what all accepted with great sorrow snd

‘the persecuted wreteh to seek relief w voluotary
teath.

When he had obtained from the Senate a sen-
tence conformable to bis wishes, he gloated upoo
the execulion of the victim and the sight of blood.
He was, .iberefore, even more crue! than Nero,
who, according to Tacitus, ordered the murder,
but averted bis eyes. Under a tyrant so crafuly
sangipsry, aod so anxious to dimimsh the horror
of is crimes by some semblance of justice and
mercy, the wplormers who had been discouraged
by the severity with which Vespasiap and Titus
pursued them, could not fail to reappear in great
pumber apd to act tbeir icfamous part in free-
dom and secunty,

These men became the mstruments of T mi
tian’s power mnd the means of keeping Rome in
a condition of incessant terror. The Sepate,
the army, the priesithood and the magstracy, all
classes of society were infested with these
wretches. Regulus, wbhom we bave seen at
work, was the most dangerous and the most
celebrated among them.

Domttian’s isatizble thrist for gold does ot
seem to have bees a natoral iclination, but to
have grown gradually from the necessity of meet-
ing the exiraordinary expenses oceasioned by
Ins faste for rumous exhibitions, bis manma for
building and the prodigious testivals with which
he frequently eotertarned his people, Some
cooceplion may be formed of the treasures wast.
ed for tke gratificatiop of bis capricions fancies,
from the fact that the gt work alone which
entered io the reconstruction of the capitol cost
over twelve thousand talents, or more than seven
millions dollare,  His palace was of such vast
dimeusions that he received theve an incredible
number of cilizens, to whom he gave the mnst
magnificent eotertainment. In the games of the
circus he bad the amphitbeatre turned into a
vernable lake on which appeared such a large
nurnber of vessels, that a mock naval fight was
given by two complete Aeets. Another time he
employed several legions m plaoting into the
arena full grown trees procured from the neigh-
baring torests, i order to give the people the
pleasure of bunting an immeose number of wild
beasts collected at great expense from different
countries, and let loose in the Maximus Circus.

T pay for these expensive fo'lies, he resorted
to the mast tyranoical exactions and the most
violent measures, But be was as prudeat in hus
spoliations as io ks other crimes,

The mformers besieged the death-beds of
wealthy cirizens to wio their liberality in faver
of the Emperor, and f they failed 10 this task,
the vague allegation of some deed or word con-
strued as affepsive to the majesty of the prioce,
was sufficient ground for the fiscal to confiscate
the mast considerable estates.

Agricola, the father inJdaw of Tacitus, was
obliged, hke many others, to gratify D imitians
cupdity ; in order to protect the interests of bis
family, he made the Emneror the co~heir of his
wife and daughter. Duriog the last haurs of
this great mao, messeng s passing from his house
to the palace of the Emperor, kept the latter
advised of the most minu'e circumstance thal
transpired, so great was Domitian’s fear that this
tmportant legacy would escape im! Tt 1s even
suspected that lie hastened the constmmation of
his wishes by pgwing poison to tlus virtuous
cthizen, .

We have said nothing of Domitian’s infamous
debauchery which equalled the most moastrous
inventions of s predecessors, nor of his religious
fo'lies which excelled thewr graatest acts of mad
ness; neither bave we described Lis ineredible
acts of vanity, nor related hew he made himself
the object of universal hatred,

He lived by bimself, in bhis house, as m a for
tress. holdiog no commupnication with lus family
—whom be hated and always held in great dread.
When be raised she sons of Flavius Clemens to
the dignity of Ceesars, it was more with a view
to self-protection than to favur their elevation.
Cootinually exposed to couspiracies, he wished
by this means to discourage revolutioaary at-
tempts pod show their uselessness, in prescoce of
successors appoiated before-hand, and who, he
thougbt, would prose an 1avincible obstacle to
the amhitious schemes of other pretenders But
the facility with which he afterwarde sacrificed
all s relations, ‘and the remorseless fury by
which he won the surname of * Butcher of bis
kindred,? prove that the ties of blood bad no
power over his soul—it was inaccessible to the
‘mott natural sentiment

mvoluntary tear, hut succimbing to.the shameful
ntimidations of tyranoy.’ L
The facts presented were often vague aud in
significent, but he koew low to give them
Weight by speaking of threatesing conspiricies,
of attempts against his pesson or bs power, and
. of rebellions agamst the laws and institutions of
the empire, When the charges were o trifliog
that they could not be brought -belore the
Senate, be employed. secret. or, indirect means,
such as ‘poiton, ‘exile to-distant lands where death:

