Ennodius, who calls it Sedes gectatoria, The
chk and panels of the chair have, been repaired
with acacia wood'of a" very dark’ color, A row of
open atcades forms the back, surmounted by a
triangular tympenum of ‘the same wood, Orna-
ments of ivory have been fited to the front and
back of the chair, but only on’ those parts repaired
with acacla wood. Thoss which cover the panel in
front are divided Into three soperimposed rows
cach containing six plaqnes of ivory, on .which are
eugraved various snbjects, among’ others, the
4 Labors of Herculua” = Several of the plagues were

late Sir Francis Vanc, was illegitimate. ' 'The plain-

tif’s futher Sir Frederick Vane, lived with a domes-

tic servant, Hannah Bowerbanks, and had by her

two illegitimate children, Hannah and Walter, born

respectively in 1794 and 1795, Hannnh Bower-

banks, in January, 1797, was living in lodgings at

‘Rusley, expecting shortly to be confined, nud the

doctor told her that owing to some causc she could

never-have. another child. Sir' Frederick Vane,

then, as the bill alleges, wus extremely anxious to

‘minke the cxpectant child legitimate, and procured

4 marringe licence, which he showed to Hanvah

Bowerbanks, - Upon Sir I'rederick telling her that
he intended to marry lLer, she Lecame, according to
the plaintif’s story, so agitated that Ler contfioe-
ment came on prematurely, and she gave birth to o
won, the late Sir Francls Vane, on the 9th March.

‘The blll then alleged that Hannah Bowerbanks was
carried up to London, wrapped in & long groy cloak
and was there married at the Church of St. George
the Mnrtyr, to 8ir F, Vane. Though the child was
.born on the 9th, the entry of his birth in the ve.
-gistry at' St George the Martyr runs—“1'reucis
Fletcher, the son of Sir Frederick Vane and Han-
nah, his wife, of Great Ormond-street, born 20th
March, 1797." The plaiatiff declares that the entry
-was tampered with, and that Francis Vane, bis
eldest brother, was born bufore the marriage of Sir
Frederick and Lady Vans, and that he himself being
born in 1807, is tho eldest legitimate son of Sir
Fredeiick Vane, and is heirto the estates and baron-
etcy now held by his nephew. All the rumours asto
the birth of Fraocis Vane wag concealed from tho
-plaintiff, and in 1823 Francis Vane married Miss
Diunn Olivia Ileauclerc, and n scttlement of the
property was made, and in 1832 upon the desth of
Sir I'rederick, Sir Franols rcsumed the title, and
upon his death, in 1342, the present baronet, Sir
Heary, succecded to the titleand estates, In 1866
hotvever Lady Vane, formerly Hanpal: Bowerbaaks,
died, and requested some friend to tell the plaintiff
the story, and upon hearing that he was the right-
ful heir, he instituted these proceedingr.

A terrible event accurred at Oxford on the even-

NEWS OF THE WEEK.
The Paris Official Journal announces that the
' French Ministers bave tendered their resignatione,
and that President Machabon has requested them
to remain in office until he hag arrived at a decision
on the subject. A despatch from Paris to the Times
gives a detailed account of the crisig, from which it
appears that Dufaure, President of the Cabinet
Council, offered his resignation on Saturday morn-
ing, in consequence of his defeat in the Senate on
Friday. All his colleagues approved his action,
and decided to imitate it. Their intention was not
jmmediately carried out, in deference to the wishes
of President MacMahon. The crisis was subse.
quently intensified by M. Marcere, Minister of the
Interior, accepting the vote which was passed in
the Chamber of Deputies on Saturday last, express-
ing confidence that in the future the Government
will, in regard to burials of members of the Legion
Honor, respect liberty of conscience and the
equality of all citizens.

