bent on having thelr own way, though ruln.
ous to the family, and generally contriving,
by coaxings, blandishments or poutinge, to
get 1t. They hold obedience In horror, and
geek only to govern thelr hasbauds and all
around them.,

As mothere, they not only negleot, but die-
dalp, the retlred and slmple domestlc vir-
tues, and acorn to be tled down to the mod.
est, but eszentinl dutles~—the drudgery, they
oall it—of mothera; they manage to be re-
lleved of bousehold ocares, especlally of
cafld.-bearing, and of the duty of bring-
Ing up ckildren.

ly succeed. Ae housekeepers they devote
thelr time to pleasure or amutement, wasting
thelr Hfe in Iuxurious eage, in reading senti.
mentsl or ssneaticnal novels, or in {ollowing
the caprices of fashion; thus they let the
household:go to ruln; and the Lonest earnings
of the husband becomea epecdily Insuffislent
{or the famlly expenses, and he Is sorely
tempted to provide for them by rash epecula-
tion or by fraud, which, though it may be
carded on for a while without detection, {s
sure to end In diegrace and ruin at last,

There is indeed nothing which - more
grisves the wico and good, or mskes them
tremble for the future of the country, than the
way in which our daughters are edacated in
the publio schools, When they become wives
and mothers, they bave none of the habits or
oharacter necestary to govern thelr house-
hold and tu tralm thelr children praperly..
Henoe arl¢es that growing neglect or laxity
of {amlly discipline; that Insubordinatior,
that lawleesness and precocions depravity
of Young Amerion; that almost total lack of
filial reverence and obedience with the obll-
dren of this generation. Exceptions thers
happily are; but the number of children that
grow up withoutany proper training or diactp-
line at home 1is fearfully Isrge, and thelr
evll exampls corrupts not a few of thoss who
are well brought up,
ter than the town, As arule, ohlldren cre
10 longer subjected to a rteedy and firm, but
mild and judicious discipline, or trained to
hablts of fillal love, respeot and obedlence.
These hablta are acquired oniy in & school of
obedience, made ploagant and oteerful by
mother's playful emile and a mother’s love.

The cducatlon of children may bo eald to
commence from the momen$ they open thelr
eyes and earg to the sights and sounds of the
world about- them; znd of these sights and
sounds the words and example of the mother
are the moat Impressive and the most endur-
ing.

But though the dutles and
responaibllities of mothers In this matter
aro the heaviest and most fmporiant for
themselves, and for soslety of all othere, yat
thers are none which are more neaiected.
Now wives and mothers, by negleoting thefr
domestic .duiles end proper family dis
olpline, fail to offer the necessary resist.
ance to growing lawlessness and ovime, ag-
gravated, If not generated, by the falee notions
of freedom and cquality so widely enter-
talned. It Is only by home digoipline snd
the early habits of reverence and obsdlance
to which our ohildren are trelned, and the
Hoenge the government tolerates, that the
courts hardly dare attempi to restraln,
can be occunferacted, and the community
made o law-loving avd a Isw-abld-
Ing comxunity. Why is it that the
very bases of coolety have been sapped, and
the conditioaa of good government desplssd,
or denounced under the name of deapotlem 7
Why feit that ssclal and politioni life 1s
polsoned in its source, and the blood of the
natlon corrupted? Xt 19 becauss wives and
mothers bave falled In their domestlo dutles,
and the discipline of thelr familles. And
they bhava falled In this, bocauss the state did
not, and could oot, bring them up to it.

