The Departments of External Affalrs and National Defence
announecad today that the Permanent Representatives to the
North Atlantic Council while visiting Montreal on May 22né
and 23rd will have an opportunity of seeing an important
part of the defences ~f this region nf the North Atlentic area,
including Air Defence Cormand at St. Hubert, Quebec.

The Permanent Representatives arrived in the
United States last Saturday for a tour of the mere important
defence commands and installations in the Canada-U.S. reglem -
of the North Atlantic Treaty area. They have already visited
the various Eurmpean commands and this is the fir st sccasien
of a similer visit to North America.

The party will arrive at Air Defence Command Head-
quarters, St. Hubert, Quebec, from New York at 11:30 EDT
Sunday morning, May 22nd, for a two-day stay. Their tour of
the Air Defence Command will include a visit t» a radar station
ond a visit to Canadair. They will leave the International
Terminal, Dorval, for Paris, Monday, May 23 at 5:30 p.m.

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The North Atlantic Council

The North Atlantic Council 1is the principal agency
through which the governments achieve the purposes of the
North Atlantic Treaty. The direct responsibility to further
the aims of the Treaty rests with the natlional gavernments,
but it is the business of the Council te initiate, ,stimulate
and rce-eérdinate the work of the organization and te ensure
that the experience of the reaspective members is pooled.

The North Atlantic Council is organized to-%perate
continuously. In addition to the periocdic Ministerial
meetings - a seriles of which has just been concluded -
the terms of reference of the Council require that each
government should appoint a Permanent Representative to
represent his government on the Council when Ministers
are not present "in order to enable the Council to function
in permanent session with effective powers of decision".
Canadat's Termanent Representative is Mr. L. D. Wilgress.

The Council has four principal functions.

(1) It provides a forum where all questiens f
policy directly and indirectly affecting NATO
can be discussed.

(2) The Council has céntinuing administrative and
financial responsibilities. It controls the
budgets of both the military and. civilian
agencles "ef NATO. Threugh it gevernments agree
upon the proportionate expenditure which should
be borne by each member country, not only te
finance NATO headquarters, bur alss for eommon
infrastructure.

(3) The Council has considerable responsibility
towards the military authorities of NATO. Thus,
i1t i1s responsible for giving political guidance
to the military authorities. Also, through
the Council, governments provide the military
authorlties, so far as economic capabilities
permit, with the men, equipment and the infra-
structure which they require for the discharge 4
of their responsibilities to defend the NATO area.

This 1is done through the medium of the Annual
Review.

(4) The Council encourages proper civil defence
arrangements and emergency plens in the non- .
mllitary fields, such as the allocation of fonad,

of raw materials, of shipping, and of inland
transport.
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BELGIUM

M. ANDRE MARIE DE STAFRCKE, Permanent Representative at

the Nerth Atlantic Council.

Born at Ghent in 1913, M. de Staercke studled Law
at Namur, Louvain and Paris.

In 1939, he was Conseiller d'Administration, and in
1943, Chef de Cabinet of the Prime Minister and Secretary of
the Council of Minlsters. From 1945 to 1950, he was Secretary
of the Prince Regent.

M. de Staercke led the Belgian Delegation at the
Paris Conference on the Euvopesan Army. He was alse the
Belgian Representative at the North Atlart ic Council
Reputies in London.

MR. LEOLYN DANA WILGRESS, Permanent Representative at the
North Atlantic Council.

Myr. Wilgress was born in Vancouver, British
Columbia, on Octeber 20th, 1892, and studied at Yokohamna,
Japan, and later at the University School, Victoria, B.C.

1916-1916, he was Tpade Commissloner at Omsk,

" and later at Vladivostok. He occupied posts in Rumania,

Italy and England, and then was called on to investigate
trade opportunities with the Soviet Union. He was sub-
sequently Trade Cormmissioner in Hamburg and Athens, and
from 1932 to 1940, Director of Commercial Intelligence
Service, Ottawa.

From 1940 to 1942, he was Deputy Minister of
Trade and Commerce. From 1942 to 1947, he was Canada's
Representative to the Soviet Union, first as Minister
and later with the rank of Ambassador and, subsequently,

he became Minister in Switzerland and Hlgh Commissioner of

Canada iIn the United Kingdomn.

After having served as North Atlantic Council
Deputy in London, Mr. Wilgress was appointed Under-
Secretary of State for External Affairs, in June 1952.

In August 1953, he became Permanent Represen-
tative of Canada at the North Atlantic Council.

