TIIE LANGEVIN BANQUET.

The dinner given at Quebec on the 4th
instant to the lion. I ector L. Langevin,
C B., the recogniized leader of the Liberal-
Conservative pairty. in his native Pro-
vince, was, as might lsave been aiticipated.
a success. Several of the colleigues of
the H-on. gentleman, as vell as many lead-
ing Conservatives, were present on the
occasion, and ii the speeches delivered
by Mr. Langevin and by Sir Leonard Til-
ley, those gentilemen had an opportunity
of discussing the leading questions of the
day, which have recently been very fully
treated by the Opposition leader the
Hon. Edwvard Blake.

TnE PAcIric RAILIVAY.

'l'e question on which there is ait pres-
ent the greatest division ii tie ranks of
the Conservative, party is tie policy
adopted during last session regarding the
construction of the Pacific Raihlvay, and
Mr. Langevin treated it vith great ability.
The Hon. gentleman read three different
advertisemuents fioin the Official Gazette
with the viev of establishing the fact that
the Government of Mr. Mackenzie had in-
tended to constructthei iailioad in Britishs
Columbia in accordance vith the agree-
ment under which British Columbia en-
tered Confederation ; and, further, that it
liad invited tenders for the construction
and working of the Pacifie Railway " from
the Province of Ontario to the waters of
the Pacifie Ocean, the distance being
about 2,000 miles." He argued that the
second Syndicatehad been afforded ample
opportunity ta tender for the construction
of the work, and that, as no tenders vere
made, the Government vas justified in
entering into negotiations with any eli-
gible capitalists wiso might be fousnd able
and willing to indertake it. lie likewvise
made a good point of the transportatioin
of rails from Victoria to Yale. We have
no doubt that, on the Pacifia Rasilvay ques-
tion, there lias been a difference of opin.
ion among the leaders of the Liberal party,
and it would be very surprising indeed af,
on a question whiclh lias no connectiois
viatever with party politics, there should
not be wide differences of opinion anong
the inhabitants of the various Provinces
without reference ta their views on other
questions.

Mr. Langevis dealt very, satisfacrily
with tie Sailt Brancls. and it is miosu for-
tunate for the administration of wiiels lie
is a minember, that the syndicate lias de-
cided on the construction of thsat msost
important line wvithout a subsidy. of iny
kind, The weak point in the original
scheme was that there was no assurance
tisat the branch line ta the Saisit would
be constructed, while there was ground for
appiehension thsat, withou t pecuniary aid.
no company votld be found ta undertake
it. We are nowr threatened, or, perlaps
we sbould rather say have reason to anti-
cipate the construction of a second line
subsidhized .bv the Government of Ontario.
The r-ailroad mania is getting as active as
it formerly iwas, and will most, assuredly
be followedl by that serious depression
which is the inevitable result of the large
expenditure of capital on public wvorks,
and more especially whien the expenli-.
ture is alinost bure ta be unproductive as
in the case of a double line to the Sault,

Under the circumstances which now
exist i is difficult ta comprehend what

policy the Liberal party would be prepared
to recommend, in case their anticipations
of regaining pover at the next general
elections should be realized. Looking
at matters from a party standpoint,
their wisest course would be to treat the
whole question as a dead issue, holding
their opponents responsible for all disas-
ters that may occur, but admitting that
it would be unwise, and against the pub.
lie interest, to make any attenpt to inter.
fere ivith existing arrangements. If the
Reform leaders should be again entrusted
with the administration of affairs, and
should lead their follovers to imagine
that they will be able to interfere success-
fully with the policy of their predecessors,
they will find that they have undertaken
what they will be unable to perform.

FREE TRADE.

Mr. Langevin did not fail to make use
of the argument that the depression fron
whicb the various industries of the Domi-
nion suffered so severely in past years
was the result of the policy of his oppon-
ents, and that the revival of trade is owing
to the National policy. It is perhaps un-
reasonable ta expect fron a party leader
a cala and dispassionate statement of the
cause of the depression, which is gener-
ally treated by party leaders as if it had
been confined to Canada, and as if the
i vival of prosperity was equally sa. We
have more than once bad occasion ta
point out that the depression was general
throughout the world, and was mainly
caused by an enormous expenditure of
capital on public vorks, which was chiefly
furnished by Great Britain and which led
to an abnormial demand for goods of all
kinds, notably iron and steel and manu-
factures thereof, accompanied, as is in-
variably the case, by infiated prices. This
was necessarily followed by a reaction, and
a naterial reduction in the prices of coum-
modities, together with a reduced demand.
As a consequence, the stocks of all dealers
in merchandize, wholesale and retail, be-
came materially reduced in value, leading
ta universal loss, and, in great numbers of
cases, to insolvency. During the period
of depression the losses in Canada were
aggravated by the influx of goods from
tie United States for which a market
could not be found at home. A period of
inflation bas again commenced, which lias
been stimulated by good harvests. The
American manufacturers find a home
narket for their goods, and there bas
been such a revival of business la the
United States that many Canadians have
been tempted to emigrate-a circum-
stance that is by no means surprising, but
which bas been made a subject of party
controversy. The truth is that there is very
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general pros erity not only on this Con-
tinent, but in Europe.

