Military Law Will Be Modified, is
Berlin's Announcement.

LONDON, Sept. 8, 1.556 am—A de-
spatch to Reuter’s’ Telegram Co. from
Berlin, coming by way of Amsterdam,
says:

“It is officially announced that the
military law will be modified to en-
able the re-examination of those per-
sons previously exempt from military
service on account of physical unfit-
ness, with a view to their possible fit-
mess for duty at the present time.”

NEW YORK, Sept. 7.—Geld and se:

value, the third and largest shipment
from England to New York within a
month, arrived in this city late to-
night from Halifax, to which Can-
adian city it was brought from Eng-
land.

It was announced that the six steel
cars would remain sealed until early
tomorrow, when the gold will be
taken to the sub-treasury here. Auto-
mobile trucks, guarded by armed men
and mounted police, will carry the
gold and securities thru the city. It
was expected the gold would not be
within the treasury vaults until much
befere noon tomoiTow.

The first large shipment of gold and
securities to strengthen the British
credit in this country was received
here Aug. 12 and consistéd of about
$19,500,000 in gold and $30,000,000 in
securities. Nearly $20,000,000 in gold
and securities worth about $25,000,000
composed the seccond shipment, which
arrived Aug. 29. In each case the gold
and securities were carried to Halifax
by ship and there put on board a
special train for New York.

WITNESSES SWEAR
CAR WENT SLOWLY

Inquest in Case of Little Girl
Killed at Willow-
dale.

The coroner's investigation of the
death of Bessie McKittrick, the seven-
year-old girl who was struck by an
automobile opposite the Willowdale post-
office on Monday evening, was opened
yesterday morning before Coroner Dr.
Bond of North Toronto, in the school
house at that place. Considerable delay
was caused at the opening of the inquest
by the absence of Charles Tillson Har-
per of Penetang, the driver of the aulo
which struck the girl. He was detained
at No. 5 police station during the )nght.
and on this account the hearing did not
proceed until 2 o’clock. :

The accused had in the meantime been
brought before Magistrate W. Clay
in the county court on the charge of
manslaughter, which was later adjourn-
ed until Tuesday next. Harper was un-
able ‘to secure bail and will be held until
bondsmen are forthcoming.

When the jury reassembled at 2
o'clock eight witnesses were examined,
including the young men who were Ac-
companying Harper, the party being .on
their way to Penetang when the acci-
dent occurred.

Andrew McClure, uncle of the dead
girl, testified that the two children, ac-
companied by two women. had Dbeen
visiting at his home in Willowdale. The
party, accompanied by -Mr. McClure,
boarded a southbound car with the In-
tention of going to the city. After board-
ing the first car it was found to be too
crowded and they disembarked, the little
girl, instead of following the rest. walk-
ing\ directly in front of the auto. He fur-
ther stated that the car was to his
xnowledge not going at a higher rate
than four miles an hour, and that every
effort was made to stop it, the machine
be‘ng brought to a standstill in a little
more than its own length.

Other witnesses testified that the
driver on noticing the little girl turned
sharply into .the ditch. and following the
accident did everything in his power to
render assistance. In reply to repeated
questions by the crown as to the sobriety
of the driver the \v!txrw]sses all swore that

e was no sign of liquor.
thloroner Dr. Bond, after hearing all the
ovidence avallable, adjqurned the in-
quest until Friday evening at 8 o'clock
in the same place.

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LABOR OPPOSED
70 CONSCRIPTION

Resolution  Passed
Cheers by British Trades
Congress.

PROPOSED BY SEDDON

Nationalization of Railroads is
Strongly Urged on Gov-
ernment,

BRISTOL, Eng., Sept. 7.—A resolu-
tion against conscription was passed
unanimously, with great cheering, at
today’'s session of the Trades Union
Congress. The resolution was for-
warded to Premier Asquith, Barl Kit-
chener, David Lloyd George and Lord
Northcliffe.

The congress also declared in favor
of nationalization of the railroads.
taking the position that the experience
of the government in managing the
roads dudring the war was sufficiently
encouraging to justify this step.

Scored Northcliffe Press.

