Sept. 8, 12.2(1 
a.m.—The following official etatemeni 
was Issued from general headquarters to­
day: ,

"In the Tolmino sector during the night 
of Sept. 6 the enemy, after violent ar­
tillery and rifle fire, attacked our posi­
tions on Montenero. Altho favored by- 
fog and darkness the attack 
pletely repulsed with heavy losses. On 
the lower Isonzo the enemy bombarded 
San Peltro, Sasso Llano, and Monfal- 

Several of the inhabitants were 
killed. We removed two floating mines 
from the river.

"In the upper Camonica valley our ar­
tillery opened fire on the enemy in Pre­
sena basin. In Val Concei (Valley of the 
TÆdro), on the night of Sept. 5 one of 

detachments, by a bold stroke, de­
stroyed a saw mill and the electric plant 
at Lenzumo, north of Bezzecca."

BRISTOL, Eng., Sept- 7.—A resolu­
tion against conscription was passed 
unanimously, with great cheering, at 
today’s session of the Trades Union 
Congress. The resolution 
warded to Premier Asquith, Bari Kit­
chener, David Lloyd George and Lord 
Northcliffe.

The congress also declared in favor 
of nationalization of the railroads, 
taking the position that the experience 
of the government in managing tho 
roads difring the war was sufficiently 
encouraging to Justify this step.

Scored Northcliffe Press.
James A. Seddon himself moved the 

resolution against conscription. It ex­
pressed "hearty appreciation of the 
magnificent response to the call for 
volunteers to fight against the tyranny 
of militarism," and protests against 
“the sinister efforts of a section of 
the reactionary press in formulating 
newspaper policies for party purposes 
and attempting to foist on their 
country conscription, which Always 
proves a burden to workers." The re­
solution promises assistance to the 
government in every way to procure 
a sufficient number of volunteers.

Mr. Seddon twitted Lord North­
cliffe for his newspaper campaigns on 
several aspects of the war, which he 
aaid were “harmless."

Lloyd George's Appeal.
The congress received this afternoon* 

a telegram from the minister of muni­
tions, David Lloyd George, commenting 
on the speech made yesterday by Pre­
sident Seddon, in which he emphasized 
the desire of the workers' to assist the 
government and hoped the government 
would do its share In the matter of 
limiting employers' profits. “In every 
case the benefit of suspension of 
trades union regulations will accrue 
to the state and not to employers." Mr. 
Lloyd George wired. “I beg you to 
make this clear to the congress, and 
persuade trades unions thruout the 
country to suspend during the war all 
regulations which restrict output.”

Thirty-one 
of these were passed by the depot at the 
armories, 24 were rejected and 41 have 
not been reported on.

CHICAGO. Sept. 7.—Huge receipts In 
the northwest were largely responsible 
for sending the wheat market today to 
new low price records for this season's 
crop. The close was unsettled at %c to 
1 %c net decline, with September at 92%c 
and December at 90%c. Corn finished at 
a gain of %c to %c, and oats %c to %c. 
In provisions, the outcome was a setback 
of 12%c to 57%c.

As soon as word came that fresh ar­
rivals of wheat at Minneapolis and Du­
luth over the holiday amounted to the 
heavy total of 2220 cars, it was a fore­
gone conclusion that prices were bound 
to suffer a break. Despite evenlng-up by 
shorts who wished to prepare for the 
government report, due after the close 
tomorrow, t>ie market at no time rallied 
to the figures current at the finish on 
Saturday. Unofficial estimates by a lead­
ing expert that agefregatc domestic crop 
would not. exceed 9oU,000,000 bushels, fail­
ed to overcome bearish sentiment, except 
to a very moderate extent, and so. too, 
did late reports of wet weather In some 
parts of the winter crop belt.

Purchases In Manitoba.
Export orders for wheat appeared to be 

badly needed here, as well as at other 
primary markets In the United States. 
Seaboard announcements of 600,000 to 
700,000 bushels taken for Europe were 
said to refer almost wholly to purchases 
of Manitoba. Talk of a still further In­
crease In transatlantic vessel rates also 
acted as an additional handicap to the 
bulls.

Wet weather tended to scare shorts In 
corn. The wet weather proved more than 
a full offset for temporary heaviness, In 
sympathy with wheat, and for glowing 
reports regarding the crop outlook In Iowa 
and Illinois. Prices of oats were rela­
tively firm thruout the day, owing to a 
good export call.

General liquidating sales by discouraged 
holders of pork carried the entire pro- 
vision market down-grade. On the break, 
however. It was said that export business 
developed, and that domestic cash de­
mand picked up also to a considerable 
extent.

.a,NTW York, Sept. 7—While the close in 
Wall street today was Irregular, an im­
pressive fact about the trading was that 
the speculation in "war stocks" had been 
relegated to the background—an un­
doubtedly wholesome Indication.

Exchange on London opened about half 
a esnt under Saturday close, but a down­
ward trend was in evidence. During the 
day the quotation fluctuated between 
(4.83% and $4.66.

Blocks opened at 1 to 2 point declines 
today, reflecting the marked heaviness 
of our securities in London. From that 
level there were immediate recoveries, 
followed by another setback. Later the 
U»t settled into a state of apathy, with 
a renewal of professional activity and 
manipulation In the final hour.

Notable gains were confined to the 
specialties, but even there changes were 
limited to a point or thereabouts. Excep­
tions were general, Motors, which rose 
7% to 249% and Willys-OverLajid, ris­
ing 5 to 188. n the final dealings Cru­
cible Steel gained 5 to 88%, only to 
close at 84%. Bethlehem Steel rose 4 
to $91, relinquishing a pdtnt at close. To­
tal sales of stock amounted to 390,000 
shares.

Salts of bonds for foreign account, at 
least they were so regarded because of 
the frequency of “future'’ offerings, were 
larger and broader than for months past, 
approximating $1.000.000. n addition to 
these open transactions, numerous private 
sales of these securities also for European 
interests were reported.

Advices from leading financial centres 
eeaflrm local reports of a steady piling 
up of cash, a condition which conserva­
tive banking Interests are beginning to 
view with concern, because of Its ten­
dency towards reckless speculation and 
Inflated values.

The bond market was heavy thruout 
with total sales of $2,460,000.

NORTH THOMPSONVEIN MATTER WIDENS
AT PORCUPINE CROWN

Y|Trip. z Savings Department at all Branches CUTS NEW VEINPd7

Wanted Prospects in regard to drifting at 
600 feet at the Porcupine Crown Mine 
are very promising, judging toy indica­
tions met with up to the present.

On the fifth level there was a gap 
of 209 feqt between the two ore bodies, 
tout it Is believed that it will not be 
as wide on the 600 foot level. The vein 
now being drifted upon is four to five 
feet wide, with low tout promising 
gold content-

There has been a considerable Im­
provement in the vein as it is drifted 
upon to the south at the 500 foot level. 
It Is true that it is not as rich, but in­
stead of being from three and a half 
to four feet wide, it can now be sloped 
for 25 feet with profit.—Porcupine Ad­
vance.

At the 200 foot level of the main 
shaft of the North Thompson mine a 
vein about two and a half feet wide 
has been cut. The ore shows much, 
gold and is much higher than the av­

erage of the mine, 
into this vein only ten feet from the 
shaft, and as it was not expected that 
the main vein would be cut until a 
distance of 50 feet had been made, it 
is an ore body that is apparently 
quite new.

The three compartment shaft la 
down to the 300 foot level, and a sta­
tion has been cut. but no development 
of any consequence attempted at the 
lower level—Porcupine Advance.
