Ottawa, Npv. 21. — The following 
statement, showing what has been ac­
complished, from a military point of 
view, by the Dominion since the be­
ginning of the war, way issued today 
by the militia department:

When Canada entered the war on 
Aug. 4, 1914, she had a permanent 
force of only 3000 men and an active 
militia of 60,000. When hostilities 
ceased on Nov. 11, 1918, Canada had 
sent overseas 418,980 soldiers.

Ottawa, Novell.—The introduction 
of bills, at the next session of 
liament, to enable the land colonlza • 
tion and soldiers’ settlement schemes, 
discussed at the conference of 
vlnclal premiers here, to be brought 
into effect is considered likely. The 
first of these projects, which 
troduced to the conference by Hon. 
J A. Caider, minister,-of immigration 
and colonization, Involves the pur­
chase by the provinces, with money 
lent to them by the Dominion, of pri­
vately-owned undeveloped land and 
the sale of this land, on easy terms, 
to settlers. The second scheme, sug­
gested by Hon. Arthur Meighen, min • 
lster of the interior, provides for "giv­
ing additional aid to returned sol­
diers, desirous of settling oh the land.

At the conference today Hon. Gideon 
Robertson, minister of labor, brought 
up the question of technical educa­
tion. In the discussion that followed, 
the consensus of opinion appeared to 
be that the provinces should control 
this matter themselves. They might 
be assisted by the Dominion with 
substiies and grants when necessary.

Employment Agencies.
The minister of labor also intro­

duced tho question of federal and pro­
vincial employment agencies, the es­
tablishment of which, it Is hoped, will 
prove instrumental in solving the pro­
blem of unemployment In Canada. 
These agencies have already been In 
operation in two provinces for some 
years, and an effort is now bèing made 
to broaden their scope and co-ordinate 
their work so as to make it Dominion- 
w’ide in Its scope. The'jdiscussion of 
this matter appeared favorable to the 
project, and will be continued tdmor- 
row. Consideration of a scheme for 
the housing of workmen also took up 
some of the time of the conference.

Sir Thos. White, minister of finance, 
gave a review of the financial and 
economical condition brought on by the 
war, and raised the question of the 
overlapping of taxation. He asked if 
some arrangement could not be ar­
rived at whereby there would be a pro­
per division of taxation A suggestion 
put forward for the consideration of 
the conference by the finance minis­
ter was that the income tax might be

News from Berlin shows that the 
revolution has not touôhed the heart 
of the German middle class and the 
men who do the thinking for Germany. 
Everything has settled down to a popu­
lar calmness and the socialist tumult 
has suddenly ceased, 
raised the modern Germans els a race 
of slaves, and without Ideals of free­
dom they seem unable to appreciate 
their asserted liberty. The same ele­
ment still appears to remain in con­
trol of the German state as alWEtys 
was in control. That element Is the 
military organization and the bureau­
cracy of state officials, 
have consistently aimed at efficiency 
in government. It was these men who 
organized the German army so that 
the princes, dukes and minor nobles 
in high commands had no real control 
They provided' each nominal German 
army commander with a secretary. 
This secretary was a member of the 
great general staff, and unless he ad­
vised it, no army commander could is­
sue an order without being held strictly 
to account for it in the event of a mis­
hap or failure. It is the presence oi 
this element in the German state'that 
makes the German problem so difficult 
a one to solve.

Removals from the city, the com­
missioner pointed out, were chiefly 
responsible for the loss in collection. 
Just how large this sum is can be 
gathered from the figures on record 
in the department. From 1909 to 1916 
inclusive, the amount uncollected 
was $658,978. For the year 1916 the 
amount was $108,124.

The commissioner in his report to 
the board of control says:

“According to .the present method 
the assessment is made early in the 
year and taxes are not levied on 
that assessment until the following 
year. On the average a period of 16 
months intervenes between the time 
of assessment and the Period for the 
payment of the tax, and in that inter­
val a great many changes take place 
In the residence and condition of 
those assessed, with the result that 
losses have been Incurred, as above

“In order to remedy this matter it 
is suggested that legislation be 
sought whereby the tax may be levied 
and coUected immediately after the 
assessment has been made and con­
firmed by the court of revision. It is 
believed that it^ould be possible to 
bring about the collection within say 
two or three months after the assess­
ment had been made, and about 13 
months earlier than at the present 
time, and, of course, with much less 
chance of loss to the city.”

