Export Duty on Coal.
“My next proposal is a novel one, un-
kbown in this country for 45 years. It is
an export duty of a shllling*‘s ton
on coal. In alming to secure nh’evenue
from. ¢oal I am not sacrificing frade. The
imposition of a shilling, which is infinitely
less than the fluctuations in price, will
do no real injury to the coal trade, even
supposing that the export of coal is check-
ed. I am not sure that even that result
will be an evil. From this source I ex-
pect £2,100,000, an aggregate of £11,000,000,
from new.taxation.
The Final Balance Sheet.
“My final balance sheet will be, from
taxation a revenue of £122,200,000; from
non-taxation #£21,055,000, a total of £143,-
255,000. I propose to reduce the expendi-
ture by again suspenaing the smking fund
to £182,962,000. This shows a deficit of
£39,707,000, to which must be added £1,-
250,000 for the fresh debt I have to bor-
row. 1 must ask the House to give me
borrowing powers considerably in excess
of this deficit of £41,000,000. In order to
finance the Exchequer, I ask power to
borrow £60,000,000, by means of consols.
As to the Transvaal,

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach concluded at
6.44 p.m., amidst loud applanse, having
spoken two hours and twenty-six minutes.
Sir Wm. /Vernon-Harcourt’s Reply.
Sir William Vernon-Harcourt compliment-
ed the Chancellor of the Exchequer on
the ability he had shown, declaring that his
speech was characterized by honesty, a
quality very much lacking in the conduct
of the war, In telling the House and coun-
try the truth in regard te the position.
The budget, continued Sir William Ver-
non-Harcourt, was but a chapter in the
disastrous incident of the war. It was
proposed .to borrow altogether £127,000,000
more—four times as much as was borrowed
for the Crimean war.

‘““We are living in an age of newspaper
finance,” said Sir Wllllmil, “and of in-
creased expenditures. We cannot go on
without involving this country in financial
ruin, (The fashionable doctrine of the
day is conscription and protection; does
anyhodyqﬁﬁﬁeve that this increase, of ex-
penditures is not to! go on?’

Sir William argued that England was
not as strong now as she was at the close
of the French war, and declared, in con-
‘lusion, that it was the most disastrous
statement that the Exchequer had ever
made.

Mr. Redmona Got His Say In.
Mr. John Redmond, the Nationalist lead-
er, asked what interest lreland had 1In
the war which led to this extraordinary,
disastrous and disgraceful financial sitva-
tion. He protested against fresh taxation,
which, he said, imposed great Injustice
upon Ireland, that already, as admitted by
the Governmnent commission Iin 1893, was
greatly over taxed. He severely attacked
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain and the Wwar
policy.

Chancellor Replies to Crities.
Replying to ecrificisims, Sir . Michael

Mr. Balfour, the Government leader, sald
it was necessary to pass resolutions, where-
upon the House divided on the sugar duty,
which was adopted by a vote of 183 to
125. The coal duty was adopted by &
vote of 171 to 127.

On the resolution to autherize the war
loans being put before the House, Mr.
John Redmond moved to report progress.
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach assented, and
the House then adjourned.

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_ UNCLE SAM’S GOLD MINE,

Largest Amount of Gold Ever Held
Under Single Control is in
U. 8. Treasury.

Washington, April  18.—The = United
States Treasury to-day holds the sum of
$500,552,526 in gross gold. This . is the
largest holding of gold in the history of the
Treasury, despite the:faet that about six'
millions in gold have regently been paid
ot in bond purchases. Every day adds fo
the enormous sum of gold now in tRe
Oreasury. It is the - largest amount of
gold ever held by this country, and is the
largest amount ever held under single con-
trol, unless by Russia. That Government
claimed at one time to have a holding of
$§598,000,000 in gold.

The sum of gold in the Treasury of the
United States is divided—$150,000,000 of
the reserve fund for the redemption of the
United States and Treasury notes and
$283,000,000 for the redemption of gold cer-
tificates, residuaries and the gemeral fund.

This gold has come into the Treasury
thru the nermal receipts of the Govern-
ment from customs, internal revenue and
miscellaneous receipts.

The bullion, which has come from Alaska
and the Klondike generally, and gold im-
ported from Australia, figure in the general
result and indicate the sources of supply.

The consequence is that the Treasury
holds not a very large volume In paper
money of any kind other than gold notes
and certificates.

There is only about $10,000,000 in United
States notes and $5,000,000 in silver certi-
ficates.

