Board had ordered the price of flour 
raised from 810.10 per barrel to 911.85, 
The World learned last night from Geo.

Beaches residents yesterday asked 
each other if they had ever seen so 
much ice so far from the front.

There liave been winter* when the lco 
ramparts thrown up by the waves have 
been more picturesque,* from Ash bridge's 
Bay to Scar boro, than they are this year. 
The usual “volcanoes" thru whose crat­
er-like mouths the ice and water soughs 
and singes on windy days, do not now 
line the pebbled shore in teeming battle 
array. But there are many great piles 
that look like mountains, with .{lossy 
sides that give no foothold to the ad­
venturous. They are farther out in the 
lake then usual. To reach them you 
must traverse ridges of rounded chunks 
of ice, thrown up, as it were, by plows 
of Arctic might. ■ <

In spite of Inclement weather, the 
weekly address given to the Royal 
Canadian Institute was well attend­
ed on Saturday night in the physics 
building of the university. The speak­
er was Prof. A. E. Kenelly, who has ■ 
charge - of scientific research in Uar- Ii 
vard University and in the Institute I 
of Technology, Boston, Mass. Prof. I I 
Kenelly chose as his subject ‘‘Research I 
in Engineering Colleges," and in his I 
address stated that industrial research I 
In university laboratories is inadvis- I 
able unless this research is carried out I 
In a post-graduate course and in a I 
special laboratory.

“Research work,” deqlared Prof. I 
Kenelly, ‘‘should be carried out by | 
corporations in privately-owned and | 
operated laboratories. The Inventions I 
resulting from these laboratories may I 
be patented, and the profits realized I 
therefrom be used to defray the ex- I 
penses of the laboratories and provide I 
a balance which would induce all 
companies to follow this plan."'

Prof. Kenelly also said that students 
had no time h< a three or four-year 
college course to even learn all the 
important things that are already 
known, much less spend time on in­
dustrial research. College laboratories 
are not large enough to allow research 
work in industrial lines to be car­
ried out without interfering with the 
present courses.

Great Thing for Students.
The speaker told of a plan that is 

being adopted In American colleges, 
whereby a student may secure a prac­
tical knowledge of any industry, and 
at the same time take a college course 
along the same line. Arrangements 
are made with large corporations for 
students to work In the plant two 
weeks end then attend college for the 
same length of time. This plan has 
also the advantage of the industrial 
employment paying the cost of the 
college course.
, “Progress always comes after search 
for Improvement,” said Prof. Kenelly. 
"We should get away from the over­
done conservatism of our forefathers. 
In Europe It is the exception when 
a son does not follow his father’s 
trade, but In the United States and 
Canada it is an exceptional case when 
he does. We on the North American 
continent must seek after the new and 
the better, and must improve on the 
Inventions of the past generation.”

In concluding his address, Prof. 
Kenelly presented the appeal that in 
the advancement Of material things, 
spiritual matters should not be lost 
sight of. "If our spiritual nature keeps 
pace with our scientific knowledge, 
we will be a better and a happier 
people," were his concluding words.

In 1914 the 
moratorium postponed settlement ot 
certain pre-war obligations in order 
to meet the economic obligations of 
the war. The appalling obligations ot 
the peace suggest to statesmen whose 
bowels have not been frightened into 
water to put aside temporarily the 
financial obligations of the war and 
tacM# the economic necessities ot 
peeoe—feeding the hungry, clothing 
the naked, comforting the shivering 
and so permitting the world to re­
cover Its tone and get to work.

An official 
investigation was started this after­
noon. and while no report has yet 
been returned to t.ie railroad or police 
authorities, members of the train crew 
were credited as saying that the acci­
dent was caused by a split rail.

Many of the passengers were badly 
frost-bitten before they were trans- 
fered to other cars and removed to 
the hospital. Ten were taken t<4 the 
Mary Fletcher Hospital here, while 
more than a dozen were attended to 
at hotels In this city, 
brought to Burlington on the second 
special of the New York-Montreal 
flyer.

George H. Clark, of Ottawa, Ont., 
and Miles Hanson, both of whom are 
now at the Mary Fletcher Hospital, 
were probably the most severely in­
jured of any of the passengers, being 
cut badly about the arms. Both were 
passengers In the sleeper which went 
into the lake.

