Wod»esday, 19 th April, 1865.

John Redpath, Esq., President of the Institution, in the Chair.
The Meeting was opened with prayer by the Rev. Mr. Elliott.
After some Introductory remarks from the Chairman, Mr. Lunn, the Honorary Secretary, 

rcad the Annual Reports of the Board of Management, of the Finance Committee, and of the 
Poor Relief Committee,

Tho Right Rev. Bishop Fulford moved the first resolution, as follows :—

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF MANAGEMENT OF THE PROTESTANT HOUSE OF 
INDUSTRY AND REFUGE, TO THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS, FOR THE 
YEAR ENDING 10th OF APRIL, 1865.

IThe Board of Management have the honour to report the completion of the House of 
Industry and Refuge according to plans and spocificaiions submitted.to and approved by 
the Governors at their special meeting on the 14th of June last.

Owing to the lateness of the season before the work was commenced, and the delay in 
finishing the heating apparatus, the final completion of the buildings was m xch retarded 
beyond the time when your Board would have wished to see them finished, and the final 
occupation was consequently delayed till a late period.

Several alterations have been made at a moderate cost, which your Board think will tend
J
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to economize tbu working of the Institution, particularly tliut of eooktug by steam.
The Hoard would hero statu briefly to tho Governors tho general arrangement of the 

buildings. Thu front building on Dorchester street contains in tho fi'-t story, thu Ladies 
ludustrial Department, and a largo room now used ns thu School room, but which may bo ap­
propriated for religious services and such other objects as may bo considered most advanta­
geous in carrying on tho design of tho Institution. There is l .so a commodious basement 
stoiy that may bo appropriated advantageously to different nurposcs and v'hich has rccci ,ly 
been used by tho inmates U " a work room.

Tho second story of this building contains the Hoard Rooms and dwelling lor tho Sup irin- 
tendent.

Tho third story is intended for dormitorios.
The rear building is especially appropriated for a Night Refuge and Soup Kitchen. The 

first story contains tho office of the Superintendent, Soup Kitchen, largo dining rocm and two 
reception rooms. Tho second and third stories couinin tho dormitories, and these, we trust, 
will be found sufficiently largo for a Night Refuge for many years to come. The basement 
story is very commodious, containing coal a. J wood room, washing room and bath rooms for 
male and female. Tho basement ot tho corridor contains tho boiler and heating apparatus.

Tho Hoard have endeavoured r,s far as possible to provide means for the cleanliness of the 
inmates, and tho separation oftiio sexes, aud they trust, that on examination ol the whole of 
tho buildings, tho Governors will bo satisfied that everything has been done to carry out 
their iutontions in providing a suitable Soup Kitchen aud Night Kofuge, and supplying tho 
wants of the Protestant poor so far as the present, building was iutoudod to do, and so far as 
could bo expected from their limited lime and experience.

Insurances have been effected on tho buildings at four of tho leading offices to the extent 
of .$15,000.

It will now bo tho duty of the Governors to determine what further accommodation they 
may think necessary and wl en it would bo j .dicious to carry such into effect.

Tho Report of the Finance Committee, which will bo appended to this Report, shews that 
tho original subscription list amounts to tho sum of $83,839, and that there has been receiv­
ed up to illst March last, tho end of our financial year, on account of tho first instalment 
$89,331), and on account of tho second instalment $13,150, together $13,489. Since the 
31st Mure! Shore has been received the furthei sum of $1,350, making in aii $43,739, receiv­
ed on account of first and second instalments. This sum includes $1,000 received lost year 
aud $800 this year from tho City and District Savings Hank, $300 from Wm. Cunning­
ham, Esq., and $150 from Mrs. Simpson’s pupils, together $3,150, and which deducted 
woul : leave $41,589, os tho sum received ca account of instalments of tho original sub­
scription list. r

