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POWERFUL DREDGE HERE

* FOR WORK IN THE HARBOR

The “Cynthia” Was Towed in Early This Morning

and Will Prepare for
Powerful Dredging
Harbor.

Work at Once—The Most
Plant Ever in St. John

The tugs Lord Kitchener and Neponset
prrived in port this. morning towing the
dredge Cynthia, and three scows, which
were recently purchased in Boston by
John E. Moore, for the Maritime Dredg-
ing and Construction Company. This is
the most powerful dredging plant ever in
Bt. John, and the Cynthia is one of the
biggest and best mud-diggers on the coast.
Bhe is 125 feet in length, 50 feet beam and
14 feet in depth, with double decks and
accommodation for a crew of twenty-one
men. She is fitted with & 12 yard bucket
for 'soft digging, and a 10 yard bucket for
hard pan. She is capable of removing 8,
000 yards of material a day, which is a
much greater quantity than any dredge
ever working here before has been capable
of taking up. -

The dredge is commanded by E. O.
Lahey, who was formerly with the ‘Domin-
jon Dredging Co. She left Boston on 8a-
turday, June 12, in tow of the tugu_Lord
Kitchener, Neponset and B. T. Haviland,
but the latter only came as far as Port-
land, Maine. The trip was reported to
have been pretty smooth and no mishaps

occurred. She left Quody, Maine, yester-
day morning about 7 o'clock, and arrived
off the island last night, coming up te No.
1 berth, Sand Point and docking ot 2.30

a, m, ;

Shortly after daylight Captain .Lahcy
had the crew busy getting the big ma-
chine fitted for work. Two anchors and
heayy gear were brought down on the
scows, and these will be hoisted into posi-
tion as soon as possible. Captain Lahey
etated that he expected to have the dredge
fitted up inside of five days, and work
will then be started, dredging from in
front of the C. P. R. wharf and, continu-
ing down toward the beacon bar. ?
At the dredge is fitted with electric
lights she will be ‘able to work night and
day and take advantage of every tide. She
also carries a duplicate set of parts, such
as anchors, etc., in case of accidents.

The scows have a capacity of 1,000 yards
each, or 3,000 yards in all, and are much
larger than the scows used here in previ-
ous dredging operations. §

The dredge has been newly painted and
presents a fine appearance.

Washington, D. C., June 23—A special
message to congress from the president
urging the adoption of the tax on.the

net earnings of corporations, which he has
adyocated in private - conversation with
the leaders, was not considered necessary
to ‘the ‘success of this proposition, but it
is believed that such a message will make
clearer the course of certain senators who,
stood committed to the income tax; that
it - will ' give proper assurance to those
senators and to .their constituents that
the propsed amendment to the constitu-
tion authorizing the assessment of an in-
come tax will be adopted in good faith,
and that ‘it will have influence in bringing
the house -leaders to accept the special
tax' imposed by the senate in lieu of the
inhetritance tax provided by the house. 1t
is generally admitted that the adoption
of President Taft’s proposition by the
senate Jeaders places him in a command-
ing' position and renders him & most im-
portant’ factor to be dealt with in all im-
portant legislation which may be under-
taken during 'his administraton.

AIRSHIPS AND GAME

Flying Machines Terrify Bird#

and Wild Animals

London, June 2l1—German sportémen
have observed that airships terrify birds
and wild animals to an extraordinary de-
gree. When a flying machine is only bare-
ly distingnishable to the human eye as it
appears on the horizon its aproach is her-
alded by frightened birds, large and small,
flying for shelter. .

The noise of the motors also agitates
four-footed game exceedingly, and as air-
ships do not follow a rigd route animals
cannot get used to it as they do to passing
railway trains. It seems odd to see in the
German papers complaints from hunting
men about “good shots they have miseed
owing to an airship looming overhead.”

Now this is what happened afterwards,
as the captain tells'it: !

“] didn’t believe the chore boy’s tale,
although several ' times 1 saw that big
turtle with the fish close by. I noticed,
though, that the turtle didn’t come quick-
ly to my call. Then something queer bap-
pened. A little boy came up with his
mother for a few days and amused him-
self most of the time by fishing off: tlze
dock. Ome afternoon, about five o’clock,
I heard an awful noise down there, and
from the terrible splashing, I figured at
once that the little fellow had fallen in,
and I went down with a rush, and what
do you suppose. ‘That boy: had anchored
his hook into the jaws of one of the:big-
gest dogfish-you ever saw and was land-
ing him, hauling him up inch. by inch on
the shelving, sandy beach.

“New York, June 22.—Under the pres-
sure of the third degfce,l Chung Sin, one-
time room mate of Leon Ling, told this
afternoon of Elsie Sigel’s murder.

preparations for placing the body in the
trunk where it was found horribly decom-
posed bn Friday night last,

In fact, Chung Sin, if what was learned
at the criminal courts building is correct,
described almost everything concerning the
murder of Major F¥ranz Sigel's grand-
daughter except the actual commission of
He denied any implication in
it and prqtested stoutly that he was ig-
norant of the whereabouts of Leon Ling,
the supposed murderer. But after the in-
quisition he was taken before Coroner Har-
burger and held in $10,000 bail in the house
of detention to await the inquest.
