Ottawa, May 15—The production o f big shells on this continent is now at 
an end. The production of the national factories in Great Britain has become 
so great that the importation of heavy shells, that is 8-inch and 9.2 shells from 
the United States has ceased altogether. No further quantity is actually re­
quired from Canada. This information i s authoritative.

However, in order to keep the Cana dian factories

London, May 15—The British state-] 
ment says:—

“Small engagements between outposts, 
in which our troops were successful, 
took place during the night southeast of 
Epehy. Early this morning the enemy 
heavily bombarded our positions in 
Bullecourt and on the Hindenburg line 
again delivered two determined counter­
attacks. His attempt upon the Hinden­
burg line completely failed.

“In Bullecourt his attack was also re­
pulsed, after fighting in which our ad­
vanced posts in the northwestern portion 
of the village were forced back a short 
distance.

“Another hostile counter-attack soutn- 
east of Loos was stopped by our ar­
tillery. We made a successful raid last 
night in the neighborhood ofxYpres and 
captured a few prisoners.”

Paris, May 15—The French statement 
says the enemy’s attack wàs made on 
the Aisne front, along the Chemin des 
Dames. The statement follows:—

“After a violent bombardment late 
yesterday on the Chemin des Dames, the 
Germans attacked our positions over a 
long front In the region northwest of 
Brave-en-Leonnois, between Bovettes 
and' Epine de Chevregny.

He was 
chairman of the reception committee that 
met both the commissions. At the recep­
tion on Friday for Mr. Balfour and the 
British commission, Mayor Mitchel re­
ferred to Mr. Choate as the “foremost 
citizen of New York.” He was a lawyer 
of international fame.

LLOYO GEORGE SENDS

TO IRISH LEADERStry
Copenhagen, May 15, via London.—Ac­

cording to the Politlken, the bureau for 
the proposed neutral peace conference 
will probably issue a statement that the 
international socialist conference at 
Stockholm is postponed. The paper says 
that great dissatisfaction prevails among 
the delegates and that one member re­

The news that the German 
independent socialists have been refus­
ed passports is expected to cause the 
bureau to refuse to negotiate with the 
Scheidemann group. Emile Vandervelde 
declares that the refusal of the German 
authorities to issue passports except to 
Scheidemann and his followers is clear 
proof of the desire of the German peo­
ple for peace.

London, May 15.—M. Vandervelde is 
quoted by Reuter’s Stockholm corres­
pondent as having said in a statement 
to the socialist Demokraten : “It is im­
possible for us to take the hand of 
the German socialists who are extending 
the other hand to the German emperor, 
but that does not imply disapproval of 
the initiative of the Dutch and Scan­
dinavian delegates who are gathering 
from all sections to the international at 
Stockholm. It is to our interest to get 
as much light as possible thrown on the 
position of the socialist parties in every 
country, on the express understanding 
however, that we are not thereby oblig­
ed to sit in conference with socialists who 
have supported and still support the im­
perialist policy of the Central Powers.”

Washington, May 15.—The first joint 

session of the British labor delegates 
and officials of the A. F. of L. was held 
here today.

CALLS TO ARMY 
TO FIGHT ON.

PERSONALS Petrograd, May 15, via London.—The 
council of soldier^’ and workmen’s de­
puties has issued an appeal to the army 
in which it declares that German imper­
ialism is seeking to destroy revolutionary 
Russia and enslave the Russian people. 
It appeals to the soldiers to defend Rus­
sia, with all their power and declares 
that a separate peace is impossible.

The appeal says that the only solu­
tion of the war must be a general peace 
among all nations by common agree­
ment. It asserts that the council is aim­
ing at peace by calling for a revolution 
among the workmen and peasants of 
Germany and Austria-Hungary, but that 
peace cannot be achieved unless the en­
emy at the front is cheeked. The mani­
festo concludes with begging the sold­
iers not to renounce their offensive and 
warns against fraternizing with the en­
emy, which, it says, cannot end the war.

Although not a citizen of the 
United States, as a citizen of the St. 
Croix valley where for so many, many 
years the flags of Britain and the United 
States have flown from the same flag 
pole as occasion arose, I feel justified and 
qualified to represent the city of Calais 
and the State of Maine on this histor­
ical event

The kinship and good feeling which 
has always obtained among the people 
of the two great Anglo-Saxon democrac­
ies in the valley of the St. Croix was 
very much in evidence in London today. 
It looked good to me, today, to see Old 
Glory, the flag we know and love 
to our own, side by side with the Union 
Jack, over the chancel in St. Paul’s, over 
all public buildings—in fact all over 
London.

After the ceremony we had luncheon 
with the American ambassador, Dr.

Has Neglected.

Fredericton, N. B, May 14—To talk 
for an hour or so and say as little as 
Mr. Potts did this evening Ls possible 
only to few men. The member from 
St. John did not disappoint those who 
had heard him make public speeches 
before.

He found much fault with the expres­
sions of the mover and seconder of the 
address. Mr. Potts tried to place the 
responsibility for high prices upon the 
local government, and called on them 
to legislate so that produce would sell 
at lower prices. Every sentence was 
really a condemnation of the dominion 
government, and the present high cost 
of living. He wanted the local govern­
ment to take up the question of con­
scription; in fact, he did not give much 
indication that he knew where the 
power of provinical governments begins 
or ends.

ods; this was due chiefly to the presence 
of Dr. W. S .Carter, of Fredericton, chief 
superintendent of education, 
tended the board meeting at the in­
vitation of the chairman. Dr. Carters 
remarks opened the door to an.extended 
discussion of the school situation in St.

‘keeping pace with the United States, 
hut added that if Canada wanted to 
compete with American scholars, Ameri- 

engineers, and American merchants 
there must be an immediate start in the 
direction of technical education. One 
method suggested was the night school. 
Dr. Carter pointed out the interest that 
lias developed In the night school in 
Fredericton, ,-fnd felt that more enthus­
iasm should be shown in St. John, with 
its larger and more densely populated 
centre. He referred to the educational 
systems of other countries, especially in 
(bj-many. where the government 'under­
takes the technical education of its sub­
jects, eliminating the possibility of an 
unskilled labor class and keeping all 
males at school until they were compet­
ent to undertake some trade, and even 
after this the employer is compelled to 
allow a certain portion of the day for 
study.
