Windsor, Ont., June 21—The overall plant of the Peabody Sales (corporation, Limited, Walker- 
ville, which has been working on a $1,000,000 order of uniforms for the British army, was partially 
destroyed at 3 o ’clock this morning by an explosion, believed due to a bomb placed by German sym­
pathizers. The damage is estimated at $10,000. The entire front of the three-story steel and concrete 
building at the corner of Sandwich street and Victoria road was blown out.

J. E. hennox, general manager, said he had expected that an attempt would be made, because of 
acceptance of British war orders. No direct threat had come to the company, but there had been 
rumors.

Paris,' June 21—The French War Of­
fice this afternoon reported:—

“In the section to the north of Arras 
we yesterday made further progress in 
the direction of Souches by the occupa­
tion of several trenches and by drawing 
Bear to the northwest side of the village.

TThere was an artillery engagement 
Which lasted all night long near Dom- 
Jtierre, west of Argonne. An attack on 
the part of the enemy, which had been 
preceded by the explosion of three mines, 

stopped by the fire of our artillery 
end our infaptry.

“In the sector of the Calonne trenches, 
we maintained all our gains in spite of 
a counter attack of great violence de­
livered at four a.m.

“In Lorraine, Hear ReiUon, we have 
followed np our advantages.

ATTEMPT ON ARMORY

New York, June 21—John F. Base, an American war correspondent who 
has been with the Russian army in the east since last August, returned yes­
terday on hie way hack to Chicago.

“The Russian army,” he said, “is short of ammunition, artillery, rifles, and 
powder, which is chiefly due to some of their magasines and ammunition de­
pots in Russia haying been blown up by German spies. One of the largest of 
these explosions was at Petrograd.

“The Germans have a regular system of espionage in Russie, and some of 
the spies see officers in the Russian army, who are of German descent or Ger­
man bora. One of these army spies was hanged at Warsaw while I was there. 
There was also a great deal of German influence ht the Russian court, through 
which the spies obtained Information of the movements of the army.

“If the Russian army can obtain plenty of ammunition, artillery, and rifles 
it can hold the Germans and lick the Austrians. I hare seen a small army of 
5,000 men drawn up in the rear of a battle line waiting to take the weapons 
and ammunition of those who were either killed or put out of action. ,

“Indeed, I hare known many cases of men being sent into the trenches un­
armed to take the rifles and cartridges of those who were out of action. It was 
the only tiling the Russian commanders could do under tile conditions with 
which they had to contend.”

Tokio, June, 21—Advices from Via divottock are to the effect that muni­
tions of yn* intended for the use of, Russia’s armies at the front are arriving at 
that seaport in great quantities. So heavy are the shipments that facilities to 
forward them by rail through Siberia are lacking.

THE RUSSIAN SITUATION.
The eyes of the world are now turned 

to Galicia, where the German and Aus­
trian armies are making a supreme ef­
fort to inflict such a defeat upon the 
Russians as would make it safe to with­
draw large bodies of troops to the west 
to hurl against the French and British 
lines. The result apparently depends 
upon Russia's supply of ammunition- 
That has been her great drawback from 
the beginning. The German supply ap­
pears to be inexhaustible, and the masses 
of men wtfom Russia can put in the 
way of the enemy are powerless unless 
well supported by artillery. It is said 
the Kaiser himself has assumed direc­
tion of the Galician campaign, and 
whether he can at last, succeed in put­
ting Grand Duke Nicholas to rout is a 
question the answer to which will be 
awaited with very keen anxiety. Thus 
far the Grand Duke has retreated only 
to return again to the attack, and to 
keep up the steady pressure which made 
it necessary for the enemy, to hold large 
armies along the whole line. If he has 
ammunition he can probably hold Lem­
berg. If he has not, he can still retreat 
and gather his forces for another drive 
when his supply of ammunition war- 
rants such a movement. Germany evi- 
dently attaches great importance to this 

i struggle ,for she has sacrificed great 
numbers of men in Galicia in the last 
three weeks. The Russian reports do 
not admit that the situation for them is 
as serious as German and Austrian re­
ports indicate, but a London cable says 
they have been thrown back 180 miles in 

weeks. It is added, however, that 
even if they lost Lemberg they can 
withdraw to other formidable positions 
and hold out for months. The whole 
situation in the east as well as in the 
west emphasizes the urgent need of 
speeding up the factories of all the allied 
countries to produce ever increasing 
quantities of munitions.