He bad some traits of resemblance with the
most odious ot the priaces who preceded him.—
Like Tiberies, he was wicked and sullen ; hke
the imbecile Clandius, .be was weak and irreso—
lute, although superior to-him in intellect : acd
he was as cruel, and more vain, perbaps, than
Nero, of bateful memory. Although Juvenal
-bas styled bim * Nero-the Bald,’ many of the old
writers were.stiuck by the aoalogy existing be-
.tween his - characteristic vices and babits, and
those of Tiberius. -He bumsell seems to bave

awaited the victim, ofmoral tortures which drove

‘undératood that w' the close study of that em-

peror’s acts, he would find the teachings best
adapted *o his own nature; and, altheugh he bad
a taste for books and literature, as proved by his
eflorts to endow Rome wath fine libraries and
with copics of the best works from Alexandra
and elsewhere, he seldon read anything but the
* Memoirs of Tiberms,” endeavoring always to
shape bis conduct and s style according to
those detestable traditions,

Poysically, Domtian was tall, snd his de-
meznor affectedly modest. His featwres had
something idiotic, although ims eves were re-
markably large. His form bad been graceful.
and bis appearance comely, in his south, but e
premature baldoess and obesity bad left httle of
this comehness of face or gracefluloess of out-
lige.

His ekill with the bow was extreordinary.—
the Parthiaps znd Scyibisns, so vaunted by an-
cient writers; the famous Aster, whose arrow
pierced Phillip of Macedoq’s right eye ; Wil-
lram Tell, who acqured so much repown 1n
modern times for having shot an apple of his ht-
tle son's head, would have been deemed wut w-
ferior archers aloog side of Domitian, When
shooting wild beasts i bis retreat at Mooot Al-
binus, b* would sometimes say to s companion :
¢ See, I shall stick two arrows ip that animal’s
bead, i guise of borps.’ And be never faled
to-doit. At other times a young lad would
stand off at a coosiderable distance and hold up
his baad wilhi the fiagers spread open, and Domi-
tian would speed arrow after arrow throuzh the

willingness, snd speaking in a familizr tone which
few dared use with Domitian,

¢ O remarked tbe Emperor, ¢do you still
thiok of that little scratch you got the other
day ? It in the first time that sach a thing hap-
pened to me I* .

*You call this a scratch ? rephed Hirsutus,
with a bitter saule,

And be held up lis band, the middle finger of
which was fearfully torn, the flesh having been
cut to the bone,

¢ What my soo ¥ remarked Domitian, with
somelbiog like compassion jn s vorce ; are
you not yet cored ? Heliodorus, my physician
said 1t wauld be nothing, Why did you not use
the salve sent by Eutrapeles?.... Go, con-
tioved Domitian, resuming his walk, * go, you
will bold up the otber hand.’

Hirsutus made no reply. He preceded the
Ewperor towards the hippodrome. But who
could have studied the poor lad’s face, would
have read there a sirange desire to resenge him
self on the man who daily placed ins life in dan-
ger for mere amusement,

Domitian, busyy with selecting bis arrows and
examining hts bow had not remarked this,

Hirstus was a poor, mishappen creature. His
pear-shaped head was covered with thin, wiry
hair, short and hard Like the hair of a modern
clothes-brush. He owed his naine to this pecu-
liarity.  This peinted head was connected by a
very short peck to an extraordinavy large body ;
his arns were long and thin, and his legs

narrow space without as much as grazwog the
fingers.

But he soon tired of innacent diversions; his
cruelty might sleep but it never died. Since his
return to Rome, Domtian bad amused himselt
in perpetrating certamn jokes, which were wvot
without significance. as indicaticg his gloomy
train of thoughts, We shall cite an 1nstance.