There is a new administration in the Grand-

agement, How satlsfactorily to the Catholic popu-
Iation of Montreal, the gentlemen %t the head of
the School department have discharged their duties,

is shown by their statement presented to the public

and by cntering into details, we may give n more
adequate iden of the magnitude of the obligations
devolving upon them, ’ '
In a growing city of which the compass is ex-
tending every day, the School depariment assumes.
at once an importance second to none; as soon as

& new district is populated, a School house must
be opened, as a great.city is just as sacredly bound
to provide for its teeming population the light of
knowledge, 8 it is to provide material light for its
streets. Such was the case with Montredl; the deve-
lopment of commerce and ipdustry had.brought into
the city new comers who had aright to have their
children properly educated; the old part of the
city was well provided with schools, but the newly
added portions, where rows of houscs were- being
built, not even in proportion with the increasing
population, had no buildings for the gathering of
children and their tuition. Imperious were the
needs, immediate were to be the measures to relieve
them: it is to the commendation of the School
board to say : the wants arc fully. understood and
supplied. School houses of beautiful architectural
proportions, well fitted for their destination rose
every where, an ornament to the city, an attraction
to stiangers. Three new School houser, yet in
course of building, shall rival the others 1a beauty
of design and useful improvements, and new plaus
are devised to give to all comers access to the
Schools already too crowded.

Do not say: Schools ought not to display so
much taste and elegance. Do not deny the refin-
ing influence of surroundings. Whatever brings the
child into a finer life, what educates his eye, his
car or hand, whatever purifies and enlarges him
may well find place in the School. The progress in
School muopagement, besides the adoption of im-
proved methods of tuition, :as been in cleanliness,
in ventilation, in health, in decorum, in countless
means and arts of comlort, in the concent':r'@.‘t;bn, of-
all the utilities. Do you think the child remains
ilnsens‘ible to the influence of harmonious propor-
tipns, of attractive surroundings, of which perhaps
home has left him ignorant ? his mind in this abode
of intellectual light, in these well appointed estab-
lishments, will have a corresponding growth and
expansion as there is a continual unconscious tuition
received from the very atmospliere of a welLorder,-
ed School. A ¥oy, who has been the recipient of
such influences, has his mental activity quickened,
his mind stimulated and roused by worthy motives;

Schools undoubtedly cost money ; the commun-
ity that undertnkes to educate the masses, or the in-
dividual that undertakes to educate his chitdren
must expect to have a bill to pay; but there is a
most important item to balance thataccount and on
this, there is no daoger of dwelling too long, No-
thing is so costly as crime, and no preventive of
crime is mors efficient than education. Schoolhouses
are cheaper than joils, and books and teachers arc a
better security than handeuffs and policemen.
What is the proportion of educated men in the popu-’
lation of our prisons? a very small one, indeed,
Nine tenths of the prisoners are in a state of most
deplorable jgnoruncc. Degraded, sensual, with: 'no
knowledge of anything better than the indulgence
of the lowest passions, without mental resourc‘eé', or
any avenue to intellectunl enjoyment, they often
resort to crime from sheer want of sométhing
better to do. The man who has been educated,
who not only can read, but has acquired a taste
for reading, and for reading of a proper kind, is
rarely driven into low and debasing crime . Schools,
then, especially schools in which moral and relig-
fous truth is inculeated, are the most powerful
means of lessening crime and of lessening the cost-
ly apparatus of criminal administration, .. .

FATHER S 0 GOUNTRY.

. Sunday morning, Nov.19th, after mass, Rev, Father
Stafford, Parish Priest of Lindsay, in his own church
at that place gave a'brief address of what he had
geen during his recent holiday-visit to the old world
—principally devoting himself to mstters connect-
od with Education and Temperance, to which he
had decided before setting out to give particular
attention. While on his way he said he had made
enquiries at Quebec about the liquor question, and
he was pieased to learn there bad beon a great ro.
form in that respect among his Irish Roman Catho-