The evils we have to curs cannot be reach.
ed by the readirg of the Bible, by Sunday
Nohoos! ¢ralning, nor by any possible political
or legislative aotion. Men or women cannot
be legislated Into virtue. That the remedy,
to a great extent, must be supplied by wo-
man’s action ard 1zfiluencs, we not only con-
cede, but clalm. Bu! it is only as woman, as
wlte, as mother, that she muet do tho work ;
88 woman, to soften asperities, aad to refine
what else wera soarse aud bratal ; as wifs, to
sustain with hee affeotion the resolations and
just aspirations of her husband, and rendar
home bright and cheerful—%the sweetost
place on earth;" ms motber, to dlrect and
inspira the noble and righteons espirations of
her sone—to train and form her ohildren to
early hablts of plety, fillal Iove and rever.
ence, of obedlence to God's law, and reepect
for sutborlty. There are, In our day, com-
paratively faw mothera who are quaiified to
do this, But what they can and should dois
to see that they have a better and more
thorough seystem of eduoatlor for thelr soze,
but especially for thelr deughters—n sgetsm
of eduoation that speclaily edapts them to
the destiny of thelr sex, and preparea them to
find their happiness 1a thelr homen, nud the
satistactfonZut thelr highest am: i n in dis~
oharging its manifold dutles, o mu-: hlgher,
nobler, and more essentlat to the virtns and
well-being of the community, to the natlon,
to soctety, and to the life and progress of the
human race, than any which devolve on king
or emperor, maglstrate or legislstor. We
wounld not have thelr generous instiacts re~
presged, thelr quick eeneibilitfes blunted,
or thelr warm, sympathetio naturs chilled,
nor even the lighter graces and accomplish-
ments neglected ; but we would have them
sll directed and harmonized by solld istel.
lectaal Instruotion, and moral and religious
culiure. We would have them, whether
rich or poor, tralned to find the centre of
thelr affactions in thelr homs; their ohlsf
ambition 1n making It oheerful, bright, radfant,
asd happy. Whether destined to grace a
magnifisent palace, or $0 adorn the humble
coitage ol poverty, this should be tho ideal
almed at In their education, They should
be {rained @0 love homs, and to flud thelr
pleagure in sharing ite oares and performing
its duiler, however arduous or painful.

Thers are,as 1 have sald, comparatively
fow mothers quaitfisd to give thelr daughters
such an education, especiaily im our own
oountry ; for comparatively few have recelved
guch an education themsslves, or ave eble
{ully to appreclate ite importance. They oan
find little help In the fashicnabie boarding
gchoola for finlsbing young ladies; snd, in
genoral, these schools only aggravate the
evils to be cured. Tho best and the only re-
spectable tchools for daughters that we have
in the oouatry are

taught by women coneacrated to God, and
speclally devoted to the work of education,
Thege schools, indesd, arq not always all that
could be wiehed. ‘The religious oan not, osr-
rainly, supply the place of the mother in glv.

go necessary, snd which osn be given only
by mothers who have themselves been prop-
erly educated; tat they go a@ far a2 13 pos-
sible 1n remedyiug the dofeois of the present
generation of mothers, and In oounteracting
thelr follles aud vain ambitions. With all the
faulta that can bs alleged agsinst any of
them, the ocouventaal &ohools, even. ad
they are, it must be conosded, are lnfinliely
the best schoel fcr daughtersin the land, and,
-gpon the whole, worlhy of tbe bigh piaise
and Ifberal patronsge thelr devotedpess and
disinterenteinesa goours them.. We have
seldom found thelr graduates weak and eickly
sentimentalists. They devalop Inthelr puplle
s cheerful nnd heslitily tone, enda bigh senze
of duty; glve them solld;moral, religions in.
struotion ; oultivats successfully their moral
and religious. affeotions ;-refino thelr man.
nere, purity ‘thelr. tastes, abd send them ont
feeling that Iife ia serlous, lfo is earnest, and
resolvad alwaya to act under a deep sense of

HUDSON'S BAY NAVIGATION.