MR. ANTHON VESTBIRK, Permanent Representatlve at the

North Atlantic Council

Mr. Anthon Vestbirk was born Mareh 30th, 1894,
In 1920, he took a degree 'ef political ecenomy at the
University of Copenhagen.

Mr. Vestbirk was employed with the Danish Customs
Autherities from 1914 to 1921, and from 1920 was Secretary,
Department of Customs and Excise.

He entered the Dgnish Foreign Serviee in 1921,
From 1925 to 1931, he was Vice-Consul in London, and from
1931 to 1934, Assistant Head of Section, Ministry for
Foreign Affairs.

In 1934, he became Head of Section 1n the Econonic
Political Division, Ministry for Foreign Affairs, and
conducted a number of trade negotiations. In 1945,
he was appointed Danish Consul-General in Lendon and Cqme
mercial Counsellor to the Danish Embassy in London, wilth
the rank of Minister, from 1950.

On January lst, 1954, he was appointed Permanent
Representative for Denmark at the North Atlantic Couneil,
with the rank of Ambassador. He was alse Head »f the
Danish Permanent Delegation to the Organizatien for
European Ecenomic Co-operation, and Danish Representative

‘te the High Authority of the European Coal and Steel

Community.

M. ALEXANDRE PARODI, Permanent Representative to the
North Atlantic Council.

Born June lst, 1901, M, Paradi holds degrees
in Arts and Law and s diploma from the Ecole des Sciences
Politiques.

DR. HASSO VON ETZDORF, Deputy Representative at the
North Atlantic Council

Dr. Hasso Von Etzdorf, a_Doctor of Laws,
was born at Elbing on March 2, 1900. He entered the
German Foreign Service in 1928 and has served in Tokyo,
Rome and Palermo. From 1950 to 1953, Dr. Von Etzdorf
was attached to the Foreign Office in Bonn. For the
past two years, he has been the deputy head of the
German delegation in Paris to the committee working
toward the realization of the plan for the European
Defence Community, now the Western European Union.
With the entry of his country into the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization in MHay 1955,
Dr. Von Etzdorf became the German Deputy Representative

at the North Atlantic Councll.




GREECE

M. GEORGES A EXINTARIS, Minister of State, Permanent
Representative at the North Atlantic Council.

Born in 1887, at Malghara (Eastern Thrace).
Studied at the University of Parils.

Doctor of Law, graduate eof the Ecole Libre des
Sciences Politlques de Paris.

1915, entered the Diplomatic Service.

1920, resigned in order to take part in the
Ceneral Elections and was elected Deputy for Gallipoli.

1924, was appointed Greek Representative, with
the rank of Minister Plenipotentlary, te the Joint Com-
mission on the Exchange of Greek and Turkish Populations,
In this capacity, concluded the economic agreements with
Turkey (1925).

From 1926 to 1928, member of the Chamber of
Deputies.

1928, appointed Minister of Agriculture.

1929, appointed Greek Representative, with the
rank of Minister Plenipotentiary, to the Joint Commission
on Greek-Bulgarlan Resettlement.

In 1933, occupled the post of Governor-General
of Macedonia while remaining a member of the Cabinet.

From 1933 to 1936, was elected to the Chamber
of Deputies three times in successlon.

In 1943, during the occupatlion of Greece,
escaped abroad and went to London on special mission.

From 1944 to 1946, was Greek Delegate, with the
rank of Ambassador, to the Allied Consultative Council
in Rome.

From 1950 to 1951, Greek Ambassador to Rome.

In 1952, was elected Deputy for Athens and
appointed to the Cabinet as Minister of State.

Appointed Permanent Representative of Greece
at the North Atlantic Council in 1952.

M. HANS G. ANDERSEN, Permanent Representative at the North

Atlantlc Council.

Born May 12th, 1919. LL.B. 1941 (University of
Iceland). LL.M. 1945 (Harvafd Law Sc'00l). 1946-1954,
Legal Adviser of the Ministr& for Foreign Affairs.

Secretary of Legation, Calro, 1926; Consul at Kltgonfurt,
1931; Secretary of Legation, Belgrade, 1932; Office of '
the Foreign Minister, Rome, 1935; Ceunseller of Embessy,
Peking, 1937; Counsellor of Embassy, Washington, 1940;
Counsellor, Berne, 1942; Head ef the Liaison Office
with the Allied Authorities, 1945; Envoy Extra.rdihary
and Minister Plenipotentiary, Beirut, 1947; Delegate
to the General Assembly of the United Nations, 1949;

Removed by the accupying Power, from 1941 to
1945, he was a political deportee in a labour camp in
Germany.