It is, perhaps, too soon tojudge of the
effect of the protective policy. Its
obvious tendency, if it answer the pur-
pose of its supporters, is ta reduce the
Customs revenue by checking imports,
and yet an increase of revenue was
urgently required, and it is satisfactory ta
find that it has been obtainpd. The great
danger ta be apprehended just at present
is that the stimulus given ta manufactur-
ing industry by the protective tariff may
lead ta over.production. Experience bas
proved that goods cannot be manufac-
tured on a smali scale by any means se
cheaply as on a large one, and our liniited

population, as compared with that south
of the lines, will always give our neighbors
in the United States an arivantage over
us, which heavy duties will, it is antici-
paied, more than counterbalance. Sir
Leonard Tilley congranulated himselif and
his audience on the fact that "everywhere

new factories were being established
" and new enterprises started.' This is
doubtless true, and the expenditure of
new capital would alone be sufficient ta
account for the great demand for labor,
which is producing its effect in strikes for
higher rages consequent on inflated
prices. It would be well for all who are
engaged in these new en terprises to profit
by past experience and te act with cau-
tion. The United States bas long enjoyed
what is believed ta be the great advan-
iage of a protective policy, but the late
depression was felt there much more
severely than in free trade England.

Hoy. 3fR. CAROX's SPEEcH.

Mr. Caron is not only a young minister,
but he is still a young man, and would do
well ta discuss subjects relating to his
own portfolio, which he did very credit-
ably at the dinner, recently given ta him
in Montreal, or such as he is personally
acquainted with. He vould thus avoid
blunders vhich only make him ridicu.
lous. After declaring that the Grand
Trunk and Intercolonial Railways bad
been the work of the Conservative party,
he said Iall these grand marks were due
ta Cartier, Macdonald and Langevin."
When the Grand Trunk Railwvay was
initiated Mr. Caron was a school-boy of
about ten years oId, Mr. Langevin was
not in Parliamen t, nor did be obtain a seat
for some years afterwards i Sir John
Macdonald was in opposition ta the
Liberal Government, and took an active
part in opposing the bill which Sir George
Cartier, as an outside supporter of the ad-
ministration, assisted in carrying. Mesars.
aorin, Tache, Chauv«eau, and the lamented
father of Mr. Caron, are much more en-

titled than the gentlemen named by Mr.
Caron to the credit of promoting the
Grand Trunk. As ta the Intercolonial.
Sir E. Taché mas one of the delegates ta
the Maritime Provinces in 1852 ta pro.
cure concurrence in a scheme for its con-
struction, and joined most heartilyiwith
his colleagues in , procuring the general
assent of the three Provinces ta the line
by the valley of the St. John, wbich, there
can be no doubt, would have been the
most eligible. For the diversion of the
line adopted by the Government of 1852.
of which -Mr. Caron's father was a member.
Sir George Cartier, Sir John Macdonald,
and Mr. Langevin may claim any credit
that Mr. Caron thinks their due, but it
must have been anything but pleasant ta
Sir Leonard Tilley to hear his new
colleague giving all the praise for that
work tu the statesmen whio overruled his
own opinion in favour OF the Valley of St.
John line. As ta the Pacific Railway it is
perhaps premature ta adopt a tone of
glorification over it, though ve sincerely
hope that the time may come when 31r.
Carones expectations nay be realized.

THE ALLAN BANQUET.

The arrival of the new and splendid
steamer IParisian I of the Allan line has
been deemed a fitting opportunity for the
citizens of Montreal ta testify their appre.
ciation of the services rendered, not only
ta the city of Montreal but ta Canada, by
the enterprising proprietors of the Allan
line of steamers. It is now nearly thirty
years since the Canadian Governrent de-
termined ta offer a subsidy ta induce
capitalists ta establish a line of steamers
between Liverpool and the ports of Que-
bec and Montreal. Tenders were invited,
and the Liverpoal firm of McKean, Mc-
Larty & Co offered ternis sa much more
favorable than those of the Messrs. Allan
that the Government had -no choice but ta
award them the contract, although much
greater confidence was feit in the ability
of the Messrs. Allan who had already ob-
tained ahigh reputationassuccessfulship
owners. After a short trial the successful
contractors were compelled ta abandon
their enterprise, and there mas no longer
any hesitation in accepting the proposition
of Messrs. Allan, wbo applied themselves
vigorously ta the fulfilment of their con-
tract. IL will be remembered that in the
earlier years of their contract 'they bad
great reason ta be discouraged, but the.
remarkable energy displayed by the part-
ners enabled them ta surmount al obsta-
cles, and every year bas witnessed a
marked improvement in the vessels com-
posing their fleet. It may be said with