James A, Seddon himself moved the
resolution against conscription. It ex-
pressed “hearty appreciation of the
magnificent response to the call for
volunteers to fight against the tyranny
of militarism,” and. protests against
“the sinister efforts of a sectjon of
the reactionary press in formuldating
newspaper policies for party purposes
and attempting to foist on their
country conscription, which always
proves a burden to workers.” The re-
solution promises assistance to the
government in every way to procure
a sufficient number of volunteers.

Mr. Seddon twitted Lord North-
cliffe for his newspaper campaigns on
several aspects of the war, which he
said were “harmless.”

Lloyd George's Appeal.

The congress received this afternoon®
a telegram from the minister of muni-
tions, David Lloyd George, commenting
on the speech made yesterday by Pre-
sident Seddon, in which he emphasized
the desire of the workers”to assist the
government and hoped the government
would do its share in the matter of
limiting employers’ profits. “In every
case the bhenefit of suspension -of
trades union regulations will accrue
to the state and not to employers,” Mr.
Lloyd@ George wired. “I beg you to
make this clear to the congress, and
persuade trades unions thruout the
country to suspend during the war all
regulations which restrict output.”

VON TIRPITZ INSPIRED
ATTACK ON HESPERIAN?

Producers—men who have grown
more, men who are helping to feed the
ao:ldiers at the front—these men mei
at the Canadian National Exhibition
5’Qterday. for it was Farmers' Day.
They did not come alone, either. They
breught their wives and families. They
wéf‘e accompanied by the women who
hdve taken as active a part in pro-

ducing more butter and in caring for [

more poultry as they have done in
producing more wheat.

It “‘was an assembly of aggressive
farmers ,a class of men who, when the
country called for more goods, re-
sponded. Whether they could
shoulder the rifie or not, they were
going to be sure of one thing—that the
men under arms on land and sea
should not go hungry.

Probably mogfe particular attention
was paid by/the visitors to the agri-
cultural section of the grounds. Here
were to be seen large numbers of farm-

erp investigating the latest and most
mgdern devices for tilling the soil and
redping the harvests. The past few
yvedrs have made a great difference in
the profession, and it has often been
said that’farming today is not like it
was forty years ago. :
Study Inventions.

The same statement holds good for

a less number of years, because the

last five have seen distinct changes in
the rural parts. It was to study these
late inventions and become familiar
with the latest time and labor-saving
machinery that so many went at one
time or another to the agricultural
sections.

There was a something about yes-
terday’s crowd so different from former:
farmers’ day visitors: It might be de-
scribed as their thoroly business ap-
Pearance, . and instead of seeing the
old-time “hayseed,” one saw an as-
sembly of alert ‘husiness men.

There were exceptions, of course,
but they were few. There was the
farmer who got on the street car and
«refused to sit down until he had thoro-
ly surveyed not only the car but all its
passengers. - Then with a smile and a
gesture this one reached into his
pocket, pulled out a ten cent piece and
" when the conductor came along said.
“Tickets, please.”

While those around subdued their
laughter, the conductor explained that
he could not sell ten cents worth of
tickets and gave the passenger two
nickels. ’

Another, instance of unfamiliarity
‘with city ways occurred when another
visitor desiréd the assurance of every
one on the car that it was going to the
Exhibition grounds. "Phe statement .of
the conductor was not enough for him.
On the midway considerable fun was
had, and when with reluctance the
man from the country produced his
dime it was his distinct understanding
that he was being fleeced.

Few Like That.

But as a general rule very few such
incidents happened, and on tke con-
trary, the young fellows with their
parents took in the sights with as much
appreciation as anyone else. Perhaps
the younger element found as much to
fe¢ in the transportation buildin g as
anywhere. It is safe to say that in a
majority of cases those farmers who
have motor cars bought thru the
solicitation of their sons and daughters.
and vesterday the whole family saw
the various makes and discussed their
points.

As evening drew near the visitors
headed for the waterfront to see the
explosion of the German cruiser. The
exhibition of flying was a new source
of pleasure to many.

Hon. Martin Burrell, minister of
agriculture for the federal government,
was the guest of honor, and in his ad-
dress at the directors’ luncheon spoke
in appreciative terms of the manner
i which the farmers of the Dominion
had responded to the call for a larger
production. He <¢haracterized tha
work of the farmers at this time as a
patriotic endeavor to do their duty.