“In my cplnion the city is not ade­
quately protected, and sitch an order 
should not have been issued,” said 
Mayor Church yesterday afternoon, in 
reference to the power line being 
erected on Shaftesbury avenue.

There is good in the worst of us, and 
at the Industrial Farm this instinct gets 
a chance to grow, and blossom forth 
until the men become almost models. 
It would be foolish to say that they 
all reform. They do not, but at the 
same time many of them do, and what 
ûoes it matter if only one in a year did, 
just so long as there was one? You 
might recall to mind the story of the 
ninety and nine, if you need a biblical 
instance.

As for the part of the building where 
the worst cases are kept, it is provided 
with the most up to the minute cells 
that you could imagine. The doors lock 
and unlock from the corridor, thus 
minimizing any danger in case of fire. 
The sanitary coVUtions are positively 
excellent, with all" pipes being concealed, 
thereby doing away with the old-time 
trick of whacking the guards over the 
head with a piece of lead pipe.

There is also a system in vogue at 
both the woman's and the man's institu­
tion which permits of the inmates be­
ing hired out. The wages earned in 
•this manner are then handed over to 
the man's family, while the woman’s are 
kept for her until she leaves. Yesterday 
there were 18 men out In fact there 
had been 20, but two of the men got 
disgusted with their Job, and left it The 
reason was a good one from an honest 
standpoint, end it was because the 
farmer who hired them to cut wood 
asked them to use a dull saw, but when 
the men discovered that they coukl not 
make a good showing they refused to 
stidc. Their explanation was, “We did 
not want to give this farm a bad name 
for workmen and no human being could 
cut wood with that there saw, so we 
come home."

And now for the hogs. There are 450 
in all, with 300 of the number being 
smaU pigs. The pens where they are 
kept are, models, or rather the ones 
which are finished are, and the others 
which are now in the course of recon­
struction will be. From a financial point 
of view this part of the farm is perhaps 
the best of all. In any case it does seem 
that the city might do worse than 
chase more hogs, 
on a larger scale', 
of room, because the farm is situated 
on about 724 acres of land.

Now for the woman’s part of it. Ap­
parently they are on the same level, the 
only difference being that there are only 
200 acres devoted to this section. How­
ever, what It might lack in land It more 
than makes UP for In buildings.

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i§ Yesterday we took a trip to the jai 
farm (by choice, not compulsion), in fact 
we visited both the women's and men's 
institution. It might possibly be a good 
idea to tell you why we did this, other 
than thé fact that every citizen should 
see all such places, so that they will al­
ways be able to speak with a certain 
amount of intelligence on the subject. We 
wMhed to satisfy ourselves that the in­
dustrial farms in Toronto were equally 
as good- as those in many parts of the 
United States.

You See so many people in this city 
have an idea that nothing in or around 
it is half as good as what is to be found 
in cities across the border. For instance, 
a lady who really should know better 
was deploring the fact the other day 
that there was not a suitable institution 
where women who have the misfortune 
to appear in the police court, could be 
sent.

At that time we mentioned the In­
dustrial farm to her, but she scoffed at 
it, and went so far as to say that it'was 
nothing more or less than a huge joke. 
Having seen it, we would like to say to 
the lady in question that she is either 
extremely ignorant of the place, or she 
is not quite the type who should go in 
for the helping of the helplees.

To begin with we went to the men's 
farm, and were received with a great 
deal of honest cordiality by the deputy 
superintendent, who is Sergeant Weir. He 
spared no pa.ns to show us everything 
that there was to see, and we might also 
say that he did not attempt to cover up 
anything. The entire place was gone 
over most thoroly. Every room in the 
different buildings Vas visited with the 
one idea of finding fault if it was at all 
possible.

However,with the exception of a suitable 
barn for horses we could not find 
to be desired. There is a new barb on 
the farm for the use of cattle, and it will 
accommodate something over a hundred 
head, with every device known to prac­
tical farming for the bettering of the 
beasts. Concrete floors, with running 
water, so that the troughs may be flush­
ed automatically, also the floors. The 
stalls are splendid, and what is more to 
the point the place can be aired at all 
times.