There is a tendency oh the part of banks
to ask for United States notes and silver
certificates in return for gold certificates,
because there is a limit of,law upon both
of these currencies which! is continually
reached. The exchange fof gold can only
be made in small volume.

Gold is paid for all Go
tions except where small
are sought. The surplus ig Just now used
for the purchase of bonds where those
which have but a few years to ran are
offered at prices unsatisfactory to the Sec-

rnment obliga-
ominations

As the revenues continue to be in ex-
cess of the expenditures the credit balance
naturally iﬂcreqses, and this is now, and
is likely to be, in considerable part gold,
so that it will not be strange if by the
end ‘of the present fiscal year the gross
gold in the Treasury should be increased
by ten or fifteen million dollars.

The production of gold continues to bé
so great that there is an inflow of gold
into our circulation at the rate of not less
than §$100,000,000 per year.

Local Self-Government Bylaw,

On Tuesday night a meeting of the ratf‘,-
payers of Todmorden was held in Bater’'s
Hall, to discuss the proposed bylaw, under
which York Township is to be wivided
into seven subyrban and two rural dais-
tricts, so as to secure a more equitahle
distribution of the taxes. In addition to
the local residpnts, Reeve Dunecan and
Councillor Maclean were present. Mr. Lat-
ter occupied the chair. Being called upon
by the chairman, Mr. Maclean explained
n} some length the details of the bylaw,
which he introduced at the last meeting
of the Council, and which has been read
a second time, nnrl_ which will come up
for its final reading om the 22nd inst.
The bill provides that a separate account
shall be kept for each of the nine dis-
tricts, so as to show the share of taxes
each is entitled to and the expenditure
of the same durimg the year.

Accused of Murdering Annie
Ryan’s Baby.

Armed with warrants, Detective Davis
and Police Constable Chapman of the Mor-
ality Department . yesterday went to 52
Bond-street, and arrested Mary Emlily Bald-
win apd Lillle Smith, one of the inmates,
on & charge of murder.

This statement
was flatly contradicted by Lillie S8mith at
the inquest.

The mbther of the child, Annie Ryan,
who professes to have been asleep when
the child died, had a long interview with
Crown Attorney Curry and Staff Inspector
Archibald yesterday morning, and shortly
afterwards the warrants for the arrests
were issued.

The Mayor Replied Gratefully and
Defended His Course in Coumn-
cil—Some New Ideas.

The magnificent Assembly Hall of the
Temple was the scene of & happy gather-
ing last night on the occasion of a birth-
day banquet tendered to Mayor Howland
by some of his friends.
past was served, and the tempting viands
disappeared to the accompaniment of
D’Alesandro’s  orchestra. Mr. Frank
Arnoldi, K.C., occupied the post of chair-
man, and the Mayor was on his right
hand. The company comprised about 60
of the Mayor’s personal friends.

Mr. Arnoldi proposed the chief toast,
the Mayor, delivering a speech eulogistic
of the guest of the evening. He defended
Mayor Howland’s course in the Council,
and referred to hisefforts in defending the
rights of the city. He thought Mayor
Howland had done well in his four months’
tenure of office, and predicted a renewal
of confidence in that gentleman next
January.

The Mayor’s Reply.

The Mayor replied. After referring to
the friendship existing between himself and
the gentlemen who had done him the honor

the problems that had beset him and his
confreres in the Council. ‘“We shall have
many more grave problems to deal with,”
he said, “Including one of bringing down

that direction.”” The Mayor acknowledged
the Council, and said Toronto had this
year a Council of which she has no reason
to 'be ashamed. He was proud to have
the prospective honor of representing the
city on the occasion of the visit of the
Duke and Duchess of York. He said To-
ronto was the defghder of municipal rights
in the recent st 1ggle before the Legisla-
ture, and in the Bell Telephone bill To-
ronto should not contest the principle of
municipal rights alone.
Ideas Up His Sleeve.

The Mayor admitted having a few big

ideas up his sleeve. One was that To-

national monstration of representatives
of all great' municipalities in Ontario, and
he proposed asking all the mayors to par-

ticipate in a municipal conference to unite

their forces and systematize their efforts
in defending their interests against the
corporations. Another idea was that all

the municipalities of Ontario should pool

their debts, which would total 75 millions,
and then place their bonds on the English
market. It would mean a saving of one
and a half millions a year in Interest, and
‘Toronto would be able to secure a rate
three-quarters per cent. cheaper than the
present rate. In conclusion, he expressed
the hope that the press would become
convinced that it would be in the Inter-
ests of the city to drop their daggers.
The Other Toasts.