When the wreck occurred Mr. Han­
son was thrown out of his berth and- 
stunned for the moment by the fall, 
and was carried out of the car by one 
of the railroad men.

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New York, Fob. 1.—Tentative plans 

for a transcontinental air race this 
year between New York and Nome, 
Alaska, a distanoe of 4870 miles, were 
announced here tonight by the Ameri­
can Flying Club, 
will be held Under the same rules and 
handicap plans as the race between 
New York and San Francisco last 
year.

From Mineola to Minot, N. D., a 
distance of 1673 miles, the route will 
lie over United States territory.

$1.0» By”Montreal, Feb. 1.—A Montreal pas­
senger on the wrecked Rutland-New 
York-Montreal train who arrived here 
at 5 o’clock Saturday morning com­
plains bitterly of neglect by officials 
of the company, 
statement he and his distressed com­
panions were driven from one coach 
to another, one train to another, and 
their needs as to "clothing and food 
were only met by the thoughtfulness 
of fellow passengers. He states that, 
In a state of dress borrowed of pas­
sengers and the train porter, he was 
obliged to change trains four times 
before he finally reached Montreal, 
and that between the time of the acci­
dent and late in the afternoon he was 
never approached by an official of the 
Rutland Company in regard to his 
needs.

This passenger, who desires to hold 
his name from publication, was sleeping 
about 6 a.m. Saturday, when he found 
himself suddenly toppled from the lower 
berth to a standing position on the bot­
tom of the upper berth, whose occupant 
was then standing on the roof. The car 
was partially in water, and the two iqen 
were In pyjamas and bare feet. They 
climbed up the embankment and bor­
rowed blankets to wrap around them-

Relatives of travelers waiting anxious­
ly at the station here were given no In­
formation. and all they could glean was 
the statement on the arrival bulletin 
that the ill-fated train had been "can­
celed."

The same can be made at tonight’s 
meeting. A mercantile section of the 
league is also under consideration, and 
in this connection it is very probable 
that the association will work in con­
junction with the Industrial Amateur 
Athletic Association, - the latter having, 
thru their secretary, expressed a desire 
to do so.

- Ruhs Off Tracks.
— New York, Jan. 31.—Deaths from 
Influenza continued to increase to­
day, while there was a decided drop 
in the number of new cases reported 
to the health department. There were 
123 deaths from the disease, an in­
crease of four over yesterday’s rsoord 
figures in the present epidemic, while 
the number of new cases totalled 4896, 
a decrease of 687 over those of the 
previous day. There were 137 deaths 
and 811 new cases of pneumonia, de­
creases of 6 and 40, respectively, from 
yesterday's figures.

The total number of influenza cases 
reported this month, including today's 
figures, totaled 84,896, pneumonia 
eases, 6,842; Influenza deaths, 668, and 
pneumonia deaths, 1,783. Estimating 
the city’s population at 6,000,000 the 
number of new influenza and pneu­
monia cases reported this month is 
only 6 per 1,000* Inhabitants, while 
the number of deaths is 4 for each 
10,000 inhabitants.

Regulations were abrogated to per­
mit of the importation of 100 nurses 
from New Jersey not registered here.

With the Influenza epidemic at lta 
height, New York is threatened today 
with a strike of engineers and firemen 
operating the heating plants of many of 
the city's hotels and apartment houses. 
The strike has been called for 8 o’clock 
Monday morning, unless the men’s de­
mands for increased wages and a 48-hour 
week are granted before that time. En­
gineers are demanding a minimum salary 
of 839 a week, while firemen, oilers and 
helpers are asking for |6.60 a day, and 
coal passers, 86 a day.

“Special measures must toe taken 
that our rear is replete with especially 
reliable men with machine guns.
These, if necessary, must force the 
troops to advance.

"There must be no hesitation atoout 
firing upon entire units in case they 
should try to give ground, or. which Is 
worse, to surrender to the enemy.

“Every soldier who sees an entire 
unit—a company or evën a larger 
group—surrender, is hereby ordered to 
open fire upon the surrendering troops 
and to wipe them out completely."

It was an order made imperative by 
circumstances. It was thé only pos­
sible deterrent he could employ In the 
face of wholesale desertion.

But the Reds do not stop to examine 
right and wrong thru the eyes of an 
army commander of the czarlst re­
gime. For them Bruslloff embodies 
the thing they have been taught to 
hate and abhorr and fight above all 
others; opposition to the revolution.