Your Board regret to report that tlrreo of the largo subscribers still refuse to pay anything 
on tueir subscriptions in consequence of the present Act of Incorporation not permitting the 
Institution to hold Real Estate in perpetuity, and also in consequence of largo subscriber 
not having tho privilege of nominating paupers in proportion to tho amounts subscribed. 
Your Hoard have no donbt that such subscribers may bo compelled by law to pay up their sub­
scriptions under tho present act of Incorporation ; but on duo reflection they have ‘bought it 
better for tho interests of tho Institution that such changes in the Act should bo made as would 
do away with these objections, more especially as they have boon promised other largo 
on such ameudmonts boing made. As your Hoard cannot see what valid objection

bo to a purely licncvoicnt Institution holding roal ostate in perpetuity, whatever strong 
objection there may bo to a religious institution doing tho same ; and ns, with regard to the 
nomination ot paupers, no practical evil could possibly arise, provided tho rules of tho In­
stitution as to tlioir admission and dismissal be strictly adhered to, they have unanimously 
agreed to recommend tho necessary changes In tho Act of Incorporation. For this purpose 
tho Bye-Law Committee have boon instructed to prepare a draft of tho proposed amend­
ments. The same must, however, bo laid before the Hoard of Governors for their considera­
tion aud approval boforo any definite action can bo token regarding them.

From tho' statement of tho Finance Committee appended to this report, it will bo 
that tho total cost of land and buildings amounts to $33,(i37, and tho current expenses for 
maintenance during tho your $3,555,9U. There are several items in this ordinary expendi­
ture which will a.', again be required, but no accurate ostimato of tho annual expenses 
he made till after another year’s experience.

For tho detailed items of tho year’s expenditure wo refer to tho appended report ol tho 
Finance Committee.

The Report of tho Poor Relief Committee shows tho largo amount of relief that has beou 
afforded to the poor under their judicious management at comparatively small cost, clearly 
proving tho great advantage in tho concentration of effort,—and your Board would hero re­
iterate tho opinion given in their last report, namely, that it will be tho duty of this Institu- 
tion as far as possible, to embrace tho relief of u!l classes of tho Protestant poor that are now 
«(ported in various ways, by individuals, churches, and national societies, excepting 
always such chartered institutions as have been iong established for special charitable 
objects. Tho general relief thus afforded aud tho saving of daily calls for charity ought to 
insure a large amount of annual support to this Institution, and wo trust as there arc still 
several of our wealthy citizens who have not yet subscribed anything, that they also may bo
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stimulated to do their duty, and to feel their responsibility to give as God hath prospered 
them for such a desirable object. From all the experience of the past, we feel assurée! that 
support given to the poor in this way, making use of their industry whenever it van be made 
available, and feeding the helpless, can be done with far more economy in the House of 
Industry than by a multiplicity of institutions or by individual charity, and in view of these 
facts, wo can scarcely doubt that the institution will be sufficiently supported.

Your Board have much pleasure in drawing tho special attention of tho Governors to the 
arrangements regarding tho religious services held all last winter. Divine service is held 
each Sablmth afternoon for one hour, by the ordained clergymen of tho city in rotation. 
Family worship is conducted at a quarter to seven o'clock each morning, by the Superinten­
dent, and tho visiting Governors have, all through tho winter, conducted tho same each 
evening. It has been a source of much satisfaction to your Board that tho great benefit of 
religious services have been thus brought within the reach of so many of our Protestant 
poor, privileges from which they have long been excluded on account of their unfortunate 
position in society. To tho various cl« rgymeu and others who have conducted these ser­
vices pour Board would return their most grateful thanks. Much interest has been mani­
fested on these occasions on tho part of tho poor, both Protestant aud ltomau Catholic, who 
have throughout shown tho most perfect decorum.

Tho hour of service on tho Sabbath is from half-past two to half-past three each afternoon. 
In regard to Medical attendance your Board have pleasure in stating that after consulting 

several Medical men of the city what was best to bo done, Herbert S. Tew, Esq., M.D. of 
the Montreal General Hospital, was appointed os Medical attendant to tho Institution, that 
gentleman having kindly offered his services gratuitously, aud the Board have great pleasure 
lu bearing their testimony to tho assiduity and regularity with which ho has performed his 
duties and the great attention ho has paid to tho poor under his care.