The western portal will be located 
about 1700 feet below and a short dis­
tance west of Glacier House. The main 
passage will provide for double tracks, 
and the approaches from both ends will 
also have parallel lines.

The tunnel, which will be 29 feet wide 
and 28 feet high, follows a straight line 
under Mt. Macdonald, emerging in the 
Beaver Valley at a point about lOOO feet 
■below the present line. The eastern 
entrance is directly below Hermit, a 
station just east of Rogers Pass. The 
highest point reached in the tunnel is 
8796 feet above sea level and 4066 feet 
below the summit of Macdonald Peak. 
The passage through the mountains will 
have a grade of 1 percent up to the in­
terior summit.

The “pioneer bore” is a new method 
of tunnel cutting, being employed on the 
Rogers Pass work. A small preliminary 
shaft 7 by 9 feet, parallelling the course 
of the main tunnel 60 feet distant, fur­
nishing ventilation for the main shaft, 
and by means of cross sections, affords 
a means of disposing of the excavated 
rook during the process of the work.

The contract calls for completion of 
the tunnel by the end of 1916, about 
three and a half years from the date of 
beginning.

It is hoped and expected that there 
will\ be a generous response to the call, 
the necessity of which is apparent to 
everybody who has read the newspapers 
of late.

The donations will be forwarded 
through the Red Cross Society.

The attention of the St John Knights 
having been called to the shocking con­
ditions prevailing in Serbia—to the aw­
ful ravages of disease, to the numerous 
deaths, to the needs of the hospitals, it 
was lately decided to make an appeal to 
the public for assistance for the suffer­
ing people.

The sad condition of affairs 
has been graphically described in a let­
ter issued by the Canadian' Red Cross 
Society. “For three months,” says this 
letter, which was sent out from Toron­
to in May, “all Serbia has been one gaeat 
charnel bouse of dead and dying. Deaths 
to date have reached a grand total of 
76,000. Though the epidemic of typhus 
is now declared to be under control, it 
Is freely admitted that a grim harvest 
of 100,000 htithah beings will have been 
reaped before it can, be entirely stamp­
ed out. When the present war broke out 
there were in all Serbia, with a popula­
tion of 5,000,000 people, only 900 doc­
tors, The service of aU these had, to 

r go at once to the army, leaving the civ­
ilian population without medical help.

“Of this heroic little band of doctors, 
one-third have already fallen victims to 
the epidemic. Teçrible as this lack of 
doctors is, it Is Aottung in comparison 
with the lack of, hospitals and medical 
supplies. So scarce were the latter fol­
lowing Serbia’s last great battle, that 
the 'bandages had td be taken from those 
less seriously hurt and re-used tin grave 
cases. A black flag in Serbia marks each 
house where the disease has victims, but 
each flag usually , rheans two or three. 
Twenty centuries ago from the heart of 
what is now Scrhtir .went up a cry for 
help that has since rung down the ages. 
It is the cry to'XflWKe to Macedonia and 
help us.” The Mgfc^rry is ringing oqt 
today.

“The Canadian Red Cross Society 
realising the awful conditions existing 
in Serbia tqday, recently donated $6,000 
for relief in that unhappy country. 
Nobly are the people of Canada giving 
'to the many patriotic and national funds 
in conection with the war; out of the 
fulness of their generous hearts we feel 

they will bt able to spare a little 
for Serbia.” *

In a letter written in June the Red 
Cross Society says: Serbia comes to us 
not merely in a general appeal to our 
generosity and charity, but she comes as 
a nation to which we owe a very great 
debt. While in time we are going to 
drive the hordes of barbarous invaders 
from the soil of France and Belgium, we 
must never forget that the first brunt of 
the fight was not home by the great na­
tions, but by the small nations of Eur­
ope. Serbia cries out in the throes of 
a dreadful tragedy and her cries reach 
are assisting our Belgian allies and 
French comrades we must not forget 
that Serbia has fought with a magnific­
ent bravery and determination against 
the most dreadful odds, and while rav­
aged by a dread disease, Canadians were 
ever ready to help When assistas» was 
needed and never was it needed a* It Is 
today in the little kingdom of Serbia.”