He sent jovitations to tbe principal sepatirs
and knights 10 dine with bim on a certamn day,—
As a matter of course, all came, but the smile
vanished fror: their lips when they entered the
bapquet bhall: the flror, the ceiliog, the walls,
everything about the room was draped ' black,
For each guest there was a small sepulenrel
colvmp b-aring biv pame, and supporting a
funeral lamp, whose feehle rays dimly lhighted
this gloomy scene. A number of youbng slaves,
completely rude, but blackened jrom head 1o
foot, personated the infernal shades  Afier per-
formig lugubrious and frightful dances, they
plared dishes bofore the gnests, These dishes
were stich as it was customary ta offer the dead
1o the funera! ceremies.

- The company, overwhelmed by terror, re-
mained speechless,  D.mitian alone spoke, but
It tvas 10 entertain his guests with iragieal nar- |
ratives and ghost stores. Every one thought
their last hour had come, and ihe diskes reman-
ed untouched. Having well enjoyed their ter-
ror, Demntian commttted his guests to the care
of strange slaves who carried them home
moursing litters

Those poor people had hardly recovered from
their stupor when Domitian’s messeogers were
announced, Was 1t the decth-warrant? No;
Domitian sent to each guest the dishes which
had been placed before him, the sepulchral
column bearing his name, and the sla,e who had
waited on bim. But dishes and columas had
been scrubbed, and were found to be siiver plate
of admirable workmanship : the siaves bad tiken
a bath,and were now bandsome boys clad 1o
rich garments, ‘ _

Noarwithstandiag this happy terminatioa the
joke was little relished, and was loog remem-
bered by the victims,

T'wo persons only were satisfied.
D ‘mitiap asd Regulus.

Domitian was delighted, because be bad ter-
ribly trigbtened’ e courtiers; Regulus, because
he thought the Emperor was getheg roused from
bis lethargy and would soon require his services.
Ue thoughbt right, A few duys after ths, he
received a message from the Emperor command
iog s presence at the Palatie.

Domittan awaited bis coming io one of the
galleries of this extensive mansion : but, becom
ing impatient, at the informer’s delay, de called
for his bow and arrows, and stepped into the
garden. Soon after, an attepdant announced.

THE LAND QUESTION OF IRELAND
, (FROX TINR3 PPECIAL COMMIB3I0NER.)

It bas often been remarked that the eotl of Ireland
presents as strange A series of contraat aa the different
racea tkat live on tke island.* T was forcibly truck
with the truth of thia, as, fresh from the sizht of the
noble grasslands and fine tillage falds of Tippersry,
I traversed by the Grea: Southern and Western line
the dreary acd comparatively aterile tract that leads
from Portsrliogton to Athlone. Though beyond the
jmmediate courge of .the rail vay this country is fertile
in some zpote, gud ig not witboct picturesqne scenes,
jta general character ia barren and melaccholy. It
ia for the Tost part & vast uveven plsin, of cold,
poor, snd aokiodly land, i places divided by buge
turf-mosses, and ridged by lioes of thoze low, ateep
hillocks krowa in pirts of Eogland by the nsme of
¢hoge' backs.” The few towns that appear are little
more than villages; and, excent that along the edges
of the bogs you meet acaasionally cinsters of hawlets
8til!, notwithgrasding losses by emigration. awarmiog
with a population which by it8 copstant toi bas
gradoally diminiebed the expansed of waste, the
whole district seems thinly inbabited  As yoa pass
Geashill you ron over the estate of Lord Digby—a
conapicnous instance of what, on the oue baod, may
be the risks incarred by tba occupiers of the goil in
Trelsnd in respect of insecurity of teonre and of what,
on the otser, may be the effects of carefal and ea-
Jigbtened improvemest. The (acts are narcated
with perfect fairness by the ab’e and honourable
sgent of the property, Xc. W. Stenart Trench, in
bis well-known book, Reallirs of Irish Life; batl
¢1n add something parhaps to the tale, and would
point what I think, i3 ite true moral, The baroav of
Geachill, 88 it i8 called is & tract of some 30 000
acres, which, baving formed st one time a partof
the vast chieftainey of the O'Connors of Ofaler,
passed from them to the House of Kiidare, ani
theuce, by marriage, to the family of Digby, the im«
mediate predecessor of the present peer. wai an
abesntee who seldom vigited his Irizh eatate; and
towards the close of the last cestory he. being then
merely a tenant for life, made at aifferent times a
great many leasea for terme considerably in excess of
his powers. As Lord Digby wae a gentlemsn in
evety gense of the word, this unfortunate mistake
can be agcribed oaly to the negligence ofa non-
resident owner; but the teflants relied with imolicit
confidence op 1he supposed security of their interzats;
and,as Dord Digby lived down to 1855-6, and duriog
all this period they wore undisturbed, raany of them
made very great imprevemente, and, 1o poiat of fact,
created on the Jand B ocoosiderable amount of addi
tiopal property. Lord Digby’s successor, who, it
‘should be observed, wae not a near relation, and was
not under any obligations to the deceased nobleman,
thougbt himself justified, on coming into the estate,
in availing himself of bis strict rights, and deetioying
titles which, nct being consistent with the provisiona
of the entsil, were, technically speaking, wholly in-
valid. Ejectment proceediogs wers commenced, or
threatened, against the whole body of the lessees —
120 families, [ believe—and the question of ecom-
pensating those who were thus about being extraded
from the homes they had innocently enriched for the
benefit of & stranger was referred to the executers of
the late Ear], who, it should be remarked, wero, in
point of law, probably not brund to disburse one
farthing. The whole conntry was ia a atate of up-
roar, when Mr Trench, by s judicions conduct, in
some degree calmed dowe the agitated waters. He
gucceeded jn persuading the vxecutors to allot a stm
of 80,6000 in relief ot the imperilled tecants, and
many of them, I uajerstand, were allowed to retain
sheir lands, at rents, however, congiderably increased.
Yet, from &ll that [ have beard, the eum given in
compensation wa3s not nearly an tquivalent to the
losses of the lessees; and the memory of the whols
trangaction i8 net forgotten in the barony of Geas-
hiil.