lic brethren, and that at the . present time there -

was very little drinking done smongst them,
When he visited the College [Laval] he was glad
1o hear ¢nquiries made about our young men who
had been down at their studies, and he was glad to
hear good reports of their studies. Crossing the
ocean be landed at Moville, sixteen miles from
Londonderry. On-the way.up to Londonderry he
noticed & new church in a- good situation standing
out alone, and he was told that it belonged to the
Roman Catholics. Thecongregation occupied lands
in the neighbourhood, which had been acquired
mainly within-the past few years., In London-
derry or Derry.as it was generally _called, he
fonnd about one half of the 28,000 inbabitants
weore Catholics. He found on enquiry that the
quarrels between the two classes about which
a groat desl had been said were & kind of
domestic quarrels, with which they thought
foreigners had not much to do, and that_they were
just as friendly with each other after their sprees or
Tows ag if they had no fightiog at all, and that the
malignity of former years were digappearing. - Both
parties were probably equally balanced in strength,
aud they were beginning to ‘respect each other,
The schools were making very considerable progreas.
He visited the Séparate and odel: Pablic Schools,
and found they were ahead of anything he bad ever
seen in this country, In ove of the schcols with
1,500 childcen, he found teachers were clever, smart
professional: men, with more of the style of business

of professional men' than the teachers we meet in.

good work ; the teachers were men who were deter-
mined to show some results-from thelr work. The
children .were all attending school diligently ;
and according.:to. the reports of the clergy
were better .drersed and ‘el .

The whole

world had contributed more or less to the expense

of bailding it ; but the cost had been borne chicfly

by Irishmen athome. Here, as at Belfast,'they had

the finest school houses. He had thought that On-

tario had the best school houses, byt he had changed
his mind ; the schools both in Ireland and England’
were much ahead of ours, At Armagh he found by
the report of the clergy that drinking was the great
curse of the people ; and perbaps did more harm
amongst the poor than the rich. He then went on
to Dublin and called on Cardinal Cullen, who in-
quired about our scliool laws and the drinking habit
of the people here, His Eminence told -him- that
the most terrible curse that could afflict any people
in the world was then afflicting the people of Ire-
land, and particularly of Dublin ; that it would be
impossible to walk in the streets without being
pained by seeing people drunk ; dud His Eminence
also said that drinking was frightfully on the in-
crease, and particularly among the young women of
Dublin. He asked His Eminence if it could not be
atopped, and if they werc opposed to the Govern-
ment interfering. It was said that there was a whole
army of 60,000 persons killed every year in Engiand,
Ireland and Scotland by the liquor traffic; but he
now belicved 100,600 would be more like the num-
Ler, and this was known to the authorities. But
His Eminence said that when the Government de-
rived nearly one-balf of its annunl revenue from that
source they would be very slow in interfering with
it. He was determined to do all he could to stop
the traffic, so that he could say before bis God that

scribed his visit to Cloncliff, when the new church
there had been blessed by Cardinal Franchi in the
presence of an assemblage of five hundred of the
leading ecclesiastics of Ircland, e might say that
he had Bever seen such a brilhant intelligent body as
the young priests of Dublin, The new church was
a copy of a churck in Rome and was o perfect jewe!
—a.perfect beauty. The altar in it would build &
very fine cathedral. He noticed that in Ireland they
lavished a great deal of money on the altars. Ia
Dublin, which was one of the most beautifal and
dirty cities in the world, all parties appeared to be
alive to education. The Christian Brothers had ac-
quired a very fine place on the outskirts of the city
and had a college attached ; and there were also the
colle, 65 at Maynooth and All-Hallowsall making ad-

oun in education as fast as they possibly could.: They
find there what we find here, those who had no
education had no chance. A greater pumber of
those confined in the gaol wero for offences arising
outof drunkenness than at any time in the past.
The authorities are all awake and active and deter-
mined to put an end to this curse and remove ‘50
great a disgrace. He went down to the college
at Carlow and found a body of very intellectual men
studying for the professions and the priesthcood,
under the distinguished presideacy of Dr, Cavanagh,
He then went on to Wexford, and described the
great wotk of 8 man named Devereux. This man
was now eighty-two years of age ; but he heard mass
four times daily, and attended to bis large business
as regularly as he did forty years ago, and spent im-
mense sums for the benefit of the poor. At the time
of the famine he was in ordinary circumstances and
had a small mill which he ran free day and night
for the benefit of the starving people. His fortuna
had since then gone on acrumulating in'a very as-
tonishing manner ; and he had devoted immense
sums to the good of his fellow-countrymon. He
first spent $60,000 on a fine school house for poor
children, and a residence for the Christian Brothers,
‘He then built anether school for peor children at a
cost of $7,000, and expended $11,000 in addi-
tions and extensions thereto. He next built an
jndustrial school and endowed it with $100,000.
He banded the Bishop £15,000 ste. to carry on his
work with, Then having done all that was neces-
gary therc he removed to another town and
spent $100,000 in & similar way and wenton
to another town and spent as much more. And
-ha giill goes on devoting the profits of his ships
and mills to the amelioration of the coudition of
bis fellow-men, and partticularly to providing an
education for the poor. They say there is not
perbags in the whole world bis equal to be found,
In other pait: of the couptry men are imitat.