EXAMINATION CF COMMANDBE BOLTON AND DB,
BELL-—A WINTER EXPEDITIOR ADVISED,

Orraws, Feb, 26,—The select commlittee
appointed to consider the question of the
navigation of Hudson's Bay mect this morn-
ing and examined Btafi Commander J. G,
Bolton, of the British Navy, and also hydro-
graphloal surveyor to tbe Dominlon Govern-
ment. Oapt, Bolton sald he had been ss far
a3 Ungava Bay and Fort Chimo, In his
opinion, the best way to explore the straits
would bs for the government to equip 8
Newfoundland steamer, which had been
puilt for the sealing sexvice, and send it ount
to the strafta to land partles of men at
different parts of tho coast, who wouid re.
maln all winter aid keep an elaborate reoord
ut the varlous changes and intensity of the
wesather during the cold season. He thought
that the straita wero sufflolently olear of fco
to permit navigatlon by the 12ih of July each
year and the open water then continned until
the 1st of Novembesr, nlthough drlft ice bo-
came prevalent durlng October. The gouthern
ghores of the straits were cove- - with short
gorubs, with a few etunted junipu: tzees of the
foot of Ungava Bay. The shores are wholly
compoged cof rocks covered with wmoss. He
had not bosrd of any coal in the vielnlty of
the etralts and had been unable to flad any
trace of codfish in Ungava Bay, although ke
had tsled hard to do so.

The examination of Dr. Bell, of tko Gec-
logical Burvey, waz then continued. He rave
considerable Informatlon conoerning Hud-
son's Bay, illustratiag it by photographs acd
plctures of the most prominent featurea of
the topomraphical appesrunce of the ehore,
He stated that a consldersble amount of
{vory was yearly obtalned by the Indiene to
tha north of the bay, from the tusks of the
uarwhsl and walras, He also Liad reason to
bollevs that there wers la:ge deposits of
ivory simlilar to those found in 8iberis, s8 he
had himself come across the remnants of
both a mastodon and a mamwoth.
Thero was cortalnly coal in the 1slands tothe
north of the bay, as well ag a: the south. The
Iatter was of a lignlte quality, and had been
formed in the drift perled, in couse.
quenocs of which it was of an Inferior char.
acter., As there was an abundanca of fuel,
from driftwocd and forests, it would not be
The wood along
[ Mhe shores to the northward was mainly white
bingh and poplar, although white pine, sprace
and wmarao wag abundant along the upper
banks vt the river flowlug into James’ Bay.
The Nelaoa River, at its month, was ono znd
& half miles m width, =nd was navigable for
akout 50 or 60 miles inland. In the opinion
of Dr. Boll, the told water of the Hudeow's
Bay would be founb.excsllent for preserving
meat shipped from theNorthwest to Eogland.
The average temperaitug of the water was
about 534©. He quoted-the oplnion of
several masters of American Waaling vessels
with regard to the floating lce g Hudson's
Bay, and eald that floating loe was algo found
in the Qulf of St, Lawrenco at csrisin ges-
tons of the year. .

During the excltemsnt here caused by the
late aficay between Orangemen and Roman
Catholics, most of our local journals were
doing thelr utmost to uphold the actions of
the former whilet they publiished articles in-

for to the Harbor Ghsce affisy to any
extenf, except what 1a barely necessary to il.
lustrate what 1 am golng to state. On Chxlst.
mas Eve, placards were posted around Harbor
Grace announcing that the Oraugs Soolety
was golog to walk on Dec, 26th (Bt. Stephen's
Day) in that town, and to stow what an
Orange Soclety really means, O:ange rowdies,
too Ignorant to hide thelr feelings, and burst-
ing with enthadfasm paraded the atreets,
abusing ard otherwise injuring their Roman
OathoMe nefghbors. This uncalled for abuse
led to s street fight, the Biot Act was read,
and the moh dispersed by the authorities. A
bad fosHpg was now aroused, g0 the River

‘Head, a Boman Oatholic settiement, deter-

minsd that if the Orange procession walked
in the town, they wculd not te allowed to
invade thelr settlement, for the Oravgemen
bad already boseted they would lay out the
irlog at River Head on that day as they before
duso,mted the graves of the desd at Bpan-
ts1d’s Bay, The Orange processlon walked on
8t.