1945-1946, member of the managing beard ¢f
the Office of Mutual Aid in Luxembourg.

In 1946, M. Hommel entered the Diplematie
Service.

He was successively Luxembourg's assistant
delegate te the Inter-Allled Reparatiens Agency, Pere
Mansnt Representative at the OEEC, and member of the
Luxembourg delegation at the Conference en the Sehuran
Plan.

In May, 1951, he was alse appointed hegd ef the
Luxembaurg delegation at the Conference sn the c,
end since November, 1953, he has been the Luxembourg
Permanent Representative at the North Atlantic Council.

From 1925 to 1931, Governor of the Province of

From 1936 to 1945, Governor-General of the
Netherlands East Indies, and from 1941 to 1945, he was
interned in a serles of Japanese camps and prilsons.

From 1945 to 1948, he was Netherlands Ambassador
in Paris.

Delegation to the North Atlantic Couneil Deputies in London.

Mr. José Calvet de Magalhass was born on
October 2nd 1915; Bachelor of Law from the University
of Lisbon; admitted to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
as Attaché in 1941.

As a caresr diplomat, Mr. Calvet has occﬁpied
several posts as Secretary of the Consulate Gencral in
New York, Secretary cf the Embassy in Washington, Consul
in Cantao, Secretary of the Embassy in Paris.

In 1952, he was appointed to the Portuguese

TURKEY

M. FATIN RUSTU ZORLU, Permanent Representative to the
North Atlantic Council, with the rank of
Ambassador

Born 1910, Zducated at the Galata-Saray College
and Geneva University. Entered the Turkish Foreign
Service in 1932 and served successively in Berne, Paris,
Moscow and Beirut.

In 1947 and 1948 Turkish delegate to the United
Nations Trade Conference at Havana and in 1949 to the
Europsan Economic Recovery Conference in Paris.

Before taking up his post at the North Atlantic
Council, M. Zorlu was Deputy Secretary General for
Economic Affairs and Secretary General of the Organization
for International Economic Co-operation at the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs in Ankara.

On April 2nd, 1954, M. Zorlu was elected to
the Turkish parliament and appointed Deputy Prime
¥Minister, while retaining his appointment as Permanent
Representative to the North Atlantic Council. '

M. Zorlu is married and has one dapghter.




UNITED KINGDOM

SIR CHRISTOPHER STEEL, KCMG, MVO, Permanent Representative

at the North Atlantic Councill

Born 1903, educated at Wellington and at
Hertford College, Oxford.

Sir Christopher Stesl entered the Diplomatic
Service in 1927, and after two years in the Foreign
Office served suc08331vely at Rlo de Janelro, Paris
(1931-1934) and The Hague.

In 1936, he was sent to Berlin, and later to
Stockholm, then returned to the Foreign 0ffice, before
being sent to Cairo in 1942.

In 1944, he served at Middle East and
Mediterranean EQs for a short time before becoming British
Political Officer at SHAEF in January 1945. When the
Supreme Headquarters was disbanded, he was appolnted
Head of the Political Division of the British Element of
the Allied Control Commission for Germany in Berlln, and
served continucuslyin Germany until 1950, first as
Political Adviscr, and subsequently as United Kingdom
Deputy High Commissioner.

After spending almost three years as Minister
at the British Embassy in Washington, Sir Christopher
Steel became United Kingdom Permanent Representative at
the North Atlantic Council, on August 18th, 1953.




UNITED STATES

Mr. GEORGE WALBRIDGE PERKINS, Permanent Representatlve
to the North Atlantic Council

Born at Riverdale-on-Hudson, New York, 2nd May,
1895, Student at Princetcn and Colombia (MA) Universities,
Formerly Executive Vice-President and Director of
Merck & Company, Inc., he was also a director of other
corporations. He served in Europe as a Lisutonant,

. Field Artillery, in World War I. In World War II, he

served in both Europe and the Pacific (Colonel, Chemical
Warfare Service). From July, 1948, to August, 1949, he
was Chief of the Industries Division of the Economic
Cooperation Administration (ECA) in Paris. From 1949

to 1953, he was Assistant Secretary of State for
European Affairs.

Appointed US Permanent Representative to the
North Atlantic Council by President Fisenhower on
1lst March, 1955.