truth that as fast as the Harbour Com-
missioners wei:e able ta deepen the chan.
nel of the St. Lawrence, the Messrs. Allan
were ready ta place steamships of a larger
size and greater draught in the trade.
The magnîficent steamer which has
attracted such crowds of our citizens
would almost appear ta be a crowning
effort, unless indeed still further improve-
ments shall be effected in the navigation.
The citizens of Montreal have done honor
ta themselves in recognizing the valuable
service,rendered ta Canada, and especially
ta this city, bySir Hugh and Mr. Andrew
Allan.

THE MONETARY CONFERENCE.

Mr. Henry Riversdale Grenfell, Deputy
Governor of the Bank of England, has
published a statement that events have.
rendered it necessary ta elect between
bi-metallism by agreement, ai a general
resort ta a mono metallic gold standard.
The Toronto Bystander gives it as his
opinion that IBi-netallism is .a move o
the silver kings with the greenbackers
behind them." Mr. Grenfell's opinion is
that of a practical banker, and is by no
means at variance with that delivered by
Mr.Goschen at the former Monetary Con-
ference. The question ta be decided is
whether England will persist in pursuing
a policy which she considers beneficial ta
herself, or wbether she will consent ta
act in concert with other nations. Sa
far as can be judged by the recent de.
claration of the Government, England
bas determined ta adhere ta the mono-
metallic gold standard, and ta refuse ta
co.operate with other nations in the
adoption of a common standard. Sa far
as can be gathered from ber reent de-
clarations, Germany would not be indis-
posed ta act in concert with other nations
if England would do sa likewise, but wil
not consent to adopt bi-metallism except
it be generally concurred in. It is very
easy ta declare that it is most important
that a standard of value should be as near-
ly immutable as possible, and that silver
bas of late fluctuated much more than
gold. The question of most importance
is: Would it, be possible ta resort ta a
general mono-metallic gold standard ?
What was Mr. Goschen's opinion given at
the Monetary Conference in 1878? "If,
«however, other States were ta carry on
1 a propaganda in favor of a gold stand.
"lard and of the -demonetization of silver,
"the Indian Government would be
"obliged ta reconsider its position, and
" might be forced by events to take mea-
"sures similar ta those taken elsewhere,
"In that-çase the scramble ta get rid of,
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" silver mtiglit provolke one of the gravest
"crises ever undergone by commerce.
"One or two states might deiontetize
&silver without serious results, but if all
n demîtonetized there would be no buyers,

i utd siher would fl1 in alarmi ng pro.
portions. Thus aill or nearly ail States
were interested] in silver." Mr. Goscien's

views are obviously quite in accord with
those of Mr. Gren fell, and it seens ta us
titat, i' the general demonetization of
silver would lead ta such calamlitous re-
suits, tn efibrt sAlould be imtade to procure
an agreenent between the .principal
commercial nations of the world in favor
of' I bi-metallic standard.

I t cannot be denied that inasmuch as
gold and silver ia commnodities, and their
value liable to fluctuation owing ta differ-
ence in tihe i dte of' prout.ion, there is a

difliculty in fixiing a relative value between
the tVo mnctals. This diiliculty is by ne
means insuperable. No efibrt should be

spared ta surmount it, if Mr. Goscheis
views are sountd. il a tmono imet allic gold
stamhniid would lead ta inost disastrous
consequences, then bi tetallism would
seein te be indispensable. IL is far frot
improbable that the relative value of tlie
precious mîtetals, gol and silver, ias variedl
mnuch itoce is coipared wiith oLer comt
modities thait with aite another. The pir-
duction of botht ir.eals lias largely in-
crensed], silver doubtless in a greiter ratio
than gold. h'lie depreciation ai silver
receutly lias not been altogetieir caused
by increasedl production. Saute countries
in whici there was a silver standard have
suspended specie paynents, and have
thus thrown tieir reserves of coin ou the
markets of the world. (erimtany, Sweden
and Norway have adopted lite tuonto-
inetallic gold standard, and by so doing
have caused ait increased depreciation of
silver. It seemîs to be desirable that an
effort should le made to adopt an inter-
national bi-mtetailic standard, and if pro-
vision w ners tuado for lie cessation of
coinage whienever ane mtetil was depre-
ciated in value as compîaied ta lte oter,
it is hardly possible tiat any serions in-
conveiience could result from the aclop-
tion of a:bi-ieallic standard. England
has long enjoyed hlie advantage ofa single
gol standard, and it cainot be denied
flita il would be a sacrifice ait lier part ta
enter into an internttational agtreement. IL
must not, however, be forgotten that, the
Indian Empire las a silver standard, and