A splendid report from the Cana-
dian west was given by the minister.
who stated that it was a land of
plenty. While he thought it unfor-
tanate that weather conditions had
been against thie farmers of Ontario
to a certain extent, yvet he found room
fol gratification and thankfulness
that despite all the lossés an abundant
harvest generally would be garnered.

Following the big attendance of
Labor Day, vesterday's crawd appear-
ed small, but it was®* nevertheless a
good average size, and most.of all 1%
was a genuine, happy, clear-eyed, op-
timistic crowd that cared little even
if the sun was hidden all day behind
thick gray clouds, yvet hoping all the
time it would not rain. °N

| Funeral of Late Pte. Sturgess of
1 Thirty-Fifth Battalion Held
Yesterday.

BLOWN T0 PIECES

Sudden Destruction of Ger-
man Craft Before Many

Spectators.
CAME CLOSE TO SHORE

Aviator  Macauley Wheeled
Out Over Lake After Ex-
citing the Crowd.

A fate befel the German dread-
nought Pretzél similar to that  which
overtook the, previous . ehips of the
squadron sent out to attack the vessels
under Admira] Oliver hiolding the en-
trance to the Exhibition waters. After
a thrilling exhibition of the aerial art
by Pilot Macauley, the submerged
mines which have been sown in the
waters of the lake along the Exhibition
front were exploded: The Exhibition

admiralty made good the threats is-
sued yesterday, when they said that
the invaders were doomed to certain
destruction at the hands of either their
aircraft, their submarines or the sub-
merged mines. It was all a matter of
choice, the Exhibition authorities gave
assurance yesterday, that the invaders
met an ignominious end by one of
these three means.

Admiral Oliver even went to the
length of asking the German com-
manders if they had any preference, as
the air bombs, the torpedoes and mines
were all working well. As it was, the
crews of the dreadnoughts were in a
dreadful stat¢ of suspense and they
were kept in such a condition until
suddenly the Pretzel was blown to
atoms without an instant's warning.

Close to Shore,

The hydro-aeroplane circled over the
German vessel time after time and
dropped bombs perilously near the
Pretzel. There was a narrow escape
each time, and the spectators who
lined the waterfront held their breath,
because of the impending fate of the
cruiser or the daredevil feats of the
aviator. ‘When the birdman came
within a few feet of the railing, there
was o general spasm of heart failure
that subsided only when Pilot Macau-
ley wheeled out into the Ilake and
dropped another bomb for luck (about
a quarter of a mile wide of the mark).
Flame belched forth from the cruiser's
guns time after time and it seemed a
miracle that the seaplane escaped
without being struck.

At length the life-saving crew had
completed their work on board (the
raft), and a few minutes after they
13ulled for shore there was a tremen-
aous explosion as the ship was blown
to atoms, and the sea was strrewn with

wreckage for a radius of over a hun-
dred yards.

The speaker supplemented these re-
marks with a reference. to the terrible
conflict whicK the greatest nations of.
the world are now fighting. Notwith-
standing the appalling coniivions
which ‘the country has faced, Cana-
dians have much to be thankfdl for.

The minister thought the Canadian
west would produce at least 2560,000,-
000 bushels of;wheat this year. The
live stock situation has received a
marked impetus. Cattle breeding is
increasing at a most satisfactory rate.
“There has been no lack of fodder,
and the only trouble, if you may call
it a difficulty, is the over production;
which may affect the profits of the

farmer or the marketing of the crops,”
ho said.

He did not think the producer should
be discouraged; he thought. the far-
mer should lift. his eyes to what was
going.on in other countries. In France
the women and children were. carry-
ing on the harvest operations right up
to the trenches. - “Look at paar Belgium,

~that has been ravaged hy the Huns,

and we should realize that. our posi-
tion is not so deplorable as 'the far-
mer. may think,” he said.

“The department of agriculture ad-
vised the people of the-west to go
heavily into wheat,’ said Mr. Burrell,
at the time this country was drawn
into the war. “It looked as tho there
would be a shortage of this grain
then, but the government did not say
it would buy the wheat 'at any high
price.” What the govermment' did was
to tell the people that if they could
not go to the war, they should show
their patriotism in some measure by
producing and increasing food sup-
plies, for if you do not produce food
the whole .enterprise of the earth will
fall down.”

’ No Better Position.