“The City " was proposed by Mr. Hugh
Blain, and replied to by Ald. Frame,
Lamb and Hubbard. ‘The Empire,” pro-
posed by Mr. J. Castell Hopkins, was
responded to by J. J. Foy, M.L.A,, AT
Hunter, Dr. Pyne, M.L.A., and Col. Patter
son.

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THE NATIONAL SEAPORT.

We have made many costly blunders in
the comstruction of our canals and in the
deepening of the St. Lawrence. In enlarg
ing the canals we started the work at the
wrong énd; we &id the work too slowly
and added greatly to the.expeqsevby con-
ducting the improvement as a political
rather than as a purely business enter
prise. The deepening of the St. Lawrence
waterway to 14 feet was one of the worst
managed pleces of business that were ever
undertaken in Canada. We hanlly 3ot
know where we are at In this enterjriso.
It Is true that we have a 14-foot water-
way to Montreal, but no one scems to
know how the waterway should be utlliz-
ed. There are a dozen different schewes’
for taking advantage of the system, but
as yet these schemes are merely theoreti-
cal. Only one project has materialized
and that one has been launched by citi-
zens of the Uaited States. While the
Northwestern Steamship Company of Uhi-
cogo has established a regular serviee be-
tween that city and Europe, we in Canada
are still groping in the dark. We 1ave a
multiplicity of schemes, but no settled
policy as to how the deepened watcrway
should be utilized to the best advantage.

And it looks very much as if the blun-
dering we have been guilty of in the deep-
ening of the canals is about to be repeated
in the selection and lmpro"ement of a na-
tional seaport. The Minister of Pabiic
Works is proceeding on the idea that Mont-
real ig to be the port of the Dominion.
He has ordered expensive machinery to
deepen the channel betweenr Quebec and
Montreal and torall appearances he pro-
poses to commit the country to the expen-
diture of millions of dollars en this work.
The Minister seems to be ruuning this
work as a side show of his own. No®gen-
eral policy for making Montreal the- na-
tional port has been laid down by the
Government. There is no unanimity in
the country that Montreal should be made
the national port. As a matter of fact,
evidence is accumulating very rapidly
antagonistic to the theory that Montreal
can be converted into a great seaport., It
is closed for five months in the year. It
is not accessible to the largest vessels. Its
approach is dangerous, slow and ofpeu-
sive. It is doubtful if it can ever be
converted into an economical seaport ex-
cept at an expense that is altogether be-
yond our means. The prospects of Mont-
real as the national seaport must be very
blue indeed, when the press of thai city
speaks pessimistically of its future. The
Montreal Herald does not underrate the
significance- of the transfer of the Ley-
land Line of steamers from Montreal to
Quebec during the coming season. A
large part of the Dominion Line will sim-
flarly be transferred to Portland. “Is 1t
not possible,” says The Herald, ‘that
progressive development in the bullding
of steamships may evq&wlly restore to
Quebec its primary pnsiﬂnh? Before long
the channel at New York will have a
depth of 40 feet. Can we ccnfidently hope
to have the St. Lawreunce channel brought
to that depth? If pot, aud if the com-
merce between the Old and the New
World continues to be done in ships of
ever-increasing size, will not the inevits
able tendency be for the largest and mos:.
economical ships to prefer Quebec and
for the smaller ships and merchants who
fill them with cargo to seek the same
resort? That is the one cloud on the
horizon for Montreal, and, while it is easily
pessible to overrate its .significance, 1t
is quite as easy to err in the other diree-
tion.” Such an admission from a Mont-
real paper, and from a paper that sup
ports the Government, ought surely tov
put the country on its guard against re-
peating the costly blunders that have char-

Interesting to Investors.

To investors a perusal of the Muskoka
Navigation Company's prospectus, sub-
mitted to the public this week,should prove
interesting. Duly audited statistics show
that the old Muskoka and Georgian Bay
Navigation Company, the control of which
the new company has taken over, has for
vears been doing an increasingly prosper-
ous business. Its gross earnings rose from
$37,784 In 1896 to $61,482 in 1900, its operat-
ing expenses in the meantime rising from
$20,207 in '96 to $39,681 In 1900. = Thus,
while the surplus of earnings over operat-
ing expenses were about $8500 in '06, they
reached $21,800 in 1900. Out of this sur-
plus nearly $3000 was set aside for vessel
maintenance in 180G, and about $5000 for
the same purpose in "1000, reducing the
net earnings in these two years respective-
ly to $5500 in 1896 and to about $17,000
in 1900.