It is gratifying to state, that notwithstanding the crowded state of the wards of the Refuge 
during the winter, tho health of the inmates has boon very good, ouly a few cases of measles 
having occurred among tho children, who were immediately restored by the ordinary 
treatment.

Two deaths have occurred since wo entered into possession of tho buildings, one that of 
an aged female, tho other that of an infant, from general debility.

Your Board, os many of tho Governors are aware, had come to an agreement with the 
City Council that this Institution should receive one-half of tho proceeds of the Marstollur 
property now in tho hands of tho Corporation, the other half being reserved for a Roman 
Catholic Night Refuge, when it should be established. Your Board have boon urging upon 
the Council, for some time past, tho necessity and justice of an immediate payment of our 
share of the funds, amounting, according to statement handed tous, to tho sum of $(1,089.97j. 
A Notarial Bond has been sent to us by tho Attorney of tho City Council for our signature 
preliminary to the payment of tho money. So soon as our Solicitors have examined aud 
approved of the documents, it will bo signed and tho money paid.

The Ladies' Industrial Department, which had boon carried on indopondci,"y by a Com­
mittee ol Ladies with great success for years past, mado application to connect themselves 
with your Board ns one of their departmental Committees ; and your Board, believing this 
to bo one ot the legitimate objects of this Institution, namely, tho relief of tho industrial poor 
by their own labor in their own homes, or wherever it could bo most effectually curried out, 
received them accordingly,

Many donations of provisions, clothing, vegetables, &c., have been received during tbo past 
winter. As these have all been acknowledged in the newspapers, and the list would be too 
lengthy for this Report, your Board would here return their grateful thanks to the many 
kind friends who have thus remembered the poor and manifested their interest in the pros­
perity of our Institution. Your Board would remind the Meeting that donations of cast off 
clothing prove ot all times most acceptable gifts to tho poor.

As the present building will ho ample for the accommodation of the poor 
lor another year, your Board would recommend the delay of another season before commenc­
ing the new buildings, when the Board will have had more experience of what is required, 
and time will thus be given to realise from the sale of the remainder of our unoccupied lots 
on DeBleury street (if that should bo determined on) to more advantage than at present. 
In the meantime it has been suggested that this vacant lot might bo put to advantage by

^he lateness of the season before tho present building could bo occupied prevented your 
Board from making any definite arrangement for procuring employment for such of the in­
mates as were able to work. We would however strongly rccoinuieni to the next Board of 
Management that every effort should bo made before tbo next winter to provide employment 
for every one able to work ; and whenever work coula bo procured, and any who were able 
loimd unwilling to work, that they should not receive further relief from tho Institution

Your Board have to record with fegret the deaths, daring tho past year, of the Hon. 
George Moffatt, Edward Maitland, Esq., U. D Collis, Esq., and the Hon. Mr. Justice Gale, 
all ot them Governors of tho Institution.

In accordance with the Charter of Incorporation it will bo the duty of tho Governors, 
meeting to bo held within eight days, to elect ten Governors to serve for three years in iuv 
place ot the undermentioned retiring members of tho Board of Management, all of them 
being eligible for re-election, viz.

James L. Mathewson, W. F. Kay, T. M. Bryson, John Sinclair, M. H. Gault, Henry 
layman, W. H. A. Davies, Wm. Lunu, George Ilagar, and in the room of the late Edward 
Maitland, Esquire.

It will bo the duty of this meeting to select a Governor to fill tho place, on tho Board of 
Management, of the late Hon. George Moffatt, whoso unexpired term of office extends to 
two years from this date.

The whole of the elective Governors of last year, twenty-four in number, now retire from 
office ; all ot them being eligible for re-election. This meeting will proceed to tho election 
rS n 'n their place. The Governors will bear in mind that the ten new members

ot the Board ot Management ore chosen from the Life and Elective Governors. Tho list ol 
gentlemen eligible to tho office of Elective Go ernor will be found attached to the printed 
copies of tho Bye-laws.