Money is needed badly, but surgical 
and medical supplies are absolutely es­
sential If the work that is being carried 
on in Serbia today 
Blankets, pillows, sheets, 
towels, hot water bottles, night shirts, 
flannel shirts, pypamas and balaclavas 
are badly needed, but most specially the 
demand is for cholera belts, slippers, lint, 
Iodoform, plaster, medicated cotton, dis­
infecting tabloids, condensed milk, cocoa 
and stretchers.

II destroyed before they produce seed. 
||Biennials, which require two seasons tn

complete their growth, must be neither 
ploughed or cut down before they flow­
er. Perennials are the moat trouble­
some owing to the extension and firm­
ness of their roots.

A single ploughing often does more 
harm than good by breaking-up tfia 
root stocks and stimulating growth. For 
shallow rooted perennials, infested land 
should be ploughed so lightly that the 
roots are exposed to the sun to dry up. 
For deep-rooted perennials ploughing 
should be as deep as conveniently pos­
sible, the nature of the land determining 

the depth of the ploughing. The best 
time to destroy weeds is within two or 
three days after the first pair of leaves 
has formed on the seedling plant. Fqi 
friable soils the use of the “weeder” Is 
advised. The “tilting” barrow is also 
satisfactory for comparatively loOae 
soils and is preferred as a weed de­
stroyer on firm or clayey land.

branch as far as grain, grasses and clover 
are affected, and how the seeds arc 

r spread, and in what quantities they have 
| been found in different localities cover- 
| ing four provinces, proceeds to- describe

are classed as “noxious” under the Or­
der in Council of 1911, authorised by a 
Seed Control Act passed the same year. 
Each of the twenty-eight and each of 
the remaining eighty-six are not only 
minutely described, but an exact illus­
tration of weed and seed accompanies 
each description.

The impression left upon me after vis­
iting many battalions at the front is one 
of strenuous optimism and unshaken 
confidence. Some of the men are very 
weary; many are rightly and properly 
home sick and fight all the better for 
having much to love, but all—even the 
remnants three days out of a desperate 
battle—are optimistic. It is the right 
kind of optimism, too, the kind which is 

merciless than any pessimism, for 
it knows the difficulties far -better than 
critics at home, but is perfectly resolved 
upon victory. Our countrymen have 
rarely any passion for lighting for its 
own sake, but they have a passion for 
finishing a job, and on that they will 
never weaken.

Let me record another impression, the 
most vivid of ail.

The prospecte regarding the appoint­
ment of a new deputy receiver general 
in succession to the late Dr. H. C. Wet- 
more, seem today to point towards the 
early appointment of Hon. John E. Wil­
son, M. P. J*, to the office. It is under­
stood, on excellent authority that his 
appointment has been agreed to and that 
the claims of the many other office 
seekers will not be recognised at this 
time.

The havoc wrought in party ranks by 
the long-continued dissension over the 
last appointment, that of judge of pro­
bates, is said to have shown the party 
leaders the danger of delays and it is 
believed that Mr. Wilson’s appointment 
will come at an early date.

So strenuous was the campaign in 
connection with the last appointment 
that, before it ended, there were open 
threats that a third political party would 
be organised in St. John and independ­
ent candidates put in the field at the 
next elections, if the wishes of one of 
the factions were not satisfied.

There are various other government 
and civic appointments soon to be made 
which are exciting public interest. Two 
vacancies have occurred on the board of 
school trustees, owing to expiration of 
the terms of- M. E. Agar, a government 
appointee, and T. H. Bullock, who was 
appointed by the city. Friends Fred 
J. Mclnemey are urging his appointment 
os Mr. Agar's successor, but it is said 
that Mr. Agar will be urged to accept 
a reappointment. With regard to the 
city appointment it is reported that 
Commissioners Russell and Potts are 
both willing to accept the office, while, 
among some of the other commissioners 
there is strong feeling against the ap­
pointment of one. of their own number 
to any office. The school board expends 
almost one-third of the entire city rev­
enue and the commissioners think it rea­
sonable that they should be represented, 
but some of them feel that their ap­
pointment should be made "by law rath­
er than by their own vote.
Assessment'

The city will soon have to face the 
appointment of an assessment commis­
sion, this being required by the govern­
ment within three months of the action 
of the legislature at the last session, 
when taxation matters were before them. 
There has been some discussion of the 
matter at city hall, but no action has 
been taken -- yeti Here again the same 
question of the desirability of appointing 
themselves to office is likely to' come up. 
It is not understood yet whether the 
common' council will be represented on 
the commission although it is to be ex­
pected that it will be. There is also 
some talk of securing at least one ex­
pert from some other city to assist in 
the work.