Thig esze Iluatratee, I think, forcibly the mis-
chievons insecarity of teanre which exists, not merely
as & matter of theory, bat practically, ander the law
of Ireland. Lord Digby's tenants, when they accepted
these lenses, had not tbe means of discovering their
defects, for it is & well-gettled principls of tho som-
wmon law tbat, unlese, perhapr, when « fine is pnid,
an ordinary lessee hag no right to examine heforeband
bis lessor's tlitle. After s possession of more than
half a century, and the expesditure of & vaat pum of
mouney on the faith of the validity of their rights, the
rapregentatives of these men were suddenly threatoned
with eviction en masse and wilh gesing the accumna
lations of their industry for years appropriated by

It has often been
remarked, ezpecially in Eogland, that if the wrongs
of Irish tenants were real they would appear fre
queatly in the reports of litigation, and that, as this
«sguredly iz not the case, the presumption against
them ia al} but decisive. While I awm qui‘e satisfi=d
that, aa z ¢lass, Irish landlords do not abuse their
position, this objection is bat of little weight, for in
the exiating condition of things, law arms the Irish
landlord with goch power aver his tepants at will
that be may do what i3 morally most unjust with
impunity. Occasiopally. however, a member of 1he
order trapsgressea the limits of even bis Jegal rights,
and the remarkable trial of ¢Clarke v, Knox’ isa
gigoal inatance of this temerity. A printed report ot
the cause i3 before me, and it cortsinly throws no
feeble light on what bas occurred and way vceur in
the relation of landlord and tenant in Ireland. In
1857 a Mr Dyas became the purchaser of the fee in
revergion of an estate in Meath held by a Mr. Kooz
a3 & middleman for a long term, and by 13 families of
g~b tenanta at will, conflessedly soivent and resvect-
able paraons. [o 1881, aud sgain in 1863, Mrc. Kanx
cansed notices to quit to he sérved o2 thesub tensnts,
nnd {o 1864 contracted for the sale of his interest to
Mr Dyas, 1broogh the operation of the Landed Batates
Qourt; and it ia slmost certain that, about the
game time, be agreed to remove the sub-tecants, ro
'bat Mr. Dyas shonld dbtain the sbaolute fresbold,
free from the *hnman encumbrrnces on it Mr
Kaoox, however, bad assured tbe sub-tenentas that
the noticea to quit were a mere formality, svd that
there was uo intention of disturbing t(hem; and
one or two of them, ou the Isith of this pledge,
expended some wmoaey is improvementa. Ino
Juze, 1864, some weeks before the final cnmpletion
of the sale to which I bave referred to Mr, Djyas,
ejectments were brought on the noticea to quir; but
the gub tegants, being again lnformed that they need
not ba nuder any apprehension, offerad no d-fexce.
and gave conzew:s for judgment. Mr. Dyae, how.
ever, baviog soon obtainnd possession of Mr, Knox's
interest, and paid that geotlemen 500L.. the resl
character of thege trapssctlions sppesred. Aimed
with the jadgmenta which kad been procured by a
representaiion that they would not be uased, ana
through natices deseribed ap mere wazte psver, Mr-
Dyas proceeded, in the name of Mr. Koox, to evie
the qub tenau’s in a boty, and to get that complets
posaession of the lande which bad svidently boen the
object of thes» dealings. The police, I deeply reg:er
to say, attended at the discreditable spectacle, and
the 13 {families-—the innoc~nt victims of c~ndaoet 1
leave to your readers’ comments—were rammarily
turoed out all together from their homes, though
their rents bad confesgedly been punctually paid,