sandsof men are put in gaol in order that men may
continue to sell liquor. In Liverpool ho saw an
assembly of 4,000 Catholic men and women—all
total abstainers—in Father Nugent's great temper-
ance hall, and they'had fine ‘clear bright faces, as
was the cagé with coldwater drinkers everywhere.
They assembled every Monday night for readings
singing, music, dancing and various other nmuage-
ments in order to draw them away from and out of
the gin palaces. Still unfortunately many were
suffering in that city from the liquor curse. Hethen
went to Manchester on the invitation of that
prince of Bishops, the Dishop of-Salfo rd, and
was there present at a convention of priests and
laymen from all parts of England and Scotland to
report upon what had been done last year, and to
delibernte upon tho best means to be adopted next
year to promote the temperance cause, They re-
ported that teroperance was progressing. They
co-operated with. the United Kingdom "Alliance,
founded inthe time of Father Mathew, and worked
with great power aod will. He bappened to atftend
their meeting and heard the report of the delegates
who conducted the work at this convention, A re-
solution was adopted in favour of the Sunday
closicg of the liquor houses, and opposing eny
Government that refused to comply with their
petition. They had a large assembly in the: 'ree
Trade Hall, and they asked him to speak and he
did so. He explained the liguor law in Oniario,
showing that it was passed by British subjects in
a British Province, under the British flag and ob-
served faithfully by all classes. He then went on
to London, aud visited Cardinal Maoping, and His
Eminence asked him to remain a week longer, and
speak in the churches in London, As they had 59
Catholic churches there ‘it would have been im-
possible for him to speak in all of them, but he
spok¢ in a3 many as he. could, He was
rather glad he remnined for it gave him an oppor-
tunity to see Low our péople -were doing in that
great city—thelmost wanderful city on the earth.
He found things were worse than in Liverpool.
He went out nights inta the lanes and salleys and
he saw sights that he did not wish to say anything
about. The nnmber and size . of the gaols, prisons
and poorhouses showed the prosperity of the liquor
houses, However, now that there were 16,000 ia-
telligent abstainers co-operating the clergy under
the lead of the Great Cardinalwho did not preach
moderale use, with the vigorous co-operation of auch
men ag Canon Lockhart, and Pr Richerdson—in the
same direction, he hoped-the day was dawning
there for those etill in misery. Ha. obsorved sbout
‘the Irisk Catholics in the- old country as in the
new that one of the worst consequences of the
liquor business affected their religion—it barned
the faith out of them. A -large number of them
had lost all faith, and all morality ; they were
degraded, brutalized, aud reduced to the level of
brutes and by that curse alone.Wherever that carse
did not lie upon them there was no better peaple,
no more industrious people in the world ; and there
wag none who could ahead of them. How wasg it
then that & people so virtnous, so noble,a people
that had fought against all kinds of oppression and
tyranny, and had maintained themselves and their
faith, and had done so much not only for them-
sclves but for England,—how was it that no
nation furpished worse people than these when
supplied with driok. The reason was simple, A
bad woman is much worse than a bad man because
the woman is the best and most precious portion of
man acd when she become bad she become far the
worse. It was this way with the Irish people.
When they were good no pecple equal to them;
when they became bad no people to equal them
either —they went lower down than any other
people on the earth. This is what he had seen
with his own eyes—everywhere—it was not ex-
aggerated, 'The Irish were free from crimes of cool
deltberate villainy. He had evidenco of thig in a
visit he had paid to the Qld Bailey, where he had
seen a- record of 78 criminals for wvarious
offences; and had asked the keeper the
reason they did not have any more Irishmen
there, He had ' not asked that question as
another ¢ Irish grievance,” The pgovernor
replied— You seo we only put men who commit
big cimos bere, - Irishmen simply get drunk and
sometimes kill 2 man in their liquor, but they gen--
erally don't commit big crimes”” He noticed that
a very large number of the medical profession-were
beginning to work against liguor, and to condemn
its use midiciually. He had found latterly in Lind.
say that certain doctors who bad assured him six
or seven years ago that they never prescribed any-
thing stronger tban beer had been prescribing
strong liquor to members of his own congregation,
and he wished to warn .those doctors thatif they
continued that course he would prevent them get-
ting any practice in Catholic houses. So long as
God left him here he intended; to work harder and
harder every day of his life against this curse of our
race and people—this diegrace of our country. All
the time he was away, every night he came -home
from addressing audiences sometimes of five or six
thousand persons, and from:everything he had seen’
and could gather, he had always come home, feeling
that there was no place like hame,—no place like
Lindsay,—not one spot so free from-crime ; notone
place where. the truth with 1egard-to the lignor