lat il is sufleriig frot the depreciation
whiclh lias led ta the ipresent attempt ta
bring about an understandiiig on lie sub.
ject. IL would be wise in Great Britaiti
ta co-operate with the otier nations
ïhieb. are represenited ai the Paris Coa

ference, but we have little hope that it
will be possible ta suimount the preju-
dices in favor of fite gol standard which
have been imbibed by the peopile during
a long seiies of years.

TE1E ONTAIO BOUNDARY.

At the time when flic ai-bitrators ap-
pointed by the Dominion and Ontario
Governments ta cletermine fite true
boundaries between the Province of On-
tario and the unorganized territories of
the Dominion mlade tieir award, in 1878,
we explaiiied at saine length the grounds
on which that award was arrived at, and
replied subsequently ta various criticisms
which were publislhed chiefly by anony-
mous contributors ta lie press, aine of
which was over the signature "lBritan-
nicus," in tie l\lontreal Gazette. We have
feit it necessary more tian once since
that tite ta refer ta the subject, and
in a recent number, ve replied ta a letter
addressed ta us by ir. W. M]cD. Dawson,
who claims la uncderstand the subject very
thoroughily. IL is nlo oui- intention ta re-
view at nny length the lecture recenîtly
delivered in 'Toronto by Sir Francis
Ilinieks, which pi-ofesses ta give the rea-
sons, which iniduced the arbitrators ta
make thoir award, and to reply ta the
varions criticismtts which have been offer-
ed, and, anongothers, by Mr. W. McD.
Dawson. We should not have even no-
ticed the subject at present, but for a
criticism whicht appeared a few days aga
in the Mon treal Gazette, vhicl we repro-
duce, together withi a rîply from Sir Fran-
cis lincks, and lie Gazette's rejoinder.
There is ait olid saying, ithat none are so
blind as those who n o no' choose ta sec.
lIn reply to the Gazette, we would point
out ta him that the objection which lie
has urged might L'e raised against the
proceedings in every case in appeal,
is lte Court is puL in possession of all the

pleadings in such cases, so as ta enable
the judges ta stucly thtem, before hearing
the arguments of countsel. hlie Gazette
conutenis tat, ' in ali law proceetings,
el du:ing thieir pr'ogress, puirely law points
l are liable te arise, whicht depend for
Il their solution upon the interpretation
I of statutes or of decisions of the Courts,
itwhich tire ivrittei." Now wbat fhe
Gazette fails ta perceive is that the coun-

sel, on either side, w;otld not have omitted
ta urge all such points in their case,
which was before the arbitators, together
with the docunentaiy evideice. Ait in-
stance was poiited out, in which wlat
was ield by Sir Johnt McDonald ta be a
strong point was noticed first in the case,
and afterwa-ds in the argument. The
G.izette lias gone a great deal further

than ie is warrantei in doing, by any.
thing either in Sir Francis llincks' remarks
at Toronto or in his letter, wien lie charges
the arbitrators with l ignorinîg altogether
any argument of counsel as being en tirely
unnuecessaiy." le w'as 2eplying to a letter
in whic Lithe following sentence occu-s:

1 1 certainly never meant ta convey the
idea that, if any new point iad beens

t" raised during lthe argument, the arbi-
trators would have failed ta give il (lue
consideration." But lte Gazette furtier

con tends tliat the award would have been
entitled ta more weight if lie arbitrators
hald gone over the documents togetier.
Does the Gazette mean to affirmt itat in
cases of apipeal it is the practice ofjudges
ta study the cases together? Ws'e feel
assured that if hue docs lie is quite mis.
takei. The Gazette lias not atteipted ta
attswe- tlie challenge ta point out a single
material fact urged by counsel that had
nol ah-eady engaged the consideratiou of
the arbitrators. Can the Gazette be un-
awarie of the faîct that it is far front ui-
coumon fot' Judges, after hearing lthe
argument on one ide, ta itimate ta the
counsel att lte otier side, that it is nat tne-
cessary fot' 1im ta rely ? We believe that
we have fully and satisfactorily answered
lie 'Gazette, and we will only add, with re-
ference te another criticism in the Toronto
Mail, that i wouild be simply impossible
ta liscuss the Ontario boundary question
without referring ta the reports and evi-
dence of Mr. W. 1143D. Dawson, and that
the boundary question is no political,
although of course, like any other sub-
ject, it may be made se. ''he Ontario
Legislature lias acted up ta this time with
tolerable unanimity with reference ta iL.