“BEven if there is some difficulty in
marketing our wheat,” the minister
said, “the farmers are in a much bet-
ter position today than they were a
year ‘ago.- It is better to have some-
thing to market than nothing.” The
minister described his trip thru the
western provinces last year, and com-
pared it with his observations this
year. Last year, he said, he
saw miles and miles of very
poor grain and the condition
of the homesteaders was deplorable.
In the same districts this year the
grain would average from 25 to 30
‘bushels an acre in wheat.

In defending the stanil of the de-
partment of agriculture in advising
the western people to sow plenty of
wheat, he said what the department
told the people to do was not to’ in-
crease the acreage, but to lessen the
cost of production and increase the
yield per acre.

The people will not face the
unfortunate conditions of being withe
out fodier for live stocks A healthy
impetus has been given to the breed-
ing of all kinds of live stock, while
last year this condition did not pre-
vail, as the cost of fodder was prohi-
bitive.

The minister said that the commis-
sioner of live stock, now in the west,

had informed him that the increased |{.

‘breeding in calves and foals and live
stock generally is simply remarkable,
Consulted Admiralty,

The speaker said the prime minister,
Sir Robert Borden, had asked him™ t6
tell the people of Canada that he had
given special attention to the needs of
this country while in England. He
had consulted the admiralty regarding
transportation of the wheat crop. The
prime minister was impressed with the
resolve of the.allies not to listen to the
talk of peace except on the terms dic-
tated by the governments of the allies.
He said the Prussian system of gov-
ernment is nothing less than a mad dog
let loose on Europe today.

In speaking of the foot and mouth
disease that was prevalent in the
United States some time ago, he said
that live stock breeders may have been
put to some inconveniences as a result
of the action of the government in
placing embargoes, but felt they ap-
preciated the action, as not one casc
had been reported in Canada.

The minister spoke of the man who
made fortunes out of his country’'s
misfortune. This, he said, will be
stigmatized in a brand of the worst of
traitors. The men who have given up
good positions and made the -savri-
fice of their lives are the ones who
have inspired us. Canadians who have
gone to the front have given Canada
a new name, a new life. They have
instilled & new love and a new pride in
their owl country. The premier, the
minister of agriculture said, wishes to
express his sincere appreciation of
all that the people of Canada have done.
He wishes also to express his un-
wavering belief in the triumph of the
allies in the end. -

Ontario Minister Speaks,

Hon. James Duff, minister of agri-
culture for Ontario, also spoke briefly.
He said the pzople of Ontario in the
rural districts were pursuing their
agricultural activities in spite of the
inclement weather and the severe
losses as a result of the heavy rains.

He said he was pleased to state that
even under such unfortunate conditions
the yield this year will be much above
the average, He paid a tribute to the
agen®y of Toronto’s Canadian National
EXhibition in bringing Canada to the

 foreground. He hoped that the crops

still unharvested would be safely gar-
nered.

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5 The Last Reserve
Much of the ‘criticism directed
against the conduct of the war
in western FEurope is evidently
fnspired:. by motives that have
. mothing to do with its ostensible
| object. In Anglo-Saxon countries,
where freedom of speech has long
been a cardinal article of faith, any
ros'trlctlon is objectionable, and, ac-
ocording to universal tendency, becomes
ever more obnoxious. But it has al-
ways to be remembered that in a time
of practically universal war, the first
consideration is not the right of the
. individual but the safety of the state.
The stage at which the war has ar-
( rived demands not merely temporary
! advances but preparation for ultimate
- and dJdecisive victories. It has been
reduced largely to a contest not only
of wits but of mechanical skill and
the accumulation of the material that
the conflict has shown to be necessary
and essential if the present deadlock
on 'the western front i§ to be broken.
’foday Germany is at the zenith of its
power. Failure to break ths lines of
the net that may yield but is still in-
tact means disaster in the end. For,
as many said at the first and as more
are saying now, the contest is one of
endurance when the last reserve of
men and money is the' decisive factor.

Is Belgium as Bad as Germany ?

David Starr Jordan is a name of
great and deserved weight, and any
article from his pen merits attention.
A recent address given by him is re-
ported in “School and Society,” an ed-
ucational journal, under the title “The
Teacher and the War.” We have no
particular objection to the sentiments
of the article, but its general tone
leaves the impression, as so many ar-
ticles condemning war do, that Dr,
Jordan considers every one of the
combatants in the present war as
equally bad and equally at fault. 1If
this be neutrality we can only say
that neutrality will not grow in the
reepect of the best men,

It is possible that Dr. Jordan is just
as strong in his condemnation of the
aggressors in the present war as could
be desired. By implication we can line
him up with the allies when he de-
clares that “the growth of science,
the development of invention, the
spread of religion have given us a new
world in which war is a stupid, wicked
and wanton interruption.”