In other words, as the capital of the old
company was $100,000, its net earnings
amounted to 5% per cent. on such capital
in 1896, and to nearly\17 per cent. on
that capital in 1900. During the five
years (1806 to 1900), $17,300 was spent out
of earnings on vessel mAaintenance and
about $35,600 on the construction of new
vessels. In short, over $52,000 in all was
spent on the. old company's fleet. 'The
above results were obtained by the old
concern, under old conditions, and the new
company, withk two $60,000 hotels, and an
improved train and boat service, as draw-
ing cards, expects to do much better. The
prospectus estimates that the company's
net earnings from its hotels and steam-
boats for the scason of 1901 should reach
$45,000.

Now, the capital of the new concern is
$500.000, of which §200,000 is preferred
and $300,000 common stock. The payment
of the fixed 7 per cent. dividend on the
preferred stock would use up $14,000 of
these earnings, so if the company’s rosy
estimate for the year were realized, $31,000
would be left for the common stock. Out
of such a surplus the company could set
aside $7000 for vessel '‘'maintenance and
other incidentals, and then. have $24.000,
equal to a dividend of 8 per cent. to dis-
tribute to holders of the common stock.

These figures seem to make the preferred
stock a sure and safe investment, and the
common stock (as it might go to par)
should be a good speculative venture.

Richard Pennefather Rothwell, an
Alumaus of Trinity University,
Passed Away in I'ew York.

HAD LARGEST PRACTICE IN AMERICA.

Was Born in Ingersoll, Ont., and
Became (‘elebrated Thruout the
Whole World.

New York, April 18.—&«:!1“0 Pennefather
Rothwell died yesterd at his home,
No. 250 West 130th-street. As a minlug
engineer of distinction in his profession
and as a journalist few men In his genera-
tion have equalled Mr. Rothwell's services
in the cause of industrial science. He was
born at Ingersoll, Ontario, Canada, May 1,
1837. His preliminary education was gain-
ed at private schools and at Trinity Unt-
versity, Toronto . This was followed by a
course in civil engineering at the Rens-
selaer Polytechnic Institute, in Troy, from
which he was graduated in 1858. He then
took a three years' course at the lmperial
School of Mines, at Paris, Fraunce, and In
1861 entered the Mining Academy at Frel-
berg, Saxony.

Returning to America, he In 1864 began
work in the anthracite region of Pennsyi-
vania, at Eckley, Drifton and Wilkes
Barre, and there continued until 1873,
Meantime he had engineering charge of a
large number of collieries, and was also en-

gineer to the Hazard Manufacturing Com-
pany, for which he designed and buiit what

in the world. His designs were entirely
novel at the time, and the machines he
built are still in active use, after a period
of 25 years. 3 In the field of manutacturing,
of mining, and in the treatment of ores
Mr. Rothwell made many notable  in-
ventions. i

In 1873 Mr. Rothwell's practice as con-
sulting mining engineer, probably <the
largest of any In his profession in Am-
erica, had so increased that he removed to
this city. Shortly atté_rwnm he acquired
an interest in The Engineering and Mining
Journal, of which he was editor and gen-
eral manager to the day of his death.

Mr. Rothwell was a member of many
clubs and societies, and he received high
recognition both at home and abroad. In
1871 he organized the American Institute of
Mining Engineers at Wilkes-Barre, Penn.,
and in 1882 became its president. He was
a member of .the Bociete de I'Industrie
Minerale and of the Geologlcal Soclety of
France, Paris; an honorary member of the
Institution of Mining and Metallurgy, Lon-
don, England, and of the Australasian In-
stitute of Mining Engineers, New South
Wales. He was a fellow of the Geologhcal
Society of London, England; of the lmper
ial Institute, London, England, and of the
Royal Statistical Society of Great Britain,
and a member of the Federated Institute
of Mining Engineers, Great Britain; of
the Society of Chemical Industry, Lon-
don, England; of the American Society of
Civil Engineers, of the American Statisti-
cal Association, of the American Trade
Press Association and of the New England
Free Trade League. He was a member of
the Lotos, the Reform, the Hardware, the
Larchmont Yacht and the New York Press
Clubs.. He had charge of the statistics of
gold and silver for the United States

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CROW’S NEST SOUTHERN RAILWAY.