There will soon be a vacancy in the 
board of liquor license commissioners. 
John Thornton, who was appointed to 
fill the unexpired term of Dr. H. C. Wet- 
more, will soon, complete his period of 
office. It was said today to he prob­
able that he would be reappointed, al­
though others are said to be after the 
place. 'a

Judge E. T. C. Knowles presided for 
the first time in the probate court this 
morning and received the formal con- ! 
gratulations of the members of the bar; 
upon his appointment to the office .

Some difficulties arose in connection 
with the first session of the court, but 
these were arranged satisfactorily in ad- 
ve. No provision is made for the ad­
journment of the court by the registrar 
in the case of the résiliation of ch- 
judge; there was a citation returnable 
today, and if the court did not convene 
a new citation and a delay of three 
weeks would be required. The commis­
sion of appointment bad not arrived, and 
Mr. Knowles felt unwilling to take office 
until it ufs in his hands. Finally he 
was advised that it was on the way to 
St. John, and under the circumstances, 
especially as there were several other 
pressing matters before the court, he A 
agreed to be sworn in, and this ceremony 
took place at eleven o’clock before Judge; 
Armstrong, his predecessor in.office and: 
now judge of the county court.

When Judge Knowles took his place ! 
on the bench, members of the bar were : 
present to welcome him and, on their I 
behalf, W. A. Ewing, K-C., extended to 1 
His Honor the warmest congratulations j 
of the bar, expressing |their conviction 
that under the new judge the af­
fairs of the court would receive the same 
careful attention and prompt despatch 
as in the past.

Judge Knowles responded briefly, 
thanking not only the barristers, but 
also his many friends in other walks of 
life who have expressed such kindly 
sentiments upon his appointment. He 
said that it would be his ambition to 
uphold the traditions of the office which 
have been raised to such a high standard 
by his predecessors.

The business of the court then pro­

Rev. Walter Haynes of Vancouver, ar­
rived at Fairville on Saturday afternoon 
and is being warmly welcomed by his 
native village. Rev. Mr. Rayncs has 
done well in the west in the Presby­
terian ministry and his many friends vill 
be glad to learn of his return visit.

The Fairville Methodist pulpit was 
occupied last evening by Rev. E. H. Creed 
of Hampton, who recently enlisted as 
a private in the ranks of the 66th. He' 
wore his khaki. While he chose I Peter 
let chapter, 24th and 26th vers# as a 
text, he confined his remarks about alto­
gether to his personal reasons for don­
ning the, king’s uniform.

The rtverend gentlemen referred at the 
outset to the unusual position he was 
placed in as a minister of the gospel 
and a soldier preparing to fight his coun­
try’s foes. Every man in every clime 
who really possessed the elements of 
manhood felt the love of his native coun­
try, and this was accentuated when the 
institutions of his nation were founded 
upon principles of justice and truth. 
He had been several times requested to 
speak from the platform to the public, 
calling for volunteers, but had felt he 
could not conscientiously ask another 
man to do what he was not " prepared 
to take upon himself. This was ths first 
reason why he had joined the colors.

Some men he knew had enlisted in a 
spirit of adventure with no thoughts to 
the great underlying causes of the war 
and principles at stake. Others, through 
revenge at German cruelties, and still 
more and a great number to maintain 
the integrity of the British Empire, were 
forsaking homes and loved ones to offer 
their lives on the altar and this he con­
ceived to be an excellent incentive, but 
he believed in a still higher ideal which 
had moved him as a second demand upon 
his physical powers. This war was a 
contest between darkness and light, 
liberty and military oppression and force 
against the principles of righteousness 
and because of this he appealed to every 
able bodied man to join his country’s 
troops as a contribution small enough 
in such a colossal struggle.