though they certainly had always been grod tenants,
and though some of them had laid out money on
their baldings in relianoce ou the validity of the pro-
misea which bad been made ipatruments to bliad and
roin them. The matter, fortauately, did oot end
tbas, and through the deceit which bad been prac
tised the means of obtaining redreas was found, Ac
action wae brought by Mr. Clarke, one of 1he' sub
teuaunte, against Mr. Koox. for the misrepresents
tiona whiah had been meade; the jury awarded smple
damagea, and all the sufferers ultimately received
compengation.

In this cage, it will be observed, the whole affsir
beiog tainted with deceit, the law gave the sob-ten
ants & remedy. But this wae owiog to what lawyers
would call a mere eollateral accident; and the facts
gshow how insecure may be the position of the tenant
at wili in Ireland in the existing otate of pocial ar-
rangements Mr Knox came withia the resch of the
law becauss he had violated a distinet pledge, and
trisked his dupes by untrath statemesnis. Buat bed
he baldly asserted his legal rights, bad he procseded
upan hig notices to quit, ann obtained his ejectments
in the usual way, the sub teoants could not bave
made & defence, the law would have confiscated tbeir
improvements, and they wounld have been evioted
without a remedy. It may. no doubt, be eaid that
here, too the law in Bogland and Ireland is the
gamae, and toat & case exactly parallel might arise at
any assizes in England ; but I assert that opinion in
Eng'and operates to prévent the aoccurreace of sach
wrongs, and that if 1t did not the power of Parlia-
ment wonld scon deviae the means of redrezs.

good farmateads and offices are vory vacommon ; and
the peagantry and their dwellings bave a look of
peverty. But beyond the low bills that, near Bsl-
linasloe; divide the valley of tae Suck from the Shan
Do, 13 & district which ¢an be only compared to a
tragment of the best part of the Lothiara in the heart
of a region comparatively wild, and which i3 a per-
fect specimen of what modern reience and skill can
accomplish in agricultare. Here the wealth and
energy of a riogle man has, within a few yesrs,
transformed the landsrape ; has stamped the country
for miles around with the character of the most re-
fined busbandry ; hes endeavoured to jntroduce the
higheat kinds of farmicg into 8 ‘neighbourhood pre-
vionsly igonorant of their exiatence.

tiamty exacts from all its professors. Humi
lity, and self denial, and voluatary poverty for
Chunist’s sake, virtues which he at the roots of
Christiamty are of no esteem in our days, nay are
irreconcilable with the essential prisciples of
pineteenth century civil:ization and progress, Ii
a man preach them be 13 laughed at as a fool ; if
be practise them, he is denounced as a famatic
and a bigot, and barely escapes the lunati¢ asy-
jum. Make money, pamper the flesh, minister
to the hody and its lusts—thisis the end and aun
of modern civilization and progress, which con-
soles its votaries as Mistress Quckiy comforted
the fat knight on bis death bed by bidding them
not to think of God,and bopwg there 13 no
seed for them to trouble themselves with such
thoughts. In short civilization and progress if
they do not come to an open rupture with God,
quietly ignore Hum as moral governor, or look
upon Him as a remnant of medieval superstition ;
as a bugbear good enough to frighten the men of
the fourteenth century with, but shorn of all its
terrors as regards their more bighly civilised, and
advanced desceodants.