_mixture of orpiment and indigo ; and violet lacquer’
'by thie addifion to the varnish ofa certain minetal
of that color rédgced to an impalpable powder, The’
older the articles varnished with thess ‘the ‘more
brilliant-and heautiful:the colore. The perfection
of resalt not, however, depend solely on the ex-
‘gellence of the varnish or the peculiar preparation
"of the colors, but also on the application. , When
‘necessary the joints of the wood are all filled in
with fine tow, and thén covered with thin strips of
8ilk or paper; the surface is then dressed with an
ofl obtained from & certain tree, and when the oil is
perfectly dry successive coats of the lacquer are
laid on till the surface is as smooth and brilliant
ag glnes.

With the use -ef modern machinery, o single
miller i5 now able to produce flour enough for the
daily supply of thirty-six hundred men. With the
hand-mill, which was the machine for grinding
grain among the Greeks, & man could preduce only
enough flour to supply twenty-five men, Thus the
machinery of the present mill ropresents the labor
of one hundred and forty-four men, A lively knit-
ter can make . thirty stitches a minute with her
needles., .The . knitting machine will make forty-
cight hundred in the same time, or, in other words,
works with an efficiency equivalent to one hundred
and sixty laborers.

Not long ago, near Rouen, in the Valley of 3Mon-
ville, the crows had for a considerable time been
proscribed. The cockchafers accordingly multiplied.
to such an extentthat an meadow was pothtéd ont
to me a3 completely withered oun the ‘surface. * The
-larvee-had pashed g0 far their subternanean ‘works
that every root of grass had beéen eaten, and all the
turf could be rolled back on itself like & crrpet.
The multiplication of insects is almost incredible,
but our birds seem equal tothe emergency. Michelet
says: “The swallow is not satisfied with Yéss than
1,000 flies per diem ; and a pair of ‘sparrows carry
‘home to their young 4.300. caterpillars weekly ; a
tomtit, 300 daily. The magpie hunts after thé insscts
which lie coneenled beneath the ‘bark of the trec
and live upon itagap. Tha humming bird and the
fly-catcher purify the chalice’ of the flower, ‘The
bee-eater, in all Iands, carrics on 4 fierce hostility
with the wasp which ruins ourfizit. Aluge nam-
ber of insects remain during the winter in the egg
or larva, waiting for the spring to ‘burst intolife;
but in' this state they are diligently hunted by‘the
mavis, the wren, and the troglodyte. ' The former
turn over their leaves which strew the carth, the
latter climb to the loftiest branches of the trees, ‘or
clean out the trunk. In wet meadows the crows
and storks bore the ground to seize the white worm
which, for three yecars before metamorphosing into
a cockchafer, gnaws at the roots of our grasees,”—