With reference ta the Mail's further cri-
ticism, it would be well for him and his
coadjutors ta beari in mind that, even on
the assuiiption - tiat gentlemen of the
legal profession were better qualified ta
act as trbitrators in the boundary case,
the aw'ard was coteurred in by the late
chief Justice Ilarris~on, whose fitness for
the position of arbitrator the Mail will
hardly venture ta call in question, when
addressing himself ta the people of Onta-
rio. As ta insisting that Sir John Mac-
clonald is wrong, iL would be more correct
in lte iMail ta state tIhat there is a very
general belief that Sir John Macdonald
has never studied the question. There is
a fact which the Mail 'cugit ta seek
for authority ta explain. About ten years
ago , Col Dennis macle a report ta Sir
Jouhn Macdonald, containing what pro-
fessed to be at extract firon the charter of
the Hudson's Bay Co., which is not ta be
found ii what Mr. W. McD. Dawson tesrms

that very absurd doaument.'. The re-
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port to Sir John was dated Ist October
1871, but onily saiv the ]ight ien Col.
Dennis furnislhed a copy of it to the Com.
mons Committee of1880. We shall ivait
witl some interest for an explanation ofh
this singular circumstance fron the ilail
orsoieother of the organs of the Ministry.
It may be proper ta inforni the Xail that
lie is completely mistakei in supposing
tint Sir Francis Hincks read froms proofs
furnished by the Globe.

Pro the sMontreal Gaze'te.
Tuere was a remarkable stateient made hy

Siir Francis Hincks, when acknoivledgiiig eIL
vote cf ilianks tendered to hm ou the occasion
of lis recent lecttre in Toronto on the subject
cf the Ontanio bouldary :--" The- arbitralors,
said Sir Francis", l:ho finally took the matter
' up never coiimiicated with1 eacli other, but
sonie docenttary evidence iwas fturinishled

99 toeacl. Wlten tiey iiet in 0itawi and coi-
l pared notes, they found that ail lhaid rrived

at tite saine conclsion. This said a great
deal for tihe iward." This statement, wve are

told, iwas received wvith lond applause. As it
stands, we are bounnd to say that ills piece ofr
information, vouchsafed by Sir Francis, so fuir
from inspiring confidence in ibe awarrd, is calcutl-
ated to weaken it, We were uînder the impres.
sion that tiese arbitrators sat as judges, thtat
they heard argument by counsel, and that, after
the fullest consideration, not of li evidpice
only, but of lite argument as well, they arrived

t ai conclusion. It appears, however, tliat this
vas not the case; that, otn tihe contrary, tliey

never met as a Court ai all; lit, if they licard
argunent, it wfas merely au form, each having
made up his mind in advance, and wvithott refer-
ence tu the argument of cuinsel. We talke leave
te say that this state of things does not say a
great ideal for the award. Of course, this
optinion is batsed on the supposition: that Sir
Francis lias been correctly reeorted in the Globe.
To the Editor of the Gazette.

Sin,-i ask permission ta reply to your cri-
ticisn on some remarks of mine, made on
the occasion of my acknowledging a vote of
Ihanks for ny recent lecture on the subject of'
lte Ontario boundary. I vould readily admit
litat there would lie some force in your objec.
tion to lite course pursued by the arbitrators if
oral testimony had been admissible, or even if
tley had been in ignorance of tbe presensions
of lite contesting parties. The Ontario bounld-
ary maiily deprends on the construction tobe
placed on lie Imperial statute of 1774, on thte
proclamtion issued under an orderii-cotincil
in accordance w'ith the statute of 1791, and on
hlie varions treaties with tia United States.

The dociimentary evidence and the reports vere
mnost voliminousi-atid were accompanied by lie
cases of tie counsel on both sides, lu which
every pomt of inportance ias turged. I-cer-
tily never neanît to convey the idea that if

any net point bad been raised dturing the argu-
ment lite arbitrators would have failed to give
it dite consideration. The speeches have been
putb.slied hi extenso, and I challenge anyone lo
allurte a single point urgcd by. counfise] fi argut-

etî. fhat lîad ont ben iready sîbmitted in
the respective cases. I ill, for the sake of
illtustration, refer to what Sir John Macdonald
leld to be a most important point,.and lite
failure to urge which, by the Dominion Coltn-
sel, lie ias of opinion justified bis charge tliat
the case hald been nismanaged-indeed, given