This is the academic view, and peo-
ple who do not think deeply. are will-
ing to accept it. The fact is, pitiful
tho it be, that science, invention and
religion have not given us a new world
at all, but have left us just about where
we were, with war as the chief fact
in our lives today. We may protestg
as we please, and we may regard war
as a horror, but it stares us in the
face, and we cannot ignore it. Nor
can we escape it until we take up
arms and end it

The neutrality of the United States
may help to end it by the provision
of munitions of war, but it i8 a neu-
trality against which three of the com-
batants are protesting. The trouble
with a neutrality of this kind, and a
general condemnation of war such as
Dr. Jordan utters, is that Belgium is
held to be equally culpable with Ger-
many. The only way- for the present
war to have been avoided would have
been for Belgium meekly' to subnjt to
Germany's demand for passage for her
troops to France, and for
France to have submitted to any de-
mand that Germany made., Russia also
must have hastened to yield any
favors which Germany required, and
and religion might
proceeded without the pres-
ent wanten interruption.

If Dr.-Jordan is unable to see that
the best thing for the German people
is to be defeated in their present at-
tempt rather than to be permitted to
impose their war-will on the rest of
the nations, his philosophy of history
1 him very far.

United States which would isolate the
present allies from trans-Atlantic as-
sistance, and then he would be in a
position to bring on another “stupid,
wicked and want/on interruption” to
the world of sciénce, invention and
religion.

People who live in fools’ paradises
are difficult to reason with about the
actual affairs of a world in which the
devil occasionally gets turned loose
and runs wild. Until Dr. Jordan or
some other authority can convince hu-
manity that the proper thing to do,
when an international bully makes a
demand on lesser nations is to sub-
mit, every man with a heart in him
and brains to serve his faith will do
what he can and all he can to cure
the evil. The old legends tell us that
there was war in heaven and it did not
end until the disturbers were turned
out of the kingdom. We do not sup-
pose that peace on earth'is to be at-
tained in any other way than by forc-
ing the disturbers back to their own
place.

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GUN ON HESPERIAN

Officers State Six| Inch Gun
Was Painted a Service
: Gray.

PROOF OF TORPEDO

Fragments of Steel Which Fell
on Deck Indisputable
Evidence.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 7. — Com-
man‘:ﬁg officers of the sunken liner
Hesperian in a joint affidavit forward-
ed to the state department today de-
clared that from the fragments of
steel which fell on tie deck it was
“4ndubitably” shown that the ship
was struck by a torpedo. “No warn-
ing was given and the track of the
torpedo was not seen. A submarine
was not seen before or after.”

Commander Main and the first and
second officers of the Hesperian made
the affidavit, which was cabled by Am-
erican Consul Frost at Queenstown.
They asserted that the torpedo, struck
the ship about eight feet below the
waterline and.that the stoel fragments
flew about the deck with large quan-
tities of water. They also declared
that there was a strong odor of high
explosive and that the Hesperian had
a “six-inch gun” on board, which had
“been painted a service gray and
‘would not have been conspicuous even
at short range, and probably would
not have been observed at all by the
periscope of a submarine,”

Washington’s New Idea.

There is a strong possidility that
the United Siates may change its at-
titude toward what constitutes arming
a merchant vessel, and in the light of
the development of submarine warfare,
may hold that the mounting of small
defence guns only, heretofore consid-
ered as not arming a ship, may be
considered armament, wihich will re-
move the vessel from the non-comba~
tant class.

Officials admitted that a decision
on this point involving a change in
the American Procedure toward such
ships would be of far-reaching im-
portance to the international situation
arising over the submarine question.

GERMANY ADMITS
SUBMARINE'S L0SS

Claim Made That Undersea Boat
Sank OIld British
Cruiser.

BERLIN, Sept. 7.—The following
statement was issued today:

“According to a report of one of our
submarines it met U-27 on the high
Seas after the latter, about Ang. 10,
had sunk a smal] British cruiser of an
old type west of the Hebrides Islands
(off the Coast of Scotland). The U-27
has not since returned and must be
regarded as lost.”