Opposition to the Charter Petered
Out in the Railway Committee
—An Agreement Made.
Ottawa, April 18.--The bill *incorporat-
ing the Crow’s. Nest Southern Railway
Company was the first order at the meet-
fng of the Committee on Rallways, Canals
and Telegraph Lines this morning. Mr.
Sifton, immediately upon the order being
called, sald that at the last meeting the
Minister of Railways suggested that a
clause be Inserted in the bill protecting
Canada’s interests. It might be asked
why this railway company should be
treated differently from other raflway com-
panies. This company, however, was lnA a
different pesition from most other coms-

panies, and there were special reasons
why an exception should be made in this
case, because of the large expenditure
which -had been incurred in'order to de-
velop the resources and afford the -neces-
sary fuel supply to that country. One
of the difficulties’ which had been expert-
enced was that the Crow's Nest Coal
Company was not directly before the
committee in connection with this applica-
tion for a charter. The suggestion was
that a clause should be inserted in the
charter of the Crow’s -Nest Southern Rail-
way Company, but there were obvious rea-
sons why they could not insert in this
charter a provision affecting the charter
granted some time since to another com-
peny. It had been suggested that a tri-
partite agreement entered into between
the Crow’s Nest Coai Company, the
Crow's Nest Southern Railway Company
and the Government would amply protect
the interests of all parties.

Mr. Sifton then read the following
agreement, which had been tentatively ar-
rived at, and which the members of the
Government thought was sufficient to pro-
tect the rights of the Canadian consumers,
and which he said the companies concerned,
whether willingly or unwillingly, it was
not a matter of great concern which, have
agreed to execute.

‘The Agreement.

Agreement between the Crow’s Nest
Pass Coal Company, the Crow's Nest
Southern Railway and His Majesty the
King, being represented by the Govern-
ment of the Dominion. ;

The preamble recites the application to
Parliament for a charter, and continues:
The coal and the railway company, for
divers good and valuable considerations,
do hereby covenant with the Government,
as follows:

1. That neither by the action of the coal
company in regard to the prices at whieh
coal or coke shall be sold nor by the ac-
tion of the railway company respecting
cost of transportation, whether by dis-

HAD LIVED A BLAMELESS LIFE.

St. Eugene Consol. Closed Down,

From The Nelson Tribune:- A large
force of men arrived in town yesterday
from Moyle and they are just now figuring
as to what direction they will take. The
men had not an encouraging story to tell,
thst all the properties of the St. Eugene
Consolidated have suspended operations in-
definitely, and this without any warning
whatever. It Is alleged on the part of the
management that the ruling prices for
lead and silver do mot justify them in con-
tinuing work, while the men dispose to
the idea that the move Is simply in ac-
cordance with a prearranged scheme to
force the Government to bonus the refin-
ery proposition. Whatever the object,
the mines have been closed down, and
when they will be started again is a mat
ter of speculation. The St. Bugene, Lake
Shore and Moyie are the mines immediate-
ly affected. /I'hey hHave been worked In
combine, and hence when one closes
down the ethers follow suit. There is
sald to be about thrée days’ work for the
mill, when it, too, will shut down, and
the camp will be practically dead. When
the resurrection will take place it is
hard to say, but until the tone of the sil-
ver and lead markets improve there is
little hope for - goed, times in the camp.
The St. Bugene is the property which has
made the camp. The story of its discov-
ery and development has been told in the
columns of The Tribune, and does not
need to be repeated. ' The ore was ship-
ped by contract to South America, to be
used as a flux to blend the product of the
south, but In comparatively small quanp-
titles. Arrangements had been made to
send the output to Swansea for treatment,
snd at the present moment several ship-
loads are on the way to the Old Coun-
try, the facilities of the British Colum:|
bia smelters being too limited to handle;
it. Everything looked favorable to a con-
tinuation of work, so that it came rather
as a surprise to the men when they were
called upon to send in their time on Mon-
day.

There were no labor troubles
camp, and as every preparation had been
made for a busy season, the order to shut
down came as a surprise.

FAVOR GEORGIAN BAY GANAL

Debate on Transportation \jn the
House of ‘Commons Was
Full of Interest.

MONTREAL AND QUEBEC AGAIK RIVALS

Mr; Tarte Falls Foul of Mr. Fits-
patrick and a Nicé Family Party
1s Revenlede

Ottawa, Apri! 18.—(Special.)—In the Com-:
mons to-day Mr. W. F. Maclean enquired
if the 24th of May this year was to be
a public holiday.

Bir Wilfrid Laurier: There Is a bill be-
fore the House to that effect.

Mr. Maclean: Yes, but the public would
like to know if that bill is to go thru.