"T'bere 1s apparently no help for it, if the world
will pot be conformed to the Church, for the
Church will never, of that we may be assured,
“ he conformed to ths world.—Romans xii. 2.
We must either break with one or with the other,
and the only question for every man to setile for
bimself is—with which shall [ conform]? Even
the Pall Mall Gazette as we bave seen, though an
advocate of modern civilization and progress, ad-
mits that 1t 13 impossible to reconcile them with
any form of systematic Christian theology, with
any supernatural system indeed whatsoever the
woiter might bave said.

the beart-of Wankey Fum has bezen softened —
they are more inchived 1o laugh thao to treat the
matter seriously It 18 well therifore that from
lime to lime we sbould receive from same source,
free even from aoy suspicion even of partiahity, a
correct ac-ount of what the several missions,
Catholic and Protestait, are doing ; what maoner
of men the missionaries are, bow they live, and
what are the fruits of conversion upou the pro-
selytes themselves.

lives are completely buried, and their death often re-
maing uoknown for yeardatter it bas occarped, the
latter are the sleek, typleal, under-sduca:ed olass,
who are represented io Edgland by the Bible re«dera
and leoturers in the small Snnday school rooms of
the provincial towns There they Sad themaelves,
to their ntter agtoniahment, aimoat political agents
[eertainly aa far as doiog mischief i concerned). in
obatina‘e defiance of the reqnests of their own Goav
erpment, sud with narrow-minded, bigotted preju-
dices ngainat tbe people they come toconvert While
I have attemapted roughly to aketch the poor lay
brother, & Fransiscan of Rome, with no pay, 6o
house—pothing but his breviary and hia Chinese foad,”
lat me draw, with the object staring me and il
otber Eastern sojourners, in the face, the comfortable
bangalow of the worthy missionary —on & bill, to
eatch the leagt alr frum the sonth-west monsoon
with bis moequito curtaina and his Ohina logs. his
wall-atocked tab’e and fall cetlar, his convegticle not
a gtone’s throw from the honae—probably his wife
and children [the last certainly above the proportion
gaually allotted to mec] --pecfect immanity from all
nersonal danger, with the ipevitable gunboat under
his wiadowa. ‘

I refrain from aaying how they teach or what they
tanch, or by what process they eocceed in making the
mission of peace *ud mercy an eternal causa nf otrife
and blaodsbed. JFor the s-me reasons am I wnwill-
ing to bear testimony to the amonnt of # fruit” these
{nvalgable husbandmen produce, bat I may faarlessly
call all China to witness that of' all the rasoals that
infest Shanghai Hoogkong, or Qanton, fow excsed
in villainy these precisua lamba rceoned from the
toils of the Chinese Devil, whoever that mav be,

But if they did nothing worse than what I have al-
ready referrad to the evil itaelf might be easily cur-
ed by having a better olass of men, by having them
more under control, and by a distinst determination
that they should really be miesionaries, and not so
many well-housed, over-fed, illiterata peraons, enjoy-
ing comforiable homes and good incomes, and domg
worse than pothing® Tt i absard the public.at bome
should be meade to support such an fntolerable in-
cubag ag the flaet in China, which was digtinstly pro
claimed ag necessary for the protsction of the mis-
sionaries, while, at tbe same time weara throwing off
the burden of an ancient and magnificent establish-
ment at home.

Had a
subject ¢t England so0 acted, the julge before
whom he might bave been convicted would bave
bad no alternative but to pronounce the sentence
of the law, namely, death by embowelment,
preceded by dregoing to the place of execution,
half hanging, and mutilation m the most revolung
mauner, followed by the decortslatien and dis-
memberment of the corpse. Such, by the theo
laws of the two couniries, would bave been the
sentence of Poerio bad he done against Victona
that which he did agammst Ferdmand II. The
mrider laws of Naples regarded his offence much
more lightly, Neapohtan justice was content
with a sentenre of tweaty years at the galleys.