aRy. This ivas tbe neglect to urge upon te
arbitrators :lte effect: of. the Imperial Rtipert's
Land Act, as bearing on the northern bound-
ary. I poain ted out in ny lecture that this ias
a ni "'apprehension on tie part of Sir John, as

tli A li qtestion ivas sieciut1y referrcd ta
bIbh in tlie lase atnd in Cice arguîment. Ad-
itmitting fully hie ability with which the learnîed
cotisel on both sides argue tieir cuses, I chai-
lenge and iwyer te read those cases and ti
spseeches dtbi;i'eed betbie Chu' , rbitrators, aud1

point out a single material fact that liad not
previously engaged the consideration of hie ar-
bitrators. I beheve thai te course puirsued, of
furnishing ft arbitrators beforehand with
copies of ail thse documnts bearing 0ii the quies-
tion, togetier witli tle varions mlinand >tic
cases o counsel, was qîite in accordance with
fie ractice priised ii crses in a ppel. It seet'is
to me impiossibile ta sîtiffl a case of tuec kiîîd
without formiiig an opinion which, however,
might le changed, if coutnsel were able ta bring
forward some niew point which had escaped
tiemr when preparing their case. Permit tme
to add, t hat I have carefLly examined the evid-
auce and tile documents lu lite Bite ook co-

iaining tlie report of tie cominihtee of 1880, and
that I feel assured there is nothing ln -it tlit
woiild have affected the dcision of thie irbi-
trator.

WVe print tt letter in another columtn froin Sir
Francis Hincks in explanation of his statement
mîade it replyi te li vote of thanks given him
in Toronto for his lecture on the boundary
question upon witich we commented briefly
yesterday. The letter dues not, it seetms to us,relieve thte arbitrators froi tue position in
which Sir Francis' stateient tut Turonto left
titeme. ILt anotints siniply to this, tlat thel
arbitrators etnch separately examining certain«
documents suibmitted ho tllem, came to a cou-
clusion which was ttiaffected, and wvhich, ac-
cording to Sir Fra.icis'-statement, untess sotite
Inev point was raised. could not be afected by
the argutnent of counisel. le snggests hit
where thie tesltimony is wvritten and not oral it
is not necessary tiat tmch attention should be
paid to te arguinent of coutinsel. Upon this
point we talke leave to dilI-r fron Sir Francis.
In all laiw prorceedings, dutrinîg tlheir progres-,
lînrely law points are liable to arise which
depend for tieir solution iupon the interpreta-
tion of statutes or of decisions of the courts
whicli are wvrilten. IL wsould be an extra-
ordinary doctrine fur ajudge to say tlitt hie did
itot wish to hear cotnsel becatse le vas quite
as able to interpret a statutte without hearing
conisel as tafter ,bearing him, and yet that is
precisel lie position, tis se understand it,
which Sir Francis takes. W'c are, of course, not
deahing wvith Ith meite cf te question, or with
flic correctniess or othierwise of lie decision
given. It is sinply with the extraordinary
doctrine no- annouînced, thtat th arbitrators
eacli for himself, and apparently without even
going over the documents together, came to
their conctusion, ignoring altogether any argti-
tment nt counsel as being entirely unnecessary.
A similar proceedgin on the part of a judge in
an urdinuary action for tort would be regarded
as strange, atnd hi avowal of it woutld certainly
not be calculated to raise him in the public
confidence.

FINANCAL, AND COMiMEiRCIAL
ISTORY OF 1880.

There is no hiigher authority than Mr.
Robert Gifin on all subjects relating ta
trade, and his annual notices in the Stat-
ist are always looked for vith great
interest. We believe that his reference
ta the financial history of the year 1880
must be peculiarly deserving of attention,
vhen there is So much discussion as to
the past depression, and the present re-
vival in business. Mr. Gi@fin commences
his-notice by observing that the proverb
that an nation is happy whose aunaIs are
dull,'t may be applied mith same truth to
the business community of nation, for
the reason thtat, when buàiiiess affairs are

most prosperous, there is usually but
little to record. The year 1880 is pro.
nounced not to have been sensational iin
a business viev, and on a comparison vith
the eight preceding years. l 1873 there
occurred the Vienna and New York'
pan ics,vith many commercial and financial
failures, and with nioney at 9 ier cent. in
London ivith imminent danger of panio.
In 1874 the agitation of 1873 continued,
with high rates for money and excited
markets, Il 1875 the Collie failuies
occurred and the foreign loan collapses,
including the default on the Turkish debt,
bringing nisery to thousands of investors
and to the Stock Exchange. In 1876 the
excitement, caused by the events of the

precoding year, continued, the Stock Ex-
change being especially panic struck. -la
1877 the Russo-Turkish war had a great
effect on business, especially oving to the
weakness in which the events of previous
years had left it. The year 187S vas noted
for the gigantic faihure o the City of Glas.
gow Bank with its accompanyig commer-
cial break-down. In 1879 there vas a
sudden and extraordinary revival of trade,
which derived its chief interest froi the
fact of its being a rebound froin the ex-
tremity of depression, hviiich had been
reached in the beginning of the year.