A second (@(Ferman submarine en-
countered the U-27 after she had tor-
pedoed the British #hip. The two ex-
changed notes and separated. The
second submarine reported thé cir-
cumstances to the admiralty when she
returned to her base, but no word has
been received from the U-27.

The U-27 was built in 1912-13 at the
same time as the U-19, these craft
displacing 840 tons, and was one of the
speediest of the “U” boats constructed
up to 1914, being capable of making 17
iknots above water and 12 knots when
submerged. She was equipped with
thiree torpedo tubes,

CO-PERATIVE CHE

Union of Canada Holds Congress
at Galt—Development Among
Farmers.

A congress of the Co-operative Union
of Canada was held at Galt. Samuel
Carter, M/L.A., president of the union
and of the Guelph society, presided.
There was a good representation of
Ontario ani Quebec ' societies.. Sug-
gested amendments to rules submit-
ted by the executive, and an alterna-
tive proposal b ythe Sydney Mines
(N. S.) society, were considered- A

capitation tax suggested by the exe-
cutive, but slightly modified, was
adopted.

Hon. Seéretary Keen reported that
net profits for last year of ten socie-
ties were $70,626.18, and membership
5219, with four societies yet to report.
While formerly genuine co-operative
activities were almpst exclusively
confined to workingmen, little in the
way of extension hai been done dur-

ing the year. There had been rapid
development of co-operation among
farmers, particularly in the west.

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CHICAGO WHEAT PIT-

IN ANOTHER SLUMP

Export Orders Going to Mani-

toba Instead of to United
States.

HIGHER VESSEL RATES

Deliveries of Grain
Also Caused Sagging

in Quotations.

CHICAGO, Sept. 7.—Huge receipts in
the northwest were largely responsible
for sending the wheat market today to
new low price records for this ‘season's
crop. The close was unsettled at 3gc to
1%c net decline, with September at 92%c
and December at 90%ec. Corn finisheq at
a gain of %(; to 3zc¢, and oats 3c to 3c.
In provisions, the outcome was a setback
of 12%4c to H7%ec.
As soon as werd came that fresh ar-
rivals of wheat at Minneapolis and Du-
luth over the holiday amounted to the
heavy total of 2220 cars, it was a fore-
gone conclusion that prices were bound
to suffer a break. Despite evening-up by
shorts who wished to prepare for the
government report, due after the close
tomorrow, the market at no time rallied
to the figures current at the finish on
Saturday. Unofficial estimates by a lead-
ing expert that aggregate domestic crop
would not. exceed $00,000,000 bushels, fail-
ed to overcome bearish sentiment, except
to a very moderate extent, and so, too,
did late reports of wet weather in some
parts of the winter crop belt.
Purchases In Manitoba.
Export orders for wheat appeared to be
badly needed here, as well as at other
grlmary markets in the United States.
Seaboard announcements of 600,000 to
700,000 bushels taken for Europe were
said to‘refer almost wholly to purchases
of Manitoba. Talk of a still further in-
crease in transatlantic vessel rates also
acted as an additional handicap to the
bulls.
Wet weather tended to scare shortsg in
corn. The wot weather proved more than
a full offset for temporary heaviness, in
sympathy with. wheat, and for glowing
reports regarding the crop outlook in Iowa
and Illinois. Prices of oats were rela-
tively firm thruout the day, owing to a
good export call.
General liquidating sales by discouraged
holders of pork carried the entire pro-
vision market down-grade. On the break,
however, it was said that export business
developed, and that domestic cash de-
matndt picked up also to a considerable
extent.

DOVE EXTENSON P
ON MINIG EXCHANGE

Six Point Rally at Market Open-
ing in This Stock—Other
Issues Quiet.

The anticipated upward movement
in Dome Extension came with Vves-
terday morning's opening of the Stan-
daréd Exchange.” It had been hintel
for some tinfe that the shares were
being accumulated by parties heavily
interested in the Dome. Whether
there is any truth in this statéement
or not the price rose with rapidity six
points over Saturday’'s close and later
held a large part of the-rise. Dome
Extension-has not been reopened, but
there is a good treasury still left and
it is presumed that financing for de-
velopment will not be difficult to ac-
complish.