The Premier: The public will be In-
formed in due time.

Sir Louis on Transportation,

Sir Louis Davies resumed the debate on
the transportation question. He challeng:
ed the correctness of the statement of Mr
Bickerdike that not a dollar of public
money had been spent on the harbor of
Montreal. It was'a fact that nearly $6,
000,000 had been spent on the channel
between Quebec and Montreal. Then Sir
Louis pitched into Mr. Bickerdike and
his colleague, Mr. Dobell, for deerying the
lighthouse and buoy service of the St. Law
rence and Gulf, pofntigl out .that Xhe
evidence they relied upon in support of
the charge was totally unreliable. The
buoys and lights only 1ast season had been
added to and generally fixed- up, to suit
the shippers and Insurance men them
selves. In fact, in the past 10 years, not
one wreck had occurred thru the fault
of the lighthduse or buoy service.

Loss of Scotsman.

Mr. Bickerdike asked what about the
loss of the Scotsman, which Mr. Dobell
attributed to the lack of proper light on
Belle Isle. a

Sir Lonis Davies answered that the loss
of the Scotsman was attributable to the
gross negligence of the officers of the ship.
In 48 hours they had not seen the sun,yet
they went on at full speed, without olce
throwing the lead, till the vessg{ crashed
on the rocks. )

A most disgraceful instance Sof ueglect
also was the loss of the new Allan steam-
er Castillian on the Nova Scotia coast.
Yet these disasters, and even the loss of
a steamer on the coast of Scotland, had
been charged against the St. Lawrence
route.

Haggart for Montreal.

Mr. Haggart, who followed, spoke earn-
estly Iin faver of Montreal as the national
summer port, and warmly advocated the
Georgian Bay Canal, eliciting frequent
cheers from both sides of the [House,
and earning high compliment from the
Solicitor~General. Mr. Haggart did not
believe that what the~ Harbor Commis-
sioners and the Minister of Public Works
were doing at Montreal was sufficlent for
the requirements of the natural port of the
Dominion. ~ There should be ample dock
room and warehouse accommodation, as
well as abundant rallway terminal facili-
ties. He belleved that to supply this the
people of the country would cheerfully
supply the money. He ravoxjed deepéhing
the channel in Lake St. Petér to 30 feet,
'‘and defended Mr. Bickerdike, who was re-
presenting not his own views alone, but
those of his constituents—thé most repre-
sentative business men of Montreal. 1t
was all very well for Sir Louis Davies
to declare the route to be thoroly lighted,

{ but there was the evidence of the pilots

themselves that many of the lights were
useless, and they frequently had to steer
at night by private lights.
Iron Trade a Factor.

Proceeding to speak of the enormous
possibilities of Canada’s iron production,
as a factor in her future prosperity, he
pointed to the great trade done between
Lake Superior and American centres of
iron and steel manufacture. Last year
19,000,000 tons of iron ore had passed thru
Soo canals, the total traffic thru the Soo
having been 25,000,000 tons. Passing up
and down the St. Mary's River, to and
fromy Lake Prie, there were 40,000,000
tons, a greater traffic than that of Lon-
don and Liverpool combined. The figures
were enormous; no one acquainted with
the facts but must be astounded at the
immense commerce of the lakes. Why.
then, should Canada not have it? The
prime consideration was cheap transporta-
tlon. From Chicago to the sea coast the
average cost of transporting a bushel of
wheat 1s 434 cents, altho the rate to-day
is 514 to Bl cents. The difference of one-
eighth of a cent per bushel secures the
whole product of Nebraska, Kansas and
the Middle States, diverting it
from the Gulf— route, and send-
ing it thru icago . to the
sea coast. The difference of a fraction of
that ean make
the difference. Montreal gets a portion of
the traffic from Chicago to Liverpool, be-
cauvse the rate was about 3§ of a cent
cheaper than to New York, but that %th
of a cent was eaten up in extra insurance
as compared with "the New York and
Philadelphia. But if we could reduce the
rate by one cent a bushel, we would have
an immense traffic in grain from the
western country. No country could be
great, unless it manufactures iron and
steel. Canada has not the great richies in
coal which- our neighbors have, but we
have a greater natural wealth in the elec-
trical power which may be developed from
the water falls thruout all this great coun-
try to the north, and electricity is fast
taking the place of coal in the production
of power and heat. And, hesides, thruout
that immense lacustrine region rorth of us,
we have boundless supplies of timber and
iron ore. “I venture to say that the day