In 1880 there were none of the extra-
ordinary incidents which have been
noted. There ivas much activity in busi-
ness and in the money market, as ivell as
on the Stock Exchange, but chiefly of a
quiet and steady kiud not calculated to
attract outside attention. On the whole,
the year 1880 is said to have been the
most satisfactory that has been known inu
trade since 1872. The year opened with.
trade good, and a general feeling of hope
and confidence, the result of the great re-
vival at the end of 1879. It soon appeared
that the revival had been accompanied
by an excess of speculation and by an
advance in the prices of rav materials,
which could not be maintained. As the
year progressed, the prices of iron and
other raw iaterials feu, wliich is believed
to have been partially cansed by the
dissolution of Tarliament and general
elections which occupied the t4ne and
thoughts not only of leading business
men, but of the mass of the nation. Later
m the year, especially after September, a
new speculative tendency was developed,
which lias been especially marked on the
Stock Exchange.

There was during the last few months
of 1880 a remarkable steadiness in the
prices of leading wiolesale . commodities,
principally iron and other metals, at rates
above those of the spring and summer,
but b'e1o\" thé inflated prices which prèJ
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vailed at Lice beinning of tie year. On
tie whole, the volume of bttsiness ras
mtuch greater than in 1879. The imn
provement, though general, has been
specially markeid in the iron and cotton
trades. In iron te production inucreased
from .5,900,000 fots in 1879, te 7,200,000
in 1880, whici is rather more than 20 per
cent., and Pie increase lias taken place
both in the demand for home constimp-
tion, and for export. The improvement
in the cotton traie lias likewise been
very great, tie exports to India in 1880
being 32 per cent. in excess of 1879, and
it is said that the m'arkets are not over-
stocked. The harvest of 1880 tvas better
than in 1879, althotgh neither could be
considered good. The average advance
in the prico of sectirities from the lovest
point of 1879 exceeds 17 per cent., vhich
represents an augmentation of aggregate
market vaites of abouit 600 millions of
pouncs or $3,000,000,000 in the United
Kingdom alone. It is jtstly observed by
Mr. Giffin taint this is one of the most
palpable evidences of tie prosperity of
trade. During the year 1880 Lere vere
only ttvo changes in the bank rate of dis-
count, a reduction fromî 3 to 2 per cent.
in June, and aun advance fron 2è te 3 in
December. Business lias been gooci, and
the banks have niade good profits, and
there iave been no bac debts. Reference
is made to the political events cf the year,
such as the Greek difiiculty, the disaster
in Afghanistan, the Basuto war, the
revoit in the Transvaal, and, above ail, tie
agrarian crisis in Ireland. It might be
supposedi that trade coulid hardly be
prosperous with such adverse political
conditions, but tise magnitude of business
has been such ias to, minimize the in-
fluence of even first rate political events.

It seems to be Mr. Giflin's opinion that
there is no probability of such political
complications as those referred to having
nuch influence outsicie the stock ex-
change, and reference is macle to tise
Franco Germai wari of 1870, rivhicli caused
a great panlie on lise stock excliange,
while tise trade of the country was only
affected in a favorable manner. 3fr.
Giflin giVes it as hsis opinion that the
prosperitfof thie United Kingdom is no
longer botnd tp, as it formerly ras, vith
the home iarvests. The important con.
dition is tiat the prices of Lte necessaries
of life atid of ratv materials shoukci be
cheap and this condition may be the
result of abundint harvests abroad even
when there are cleficient harvests at hone.
Mr. Gifßin is sanguine as to Vite immedi.
ate future. The profits of trade are greater,
and there are many signs of a riselin
wages and prices. Admitting iat acci-

dents may happen to disturb any fore.
cast, it ils believeci that no littble confidence
may be feiLt in the lîimediate future of
trade. It may be interesting to give in
fr. Giflin s own words the conclusion at.

which he bas arrived. IL will be unier-
stood that tie foregoing remarks are a
very brief surmary of the principal
topics of interest which he has discussed.

'' We msay sum up very briefly the con-
"clusions of this long review. The year
" 1880 has been very prosperous as Vise

first after a long period of depression,
' during which the employment of the
4 industrial maciine ias increased with-
(tout a sensible alteration of the con-
" dition of cheapness, so essential to the
"profit of the capitalist. To aIl appear-

ance the cccnditions of prosperous trade
remain, aud the year 1881, accordiug te
former experienco, should be even more
prosperous tlian its predecessor. At the
sane time ail business is likely to be
affected by tise dearness of money con-
sequent on the scarcîty of bulion, but
no, il nay be hoped, unfavorably. Dear
money as a check to extravagait infla-
tion ouglt rather to be velcomed than
otherwvise. Tie great advance in the

lstock matikets ils also a sign of tie
C rapidity of the advanîce which has been
icmade towards a period of inflation.
I While iV stinmulates trade and helps to
"make money dear, itbas a potentdemor-
" alizing influence vhici will now begin te
"be widely feit. The year 1881 is likely
" enough te be less dull than the year

which ias now been revieived."

THE CANAL POLICY.

The question of imposing ciscriminating
toils against United States vessels using
the Welland Canal ias been ventilated,
and if the policy of abolishing toits on
Canadian vessels and merchandize were
to be adopted, it would deserve consider-
ation whether the privilege should be
extended ta foreigners, and more espe-
cially so Iong as Canadians are not placed
on the sauce footing as Americans with re-
gard ta the State Canais. The recent
reduction of toils is mainly due te tie
reduction on te Erie Canal! by which
Canadians using that Canal benefit as
well as Americans. The wisest policy
would be tiat ail the canais shouldi be
navigated on the saime footing by the
people of both countries, and that has
hitherto been consistently folloved by
the Canadian Government. Tt may be
open to somie doubt wheliethirt Cainad a
would no be entitlerd to clarge dlis-
criminating tolls without a bieach of the
Treaty of Washington but no doubt can

exist that such a policy would cause
great irritation in the United States, and
lead in ail probability to retaliation. It
vill be found to be the safest policy ta

make no further change at present in
the canal policy.

SELLING GOODS TO CONSUMERS.
An evil which may be regarded almost as the

father of all evils in the grocery trade is the
sellng ofgoods by jobbers and wIvholesale dealers
to boarding-house keepers, hotels anu other
larg a consumers, thus depriring the retail mer-
chants of a large portion of thoir most desirable
trade. This customn is radically wrong and
altogether demoralizing in all ils tendencies.
IL is an injustice to the retailer, wio, wien he
bnyt goods of a jobber, considers himself, and
rightly so, to be entitled to all the protection
and aid thlat the jobber can afford him. And
yet here are jobbers wio will go to work deli-
hern lely and in direct violation of all rules of
business morality and decency, and sell to the
very mon to whom the retailer caters, the same
goods at the same price and at the samne terms
t1sat ie does tie retaij o. Titis not riglt, ast
fot ýttly %worké an injustice to the retailer, but
if foilowed fit its logical conclusion will he
found to react on lie jobber himself. Take, for
imstance, a retail merchant doing business in the
vicinity of sotie of the large boarding-houses
and hotels in the ipper part of New York.
'le purchases of his jobber say five half-chests
of gode Oolong tea at thirty-five cents. Now
tenil is one Of Ilhe fewV staple articles On wýhich a
retaI grocer is al loved to make a fair profit; ie
conse quently marks his retail price at fifty cents,
iwh-iebi, wben the cost ofhandhing, bad debts, and
losses on sugar and other ' leaders" is taken
iimto contsideration, is not an exorbitant figure.
irs. Smith, who keeps a large boarding.

house n bis neighborhood, and whom he
naturally expects to furnish vith groceries, is
a heavy consumer of tea, and is not disposed to
patronize hii when she can go to the very samnejobber of wiom lie buys and get fite same quai-
ity of tea for forty cents per pound, provided
she buys a half cbest at a tinme. The conse-
quence is that whten the grocer finds his bill for
the tea comes dtte lie has tihe most of it on
hand, and either bas to cramp himself to pay or
not pay at ail. *We bave no doubt but that to
this cause more titan any other is tine a large
proportion of the failures of the smaller deaiers
in tie grocery business. Some jobbers in New
York are now trying to monopolize the manu-
facture of grocers' goods, and there is no tell-
ing but that vhen they have accomilished.this
they will go openly into themarket as retailers,
ani thus do away entirely vith lite retailer.
This may seemn at irst glance preposterous and
not vorthy of thottght, but it is a fact in the
dry goods trade, where large wholesalers bave
opened retail stores ail over the country, and
are doing a large distributive business. If this
lis the case in the dry goods business is it impos-
sible or even improbable in the grocery trade ?
WVe believe that,this subject is wellwortby the
careful consideration of retailers, and hope they
cr11 give it tise attention it deserves.-N ow York
Grocer.

Tie distribution of merchandise for rhe week
shows anr improvement in nearly Ali depart-
ments; the trade of the city is in a healtihy
And prosperous condition.
